

         
								




Categories are arbitrary to its sound and meaning. 
(Eg. Fork > Category = N; Meaning = an actual fork represented by picture or thing; Sound = /fork/)











Polysemy – Syntactically conditioned (Different distribution = different category)
Conceptual meaning – The type of meaning dictionaries are designed to describe; literal use of a word. 
(Eg. Needle – thin, sharp, steel, instrument > those components = conceptual meaning)

Associative meaning – Different associations attached to a dictionary meaning; may differ per person and are not treated as part of the word’s conceptual meaning
		(Eg. Needle – pain, illness, blood, drugs > associations, not dictionary definition)

Every phrase has a HEAD – phrases are endocentric. 
· N Phrase
· V Phrase
· PP Phrase
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MAXIMS OF CONVERSATION
Cooperative principle – Contribute meaningfully to the accepted purpose and direction of conversation










Indirect speech act – Speaker “literally” says a question but really means a command.
		(Eg. “Can you pass me the pen?” > But really expects to be given a pen)











Meaning – Truth conditions vs. use
Semantic approach: To know the meaning of a sentence is to know when it is TRUE.
Pragmatic approach: To know the meaning of a sentence is to know when to USE it. 

Inflection


Nouns can be pluralized


Verbs can be made past tense


Derivation (bound)


Restricted to certain words


Lexical (free)


Nouns, verbs, adjectives


Verbs can agree with their subjects


Adj can be put in comparative/superlative


Its use depends on sentence


May change category of word


Occurs inside inflectional morphology


Its use depends on what you want to refer to


Functional (free)


Auxiliries, determiners, pronouns, conjuctions


(Eg. the, this, that, can, of, no, be)


(Eg. house, live, wonder, big, monumental, shiny)

Nouns


 (Eg. N is a pain in the neck.)


Can be subject or object of a sentence


Verbs


 (Eg. They can V; They V'ed the banana; Please, V! )


Predicate of the clause


Prepositions


 (Eg. She is very A; I want the X book)


Can be modified by right


Can be modified by an adjective


Follows determiner


Can be marked with plural


Often ends in derivational suffixes (-er, ion)


Follows subject, precedes object


Can be modified by adverb


Can follow Auxilary [add functional/grammatical meaning to the clause - do, had, was) 


Can be negated [made ineffective] 


Can be marked with tense (-ed), 3rd person singular, aspect (-en), progressive (-ing)


Can't get inflected


Precedes determiner


Can follow very


Adjectives


 (Eg. She is very A; I want the X book)


Can modify nouns


Can follow determiner or adverb


Often formed by derivational suffixes (-ish, -some)


Can take comparative/superlative
















SYNTAX




-Words belong to categories, not individual words (N, V, Adj, P...)


-Words belong to syntactic functions (subject, object, determiner, adverbial)


-Words and morphemes form constituents (Sentences, N phrases, V phrases, Preposition phrases)







CONSTINTUENT TESTS


Promonolization: Can you turn the phrase into one word? (Eg. I shot [an elephant in my pajamas] > I shot [it])


Displacement/movement: Can you move the phrase around? (Eg. [[an elephant]NP in my pajamas]NP was shot)


Fragments: Can you turn the phrase into question and answer? (Eg. Q: What did you shoot? A: [An elephant] in my pajamas)






What is a SUBJECT?


-Subject precedes the VERB (Eg. We ARE chasing... > "we"= subject


-Determines INFLECTION of the VERB


-Subject is in NOMINITAVE case (Eg. I am chasing HIM >"I" = subject)


-Subject is repeated in a TAG QUESTION (Eg. You are chasing the ghosts, aren't you? > "You" = subject)

Eg. Bird


HYPONYMS



Eg. Penguins, chickens, robin


REALISTIC ADAPTION


Eg. Picture of a penguin, chicken, or robin













1. Maxim of Relevance


Be relevant.


"Do you know what time it is?" "Well the newspaper isn't here yet." > If newspaper arrives at 8am every day, indicates that its absense cannot help tell the time, therefore it is relevant.


2. Maxim of Quality


Be truthful. Say only what you believe true and adequately supported.


Bush says one thing, turns around and does another. 


3. Maxim of Quantity


Be informative.


Someone asks a quick question, perhaps in a hurry. You respond with a giant, extremely detailed answer. That's unecessary. 


Make contributions as informative as required, but not more.
4. Maxim of Manner
Be clear and orderly
Avoid obscurity and ambiguity
Be brief










Contradictions


Never true; P and not P


Tautology


Always true; P or not P


Entailment


When A is true, B must be true.


(Eg. My name is Mel and my name is not Mel)


(Eg. My name is Mel or my name is not Mel)


(Eg. Kim is a widow. Kim once had a husband, who is now dead.) 


Implicature


Saying more than what you actually are saying


(Eg. I had one beer, officer. > Could mean he had one, and many after)












Gesture types

Iconic (Illustrators)

Conventional, culture specific
(Eg. thumbs up)
Illustrating what is being said, painting with hands
(Eg. Using hands to show how big/small something is)
Reflect mental representations of abstract domains
Can be culturally specific
