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· Derrida
· What structuralism does is talk about differences in relation to others
· Structuralism- unable to recognize change; no uniqueness ; what occurred is in relation to something else
· For structuralism to turn into a science there has to be a relationship between signifier and signified
· Impossible to get beyond language; we cannot distinguish between genres
· Nothing is inherent (ex. A romantic comedy is made that way)
· There is no relationship between the signifier and the signified
· If semiology as a science is a myth there is deconstruction and arbitrariness
· Things cannot be clumped together because there are no natural relationships; it is arbitrary
· Belief we can come up with deep structure- nothing is inherent 
· Structuralism has no place for the individual event/thing
· No relationship between signifier and signified that transcends
· Need to break this relationship
· Set of statements that something is (ex pink=girl, blue=boy)
· Other feature of communication is dominance of one kind of communication over the other- speech
· Nothing inherent between what we say and truth
· Writing should be seen as true as speaking
· Writing creates meaning that speech cannot capture
· Difference & difference (if we were to place all focus on speech, would not be able to capture the difference between the two 
· Questions semiology as a science
· Cannot get outside of language
· Can question anything that makes a claim of center
Barthes (Focault)
· Question existence of author
· Reasonable recent innovation
· Creditable as texts based on texts 
· Scientific claim is deemed truthful if attached to a person
· Authorship linked to authority
· We have discourse of authors
· Author is simply a construction
· All of the things that claim centers refuses reason, science, law
· We are left with just language and discourse
· Things are constructed socially
· Deconstruct in order to reconstruct
· Point out something is structural- point out something is wrong- there is a problem and it needs to be reconstructed
· Polysemic- many meanings
· Attachment to meaning is a social force
· British society has been preoccupied with issues of class
· Teaching people English brings people together
· Literature and other aspects  of high culture will have the ability to raise people up
· Leavis
· Go to a museum to get culture
· Members of elite class don’t pay attention to mass culture- view it as unBritish; containing unBritish values
· Great works of literature to see way of life
· People communicate in inventive ways
· Common people may not be interested in great works but they are putting their literacy skills to use
· Culture is literacy- things that aren’t placed on us, it’s an everyday experience 
· Culture is a way of life
· Not limited to elites- culture is about what is present in people’s lives, not what is potentially good for them
· No relationship between culture ad high culture
Stuart Hall
· At time Hall comes in, there is a very dominant way of thinking about communication- one produces a message, consumed on the other side
· Producer-------------------media-----------------consumer
Codes----------------------------------------------decoded
· Sees this relationship as very simplistic
· Focuses on use of culture in everyday life
· Adds Marx’s concept of ideology but distances himself by saying Marx’s primary issue is economy
· Picks up ideas from structuralism
· Although something has many codes, they may not be decoded in way it is meant to be
· Offers an opening
· May be that producers encode messages with certain kinds of values- may not be encoded that way on receiving end
· Draw attention to a variety of ways that people make sense of text 
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
