· “ The third use which nature…use of natural history…inward creation”

· One of the few instances where he lists things off (1, 2, 3…)
· Essay that gives a start to transcendentalism
· Words are signs of natural fact
· Language for Emerson are kinds of nature
· “Symbol” here is important – something much more than just a simile or metaphor – a natural connection between the thing it signifies, expresses some form of truth, correspondence that exists in reality
· Nature is the symbol of spirit
· Nature for Emerson is a means to an end
· You come to know your own soul through nature
· How it was turned around by Hawthorne
· Limits of his political influence
