Recognizing arguments
Inference indicators
· Premise and conclusion indicators
· Find the conclusion first; much easier to see the argument
· 2 forms of arguments: simple and complex arguments
· Premises can be independent or dependent
· Standard form: write out the premises and conclusion
· Simple argument standard form: write out premises and draw a line between the last premise and conclusion
· Complex argument standard form: there is always an intermediate conclusion. 
Non-deductive arguments
· Inductive generalizations, statistical syllogisms, plausibility arguments
· Premises that are intended to make the conclusion probable or likely
Deductive arguments
· It is valid or invalid
· If the premises were true, then it would guarantee the truth of the conclusion
· Valid: false premises + false conclusion, true premises + true conclusion, true premises + false conclusion
· Invalid: true premises + false conclusion
· 8 forms
Categorical syllogism
· 2 types of statements: universal or particular
· Valid or invalid: determined by drawing out premises and seeing if conclusion can be seen on the Venn diagram
Causal argument
· Mill’s methods: method of agreement, method of difference, joint method of agreement and difference, something
Argument by analogy
· Compares 2 things in order to make a conclusion

· Metaphysical theory of the world recognizes two distinct worlds

· World of forms – nothing changes
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
