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**Nationalism;
An ideology or social movement that is defined by the act of a group of individuals belonging to the same country forming their primary identity around their nationality. 
 

***Eugenics; 
Application of scientific practices to alter or eliminate a group with a specific genetic composition, in an attempt to improve the genetic make up of a population. This was an ideology adapted by Hitler and implemented prominently throughout the Nazi regime. 

***Total War;
War in everyday life, at home, not always negative, positive for the United States, boomtowns

**SPD – Social Democratic Party;
The German Social Democratic Party first held government in 1918 under Friedrich Ebert. It was the most successful European socialist party and has represented leftist politics in the country for most of the 20th century.

***The Drefyus Affair;
A political controversy that occurred in 1894 during which a Jewish, French solider, Alfred Dreyfus was unjustly accused of giving French intelligence documents to the German military. This event showed that despite the technological advances in Europe at this time, anti-Semitism was still incredibly prominent and remained a large influence on government and justice officials.

***Treaty of Versailles;
A treaty between Germany and the Allies determining the rules of the peace settlement after WWI. It was signed at Versailles Palace in France. The treaty outlined the Allies demands on Germany with the intentions of retribution as well as prevention of further conflict. 

***Lost Generation;
A term popularized by Ernst Hemmingway to describe the cohort that came of age during the First World War. This term particularly refers to the young men of this group whose adulthood had been stanched by their early exposure to the horrors of war. This lead to a “generation” of mentally unstable youth for whom the glory of nationalism had lost its luster. 





**Bauhaus Architecture;
A type of architecture that finds its origins at The Bauhaus school of Walter Gropius in Weimar. It is characterized by its geometric, modern appearance and it’s approach to the home as a unit of efficiency and functionality. A form of architecture commonly found in Berlin, Budapest, Bucharest, Tellevive and Israel. 

*Weimar Republic;
The federal republic established in 1919 in Germany to replace the former imperial government. This republic lasted until 1933 when Germany became a totalitarian state under Hitler’s Third Reich. The Weimar Republic overcame many obstacles in its time, including: economic recession, retribution payments from WW1 and attempts at extremist political reconfiguration. 

*Stab in the Back Theory;
This was a social theory, popular in Germany during the interwar period, which stated that Germany had lost WW1 because of the intentional sabotaging of the war effort by Jews, Socialists and Bolsheviks.

**Satellite State;
A political term to describe a formally independent country that is under the political and economic influence or control of another country. Hitler wanted to make continental Europe into satellite states of Germany. 

****Fascism;
An authoritarian, nationalist, radical type of government that arose in the 1920s in Italy, particularly under Frederic Mussolini. Fascism emphasizes a strong central leader, frequently in a dictatorial role, as well as emphasis on loyalty to the state.
With this new approach to power and the construction of government and the state, we are able to see the effects of power. Fascism was also the first manifestation of a new form of totalitarianism.

****Totalitarianism;
A political system developed in the 1920s by Italian Fascists. Totalitarian law means the state has supreme power and seeks to control as well as infiltrate all aspects of society including both public and private life. 
	 Power is in one person but more extreme than authority.

****Authoritarianism;
A political system in which all of the power in a society is centralized in a small group of people. In an authoritarian society an individual’s freedom is significantly restricted and often non-existent. 
 Fear&Punishment/Reward as motivator

***Communism;
A social movement based upon Karl Marx’s theory that history is the history of class struggle. Communism aims to create a society with no state control and no social class structure but a completely unregulated, equal society. This movement significantly impacted the history of the 20th century but in Europe as well as the “western” world. 

***Cult of Personality;
A cult of personality is the idolization of a political leader and this notion is established by mass media and propaganda. Mussolini’s Italy was a great example– Believe, Fight, Obey

Triple Entente/Allies;
An alliance between Allies against the Central Powers during World War One consisting primarily of Great Britain, France and Russia. Other members were; Italy, once the war started, as well as Japan, Belgium, Serbia, Montenegro, Greece, Romania and the Czech legions.

Central Powers;
The countries fighting against the allied powers and the aggressors of WWI. These countries were Germany and Austria-Hungary. 

**Nazism;
A political ideology that is a form of fascism however also incorporates anti-Semitism and social Darwinism or biological racism. Nazism was the ideology of the Nazi party in Germany in the 20th century. 

