Day 11
INTERCALARY: 355 days- ADDING days to make it “365”
INTERCALATION: 22-23 days every two years. Stick it in February. Add the end of the festivals in February, February is the month where the days missing are short
BISEXTILE: day, 29th feb. – if you are born on either day, feb 28/29, it’s the “same”.    
FERIAE PUBLICAE: public holidays dedicated to gods and goddesses, religious ceremonies
LUDI:  days after ceremonies (drink and partayyy), where everybody is entertained at public expense, can go on for days at a time:
1. Gladiatorial combats
2. Chariot racing
3. Theatrical presentations 
LUDI MAGNI: the great games, lasts 16 days of the above (1,2,3)
LUDI PLEBEII: plebeian games, lasted 14 days
Day 12
MANSIO (sing) MANSIONES (pl):     These were Inns. They were spaced a day’s travel apart so people could rest. These Inns would offer everything you needed.
EPISKYROS: Greek game similar to rugby 
THERMOPOLIUM: where hot things were sold or was a place to drink     
CAUPONA: place where you can go to drink or get something to eat      
TESSERAE: resembles today’s dice     
TALI: knuckle bones, only allowed to gamble on Saturnalia    
SATURNALIA: Day only allowed to gamble
Day 13
VENATIO: Staged hunts- have somebody go after a deer/wild boar, Beast hunt     
LUDI: the gladiatorial schools is also the same word for the gladiatorial games
LANISTA: gladiator trainer. He could be a slave or trained to teach. Retired gladiators would usually become a lanista. He could also own his own gladiators if rich enough.
FAMILIA: troop of gladiators
GLADIUS: sword
BESTIARIUS (sing)  BESTIARII (plur): guys who fight the wild beasts    
RUDIS: a wooden practice sword that is given to a retired gladiator
RUDIARIUS: ex-gladiator
Day 14
COLOSSEUM: new name for the flavian, beside it was colossus solis     
FLAVIAN: First amphitheatre built in Rome, named after family name 
COLOSSUS SOLIS: gigantic gold statue of the sun beside the colosseum  
Seating divided into three sections (section=cavea): 
1. IMA CAVEA- bottom
2. MEDIA CAVEA-middle     
3. SUMMA CAVEA- top                             
C. MAENIUS- creates a balcony
Seating divided into five sections (maenianum means each section is divided that you can only get into your section and not another):   
1. PODIUM- located at the bottom. Deep, expensive seats.  
2. MAENIANUM PRIMUM: first section 
3. MAENIANUM SECUNDUM IMUM: bottom       
4. MAENIANUM SECUNDUM SUMMUM: top part of middle section      
5. MAENIANUM SUMMUM IN LIGNEIS: built out of wood. slaves and women could sit here     
PORTICUS: shelter all the way across the top   
VELA: wooden posts that went around coliseum, sails attached around by these wraps by masts
Day 15
ST. AUGUSTINE: priest, believed the human being as a perfect unity of two substances: soul and body, should not be used for entertainment
ALYPIUS: bishop who had extremely strong moral beliefs, being taken by friends to watch violent Roman games in the arena. He initially resists this, keeping his eyes shut, but he is unable to control himself because of the sounds and eventually succumbs and opens his eyes. To his horror, he finds himself enjoying the spectacle and even invites other friends to come with him later. However, he eventually repents of this and returns to the spiritual fold.     
CONDEMNATIO AD BESTIAS:  execution of criminals that are condemned to the beasts    
TUNICA MOLESTA:  a guy gets put out there with tunica molesta on. At a given signal it is burst into flames and guy burns alive by it. Probably soaked by inflammable solution on material.
CONDEMNATIO AD GLADIUM: for strong healthy criminals. condemned to the sword. Have to fight as a gladiator, but have to be killed within a year
CONDEMNATIO AD LUDUM: condemned to the game. Has to fight, if alive after three years he gets to be let go. A retired free gladiator.     
BESTIARIUS/BESTIARII: gladiators that fight against wild animals. Just about any kind of animal you can imagine. Bulls boars bears lions leopards elephants gazelles ostriches elk, polar bears and seals- at one point..     
MISSUM FAC! (to save one person)/MISSOS FAC! (to save more than one): free/release him!!
IUGULA!: slit his throat
HOC HABET!: say a guy slips.. then he is “done for”     
RETIARIUS: net man. Major weapon is a big net that has lead weights on outside so he can throw it. His other major weapon is a trident. A “sea” guy. He also has a small dagger to cut the throat/net if possible. Doesn’t have much protection except for along his arm.    
MANICA:  Leather/metal protector on arm of retiarius    
GALERUS: fixed to his shoulder, strapped on with a plate on side of retiarius’ head
Day 16
THRACIAN:  guy from Thrace. Helmet that completely covers his head.       
PARMA: small round shield    
SICA: curved small sword    
OCREAE: leg shields that come up over the knee also known as greaves but they are longer than normal greaves.   
MURMILLO: gladiator from Gaul. Has a fish on his helmet. Word means fish. Wide brimmed helmet with cheek covers.
SAMNITE: They usually fight the Retiarius. Carries big rectangular shield, Roman legionary sword and has a helmet that covers his whole head. Tend to have feathers stuck in the helmet. Evolved into two different kinds of gladiators      
SECUTOR: follower (not very different from Samnite, more common in the Roman Empire      
HOPLOMACHUS: heavily armored version of the Samnite
