PAEDOGOGUS: nanny/teacher

OBSTETRIX: midwife

Originally, the free citizens of Rome were divided into two classes based on heredity:
a) PATRICIANS: fathers of society, money, prestige, noble birth
b) PLEBEIANS (PLEBS): everybody else 
EQUITES (EQUES): Rich businessmen in cavalry. They stay out of politics, as money that doesn’t come from land means you can’t go to office. 

Requirements to be in equestrian order: property qualification of 400 000 Sesterces of land
SESTERCES: monetary value
QUAESTOR: elected in the office of the Senate, first step in becoming a Senator. You are not in the senate, you are in the Senatorial order. You must have a property qualification of 800 000 sesterces. Wealth ONLY from land to go thru all political offices
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CLIENTES (plural; CLIENS singular):  runs errands, takes messages for the patron. Can vote/campaign for the patron, act as patron’s “possy" to seem influential/powerful. Creates opportunity for odd jobs and food, hopefully be in patrons will.
PATRONI (plural; PATRONUS singular):  Duty of someone who has more power/influence/wealth, to help those who have less. Provide services to their client such as legal, personal advice, and support through money/food.
PECULIUM: slave allowance from the master, which the slave could then decide to spend or save, master could have it and invest for him, buy his freedom
LATIFUNDIA: vast estate farms which are hundreds of acres, worked on by barbarians who did manual labour
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SPARTACUS: Favourite slave revolt was with Spartacus.  He is a gladiator and revolts with them, eventually growing to 70000-120000 slaves.  In the end, there was only 6000 of them left after Romans killing them all. They took those 6000 survivors and crucified them on the Apian way.
MANUMISSION: the freedom of a slave. When slave is freed, the slave takes on the masters first name and his family name in the middle name. Slaves real first name ends up last.
MANUMIT: freeing a slave. Slave is freed by a magistrate (official), there is a procedure. Magistrate can say to the slave that he is not a slave anymore, aka remove the slave’s status. Slave doesn’t have a lot of rights nor become a citizen.  Other way is to be a citizen- make the slave a citizen after he is free.
PILLEUS: felt hat, presented to freed slave 
OTIUM:  leisure and free-time, non-work. Those who did not have to work for a living, owed society a debt that could only be repaid through time and money spent in public service- political or military

NEGOTIUM: work, non-leisure
CONSUL: The two mayors, CONSULS, run everything. Elected once a year, equal power so one can veto the other. Elected for one year. Take office on the 1st of January. Because they took office at the beginning of the year, they gave their names to the year. 
Duties of the consul:

1. Commander and chief of the armies. Military Function. They are the generals, fight the wars and make the plans

2. They summon the people together and introduce legislation. Legislative duty. Romans voted on the legislation. They vote on the law presented by the senate made by the consul. Consuls job to present and create legislation and make sure people vote.

3. Preside over the meetings of the senate. Administrative duties. 

4. Had to do a lot of other things as well but it got too much so they introduced new officials which the consul looked after. Supervisory duties.
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LICTORS: The Consul is almost always accompanied by Lictors. The Lictors carry Fasces. There are 12 Lictors altogether and 6 of them attend the consul meeting. 
FASCES:  These are the symbols of the consuls power, carried by Lictors. The Fasces are a bundle of metal rods tied together on a double headed axe. The metal rods symbolize the consuls power of persuasion. They use the rods as a baseball bat. The axe is the power to execute people. 
PROCONSUL: used to be a consul member and are a governor. Mostly military duties. They also have judicial duties.
PROPRAETORS: level bellow consul. Low level governor of a province. Mostly military duties. Also have judicial duties. If someone has a legal problem, the proprietor takes care of it.   
DUOVIRS:  (two mayors) instead of consuls in the provinces they have these two mayors. They have their own little senate which makes local decisions. Just like Rome but its small.
PONTIFEX MAXIMUS: chief priest, religious leader    
INSULAE: apartment buildings, could not be higher than 5 stories, made out of timber and brick.
INSULA FELICLES: tallest apartment buildings
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DOMUS: house, two sets of doors one in front/back  
VESTIBULUM: hang your clothes. Area in between two wooden front doors.        
FAUCES:  hallway  that leads back to the house from front door to living room.      ATRIUM: main room. “living room”, big open area. Big pool in the middle of the floor.  Hole in the roof (COMPLUVIUM)- slops in and theres a hole. Below hole is pool (IMPLUVIUM), and under that is a cistern.
IMPLUVIUM: pool under the hole     
COMPLUVIUM: Hole in the roof of atrium     
ALA (ALAE, plural):  L-shaped corners. Wing.       
CUBICULUM (CUBICULA, plural): bedroom     
TABLINUM: men’s room      
ANDRON: narrow hallway from atrium to garden
CULINA: kitchen     
PERISTYLIUM:  columns going around it, perimeter. Covered walkway with columns.    
VIRIDARIUM:      
HORTUS: garden, grow and sell. Working garden- fruits and veggies       
TRICLINIUM: dining room
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LATRINA: ordinary toilet in the house     
CONCLAVE/FORICA: big public toilet     
SUBLIGAR: Underwear (under-tie) loin cloth. Very often made out of leather to not wear off
TUNICA INTIMA: Undershirt, wear in winter, not normally in summer. A “dress”- goes down to your knees
LATUS CLAVUS:  Linen that is bleached white with woven purple stripes. Senatorial order- two wide purple stripes coming down from the shoulders   
ANGUSTUS CLAVUS: Equestrian order linen with two narrow purple stripes      
CALCEI:  formal shoes worn indoors, only shoes that you are allowed to wear when you wear a toga.     
SANDALIA:   Indoors/outdoor shoe, closed-toe sandal. 

SOLEAE: Open toed sandals/slippers
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TOGA: Official formal dress of roman citizen. Necessary for all official business, be it political religious or legal. You could not go to the law courts, to see a lawyer or religious event unless you had your toga on. Uniform of status and position- Roman citizen to wear it. Made of fine white wool. For a Roman, it is 18 feet line and 7 feet wide. Semi-circle- straight edge and curved edge.      
UMBO: frumpy part of toga in front     
SINUS: fabric that hangs on the side of toga, “pocket”      
TOGA VIRILIS: Boys come of age it is the toga that ordinary man wears- regular wool colour, slightly yellowish     
TOGA PULLA: worn by lower classes, darker, worn when people are mourning, or when you are accused 
TOGA CANDIDA: very plain very bleached white tunic- someone seeking political office. 
CANDIDATUS:  someone seeking political office, wears a bleached toga (CANDIDA)
TOGA PRAETEXTA: worn by politicians, priests wear it. Wide band woven into it. Boys until reach manhood and girls until they are married wear this. 
STOLA: can only be worn by a married woman, type of peplos that is worn over top of a chiton. Already bleached white. Sign of status and rank. 2 pieces on top of the other.     
STROPHIUM/MAMILLARE: bra    
Women’s tunics:

a) PEPLOS: sides that are sewn up, but the top thrd isn’t sewn up but flops. Top part is folded down, kind  of looks lke she is wearing a top and skirt.

b) CHITON: very much like a male tunic- wide, comes further down on the sleeves, instead of being sewn, it has little buttons or clasps every couple of inches, more “cooler”, tends to be belted much higher than the peplos. has the extra fabric at the bottom instead of at top.    
MATRONA:  can only be worn by a married woman, type of peplos that is worn over top of a chiton. Already bleached white. Sign of status and rank. 2 pieces on top of the other    
PALLA: cloak, wraps over the head too. Pleats at the bottom
