I. ( 60%) Please identify the author and title of each of the following four quotations. Then choose TWO of the quotations and analyze the significance of each quotation to the work as a whole in terms of theme and subject matter. (Answers should each be about 2-1/2 pages in length).

1. “I wanted to tell this man that I have always thought foreign occupation was an invasion of my personal rights, a violation of my integrity as a human being. That’s why I hate the Russians. What he is doing is exactly the same thing. I wanted to tell this young man that the occupation obviously hasn’t ended for me; that it’s continuing in another form, which I will also resist.” 

2."She was just the old traditional woman clothed in a Business Woman’s garb. For all that was unexpected in her ideas, her typewriter might just as well have been a kitchen stove – or a cradle. She looked on Dick Radcliffe as Eve looked on Adam. She thought the same old things that women always have thought, though she gained her own living and imagined that she was independent and free and modern and all the rest of it.”
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3. "She could not explain or quite understand that it wasn’t altogether jealousy she felt, it was rage. And not because she couldn’t shop like that or dress like that. It was because that was what girls were supposed to be like. That was what men – people, everybody – thought they should be like. Beautiful, treasured, spoiled, selfish, pea-brained. That was what a girl should be, to be fallen in love with. Then she would become a mother and she’d be all mushily devoted to her babies. Not selfish anymore, but just as pea-brained. Forever.”

4. "Okay! So now that I want to know about India, Ahji has died, and I can’t afford to go there. And White friends, unlike my White childhood tutor, no longer want to whiten me but rather they want to be brown and sugary like me, so much so that two of them in particular have embarked on a mission to rub back in the brown that Mrs. Ramsey tried so hard to bleach out. "

II (40%). Answer ONE of the following five essay questions. Please do not discuss more than one work (if any) of the two you chose to focus on in Section I. Your answer should be about 4-5 pages in length. 

1. Discuss the intersection of gender and race/ethnicity in any two creative works we have studied on the course and the significance of that interaction.

2. Shahnaz Khan's article in your coursepack includes her citation of the following quote: "[T]he shock of arrival forces us to new knowledge. What the immigrant must work with is what she must invent in order to  live. Race, ethnicity, the fluid truths of gender are all cast afresh." Analyze this quotation in relation to two texts we have studied in the course.


3. "In patriarchy, the female gender and femininity have historically functioned as a tradition of imposed limitations.” Discuss in relation to any two creative works we have studied on the course.  

4. What, in your opinion, are the two most important works in terms of gender concerns that we have studied in the course, and why? Analyze the reasons for your choice, making specific references to the works in question, and referring to autobiographical, critical and/or feminist theory in your discussion.

5. Discuss the concepts of compulsory heterosexuality and heterosexism in relation to any two creative works we have studied on the course.
