Cutaneous Membrane (your skin)

Its superficial epidermis is composed of keratinizing stratified 
squamous

Its underlying dermis is dense fibrous connective tissue
- Its exposed to air and is a dry membrane
Mucous Membrane
- Made of epithelium resting on loose connective tissue called lamina propria
- 
Lines body cavities that open to the exterior
Ex. Hollow organs of respiratory, digestive urinary & reproductive tracts
* Not all mucosae secrete mucus
Serous Membranes
- Composed of a layer of simple 
squamous
 epithelium on a thin layer of areolar connective tissue
- Line the cavities closed to the exterior 
    - Except dorsal body cavities & joint cavities
-  The parietal layer 
(which lines a specific portion of the ventral body cavity) 
folds itself to form the visceral   layer 
(which covers the outside of the organs in that cavity)
- These layers are separated by a liquid called serous fluid
 (which is secreted by both membranes)
- Serous fluid allows organs to slide across cavity walls 
(and one another)
 without creating friction
Connective Tissue Membranes
- Are Synovial membranes
- Composed of areolar connective tissue & don’t have any epithelial cells
- They line fibrous capsules surrounding joints
