Basic Divisions are:
-Food collectors
-Food Producers

Some of the most popular divisions:

1) Hunting & Gathering

2) Subsistence Agri
- Horticulture (such as Ongka’s people)
- Extensive Agri (Slash & burn for e.g.)

3) Based on domesticating animals

4) Intensive Agriculture: 
- Using the same plot over and over
-What is practiced in Ontario…if u have a field of corn or beans u prepare and plant whatever can grow and add pesticide, fertilizers etc And rotate them. 

5) Industrial Agriculture: 
- Also in Ontario…Something is being grown to be exported or sold…not grown for consumption in the place where it’s grown…eg, tobacco. 
- Uses complex technology

JU/HOANSI

Dry season = June-Sept
Wet season = Begins in Oct

Note: A main value in this society- Sharing …“only lions eat alone”

Sharing vs Trading:
They trade with outsiders…but share with insiders since they believe everything belongs to everybody within their own society.

General characteristics of hunter gatherer social and political org:

- division of labour based on gender & age
- groups may come together for a while then disperse on a seasonal basis
- flexibility in group size
- strong values of reciprocal sharing and equality (no such this as ‘class’)
- shared rights to resources (no such this as private property)
 
Why did hunter gatherer switch to sedentary agri?

Main theories why they switched: The population grew

Advantages:
1) could have a more permanent source of food
2) own area or territory
3) a more ‘sure’ source of food
4) Could feed way more ppl than if they used the hunting and gathering strategy

Disadv:
1) Farming is a lot of work
2) Depletes the soil, so u have to continually create new plots
3) risk of

Cultural Consequences:
1) Notion of egalitarian org remained…still no permanent status…people had to earn the right to be respected as a leader

2) Ppl began to construct permanent and substantial structures and buildings….people could start to collect and store their possessions and this lead to difference in material wealth and hoarding for themselves…sharing decreased.

Is this “progress”?

- It depends on how you define progress. Yes, they had more control over the environment, but does it come with a price? Consider, loss of values etc

Trobriand Islanders

Of the coast of Eastern New Guinea
Four main islands
Kiriwana= the largest, pop of 12, 000

Yams
- an exchange product but also a consumption product…same way as did Ongka did. (they raised the pigs but also ate them)

- most important possessions
-used to signify marriage, birth, to adjust to changes in society when someone dies
-plays a role in kinship

Where does pastoralism fit?

Pastoralism = Domestication of animals

People can be described as pastoralist if:
- If their diet is made up of at least 50% or more of the animals they domesticate (meat and milk)


Nuer

Live of the Nile river in southern Sudan

Pastoralist as well as planting crops

Have to move with the seasons e.g, in rainy seasons they have to move off the river or else they would be flooded  out their settlement

In dry season…move back down to river and live by fishing

Cattle
· most important of life
· love their cattle
· is a part of the family
· generally belong to the male of a family along with initiated sons who are in daily contact while women and children sleep in house…men and boys slept in barns…women not allowed to be alone with cattle, only to milk them
· children may be named after a articular colour of one of the cattle
· cattle hides: are used for shelter, clothing, vessels
· cattle dung: used as material and fuel
· cattle urine: used for washing face and making cheese

Not just a use of currency...they are about social relationships…about beginning social relationships and maintaining them. Different from our use of money in western society…we have no obligation when we purchase something whereas in these cultures…it forms social r-ships. If they don’t have any of these (yams, pigs, cattle)….then they lose their status in society.
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The genealogical method - anthropologists would go around the villages trying to see who was related to who..i.e. who was the mother, father son daughter etc.

Louis Henry Morgan - Lawyer in upper new york state
- He thought society started out as promiscuous bc he came across ppl who called more than one person ”mother” or “father”
- His evolutionary model of kinship

KINSHIP:
- a set of principles that cover significant issues
- how each person in society s connected to others
- locates ppl further within those groups and ppls relationship to each other

1) Marriage or Adoption- how to carry out the nurturing of a legitimate member of the grp

6) Alliances- how to create links btwn grps through exchanges of ppl and goods.

Patrilineage
People who trace their descent through men…Father-Son
E.g Kawelka of Mt Hagen

· Patrilineal Puzzle
- The future of the lineage depends on people who do not long to it.

