Exam Format:

Part I. Identification. (20% of final exam mark) You will pick five terms from a list of ten, writing 2-3 sentences about the meaning and significance of each term in the context of the course material. The list of terms will include terms from both halves of the course. You should take no more than 30 minutes on this section.

Part II. Short answer. (20% of final exam mark) You will select two quotes from a list of three and write one roughly one-page short answer for each, explaining the meaning and significance of the quotes within the overall argument presented by the author. The list of quotes will be from the readings by Burbank and Cooper, Tutino, McCoy, Hourani, and Meisner. You do not have to guess the author or the name of the text (these will be indicated along with the quote). This part of the exam should take no more than 30 minutes in total.

Part III. Essay (60% of the final exam mark) You will write two short essays (written in the exam booklets). Each of the two essay questions will be from two different lists of three questions. The first list of three questions will be comprehensive, covering themes and materials from throughout the course (e.g., globalization), the second list of three questions will focus only on themes and materials from the second half of the course (e.g., global core-periphery structure). Each essay should take approximately 30 minutes to write, for a total of one hour on this part of the exam.
