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Describe how the pancreas controls glucose levels in the blood by the production of insulin and glucagon and the affect of these hormones on cells and on the liver.
Insulin
- Released by Beta (
β
) cells.
- Released when blood sugar is high.
- Only hypoglemic hormone.
- Targets all body cells.
- Necessary to remove glucose from blood. 
Glucagon
- Released by Alpha (
α
) cells.
- Released when blood sugar is low.
- One of several hyperglycemic hormones.
-  Targets the liver.
- Increases circulation of glucose through body. 
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
