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What is sociology?
· Study of social norms
· How society shapes indivuals or individuals shapes society
· Interaction not different parts of society
· HM  51 (6th floor)
· Sociology is a binding division, its definition is always changing
What do sociologists do?
· They notice social patterns...depending on the categories
· Ex. If you are a woman you pay more for your haircut and drycleaner 
· Or young black man driving on the highway would get pulled over rather then a white male.
· Famous black Olympian man driving red sports car got pulled over 26 times in Halifax and had to walk home for 3 hours. 
· White heterosexual males are victims
· They investigate and challenge commonly held assumptions. 
· Ex. Professor’s cousin is a nurse at Gatineau hospital, what gender is their nurse? Male nurse.
· Common perception on male nurses is that they are gay or sissies.
· Sociologists would see how nurses are mainly female, nurses are mainly caring, giving (stereotypes of a woman).
· male nurses brag about woman to prove they are no a fag 
If you think Education is expensive, TRY IGNORANCE.
· if you think sociology is hard to understand, just try understanding society without it!
The Sociologist Imagination:
· The ability to see the relationship between personal experiences and larger society.
· Ex. All Canadians have a job except you. Is this a personal problem? Yes!
· Ex. Coffee (3 mugs before noon) – Prof needs this stuff to function. Is this a private matter or is it related to the society around him? It’s a social. Its related to larger social trends. For example (mentioned in the PPt).

A word of caution

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The Origins of sociology: Social Fact, Social conflict, Social Action 

When, where, and why was sociology invented?
· 1838 –(175 years ago) French social philosopher invented the word sociology (he wanted a new way to look at society)
· Aristotle –‘ social institutions are the out growth of the outcomes of society
· (more philosophers were names in class like Socrates, Plato, Hobs (more political view)
· all three of them had different views on society 
Some Classical philoshers and social thinkers
· Confucius (1551-1479) – chines scholar
· Plato
· Aristotle
· In 
· Shakespeare – greatest writer that ever living, made great observations of human behaviour and passions
· Montesquieu – famous book argued human laws embody specific values and concern
· All of them looked tried to see the ideal society instead of observing how society really was.
Social Change and Sociology 
· Dramatic changes in society:
· Industrial revolution – form agriculture and handmade products to manufacturing and related industries.
· Urbanizations – population moving from rural areas to cities (more ppl like in the city then farm areas) 
· they broke traditional ties to their land from centuries, connections to the cities then you try to find a new job alone in a city. This was a huge change. With people moving to cities, new social problems came to the cities.


Emergence of many new social Problem:
-Anonymity, isolation, inadequate housing, crowed cities, unsanitary and unhealthy work and living conditions, homelessness, high rates of poverty, pollution criminal behaviour, etc.
- Popular discontent among the working class: strikes, protest, social uprising, angry mobs clashing the police or the army, etc. 
- Ex. some factories were changing the kids to the machines so they would not run away this was legal, child labor was legal.
*If you are really interested in knowing the working conditions:
Famous novels from the 19th century
· Victor Hugo’s Les miserable
· Emile Zola’s Germinal
· Charles Dickens’ Oliver Twist – (one scene described mud but it was shit in England thus there so many diseases)
· Herman Melville’s novels
· Etc.

· Political revolutions – 
· Changes in political thought...
· Society as the product of individual self-interest
· New political climate: individual freedom and rights
· The French revolution...
· Introduction of a new principle into history by demanding political action to redress mass poverty
· Liberty, Equality, and Fraternity
· 40, 000 people opposed the French revolution got sent to death (neck dropper)
· That is how all the French got rid of all the aristocrats
Early Sociologists...
· how and why do societies change? 
· What are the social forces holding societies together to create order
· How do modern societies precede from living ones?

