1. Descartes’ ontological argument is that God is a perfect and the greatest possible being.
Seeing how not existing is non-perfect
Therefore he must exist.
Kant thinks that existence is not a real predicate because existing cannot be included in the definition of anything
Therefore the second premise cannot be true.

2. Pascal’s wager is the argument that one should believe in God because it is a rational choice.
The gain from believing God and dying is going to heaven and eternal life which is an infinite gain.
The gain from not believing God and dying seeing as God is real is an infinite loss of eternal life in hell and punishment.
The gain from believing God and dying as there is no God is none 
The gain from not believing in god and dying as there is no God is finite such as moral gains but that’s about it… Therefore it is rational to believe in God but it is not an effective argument for the existence of God because it doesn’t prove anything that God is real, but it is just showing that humans are rational beings. Pascal believed the existence of god was 50/50 ANYWAYS
3. Hilary Putnam denies that there is a magical connection between the name and the bearer of that name because, if I were to say the word “tree” I am thinking about the image of the tree, but in reality the word tree is just a combination of symbols and letters that don’t connect with the reality of a tree. This ties into John Searle’s claim that “symbols don’t symbolize anything” because symbols are just combinations of strokes and what not. Referring to the Chinese room, the English speaking person inside the room is able to follow instructions to look at a symbol and match it with the directions that refer to the symbol that looks the same and is able to have an output that makes sense to a Chinese speaker although the English speaker inside knows no Chinese.
4. The official Cartesian doctrine of the mind according to Gilbert Ryle is the dualist mind of how the mind and physical are completely separate things which is why it is a category mistake. A category mistake being that two things are not related in anyway but put into the same group of similar things. Such as someone saying that the building that’s are within UBC is UBC when the buildings are a category on their own such as hebb, irving, henning, wood and UBC is a totally different category such as UBC SFU UT UFV.
5. Thomas Nagel thinks that our inability to know what it is like to be a bat poses a crucial problem for the physicalist reductions of the mind because the reductionist because being able to experience being a bat would be impossible because we would have to be conscious of ourself and the mind of a bat as well which is impossible unless the mind was a separate category than everything being physical which is not what a physicalist believes.
6. The Turing Test is a situation where if a computer is able to fool a human interrogator that it is a human then it has intelligence. No this is not a good test for intelligence for it could be just like the situation of the Chinese room and this computer is just programmed to output when given such an input.
7. I can know that my best friend is not a robot because I am not a robot and my best friend and I can relate in the way that we behave similarly and we experience the same way. The problem of the other mind and the official doctrine of how the body is external and the mind is internal mind doesn’t occupy space but humans have a mind.
8. Supposed to demonstrate how intelligence cannot be proven true and that symbols don’t symbolize anything .
9. Astrology is not scientific because in order for something to be scientific, according to Karl Popper’s criterion of scientificity, it needs to be falsifiable meaning it needs to be able to be proven wrong. And since astrology is so vague and broad in general terms, when astrologists believe something is to happen, when it is folk psychology….. the telling is so vague that anything related around it can be seen as proof that astrology is true but it can’t be proven wrong because it can’t be falsifiable.
10. The gettier case is a situation when justified true belief is not a sufficient source of knowledge. It is supposed to demonstrate that even when one is justified in their true belief due to some premises and it is still not true, it cannot be a sufficient source of knowledge.

Difference between just because and it is because, ordinary doubt is about whether some proposition is true or not while philosophical skepticism is doubting whether one can have knowledge of something or not. For example ordinary doubt is contemplating whether God exists or not while philosophical skepticism is contemplating whether it is possible to KNOW whether God exists or not.
