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12 weeks no new content but there’s an overview so it’s like the introduction and focusing on tips to do well on the exam. Not talking about the group project. Speaking specifically about the final exam. This is the agenda of today so looking over the objectives what were the ideas behind it. 
The first twenty minutes we talked about sociology and it will make more sense. You will be asked to reflect on the exam. Everything will be on the exam.  He’s going to highlight five themes or concepts that you should be familiar with and highlight portions of lectures and textbooks. After that we will talk about questions, and in the end do our final in class activity. 1/3rd of you are second, third, and fourth year courses. First year you get a broad mix of individuals. It’s also a different focus. The assumption is that most of you won’t do this for the next 4 years. Most of you will take one or two classes. The majority is to know the insights that could be useful for me if I take one or two courses. Every week we would understand concepts in more depth and introducing you to sociological imagination. All semester we talked about the social we surveyed twelve topics. Part of it was what is sociology and the other half was reading how of sociology. This was to give us an idea of what is sociology and what sociologists do. The idea of this course was from moving from the one line definition but there’s also more layers.

First class:
Introduction to Sociology:
Sociology is an elastic discipline we talked about how it’s younger and how different disciplines are in it.
Social perspective
Social imagination
The Social
The Compass, The Lenses, The Snowflakes

Feel comfortable enough that you can talk about it.

Sociology:What and how?
Sociology
What:
Study of the “Social” and its enabling and constraining influence.
The study of patterns and being able to identify patterns on the one hand and being able to offer an explanation. That’s the movement and progress of science. Everyone is interested in different patterns.

Sociological perspective it’s acknowledging that society acts differently on various categories of people (children compared to adults, women vs men, rich vs poor) So we think sociologically when we realize how the general categories into which we happen to  fall shape our particular experiences. Relative to context and changes from place to place, time to time, and sociological imagination is seeing the link between private problems of the individual and important social issues.  So how people are influenced by their society. We have groups coexisting in Canada. Sociologists are interested in both the before and after. They are interested about our opinions and what we believe. It changes what we find true or false so our dreams or aspirations and where we want to be in the future so all these different kinds of influence. There are a multitude of combinations on us in groups. They pursue different aspects. We saw specific areas. There’s lots of overlap. It’s the analogy of the outsider and it’s questioning what’s natural. Or things we don’t think about. It’s an empowering tool. 

Those were the objectives. This is the what now we are moving to the how. 
Foundations of Sociology we need to know the four for common sense. For the first half you need to know the lectures. The details aren’t necessary. Social structure micro (everyday interactions) macro (Interested or look at broader trends, laws, policies that go across a country or province looking at the effect of race in society for ex) globoal (two nations) structures what are the differences. Theory, Research, and Values look at the two slides. Four major theoretical traditions vs perspectives asking different sets of questions so being familiar with what they are or what they mean? Approaching theory one or two slides theory=explanation it’s a spike in poverty now offering explanations to assist situations. How we configured? Each of the In-Class Activities  go back to those slides and text to help you feel comfortable. 

Week 2:
Practice of Sociology this is where he talked about layering and data gathering. Can you identify social science and dialectic of social research
Focus on a diagram of a person looking and having bubbles everywhere.
The research cycle it’s the ability to follow and mimic everything 
Operationalization you should know what it is and give an example of a role to play how you move from something abstract and what will you look for to observe it.
What are the four main sociological research methods. Practice the in class activities. This course was no different. 

Week 3:
Culture.  When there’s one word what’s the one line definition and what does it include? 
Culture and Judgement ( Enthocentrism vs Cultural Relativisim) 
Culture and language ( Wade Davis talk on culture and Ethnosphere) 
Culture and Power (dominat, sub, counter cultures)
Multiculturalisim
All of this is from lectures. 

Week 4:
Socialization and formations of self
Agents of socialization spoke about four
Structure of social interactions (status,role,norms) expectations came up repeatidly. 
Study of social interaction (five different interactions know lecture five slides) Rational theory
Sociology of Emotions and Body Language ( Emotion management and Emotion Labor) 
We have expectations on how we should react and there’s pressure when you aren’t acting the way you should, emotion labor who work with people or coworkers put a smile and be nice.  The optional homework have highlighted what you wanted. 
That’s material on the first half. So this is specifically on lectures.

Week 5: Class, Power, and Work
Income inequality, and poverty in Canada broad ways of explaining what are different aspects
Social stratification and social mobility what are the terms? Slides? Read text and know the example and relationship. So the hierarchy and quality or the nature of layers, social mobility is how they can move up and down easily if no then it’s closed and if it’s easy then it’s open or fluid. 
Social class and SES There’s lots of materials on social class so Marxs and Webers. Dimensions of social economic status there’s three of them.(Income, Education, Hours worked)
Noneconomic dimensions of inequality We focused on power and prestige and taste so what are the different types and power had a conjunction of class, race, gender, and the notion of expectation. Know the connections for the exam.
Works, job, and the economy There’s twenty-eight pages so focus specifically on the slides of deskilling and work and economy. Wont be asked about the textbook know the three words. In your own words paraphrase.   

Week 6: Race and Ethnicity
Rankism- Focus on articles. Talked about rankism for twenty minutes we did some in class and how does that link with power. What does the author have to say? What’s the thesis statement?
Social Construction of Race and Ethnicity in Canada looking at cultural influences instead of assuming it’s nature.  What does it mean?
Identity and Labels: Movie-Between: Living in the Hyphen how others see us and think of us see us and how people want to think about themselves, know this lecture you can read this section in the book.
Racism, Prejudice, and Discrimination know the material in text. 
Future of race and ethnicity in Canada What does it mean? What does it look like? 
Attitudes change too.

Week 7: Gender and Sexual Orientation
Gender, Gender Identity, and Gender Socialization (know these terms) (lecture)
Gendered Institutions and Earning Gap (textbook) what would be measures? What would count? It depends? 
Women’s Movement in Canada (feminisim-political/social) be familiar with that
Sexual Orientation and Growing up GLB (textbook highlights this well so kingsy researched this in the 50’s and know the definition. So know the textbook definition and re-read Growing up GLB there’s 2 pages and a couple of slides).
Homophobia and Heteronormativity (It proposes other terms be able to speak to that how homophobia has been combated talked about it in class and there’s details in the book there’s three things. Pre teens and tweens or teens so biological roles, the lining up and expectation they should follow. Heterosexual Female woman)
You had to discuss power in the in class activity.  
Week 8:
Crime (definition) 
Deviance (definition)
Classifying crime, crime rates, and crime statistics
Why do people commit crimes (know the two articles rough necks and saints)
What to do about crimes? (crime prevention) Know broad terms. 

Week 9: Globalization
Globalization
Top down vs bottom up globalization or anti globalization (differences?)
State autonomy and why it matters here. Globalization
Capitalists, Consumers, and Workers (know the elements and what we talked about in class, catch 22, what roles can people play? What’s happening in the global scale and why it happens?) 
Sustainable Consumption (notion and what it looks like? Drawbacks? Critiques and hopes and possibilities)
Lots of material and concepts. It is three months of work and material.
