· Language is not neutral it reflects power differences and inequalities
· Language identifies barriers/boundaries, class, region, gender, race… etc
· Posit #1 Language dies culture dies, just like animals some languages are endangered species, some languages are going to become extinct
· Posit #2 language not necessarily the essence of culture
· Languages crash due to economic, social, political, military pressure…
· Languages around the world are at risk of extinction, 600/6000 languages are “safe”

Week 7 Reading

Nettle &Romaine- use metaphor of language becoming extinct like animals, agree with strong version of Sapir whorf, language determines our thoughts, when a language dies so does a culture

Berreby- When language dies can be revivied, infinite resource and are constantly (re)produced and changing, preservation on languages should not be imposed on communities

Muehlmann- Cucapa,El Mayor Mexico youth do not define their culture as the language they speak, swearwords in this culture are performed to indentify insiders/ outsiders. 
-Indigenuous language competency one criteria the mexico government to prove you are authentic


Week 8:Body & Medical Anthropology
-Area of study concerning with the body shaped by social and cultural processes
- Individual body- physiological and experimental aspects of body
-Symbolic /Social body- different cultural context on how they treat and talk about the body
- Body politics- how body is controlled socially and manipulated for poli purposes
Medical Anthropology – Concerns with well-being, illness, disease, death, and dying and their intersections with wider social, cultural, economic, political and historical context.
· Medical does not imply only western medicine, usef to refer to broader ideas surrounding health and illness.
· Medicalization: Process where a previously existing human condition is transformed to a medical problem.
· Nervos- is a social illness but is seen as the expression of an individual weakness
· Body politics- Proces of medicalization of hunger, complicity of both residents and medical officials/politiciains.
· Three anti-war vets no different from other men who served in war, They understand their experience which makes them dealing with it differently


Week 8 Reading
Scheper-Hughes -  key figure in field of medical anthropology, focus poli economy of health and healing, aims to effect social changes. She thinks sickness is a biological phenomenon experience by individuals, may be a coded metaphor to express feelings about social life that are normally not allowed.

Nervos- medical appropriation of nervos and a failure to recognize the signs of starvation and hunger. Cultural idiom which hunger and hunger-anxiety are most commonly expressed and medically treated

Gutmann and Lutz- Medicalization of war trauma, more specifically on post traumatic stress disorder, most common diagnosis on returning soldier from war. Increasing # of war vets think trauma is a normal & reasonable reaction to exposure to combat, witnessing and participating in crimes against humanity. Charlie Anderson- thought he’d be a hero by iraqians, realized not the case when instructed to look for young arab carrying assault rifle. Garret Reppenhage- despite good intentions realized he was part of the problem, was abusive to Iraq civilians at checkpoint for fear of being bombed. Ricky Clousing- went AWOL after raising question about iraw war, refused conscientious objector status and PTSD diagnosis.

Week 9: Sex Gender in Science and popular culture
· Area of Anthropology concerning with body as shaped by social and cultural processes.
· Sociobiology- set of claims organized around assumption that bio is destiny for humans, genetic predisposition determine our behavior towards and our institutional forms (genes, hormones, Gendered brain)
· Evolutionary psychology- branch of psychology seeks to identify universal human traits result from evolved adaption of the mind, adaptations seen as products of natural or sexual selection.
· Evolutionary and sociobiology common sense to explain difference btwn men and women.
· Sociobio elaborates heternormative (alignment btwen bio sex, gender identity and roles) tales about nature of desire and biology of beauty. 
· Popular stories of heterosexual attraction as natural posit humans share cross cultural historical norms of beauty.
· Bio of beauty and science of sexual attraction imply heterosexuality as the norm.
· Straight desire produced rather than being discovered through scientific research, as universal, a given, as unquestionable.
· Ideals of beauty vary greatly in different historical cultural contexts
· Sociobiology argues the gender roles associated with modern nuclear heterosexual family rooted in evolutionary biology
· No universal gendered understanding of space, does not different bio legacies men associated w hunting, women gathering. 
· Heterosexual nuclear family, seen as basis for human society but social history and anthro show universalism is unture, represent among many possibilities of kinship
· Gender identities- not universal masculinity and femininity rooted in evolutionary make-up. Ethnocentric to think men would be competitive, women nurturing peaceful.
· Culture that organizes and gives meaning to biological experiences, not other way around.




Week 9: Reading

Lancaster: Too much weight is given to biology to explain gendered behaviours, socio and evolutionary reduces complexity of human behaviours, cheating-war. Argues idea that both gender roles within family are universal and they have genetic basis. Heterosexuality and reproduction- Lancaster challenges notion homophobic design of many cultures result from goal of encouraging heterosexual relations.


Week 10 performing gender identity: Masculinity
· Anthro concerns the study of men as men
· Queer theory - Origins- in the 90’s comes from feminism, gay and lesbian studies, post structuralism, michel Foucault, jusith butler. Challened naturalness of heterosexuality and unnaturalness of homosexuality. Not concerned with study of homosexuality rather questioning heterosexuality as unmarked category.
· Fag- normative discourse on masculinity for American teenagers, self policing mechanism used by teenagers to avoid being labeled as a fag.


Week 10 Reading 
Judith Butler- Gender as performance, gender what you do in different contexts rather than universal, core, essential who you are. Gender accomplished in everyday interactions in accordance with what is seen as appropriate for ones sex category. Constituted through opposition to an abject other than must be rejected to reaffirm them self
Cameron- casual convo btwn 5 men, most prominent topic apart from basketball, gossip other men identified as gay. Convo reveal being gay is an alien category, more about gender than sexuality. 

Week 11: Globalization
Refers to accelerated flows intensified connection of people, commodity, money, symbol, technology, and information across national boundaries. Period of accelerated changes due to, shifiting poli/ econ context, tech devel with communication and transportation, cultural transformations
Time space compression- refers to notion that our sense of time/space is different to advent of new technologies, rhythm of life speeds up while spatial barriers are reduced. 
Refers to notion that with globalization, we live in a world that is closely interconnected, increasing cultural exchanges, instantaneous communication, economic interconnectedness. Globalization draws on existing inequlalities: flows of people, money, commodity are not free floating but mediated by geography, age, race,nation, class sexuality, gender, etc
Homogenization- position considers cultures all over the world are becoming more and more similar, due to dominance of American pop culture, sees globalization as cultural imperialism argues that in light of economic and cultural power of the usa, harder to have homegrown products,
Mcworld- notion  world we live in is characterized by spreading of americna corporations such as mcdonald homogenizing planet and destroying local cultures.
Hybridization- refers to notion local cultures are able to manipulate global forces and to reinvent themselves according to own particular meaningful ways. New forms of identity are seen as possible global flows seen as coming from different centers





Week 11: Reading
Caldwell, Russian case reveals mcdonalds is not homogenization, mcd’s domesticated, Mcd’s does not produce cultural homogeneity, it takes on local meanings,

Barber- advocate of homogenization thesis, sees American pop culture and corporations as eroding the particularity of local cultures, promoting radical homogenization of taste across the world, Commonly deny the dominance of americna culture and corporations

Week 12: New social media
Positive- social media, allows for more interactivity, flexibility, creativity, facilitate new collectives, virtual communities, interconnectedness,
Negative- result in further isolation and individualization, prevent us from engaging in real social interaction
Kony 2012
Social media invites us to think beyond notions of right/wrong and of social media as either emancipatory or oppressive.
Mediascape- global cultural flow of printed and electronic images, youtube operates with new integrated mediascape
Media- mediates human relationship, when media changes realtionships change too.
