Classical Age Achievements (review)

· Democracy 508 BCE. 
· Drama 532 BCE – Thespis stepped out from Chorus to become first actor
· Philosophy  - Socrates
· The Arts – history, architecture, sculpture
Fifth Century Wars: Persian, Peloponnesian p. 114-115.

Started with Ionian Revolt against Persians (ended the Archaic age)

Ends with Peloponnesian wars
Persian Wars

· Athens: Marathon, Salamis
· Sparta: Thermopylai, Plataia
· Results
· Athens beat Persians without help from Sparta

· 

Spartans gained fame by holding off Persians at Thermopolai. 

· 

Provided leadership for final battle of Persian War at Platea

· 

Athens had best navy – Thamistacles organized the fleet

· 

Athens – richest and most powerful in Hellenes.

· 

Sparta – leading land power – though reluctant to fight wars outside Laconia

Athens & the Delian League (Delos) 

Delos – site of Delian games.


Delian League – to neutralize Persians


Athens & her allies


200 polei in membership.

 Monetary dues for the league paid in money or manpower.

purpose, membership, dues


tribute lists – used acrophonic number system to record dues on marble



record 1/60 of the total tribute each polis had to pay to keep ti running.



1/60th used to rebuild acropolis buildings in Athens



59/60th used for expenses of Delian league
dedications


Naxos, Thasos – they tried to drop out of the league. Athens used force to keep them in 

the league
Athenian Empire – what Delian league evolved into after they moved meetings and treasury to Athens from Delos
· Athens and her subject poleis
· Supported democratic government

Peloponnesian League – voluntary association
· They didn’t exact any dues

· Association of those who opposed Athenian Empire ways

· Supported oligarchy

· Thucydides

· General of the war

· Wrote the chronology of the war

· Xenophon 
· finished Thycydides history of the Peloponnesian war when Thucydides didn’t finish

· Aristophanes

· Comedic writer

· Filled in cultural picture of Athens during the war

· Attitudes of Athenians towards the war and the enemy

Peloponnesian War: 431-421


Spartan Strategy


Athenian Strategy: 
Perikles – withdraw population of Attica behind Long Walls
· Built from Asty to pyraia (the harbour)
· Strategy: avoid fighting spartans, and protect all innocence
· Relied on navy fleet to supply food for hiders
· Used navy to ahrass spartans and alies by sea

· Plague broke out – typhoid epidemic in Athens behind the walls

· Perikles died with plague

· Eearthquake – athenians didn’t attack spartans that year

Sphakteria – Athens tried to attack Sphakteria in 425/424 BCE
· Spartans surrender hoplites

· Huge blow to Spartan prestige since they had to surrender to Athens

· Boost for Athens

Peace of Nikias – declared after 10 years of fighting; no net gains for either side after 10 

years of fighting
Alcibiades & Sicily


Alcibiades behind invasion of Sicily


Alcibiades was a playboy; good general


He Thought: if Athens conquered Sicily, then supplies or resources of grain would cease 
to be delivered to Sparta.



If Athenians invaded Sicily, they would get Sicilian wealth since Sicily was so rich

purpose of expedition


mutilation of the herms

Herm = a sculpture that stood on street corners, representative of Hermes.


Religious vandalism


Eleusinian Mysteries mocked

parody of Eleusinian Mysteries



apparently Alcibiades was drunk and made fun of the Eleusinian Mysteries

they charged Alcibiades charged with impiety

Sparta & Persia


Alcibiades jumped ship after finding out his punishment, then he went to Sparta and 

advised them on how to win the war

Then they found him with a women, and had to leave Sparta to go to Persia
Sicilian Expedition (415-413)



2 remaining generals of the fleets without Alcibiades as 3rd general lost the invasion

It cost them 50 000 men.


173 Trirymes


Huge amounts of money


Captured prisoners held at Syracuse stone quarries.