*NSDAP;
The Nationalist Socialist German Works Part, commonly known as the Nazi Party was a political party in Germany between 1920 and 1945. 


****Krystal Nacht/Night of Broken Glass November 1938
A night in November of 1938 in Germany when many enraged citizens attacked and destroyed Jewish homes and stores. The immediate pretext for this event was the assassination of the German diplomat however the underlying more prominent cause was the Nazi Party’s anti-Semitic ideology and propaganda. Krystal Nacht marked a new, more severe phase of the persecution of the Jews, as well as definite step towards the “final solution” of the holocaust. 


*Night of the Long Knives;  June 1934
Was a purge within the Nazi party in Germany, June of 1934 during which many of the higher positioned party members were murdered, including the leader at the time Ernst Rohm. 

*S.S; 
A paramilitary organization under the Nazi party. It began in 1920 as a small group of permanent guards but grew to be one of the largest, most powerful organizations in Nazi Germany. It was founded upon Nazi ideology and commanded by Himmler. The S.S is seen to be responsible for many of the human rights violations committed during the Nazi regime. 

* The Triumph of the Will; A propaganda film, commissioned by Hitler and created by Leni Riefenstahl, intended to glorify the Hitler Youth as well as the Nazi Party. It caused quite a controversy in later years, particularly on the part of Riefenstahl and her involvement with Nazi political orientations.

***Anti-Semitism;
The discrimination of and prejudice towards Jewish people based on their cultural heritage and genetics. 
***Social Darwinism;
A false application of Darwin’s theory of natural selection to humans and society. It was upon this that the Nazi party based their ideology and reasoning for the extermination of the Jewish people. 

***Eintzatsgruppen;
A specific sector of the Nazi party’s S.S paramilitary group. The Eintszatgruppen were Nazi paramilitary death squads, in charge of the mass executions of Jews, most frequently by shooting. They operated throughout German and Nazi occupied territory and played an incredibly significant role in the extermination of the Jews as well as the instillation of fear to motivate the non-Jewish, German population to cooperate.


NAME TERMS:

Benito Mussolini;
An Italian politician, head of the Italian Fascist party and dictator of Italy from 1930 to 1943. He eliminated all political opposition through the use of his paramilitary secret police. Mussolini played a major role in the creation of Fascism and is seen be the political role model on which Hitler based his own Fascist regime.

Adolf Hitler;
A German politician, head of the Nazi party (NSDAP) in Germany. Hitler began his more prominent political career as chancellor then became full dictator of Nazi Germany in 1934 and remained in power till ’45. He played a central role in the creation of Nazism, the Second World War and the Holocaust.


Vladimir Lenin;
A Russian politician, revolutionary and communist theorist. Was leader of the RSFSR then became Premier of the Soviet Union. Introduced various revolutionary economic and social policies that changed the face of the Soviet Union as well as refurbished it’s industrial potential.


Joseph Stalin;
A Russian politician, predecessor to Lenin and general secretary of the Bolsheviks party’s central committee from 1922. In addition to this Stalin has also held the position of dictator of the Soviet Union 1941 until 1953. He played a key role in the development of communism as well as its incorporation into the historical and societal fabric of Russia.

Heinrich Bruning;
Chancellor of Germany from 1930 to ’32 - during the Weimar Republic. During his time in office he faced the economic crisis in Germany caused by the Great Depression, however the policies he implemented in an attempt to combat this were unsuccessful and he lost the support of the people.

Daniel Gold Hagen; 
American author of two controversial books about the Holocaust as well as a former associate professor of political science at Harvard. His theory is that the German people are genetically pre-conditioned for murder and that they intentionally and enthusiastically participated in the genocide of the Jews.

Christopher Browning;
American historian of the Holocaust and author. His theory is that war brutalizes people to commit horrible acts and thus the German people did not conscientiously participate in the Holocaust, they were socialized and de-sensitized into committing these acts of violence. 

Leni Riefenstahl;
Created and directed a propaganda film called The Triumph of the Will. It was commissioned by Hitler, intended to glorify the Hitler Youth as well as the Nazi Party. This film caused quite a controversy in later years, particularly on the part of Riefenstahl and her involvement with Nazi political orientations.

Traudl Junge;
Held the position of Hitler’s youngest private secretary from 1942 to 1945.