Matrilineage
People who trace their descent through women…Sister-Brother
E.g. Navajo and Trobriand Islanders

· Matrilineage Puzzle
The contradiction btwn the rule of residence and rule of inheritance

Marriage Creates Kinship:

Affinal Relationships:
-Kinship through (based on) marriage

Consanguineal Relationships
-Kinship through (based on) descent

Social characteristics of marriage:
- transforms status
- alters relationships
- perpetuates social patterns
- is always symbolically marked

Every Society Has A Way of Matching the Right Groom with the Right Bride:

1) Endogamy- marriage within ur own social grp
2) Exogamy- outside ur social grp
3) Clan- where everyone can trace their descent to a common ancestor

Incest Taboo
Cousin Marriage

Cross Cousins = Perfect partner e.g. your Father’s sister’s children or mother’s brother’s children (abt 43% of world)

Parallel Cousins = Incest e.g. your Father’s brother’s children, mother’s sisters children (3% of world)

PATTERNS OF RESIDENCE AFTER MARRIAGE: (four main patterns)
1) Neolocal – The couple can live anywhere they want
2) Patrilocal – The couple lives with husband’s group
3) Matrilocal -  The couple lives with Mothers group
4) Avunculocal- The couple lives with uncles e.g. mothers brother

Single and Plural Spouses
Monogamy
- Serial Monogamy: what North Americans practices…i.e. divorce and re-marriage numerous times

Polygamy
- Polygyny (man has more than 1 wife at one time. E.g. Ongka)
- Polyandry (women have more then 2 husband), quite rare

Marriage and Economic Exchange

Bridewealth - Transfer of goods from family of groom to family of bride e.g. for Ongka it would be pigs
- creates relationships

Dowry- transfer of wealth from parents to daughter

Brideservice- husband lives and works with wife’s family after a certain time after marriage

Diff Kinds of Families:

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Social Organization:
- addresses the issues of groups 
- deals with what is the relationship between/among those groups
- is all about what holds society together

Social Stratification: Inequality
- the division of society in terms of inequality (…a differential ranking or status of social groups or classes.)

Egalitarian e.g. Ju hoansi
Ranked e.g. Trobriand Islanders – had a chief
Stratified e.g. the Canadian society

Factors of Social Stratification

Caste
- a fixed Indian, system, maintains boundaries
Dived into 4 Varna:
Brahmans- most pure…work in high positions..priests etc
Kshatriya
Vaisya
Sudra-least pure..works in tasks where its polluted and dirty
Untouchables (renamed as Harijans)
Dalit= name adopted by members
Jati= subcastes, “birth groups”

Class
- has boundaries but we believe these aren’t permanent, we can change our positions in this system

Economic Class

Social Class
- a distinct social group that is ranked in relation to others and replicated over generations
 - used to describe others who have generally similar attributes, education, history, job opportunities


Example of a Class Structure:
1) Upper Class- those who have had money and monetary value for a long time
2) Corporate Class- have been able to work their way up in the business world
3) Middle Class 
Upper Middle
Lower Middle
4) Working Class
5) Lower Class

Race
- for anthropologists, there is no such thing as biological race
Racism  attaching negative attributes to people based on their “race” or differences


Ethnicity
- refers to a minority in a particular place or society

What are the basic dimensions of ethnicity?

- Ethnicity & Kinship
- Racial & Ethnic Stratification e.g. job opportunities


Gender
- Gender Stratification

- Gender & Class
(refer to Titanic, women and children off the ship first...but it was more than likely the upper class women)


Intelligence

Samuel Morton- the bigger your cranial capacity, the smarter you are…large heads therefore largest brains…i.e. most intelligent…whites first (smartest), blacks last (least intelligent)

Francis Galton - can make the world perfect if we eliminate those who are deemed as “less intelligent”

Culture

Race, Lang, Intelligence and Culture

William Labov
AAE = African- American English
He studied American ghettos with blacks…(the general view was that they were dumb, and lost their culture and intelligence because they had come through slavery. Their language was in an attempt to talk like the white man.)

He wanted to challenge these views…so he spoke with males and females youths in the inner cities and saw that yes they had culture and their language was indeed a part of their culture. They were suppressed because of racism, not because of their language directly.
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Examples
Southeastern Nigeria:
See plump women as healthy, and see her family as prosperous. Plumpness is a sign of beauty. Girl go thru a right of passage were they can gain weight. The general guideline…the bigger the better

Barbie:
Standard of beauty for women and men in North America, is slimness. Emergence of British fashion model, Twiggy, as well as Barbie.

Vietnam:
Practice of having one’s legs lengthened, through surgery, that would make her more beautiful according to Western standards.

Hermaphrodite

Two Spirit Role
- people who are generally males who are specialists of some sort, perform domestic work, do craft, warfare hunting, leadership roles…don’t feel like they clearly or definitely  belong to either gender Supernatural powers e.g. communicating with deities. They were respected and value among their community.

Theories about Gender Inequality
-Equality and production 
- Peggy Sanday: Cross cultural survey

Case studies:
-Ju/hoansi
division of labour but not too rigid…men provide at least 20%  of gathered food
-Nuer
the division of labour is very rigid.. the association of men with their cattle is very important. E.g. women, girls and uninitiated boys weren’t allowed to take care of the cattle solely.