1. Auguste Comte (1798-1857) 
- founding father of sociology
-coined the word sociology...but preferred the term social physics 
- sought to do a science of society
-social statics (order and stability) and dynamics (conflict and change)
- Investigation on the social world, he used the law of science and applied it to society and used his new found knowledge to solve social problems
- Sociology emulated the natural sciences, which he would like to call social sciences
- Used the methods of the sciences and apply it to the natural world
- Obsessed about physics- divided sociology into social statics and social dynamics (applying todays physics)

2. Emile Durkheim (1858-1917)
· The daddy of sociology 
· Created the first rules of methods in sociology 
· Brought sociology to the university, created the first chair in sociology at ka Sorbonne in Paris
· Trained the first students in the discipline
· Created the first academic sociologist journal, L’Annee sociologique (1898)
· (he wrote 4 books on suicide, crimes etc. and introduced statistical analysis)
· he was against the French revolution, he was greatly disturbed with rise of this cancer called anti-citism. He was Jewish and his father, grandfather, great grandfather was a rabia but when he was 16 years old he did not believe in god and was atheist but was very respectful of all religions and thought it was a driving force in society
· He believed that: 
· Society is more than a sum of its parts:
· Has a unique character of its own, not reducible to the behaviour of any individual
· Ex. you cannot reduce bio to chem or sociology to psychology or natural process.
· Social Facts:
· Patterns ways of acting, thinking, and feeling that exist outside any one individual but that exert social control over the person (Ex. You act a certain way in your role such as being a sister,  being a student...these things are bigger then us another Ex. Language wont exist if we erase the ppl that speak that language)
Suicide as a Social fact
- Social distribution of suicide and its rate among different groups and countries
· for any given country, the suicide rate is stable over time for any given country
· it  also different wildly among them...
· Britain> 2 x Italy
· Denmark>4 x Britain
· Suicide rates: the widows, the rich 
· Social integration:
· Categories of people with strong social ties had low suicide rates:; more socially (continue in ppt)

3. Karl Marx (1818-1883)
· Economist, philosopher, historian, social theorist and political activist
· Did not consider himself a sociologist
· Stressed the importance of social conflict and the need to further change and revolution
· Concerned about oppression, exploitation, and alienation
· Work conditions in the factory were terrible, child labor was invented in Germany, France not India, Bangladesh
· First time he talked about 
· Economic determinism:  aspect of social life is based on economic relationships
· The key to human history: conflict b/w those who own the means of production and those who do not: class conflict
· In the case of industrial societies: conflict b/w the bourgeoisie (capitalist class) and proletariats (working class)
· Marx had a plan:
· Socialism: The dictatorship of the proletariat over the bourgeoisie
· Communism: a classless system in which the means of production are no collectedly owned and wealth and power are evenly distributed.
4. Max Weber (1858-1917)
· Meaningful Social action:
· The motives that underline human behavior 
· The ways in which people interpret and explain their own behaviour that of others
· The way in which these actions and meaning affect the social order
· Verstehen (understanding, insight)
· Importance of ideas , values, and beliefs
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Major theoretical Perspectives in Sociology  (lots of notes not copyied down.

Theory...
· from the Greek theorein, “to see”. A conceptual overview of the way something works
· A set of logically interrelated statements that attempts 

Theoretical Perspective:
- An overall approach or viewpoint toward some subject I textbook); a basic image of society that guides thinking and research.
Ex. Roadmap, map doesn’t tell you where to go but it tells you how to go if you want to go from point A to point B. Just like perspective.
Each perspective directs our attention to:

Major classical paradigms or perspectives in sociology
· Functionalist Perspective
· Conflict Perspective 
· Symbolic Integrationist Perspective
· Feminist Perspective
Functionalist Perspective (also known as Structural-Functionalism) 
· Society as a system made up of interrelated parts, of which preforms one or several important social function or meets vital social needs
· Parts/subsystems: social institutions: economy, family, education, government, medicine, science etc.
· Ex. Religion role is to spread and teach it 
· Institutions provide the rules governing behaviors, a set of common values that bind people together.
· Talcott Parsons (1902-1979) and Robert Merton (1910-2003) coined the term role model
Merton on Social Function 
· Manifest functions: recognized and intended consequences of any social pattern
· Latent functions: consequences that are largely unrecognized and unintended. Ex. The education system
· Dysfunctions: undesirable consequences of any social pattern for the operation of society
· Ex. Schools keep children occupied until we can be unleashed to the labor market not mention keeping us busy and out of trouble.
· Over 50 % of student found their spouse on
·  More in school: bias the and the universities are more excepting 
Functionalist Perspective: brief critical evaluation 
· how can we assume tha society has a “natural” order when soica lpatterns differ from place t place and change over time?
· Society operates as a system, each of which preforms and makes vital social needs, work together in harmony.
· By emphasizing social integration, tends to gloss over inequality based on social class, race, ethnicity and gender—divisions that may generate considerable tension and conflict.