Euripides let prisoners who could read to return home

outcome, Euripides

Peloponnesian War continues


role of Alcibiades – Athenians invited him back as a general since he wsa so good

Spartans got money from Persia to fight war. They lost so he wasn’t reelected year after

Hellespont: Lysander – Alcibiades watched Lysander the new general as he fought
Aegispotamoi (404) – the goat river. Athenian fleet was destroyed again.They starved 
Athens into surrendering

Sparta won the Peloponnesian war
Spartan Hegemony (404-371)


reign of 30 tyrants – replaced democracy of Athens  after conquering them


30 men selected by Spartans to rule Athens



Lasted a year, 30 tyrants after a year were removed and prosecuted



Socrates associated with Alcibiades and the 30 tyrants



Thus he was killed in trial.

death of Sokrates & Xenophon


Battle of Leuktra (371) – Thebes won war against Sparta
Theban Hegemony (371-338)


Messenia freed – Thebes invaded and freed them

Their reign also didn’t last long as the Sacred Band was eventually defeated too
Chaironeia

Artistic Achievements in the Classical Age

Sculpture: 


s-curve  to the body instead of stiff in Archaic
contrapposto – opposing lines as opposed to straight planes (parallel)  in Archiac, proportion – proportion was standardized
bronze: 
Advantages:

parts of sculpture was cast in pieces and assembled


easier to make adjustments when there is a mistake


easier to handle since it is hallow inside


easier to balance the statue made of bronze


action can be shown


cheaper than marble and faster than marble 
survival – bronze statues rarely survive since they were melted down to make other things

expression – classical calm: no matter what they are doing, they always have a sweet, 
relaxed, calm expression. Their expressions don’t match the effort of their actions

review of characteristics

· new material: bronze

· Action or relaxed poses

· Realistic anatomy

· Standard proportions

· Calm expressions

· P. 176. Bronze discus thrower. Support pole of the figure on the stand shows that this is a roman copy. It shows they could not achieve the bronze balance that Greeks achieved.
Sculptors


Myron: Diskobolos – p.176

Polykleitos:  perfected sculpting of the human figure



p.176 – roman copy b/c of the support for the leg and the arm used
Doryphoros

canon of proportions – divided body into 8ths to make standard porportions

Pheidias: project manager


Athena Promachos –he made this bronze statue  



Chryselephantine (ivory + gold): Athena Parthenos, Olympian Zeus p.176
Most classical sculptures were male nudes.

Praxiteles: marble Aphrodite of Knidos p.176


First female, freestanding nude sculpture.


Based statue of Aphrodite on his female lover. Made 2 of them.

Lysippos: Agias



Hired by Alexander to make sculptures of him



p.177. an athlete from Pythian games. Bronze. Slender proportions. Original in 
marble from Delphi.
Riace Bronzes – p. 178

varied materials: Cast bronze. Detailing is made of silver. Ivory used for eye whites. 

Nipples are copper
Classical Architecture

Mausoleum @ Halicarnassos: Mausolus

· Halicarnassus: capital of satrapy of Caria
· Commisioned marble tomb of Mausolus
· P. 192.
· Mausoleum: p. 191. – Each level had a different sculptor make the figures standing there
· Ionic columns
New Architectural Orders p. 169

Corinthian order: acanthus



Like ionic. Except capital was more elaborate


Wasn`t used very much by Greeks, Romans loved using it though

Aeolic order: volutes



Seldomly used. Used in Aeolia. P. 170
Orders Used for: stoas, temples, skena, colonnais in Gymnasiums, Odeion
Odeion: Athens – agora: Old + New Bouleuterian

Old – council for 400


New – council of 500
Ephesus – smaller than theatre, had a roof, had a sunken Orchestra, didn`t have 
dramatic performances. It is a concert hall for only musical performances

Included Homer contests.


Later became the bouleuterion
Bouleterion: Ephesus, Sicily, Athens, Priene ( council chamber), Poseidonia (completely circular. A true democracy since everyone had equal seating) (Paestum)