March Revolution;
Women protested, wanted bread, troops ordered to shoot, refused, Tsar abdicated, family kept alive in prison. Karensky created the provisional government. 

October Revolution;
Lenin and his men, stormed the winter palace took over st. Petersburg. Eventually spread to the rest of Russia. After this tsar family killed

Bolsheviks Party;
The extreme communist party, managed to take over Russia despite their small size. 

Mensheviks;
Evolutionary communists

CHEKA  GPU  NKVD KGB;
Russian secret police, used terror and violence to enforce laws. Killed 200, 000 people within three years. 

Otto Von Bismark;
High ranking in the german aristocracy, in charge of when the germans took Alsace Lorraine. Hated the SPD. Anti-socialist laws, Kaiser loyalist/monarchist, 
He wanted Germany to be an international power and did not care as much about national affairs. 

Revolutionary vs evolutionary communist;

General strike -> Germany;
When france and Belgium took over the Ruhr, workers went on strike. Hyper inflation hit. 

The Alliance System;
Before world war one, when one country was dragged into war, they all were.

Pro-Natalism;
Encouraging women to have children, wanting to replace the lost generation, bring up a new generation of soldiers. France, because they lost the most, Germany, Belgium, Spain.

Article 48 – president of Weimar republic can rule by degree, then later put in the enabling law 

Proportional representation;
Shows weakness in the system of government. Party list, however many percentage of votes you get you get seats. With lots of parties its bad because it splits the vote. Also corrupt leaders, if party gets a few votes they get in.

March on Rome;
Musselini and 30,000 men, and victor Emanuel said you can be president. Pressured him into it.

Corporatism;
Musellini with the tripartide – fascist management and workers. Tried to show favour towards the workers and businesses, but gave him power over them

Nuremburg Race Laws;
Determined who was German who was Jewish. Jews can’t marry Germans. Prevented mized race relationships.

Spanish Civil War;
1936-39 – fascists backed franco, the guy leading the war. The communists backed the actual government. Gave hitler & Nazis a test drive of their military strength. First time bombing of a city, Guernica. 

Neville Chamberlin;
British prime minister ended up losing to Churchill. Appeasement policy. 

Economic Depression;
A financial crisis caused by the stock market crash in Italy of 1873, which triggered an economic depression in both continental Europe as well as the United States. Some of the underlying causes were; post-war inflation, decline of trade and post-war debts.

Second Industrial Revolution;
This was an extension of the first industrial revolution, with the focus on technological developments and began primarily with the production of steel.

Conservativism; 
In the 20’s in Germany, monarchists, interested in old money, heritage, family and loyalty to monarchy.
Overall – A political orientation that emphasizes a traditionalist approach to government policy. 

Liberalism;
In 20’s in Germany, no government involvement in the economy, no government taxation, free trade.

Diema 1905 – 15;
Started off with not much power. Eventually became the Russian Provisional Government. Fell after the Russian (October) revolution. Lead by Karensky and Lvov.

Locarno Treaty; 1925
A treaty that determined that Europe would settle their disputes in a democratic way, however it was unenforceable. Similar to the kellog briand pact. 

Kellogg Briand Pact;
An agreement signed by Germany, France and the United States that war is illegal unless it’s defensive. Hitler uses this to invade Poland. 
*unenforceable

Dawes Plan; 
An attempt in 1924 to solve the reparations problem, it reduced the payments and changed the plan of the amount needing to be paid each year in order to make it easier on Germany. 

Beer Hall Putsch; 
Nazis first attempt to gain power
S; after hitler jailed for treason for 1 year but wasn’t, mein kampf written, stab in back theory comes from there – also blames Weimar repub people who signed the armisitice. 

Hyper Inflation;
Stopped paying reparations, ruhr invaded by France and Belgium so ppl strike, economy crashed 1=4  1=440, 00000 

Paul von Hindenburg;
In charge of the WW1 with Ludenorff. Second president of Weimar republic, race with Hitler for presidency. He won, eventually appointed Hitler chancellor. 

Frederich Ebert;
First president of the Weimar republic. Blamed for signing the treaty of Versailles. 

Franz von Papen;
Lifted the ban on the S.A because he didn’t like the social democrats, his biggest opponents, and thought this would weaken the SPD, but this in turn got the Nazi party into power. Realy helped Hitler’s rise.
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