Rites of Passage- the idea that there is a fundamental change, leaving one social entity and entering another one.

Communicating Identity
· Sikhs & RCMP – Sikh wanted to wear his turban with his RCMP uniform…was granted permission but this caused an uproar within the Canadian society.

Marcel Mauss
- The Principle of Reciprocity
if somebody gives you a gift, you feel the need to give them one as well, you feel obligated.
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Ritual

- performing or ideas 
- a dramatic rendering or social portrayal of meanings shared by specific body of people in a way that makes them seem correct.

Sherry Ortner:
-Rituals as “cultural performance”
-that means, people used rituals to describe themselves to themselves

Kwakwaka
-they can confront their worst fears if they do it together.

Religion

What does religion do? How does it work?

- involves some sort of supernatural being…one that people may love, fear, or both.

1) Religions EXPLAIN
for e.g. where we came from, what happens to us when we die
2) VALIDATE
For eg the human ability to cope
3) REINFORCE
- Makes validations absolute
4) Religions are SOCIAL
- shared beliefs, the deity is for the whole community 
5) Religions provide MODELS
- every religious belief has a certain set of behaviors expected of its followers, how they should think, act, behave etc




MANUS RELIGION - Rio Fortune (the anthro who studied them)

They lived in the Admiralty Islands.

Two kinds of ghosts:
-Sir Ghost, job is to take care of son and protect him, can be a father figure
-Plain Ghosts

NUER RELIGION (studied by Evans

One single god…known as KWOTH, he is the creator, father and judge
· has control over their lives
· very difficult to please

Communicating with KWOTH
· Cattle = self
· Sacrifice cattle and offer to KWOTH

NB. Cattle are said to be an extension of Nuer self

Maka

· Djembe
· the force of power
· represent misfortune as well

· about politicians in the city and how they continue to grow rich while others continue to be poor

What makes a worldview stable and why is a worldview rejected?
Revitalization
Resistance
Syncretism

REVITALIZATION
Conscious reaction to crisis. About a group refashioning their own way of life.
Ex- Ghost dance of the Plains Indians (1890s) – performed in a  circle with everyone dancing and holding hands and going clockwise
Wovoka
Wounded Knee

RESISTANCE
Ex Rastafarians in Jamaica
· United Fruit Company -> began to grow fruits and produce and were able to sell at a cheaper price but this resulted in the small farmers in the island being put out of jobs. Now they moved into the city, into Kingston to see if they could get jobs. Since there were no jobs, ended living in the slums and dumps of the city and formed their own belief system…which was mainly about rising above poverty and being “free”
· Haile Salassie I, of Ethopia  They believed when Haile Salassie I, of Ethopia was crowned King, they got hope for the future for blacks. They could become something of meaning, other than just a poor black man. It was about an escape from slavery…a mental return to Africa…make life more bearable and liberal.

He was  called:
· “King of Kings” 
·  “Lion of Judah”
· “Babylon”

Population Growth

Hydraulic Systems– states emerged in certain areas where they had to manage the irrigation system in order to increase the amount of food. Led to the development of elite group who had control.

Long distance trade routes – someone had to protect the trade system access and therefore an elite developed.

Subsystems of the State
- Population Control
- Judiciary – regulate behavior & define criminal actions
- Enforcement 
- Fiscal systems- some means of supporting the officials and specialists. 

State vs Nation

What is the Canadian state? E.g. the OPP (Ontario Provincial Police), City Hall

What is a Canadian nation?  e.g the flag
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What does Benedict Anderson mean by ‘an imagined political community” ? – He used it to refer to a place like Canada, where it is considered to be a nation but there are a lot of people who we will never meet.

How does a State Create a Nation?

Political Legitimacy- 
1800s ..there was a crisis of political legitimacy as well as a lack of economic ntegration..which means there might have even been diff types of curriencies. The nation state smoothed this out through economic integration. So there was a function of the regulation of trade and  commerce within and outside the borders. 

How does the state regulate trade and commerce?
- sets things like minimum wage for e.g. ..so this is the least amount of $$ someone could get paid.
- state prints the money...we have to use the agreed upon currency produced by the state
- protects manufactures by imposing tariffs on things from other countries
- grants monopolies to firms within its borders e.g. Hudson bay company
- guarding the national economy 

Economic integration
- a system that works throughout the state

How does it provide for the orderly production, distribution, and sale of commodities?
- creates the actual infrastructure..eg. roads, airports, water, shipping ports

How does the State convince People That they share a common culture?
- The creation of the OTHER
for e.g . Race and ancestry in the U.S.
for e.g. Stats Can

- Education in the nation state
That is..it imposes a common language
A mode of assimilation for anyone who is different…For e.g. First Nation People and Residential Schools

- Violence and the Nation-State
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The state can legitimately use violence to kill people if they are perceived as a threat to the general public.