Conflict Perspective 
· Based on the four C’s: conflict, class, contestation and change
· Society is an area of inequality generating conflict and change, and continuous power struggle among competing groups
· Social class, race, ethnicity, gender, age, etc. are linked to unequal distribution of money, power, education, and social prestige; the social system typically benefits some people while depriving others.
· Assumes that society either will or should be changed; commitment to fight against social inequalities.
· Inscription on Marx’s monument in London’s High gate Cemetery:
· “the philosophers have only interpreted the world in various ways; the pint, however, is to change it”
Brief critical evaluation
· By highlighting inequality and division, glosses over how shared values or interdependence generates unity among members of a society
· By pursing political goals, relinquish any claim to scientific objectivity 
· Functionalist and conflict perspectives envision society in very broad and abstract terms: large-scale social structures and social systems.
Sept 21/12
Symbolic-Integrationist Perspective 
· notice the ways English highways coordinate traffics from ways to way
· Global view of the world
· Micro-level focus: social interactions in specific situation (face-to-face, reciprocal exchange)
 Ex. How people on the street interact with homeless people
· Symbolic b/c looks at the meaning of the interaction:
· Plans, intentions, motivations, and self-reflexivity of actors; through speech, written language, intonations, signs, gestures, body language, gift giving, etc.
Ex. Two males greeting each other by giving each other ‘props’
· Envisions of society as the product of everyday interactions of individuals, as a shared created by the interaction of its members.
Ex. Almost in everyday life we are ‘playing roles; (Impression Management) but then when we go home we relax and act completely like ourselves again.

Symbolic-Integrationist Perspective: Brief Critical evaluation
· By focusing on day-to –day and face to face interactions, ignores the larger social institutions in which behaviour takes place. Ex. We wouldn’t behave this way with the prof if we were in a coffee shop or bar
· Downplays the global aspects of culture, and its effect of socially imposed definitions of race, ethnicity, gender class, and age on people’s lives.
Thus, this is how sociologists view the world today. 
The Feminist Perspective 
· Focuses on the significance of gender in understanding and explaining in equalities between men and women in all areas of social life
· Encompasses both the micro and macro levels of analysis:
Construction and re-production of gender 
Series of constraints and forms of resistance in woman’s’ lives
Dorothy Smith (1926 – present)
· Everything before we see the men’s vision of things but now due to Smith we see how woman see all of these perspectives. 
· There is a gender in sociology
· She feels it should compliment the other perspectives?
· All of woman’s things all have ignored since
The Feminist Perspective: Brief critical evaluation 
· Woman- centered
· Explicitly ideological (to understand our own gender world view)

On Page 16  compares all of the major perspectives (COPY IT)
 We can finally see the definition of all the sociology 
So...
· Sociology is the systematic study of human society and social interaction.
· Shows the dual levels of society: human and social (2 different levels)
· Sociologist apply research and follow rules of structures
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The Sociological Inquiry: The fallacies of Common Sense and the Principles of Sociological Research

· We all research something Ex. Buying shoes on eBay
· Pictures of people with too many piercings (on the slide)
· Why do people have so many piercings?
 b/c  they are attention seekers, addiction to piercings, rebel against social norms, type of expression (treat their body as a canvas), sense of belonging to a sense of community
 most of us would us say they are weird and they have some personal issues whereas sociologists would look at society for example resistance to beauty, consumerism, the media oversells their body and now these people have the view ‘its my own body, I get to do what I am’

· How science theories are different then sociological theories 
· Everyday theorizing....
Common Sense
· Meanings that everyone knows which is widespread across a population
· Ex. Hear it during conversations over dinner, radio etc.

· A few common sense statements:
· Woman are more likely to be assaulted than men
· Rates of murder and violent crimes have steadily increased over the past twenty years (graph presented on the slide, also found in the text book)
· Most sexual assaults and rapes are committed by strangers [false: husbands, family members and friends]
· Living together before marriage increases the likelihood leads of a stable marriage [false: co-habitation makes you more selfish which leads to more divorces]
·  NOT!!! All are false statements
· The fact that a belief is widespread among the population doesn’t make it true
· Hard to refuse
· Based on rudimentary reasoningrelied mostly on first impressions
· Not universally accepted
· Ex. Long ago we all believed that the earth of flat and the sun revolved around it
· Ex.  Eight years ago USA went into Iraq saying that Saddam Hussein had weapons of mass destruction, so USA went in (secured the oil not the weapons), removed him and were there weapons of mass destruction ever found? NO! IT WAS A LIE.
· Thus, common sense is not always shared therefore not so common.
False Obviousness
· Paul Lazarsfeld and R.K Merton’s “The American Solider” (1949_
· Lazarsfeld: Austrian born American sociologist (1901-1976).
· Background: professor at Columbia then found he could make more money while doing research for business.
· He presented his research to a bunch of scholars:
The American Solider:
· 1. Soldiers form the southern US handles the of climate of the pacific islands better than the soldiers from northern US
· 2. The morale of soldiers from the country side was better that that of the solders from the cities
· 3. The desire of soldiers to be brought back home was stronger during combat and hostilities than it was after the German surrender and the end of the war.
[scholars wondered why he presented information so evident but then he said he tricked them that all of the statements were actually false]
· ALL FALSE!!!
Lessons to be drawn: (I missed this but its on the slides)
Prejudice and Stereotypes
· Prejudice, from the Latin prae (before, pre-) and judicium (judgment): pre-judgment
· Stereotypes, from steros (solid): overgeneralizations about the appearance, behaviour, mindset, or other characteristics of members of particular groups:
· Guys with long hairdirty, rocker, jobless hippie, gay, bums, druggie
Ex. Prof had long hair was approached by someone saying that they were a wife beater and when he walked into the mall with dressed in black, metals, he felt like people were scared of him and would let him pass.
Examples of Stereotypes:
· Natives drug, alcohol addicts, spiritual, lazy and unmotivated, huff gasoline, like drinking mouthwash
· Menmarried men=twits, macho, egoistic, bread & butter of the family, strong, reasonable, better drivers / Woman nurturing, soft, illogical 
· Canadians  peacekeepers, living loose, polite & friendly, say ‘ey’ a lot, love hockey, winter all the time, bilingual / Americans rude, FAT, obnoxious, powerful country on the planet
· Important to look at the strengths of society 
*Tips for students: write down all the things before that you know then do your research after and compare the results

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The Principles of Sociological Research  
· guided by the rule and principles of the scientific method
The Scientific Method
· 1. Select and formulate a research question
· 2. Review relevant literature
· 3.select an appropriate research design 
· 4. Collect data
· 5. Analyze the data, draw conclusions, and report the findings
· *Peers reviewed
Stimulating Curiosity...
· Need to open our minds (parachute analogy) works better when open.
· Not something that we were born with.
· Cultivating oneself (Train yourself or cultivate your curiosity (ways you can do that; research things that you are interested in, as question ‘why?’, observant, but more importantly watch news, visit museums, watch movies, JUST read.)
· Travelling (learn more about others cultures but more so learn more about yourself)
· Ex. Prof went 20 years ago to Ven. and wanted to buy everything from her store but she said no. She was widowed and this was the only place she had to meet people even though this was her only source of income. - Should never be quick to pass jug dement.
· Social Marginality (feel out of lace time to time. More marginal you are, the more observant you may be) 
· Ex. Native people see race in their say to day lives where as white people think of race way less and/or don’t include themselves in it
· Ex. Language minority, you notice more thus being more socially marginal
· Social Change/social crisis (challenge common assumptions)
· Ex. 2008 when people lost their jobs: financial crisis which questioned our social economy and a sociologist remembered the ‘great depression’
· Picture of free coffee and donut shop for the unemployed 
· Social crisis help cause social change. 

Critical Outlook
· To criticize, from the Greek krino (to separate, to distinguish): to sort things out
· To cultivate doubt, to put things into question
 Canadian International development Agency (CIDA) (provide international help) 
Ex. wanted to bring running water to a village in Africa because the woman needed to walk everyday to get water, so CIDA (good doers) put running water in every house. Even after they did this, the woman still kept walk to the river. (Western theory: they don’t like change) BUT they were missing something; gender roles, very traditional and were very men controlled society. The river was the heaven to woman: where they good gossip and get away from their husbands  CIDA people were not critical enough, they did not ask the people what they needed.

Cultures
What is culture? What is it made of?

 some intend culture to be defined as sophistication, manners, etiquette, high priced living. But sociologists define it more broadly:

· culture includes:
· the knowledge language, values, customs, and material objects that are passed from person to person and from one generation to the next (textbook)
· way we cry, laugh, feel is shaped by social environment
· it is learned, shared and transmitted from generation to another
· it is the blueprint for living in a particular society
· Culture shock:
· Personal disorientation that come from encountering an unfamiliar way of life
· Living from one place to another
· Our way of life is created, it’s not natural. What is natural is our capacity to learn. 
· No cultural trait is inherently “natural” to humanity:
· What is natural is our species is the capacity to create and learn cultural traits
· Everyone is cultured beings.

The components of culture:
· Symbols
· Language
· Values
· Norms
· Material objects

Symbols
· Anything that meaningfully represents something else to others: words, numbers, pictures, colours, gestures, facial expressions etc
· Example: D-O-G
· Insider/outsider
· Culture sock in Brindisi
· A barker came and grabbed the prof and his friends physically to make them come in their restaurant and they were offended.  The Italian barker said that they can’t get mad because that’s how they communicate in their country.
· In a restaurant the waiter asked how the food was while speaking Italian and the prof had his mouth full so he gestured ‘good’ by putting 3 fingers up and curling the index finger inside the thumb. But the waiter got upset because that gesture means ‘asshole’
· Issue for person who just moved into the culture
· Traveler inflicts on others when entering unfamiliar societies

To learn more:
· Vary even within a single society
· The hummer…
· Seen as a sign of weath and prestige
· It is now seen as a sign of what is wrong with north American life
· Change over time
· Blue jeans
· Invented a century ago created for poor people
· It was resistance an sturdy for the working class people
· In the 60’s it made it popular because students came to college to represent the working class
Language
· set of symbols that express ideas and enable people to think and communicate with one another
· some people in the world write from right to left and others write from left to write
· The keystone to human culture
· Major means of culture transmission, always us to save and name the world, and to think

Language and the social construction of reality
· Does language shape reality? Yes
· Anthropologists Edward Sapir and Benjamin Whorf: 
· each language has words or expressions with no precise counterparts in other tongues
· all languages fuse symbols with distinctive emotions
· The Sapir-Whorf hypothesis: language shapes how we think, perceive and thus experience the world 
· We know the world only in the terms of the language we speak…
· The Inuit have many different words (23-54) to  designate various kinds of snow
· New Caledonians know only four different colours: red, green, black and white
· Gauchos of Argentina: 200 different colours of horses
· Koya of South India: no distinction between snow, fog and dew but seven types of bamboo
· Dugum Dani of New Guinea: 70 different words for sweet potato
· Filipinos: 92 different words for different kinds of rice
· Natives in the highlands of Guatemala: over 100 words for different kinds of corn
· The Arabic language is said to contain 1000 different expressions for sword
  Language is not a present, it is what unlocks the human imagination humans can manipulate language to change the world. 
  Ms. is used to identify women and not a woman’s marital status
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The components of culture
· Symbolimportant
· Language  allows us to say the world, also shapes reality
· Values
· Norms
· Material objects
Values and norms 
Values 
· Collective ideas about what is right and wrong, good or bad, and desirable and undesirable
· Provide the criteria for evaluating people, objects and events 
· Provide ideas and beliefs but don’t tell us how to behave more abstract
Norms
· Established rules of behaviour or standards of conduct
· May be formal or informal, consist of folkways, mores, taboos, laws
Material Objects
· The tangible things created by members of society:  the artifacts, tools, and technology we develop and use
· We live in a world of things that people have made
· Almost everything we do involves relations to the things we have made 
Ex. Tables, radios, lights, showered heated water, talk on phone etc. 
· Almost all of our interactions with our people are mediated through objects of one kind or another Ex. Classroom, a simple conversation
What is wrong with this picture?
Material culture
Physical and tangible human creations: tools, artifacts and technologies
Nonmaterial culture
Abstract or intangible human creations: symbols, norms and values

Picture of stop sign and police pulled over a person and giving them a ticket; Material Culture
How objects can embody norms and value? Here are some examples below:
Ex. Plastic bags: consumerism the gap between ideal and real culture. Canada also consumes way too much. Embodies a norm
The speed bump

Ex. Speed bumps: force you to slow down. Taking others into consideration. Safety first. Major assumption of the driver; drivers are selfish care more about their car then the law. 
· “Slow down so as not to endanger children”
· “Slow down and protect your car’s suspensions”
Thus, forces a norm on the human being.
- In France : “Gendarme couche” (“sleeping policeman’)
As another illustration:
· Driver follows GPS into lake (posted on the website)conformity
Ethnocentrism
· From Latin centrum (center), and the Greek ethnos (people): to be centered on its own.
· An Alternative: cultural relativism

Functions of socialization 
· To ensure the survival and stability of society
· To ensure the individual’s survival and development personality and sense of self Ex. Your name defines you at first.
· Need proper social contact to develop for example if kids are neglected then there is a damage done to the baby.
Socialization and cultural diversity 
· babies are all the same at birth, but due to their cultural difference they will soon laugh, eat smile etc differently 
· The netsiikk people – live in Nunavut 
· At birth the when they are born they are facing outward, on their mothers world until they are two, the child will be aware of an acute spatial experiences 
· That child would have a completely different perspective whch he lived on mother lap vs the cradle
Determining ‘national characters”
· caudi W, Weinstein, H (1969), “Maternal care and infant behaviout in Japan and America”, Psychiatry
· as early as 3 & 4 months age infants have ready acquired some of th behaviour that conforms to their own culture
Ex. American babied play in their own bed with bottle and played with toys in bath tub thus conform into independent whereas Japanese babies are kept slept with their parents and given baths thus are more team working
More on socialization and cultural diversity
· Watch movie ‘babies’ (showed up the trailer in class, really recommended to watch by the prof). About 4 different cultured babies. 
Agents of socialization
· The persons, groups, or situations that teach us what we need to know in order to participate in society (textbook)
· Ex. Prof went to on a bus in Paris, pushing and shoving on the bus like playing on rugby on the bus. All aged people teenager to old lady with cane French cannot grasp the concept of waiting in line b/c it reminds them of cattle going to the slaughter house and reminded them of the negative connation which reminded them of the Jews lining up to go to the gas chambers. The prof was getting re-socialized.  Came back to Ottawa, and waiting in line again and got re-socialized again. 

Main Agents of socialization:
· Family, school, peers, social media
Family 
· The most basic and foundational agent: The family
· When you are in little you parents are the strongest people you have ever met.
· Later you realize your mom and dad are the normal human beings not queen etc.
· Basic, core intuition of your family...you cannot get rid of your family.
· Parenting is a hard task: mommy said not to lie but our just heard her lie to daddy, you think something is not right
· Learning all the time form the family environment, kid says I think its called a scale but mommy calls it #$#*%! (Picture shown in class)
· Kids are learning all the time
· At home kids love you and they address your problems
The School: Attending it for 20 years:
· Enlarging children’s social work, and introducing them to social diversity
· format circuml...hidden curriculum (spelling bee and sports teach cultural values like work over lay, how to crush your opinion etc.) 
· Introduced to the impersonal functioning of large organizations
· At school kids confront social diversity for the first time, which they will learn what society applies to the race, generic. Helpful for later in life.
· At school children are evaluated as how they are and universal rules apply to all that’s why children did not want to go to school (they don’t like school)
· Ex. Rave kept secret 1000 people needs to be big enough, prof though it was a tribal party. They acted like they all new each other. The girls were wearing baby suckers/pacifier and teddy bear necklaces, it was not meant to be sexual. These were the first daycares, with a rave that were remembering their early childhood, first learned to share.
Newfound freedom...and new demands for conformity: The Peer group
· We don’t choose our family but you can choose who we hang out with
· The peer group allows to escape 
· Learning things on their own, develop relationships, always them to share their interest with is not the same with you parents. This is your own identity apart from your family which you can get 
· Peer groups can be safe place to test norms and values but can also have a demand for conformity called:
· Peer pressures: social behaviour that pressures peers into being cool (who you are? What you say?
· Peer pressure hits us when we are insecure can make you do stupid things such as drinking, weed etc.
The Mass Media 
· Any communication technology that can be displayed on a large scale Ex. TV, radio and magazines
· Dated statistics...(on the slides)
· The average Canadian watched 21 hrs. Of TV per week, children about 14 hours per week 
· Plays a main part n a kids life

· A socially defined position in a group or society characterized by certain expectations, rights and duties
· Recognized social position
· Guides our behaviour
· Relational: defines who and what we are in relations to others
· Collectively occupied
· Not to be confused with prestige 
· Ex. Is being a pope a status? Yes it is. But 1-year university students are always going to be replaced. Jane is a daughter, goalie, athlete, sister, Ottawa resident but makes a status set
Status Set
· Status set: the way you behave around the people
· Maybe you can you this f*** word with your friends but not your mom because your behaviour wont be that same

· Ex. Jane is 18 years old and Irish. Did she change this status? No she was given this at birth
· Ascribed status – something you cant change because it was give at birth.
· Ex. Michael Jackson was the total freak. He was always claiming he had a time and his nose collapsed because of the 50 surgeries had. He was nor black or white nor male or female

· Back to Jane, she play hockey and gets good grades
· Achieved status: something a person is working o achieve by working hard. Ex. Income, educations
· Western look at this is the American dream!:)

· Master Status: how other people view us and think of us as well. Technically poor and rich and sometimes gender and race are viewed as master status
· Woman: daughter, housewife, mother wife  related to family positions. Occultation is becoming more of a women status now.
· Occupation is also a master status. 

· Stigmatized master status: when master status is singled out as bad.
Ex. When you are a Muslim after the years after 9/11 the North Americans see Muslims =terrorism and people were Islam-a-phobic in the USA
Even physical disability like a person in a wheelchair is seen as just as a person in a wheelchair. 

· Jane is fashionable, hot and she is going to make it big and she is displaying... 
· Status symbols: the things we show off are the status that we would love to show off.

Role
· You have a role to play, (more on slides)
· Status describes a role set
· Ex. Prof’s status role set (better visual given on the slide)
· Ex. Role of college student (better visual given on the slide)


· Jane as a student is expected by her prof is to do the reading, hard working completing assignment to personal enrichment to academic studies
· Role Expectation: what everyone expected of him
· Role Performance 
· Roles are relational and mutually defined. The rights you have are my own obligations to you. They link us to others and is making social order (routine) possible

· Jane started university and is giving her parents a hard time. Wants to be independent however depends on her parents for tuition fees, lives with them etc.  Jane is going through....
· Role Ambiguity: not well defined in and confused

· Jane is has an opportunity to play with her band in Toronto but she will miss the exam for it and also her bf wants her to come over to play video games and her boss wants her to come in to work the morning. 
· Role Conflict: (among status)

· Jane is having a hard time keeping up with her 5 courses, rehearsing once a week with her band, works 15 hours a week and has a boyfriend. 
· Role overload: when total number of statuses and role sets overwhelms all activity.

· Jane is doing so well in her courses that she is making her classmates look bad and she feels they are jealous of her and calling her a teacher’s pet. She is taking this very hard on her. She is facing..
· Role Strain: incompatible role demands build inside of your status.
· Role strain and role conflict visual on slides.

· Jane finds school to hard and wants to be distancing.
· Role Distancing: starts to go away from her studies and maybe takes a break form university. 

· Jane has to take a final decision either breaking up with her loser bf, stop studying to earn money or get a better job which is going somewhere 
· Role Exit: disengaging from your status. 

Two other solutions
· Establishing priorities 
· Creating a public awareness 
- Ex. Dr. Jack Keyorin or known as Dr. Death and he had assisted 100 people with assisted murder. Infamous trail and got released. He solved his suffering patients.

Gender Matters
· Gender differentiation
Ex. What is the first thing you ask your friend that had a baby? Boy or girl. 
· Gender socialization
   Gender roles – how you are socialized.
                Gender identity – ones perception of himself or herself as male or female
                Ex.  When I was a little boy I was watching powerpuff girls song and my dad changed to channel and told me
                Gender stereotypes – men= aggressive, don’t care about how they look as much, emotionless, handymen...women= emotion, sensitive, 

Short (thinking) assignment:

· Men: strong rational, dominant, independent, don’t care for (their own) appearance
· Women: weak, emotional, nurturing, dependent, care for (their own) appearance
Are these characteristics natural or cultural?
Margaret Mead (1901-78)
· First anthropologist, wrote about gender
· If gender is defined based on biologically, man should be the same everywhere. We should define masculine and feminity the same way.
· BUT, if we are looking at t culturally we should look at them difference in every culture
· She studied 3 societies
· Arapesh: both genders were responsive co-operative gentle, and sensitive to other. Ex. When the women was giving birth and was having contractions so her husband would come lay down beside her and feel the pain with her.
· Mundugumor: both genders were selfish, violent ad aggressive, seeking power and position
· Tchambuli: like our own but. Females were dominant, impersonal, and rational (managerial)
· Males were submissive, less responsible, ore emotionally dependent, and nurturing toward s children
· Hence, Culture really defines gender.

Sex, Gender, and Sexism
· Sex – the biological and anatomical differences between males and females
· Gender – the culturally and socialy constructed differences between males and females found in the meanings; beliefs, and practices associated with femininity and ........
· Prof descried it as ‘Sex is what you have b/w your legs and gender is what you have between your head.’
(LOOK at power point, missed the last part)
Language and Gender
(He went to fast, on the slide again)
In sociological knowledge gender-neutral?
· Polygamy – a marriage in which a husband has more then one wife
Polygyny – many wives sharing the same husband...
· [Feminist reversal of the ‘male’ concept of polygamy)
· Bias: attribution of agency (to husband or wives?) relies on the gender of the observer

· Ex. Mother and daughter, father and son
· Family is a corner stone of social life, ¾ of Canadians regarding family as the MOST important thing in their life. (Study conducted 2008)
· Family more complex now, not just mother, father, brother, sister and a dog.
What is a family?
· Made of a mom and a dad?
· A nuclear or sub nuclear unit?
· Related by bonds of blood and marriage?
· New reproductive technologies...How many ‘parents’ can one child I have?
egg donor, surrogates, sperm donor, adoptive parents, 
· We cannot say that family members are made by bonds of blood nor can you say family members be married  (profs case, has a family with his girlfriends
·  So a child can have around 5 parents, and a child was conceived after 5 months the dad died of heart attack b/c the sperm was frozen or something. 
· Kids were considered a blessing or a curse: little or no choice
· Future parents can now chose the sex of their offspring and they could chose physical characteristics and have capacities of an astrounoatt. 
· Babies delivered this way would be a customized accomidity and can be returned to the manufactured to the store.
· Ex. Sperm bank cartoon 
· Single type of family has never existed: ‘Solid, traditional family values. That’s what my two wives and I are teaching our children’

· The oldest of all social sciences
· Herodtus, greek historian (born 485 BC? – died 430-420)

Political Science
· the study of politics and government
· Sociologists do not focus on a single institution, the study of power transcends the topic of government 
· Talk about power relations, power can’t be reduced
· Power is present in all social interactions
· Ex. Prof and student relationship and prof =power and making you listen. The prof has power attached to my status.
