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Real creativity started in 2600 to 2800 BC. (Painted Slam, Apollo 11 caves, Namibia)
The arts were primarily animals.

Paleolithic (Old Stone Age) Art, ca. 30,000-9000 BCE

In 30,000 – 28,000 BC. Cave paintings, expressed naturalism, which created perspectives. Paintings were actually more detailed even though the images were dated far back.

In 28,000 to 25,000 BC nude woman became popular. Based on the goddess of Venus.  
Woman body parts were emphasized, because of the acknowledgement of women being the key to fertility.
Very few men


Cave Painting
First cave painting in 12,000-11,000 BC. (Bison, detail of a painted ceiling in the Altarmira cave, Santander, Spain,) Each Bison was approximately 5’ long.
People believed that the painting was based on the animals being hunted, but scientist have proven that back then the animal that was mainly hunted was dear.

Animals were portrayed to show their whole body parts. (on the side)

Why did they paint Bison’s then?

15,000- 10,000BC 
Cave painting of bulls, rhinoceros, bison, in France.


In 30,000 – 28,000 BC. Cave paintings, expressed naturalism, which created perspectives. Paintings were actually more detailed even though the images were dated far back.

15,000-10,000 BC, Group of Squares

Human minds paint what they see, which reflect the particular society.

The values of society today radiate the expression of painting on walls, when the origin of art began on cave walls.


Neolithic
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Greek Sculpture and Architecture  are the main things to focus on in Greek Art.

Descending from the Roman Empire. 

1894: Guranty Building, inspired by Greek Architecture. It has a base, shaft and the capital. The windows have a vertical thrust into it, through the classical building.

Men were presented as athletisim, working the body.
Women were looked as for beauty.

Robert Mapplethorpe – Most of his works are based o the male body(explicit), and has a value that was picked up from the Ancient Greece. Gelatin Silver Print
Male were dominant.

Picasso, took histories of art and reinvented them.

Archaic Period – c.700-480 B.C
Marks the defeat of the Persians in the 480 B.C

Classical Period - 480-323 B.C
Reaches a degree of naturalism. 

Kouros, standing male figure. Something someone would aspire too, very symmetrical stance but not 100%. Very rigid, and closely chiseled and articulated. Little naturalism. They were made for some prominent display. Not meant to represent anyone specific. 

Greek culture, the male body is the default body. Naked represents bravery to go into battle with no clothes without the fear of being hurt.

Korea from Auxerre 650-624 BC.
The females are clothed, because the clothes are a social control. Naked women are a distraction to men/ warriors. Women have to be clothed so there are no sexual distractions. The sculptures are very stiff.

Kore- Korai   Singular
Kouros –Kouroi Plural

Ca. 480 BC: Kritios Boy, from the Acropolis, Athenes, Greece.
The work is more natural, the posture has a weight shift in a natural way. The term for natural posture is, contrapposto. 

Ca. 470 BC: Charioteer, from a group

Roman copies from the Greeks, such as the tree trunk was added into Roman copies in order to get a degree of balance.

Classical Period
440 B.C Riace Warriors, are identical to the postures.

Materials Used For Sculpture:
Bronze is a term for the material, aka copper. The bronzes used contains about 5-10% tin. Lead helps the melting range. Zinc is used as well.

Lost wax casting method to put the bronze in where the wax would actually be to create the sculpture. 

Search up Rodan.

Ca. 438BC: PHIDIAS, Athena Parthenos, in the cella of the Parthenon, Acropolis, Athens, Greece.
Model of the lost statue which was approximately 38’.
Royal Ontario Museum, Toronto. 
Model is made out of gold.
Copy was destroyed but reincarnated again through copies and old written descriptions of it.

Sculpture placed on Architecture is called pediment. An example of this is the Parthenon.


Ca.600-580BC:West pediment from the Temple of Artemis, Corfu, Greece. Made out of lime stone, shows a story.

Ca. 438-432 B.C – Helios and his horses, and Dionysos ( Herakles?), from the east pediment of the Parthenon, Acropolis, Athens, Greece. Made out of marble.

Centauromachy

Ca. 447-438 BC : Details of the Panathenaic Festival procession freize, from the Parthenon, Acropolis, Athens, Greece.

Ca. 450-440 BC: Polykleitos. During this time area, arts were created around mathematics, and when the math is right you can achieve the beauty.
Intersecting curves and angles, using geometric formula to create motion.

Ca.350-340 BC: Ancient replica of the Aphrodite of Knidos by Praxiteles. First representation of a nude GOD.

340 B.C : Hermes & Dionysus Ancient replica of an original by Praxiteles.
The god of…..

“Farnese Herakles.” Original by Lysippos, c320 B.C ( Roman copy by Glykon)
more muscular 

ca. 200-150BC: Head of Alexander the Great. 
A lot of the sculpture were standardized, he became the prototype to show his empowerment and ruling.

Ca. 175 BC : Reconstructed west from of the Altar of Zeus, from Pergamon, Turkey.
Known for the frieze of battle for the Gods and race of giants. CLASSICAL ART BECOMES MORE NATURALISTIC. Arts show the theatrical part of the art, the climax, the flapping wings, the textures etc. 

Ca 230-220 BC:  EPIGONOS, made out of marbel copy after bronze. Original from Pergamon, Turkey. 
Greeks attempt to create pity for a fallen GOD.

Ca 190 BC: Nike of Samothrace made out of Marble.
Is made for a fountain, landing on a ship. 
 Create a show feeling towards the audience. 

1513-16: The Dying Slave by Michaelangelo Buonarroti.

Doric Order : is more simplistic of the three, visually. IT looks the heaviest, the column has no base. The flutting ( detail of the pillar) is created to use a visual shadow, which appeals to the eye. 

The difference between Doric and Ionic, is separated by the fillet, a flat area of the column that separates the footing.

If were to be sexist;
Ionic is feminine because of small size.
Doric is masculine is heavier.

Ionic Order

The fluting is different and it has a scroll like shape that adorns the capital.
The frieze of the ionic continues, which shows more of a story.

The Erchtheion used human statues to support the structure instead of a column. Its called a Caryatid.

The Corinthian Order  was used as interiors. It became popular with the romans. It started to spread through the western world with the Roman conquest. Like the ionic predecessor has a base, The fluting is separated b the pillars.  
It was used to favour flat roofs.

Corinthian: Leafy but not as popular
The third order is the Corinthian, which wasn't used much by the Greeks. It is named after the city of Corinth, where sculptor Callimachus supposedly invented it by at the end of the 5th century B.C. after he spotted a goblet surrounded by leaves. As shown in Figure 4, the Corinthian is similar to the Ionic order in its base, column, and entablature, but its capital is far more ornate, carved with two tiers of curly acanthus leaves. The oldest known Corinthian column stands inside the 5th-century temple of Apollo Epicurius at Bassae.

Pericles, is a politician who spent the urban planning.
Kresilas is known for the structural decoration.

The resurrection was not in detail in the bible.
This piece is Ian’s favorite painting.
4 figures represent soldiers who were sent from pilot to guard Christ.
Position of Jesus is very powerful. The eyes follow (AMBIGUITY) at different angles.
Trees on the right are fertile, the left are dead?  Connects with Christs salvation and redemption.
Rare image that shows the power of the art over the human race.
Power of art raises over the brutality of war. Commander did not want to be responsible to be destroying the “greatest art piece alive”
Post-modern parody (good example of) Revisit something that is notable, to challenge or re-construct the meaning. We worship famous people like God’s.

Piero Della Francesca
The egg symbolizes rebirth, or virgin Mary. That will be seen in churches. The egg also creates the indepth look of the oval dome.

Contrast and colour was used in his paintings. Created most excitement paintings to viewers, through his knowledge of principles the color wheel.
Edawrd manay, he doesn’t paint in the style he expected to, but handled it very well.

Marriage of the Virgin
Use if linear perspective, the way the structure is portrayed at the back shows a good ideal 3d perspective.

1505: The Small Cowpower Madonna
He defined the virgin Mary and Christ child.

1511: The Alba Madonna by Raphael.
Rise from the left as she dips down. Possession of the composition creates a great sense of unity to the land scape itself.
When posing in photography will benefit the composition.
The body structure flows with the background with the curves.
There is no stronger bond, between the mother and child. (strongest bond in humanity) Your mother was there the time you were born.

Raffaello Sanzio (1483-1520)
This painting was re produced a lot.


Philosophy (School of Athens)
Sense of naturalism was can be seen in this photo.
Gestures pointing upwards.
Raphael was inspired by Michael Angelo and used him in his paintings.
Moves your eye to the protagonist. Unifies the piece, with a lot of movement, it keeps your eye going from conversation to conversation from individual to individual. The way he disperses the colors.

Giorgione Da Castelfranco
40 kinds of interpretations for this painting.
No clear meaning to what this painting is about, very popular in venice in this time frame.
Zeus the God of Thunder, who would come visit his peole in different shapes and forms.

Sleeping Venus
Put her in an out door context.


Pastoral Sympony 
This is the representation of Arcadia. Significant painting, because Manay will return later on and redo this painting.
Manay in the 19th century will update this painting to the modern days. 

Titian 1516-1518
Painting of 3 parts.
Monumental painting because it has a strong presence in the Cathedral. 

Monnay tried to change peoples perspective of art. Took a while for him to be accepted. “That’s not paint, it is an impression” is what critiques said.
Jewelry made woman more sexy. Such as earrings. 
Submissiveness is created with the objects in the image. Controlling the sexuality of the image.
Green curtain color contrasts with the red of the bed. ( high tone color )

Pornography
Woman try to be sexy, with finger in mouth.

Titiian
1522-23: Meeting of Bacchus and Ariadne
Thesis kills the minitaro. 
Thick figure in the foreground, guy who is strangled by the sea serpant. 
The color is very beautiful.

Albrecht Durer
1500: Self – Portrait in a Fur Coat.
Self portraiture creates a sense of personality. Allows you how to express your inner mentality. Evaluate yourself, so it helps you to see you in others.

Matthias Grunewald, 1510-1515
Most brutal crucifixion painting of Jesus.
Christ tortured to the point of death, looking at the posture as he is hanging on the cross. Gruesome crusifiction, creating a sense of realism to be brutality.
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Post-Modernism challenges the certainty. 

In the 1980’s because there was a lot of tension in the cold war period because of the nuclear arsenals. Unstable period could be the fact that would lead to the types of art work.

Fire in the Bongo
When you look at this you can see a bizarre concept. Puzzle photographs. Asking questions, why are people trying to climb over the walls instead of just walking around.

Jacopo Da Pontormo
1525-1528: Descent from the Cross
The organization of the painting is chaotic because of the relationship of the figures.

Parminigianino – Self portrait on a convex mirror
Another significant painter
Fascinating self portrait because of the way he paints himself with a convex mirror.

Madonna with the Long Neck- ca.1535.
Unnatural proportion with the eglongated neck. Jesus has a body of the 8 year old new born. Can’t tell if Madonna is standing or sitting.
Moves away from naturalism.

Vision of St.Jerome
Painting has a mysterious, omnius style. John the Baptist is making an un-naturalistic gesture, physically pointing at you to look at Virgin Mary.

Lorenzo Lotto
C.1533: Portrait of a Lady dressed as Lucretia
Lucretia was a Roman who was raped by the roman something. Not being able to live with the dishonor, she stabbed herself in the heart.
Proportionally awkward due to the large size of clothing that and irrelevant body proportions.

C.1547: Annunciation
“OMG IM GOING TO HAVE GODS BABY”
The angel, over the top being over dramatic “ BEHOLD”
The cat was in horror and fear. Cats have a bad rep. Iain is a cat person. 
Cat is satan vs the dog who is more loyal.

Martin Luther 1517: 95 Theses
Priest were not upright, they would have children outside of the village.

Virgin Mary does not have a huge role in the bible, but is represented just as much as Jesus. 

Church in the Dutch Republic c.1600
How Christian churchs looked like. Pure white washed walls because we are all about the written work of God.

When selling work, trying to think about scale on who you sell it for because most homes are small in comparison to the art works that are in large scales.

Jesuit Order Formed (1540)
Counctril of Trent (1545-63)

Art work was used to share the gospel because, people who are illiterate needed salvation if they could not read the bible.

Volutes = scroll like things in ionic columns. ( KNOW FOR EXAM)

Islam = 20 virgins are waiting are you after your death.

Fra Andrea Pozzo
Glorofication of Saint Ignatius
Illuionistic painting, that creates a sense of space from the center of the church itself. Everything proceeds to that point in heaven. An illusion that opens the roof, trying to connect with the kingdom of heaven.

If I tried to teach you art history without pictures, its trying to teach you at a high intellectual level. Visuals create an emotional connection, that is how painters attempted to spread their messages.

Gianlorenzo Bernini (BEST SCULPTURE)
1621-22: The Rape of Persephone.
Workaholic, spending hours chizz ling.  Physically demanding.
The works make the rocks breath.
If sculpting to you is naturalism and being real, no one else can sculpt as real as Bernini. Penis.
Rape does not necessarily mean the physical violation, back then was more about “taking away” then the sexual rape happens later.
Story is mother pleads for her redemption of her life and will be released 6 months later.

1621-22: Rape of Proserpina.
Very detailed image that looks like a photograph. You can see the fingers grasping the skin.

Apollo & Daphne 1622-24
As Apollo grabs onto her, Daphne is transforming into a tree, saving herself because of her father.
Apollo looks surprised because he thought he was going to get laid.

Gianlorenzo Bernini 1632
Bust portrait of his favorite patron.

David -1623 
Proportion creates a dramatic sculpture looking.
Another form of the sculpture has a natural looking position, which captures the sculpture in action.

1624-1633: Baldacchino, Saint Peter’s, Vatican City, Rome, Italy.
Artistic rivalry between Bernini, with Barini another architecture.

Bernini was a passionate man, but could be redirected through simple things like alcohol.

C.1636-37: Bust of Costanza Bernini
You can see Bernini’s passion with the woman. Who was married. She had an affair with his younger. Bernini beat up his own brother, until he broke his bones. And slashed his wife’s face.
Admiring someone for their, but we should not worship them as a human being because of their darkside.

1645-1652- Ecstasy of Saint Teresa, Cornaro Chapel, Santa Maria della Vittoria, Rome, Italy.
Saint Teresa was a Spanish nun, who was well known for her mystic experiences. Such as levitating when she is in a religious state.
RELGIOUS ORGASM. Pierced in the heart with fire. The tip is pointed at not the heart. He knows people know the physical contact of sexuality. Visually turning Teresa’s experience, the orgasmic ecstasy. 

Bernini’s arthicture of the church – 1656-67
The shape of the church looks like arms grabbing the people bringing them coming back to the church.
Arms that are extending to reach back to the heart of Christianity.

TENEBRISM/REALISM is his style of art. – KNOW FOR EXAM
A softer light from another direction is easier to manage.  Trying to replicate a window. A spot light is not essential to get a contrast of a window.

Caravaggio c.1597: Bacchus
Sexualality is fundamental in our society 
Effected be young men around him , reflects the circle Caravaggio sexuality. 
He repainted prostitutes, and had a young boy to do house hold work.
If you look at the glass carefully, the win is rippling, he cannot hold the glass steady. Evidence is from the ripples.

Michelangelo
Ca.1597-1601: Calling Saint Matthew
Christ came back to save the sinners not to the ones that are safe.
Figure in the foreground draws Jesus into the background.
Light is the force of God, that is even stronger than jesus himself, and it’s the light that points at St.Matthew? Jesus is the pointer.
The hand is significant because its modeled by the hand of God and the creation of Adam. Artist learned from other artist. ( God touching Adam)
Everyone is dressed in contemporary outfits.

Tenerbrism : is a high contrast type of art.

1599-1600: The Martyrdom of Saint Matthew
He’s reaching for the angel that is above him.
Strong type of lighting that creates the theatrical scene. 

1601: The crucifixion of St.Peter.

c.1600-1601: Supper at Emmaus
Hanging off a table creates tension and anxiety.
This element conveys realism a sense of theatre for the audience when you look at the painting.

C.1601-02: The Incredulity of Saint Thomas

1606: Death of the Virgin
The rejected painting was a turning point in Caravaggio’s life. Made him more violent.
The body posture of Mary is similar to her floating into heaven. 
When someone dies, logically it doesn’t make sense when someone griefs when they die because they’re going to heaven. But the sense of grief is the focus of the mourners over a dead body, because you miss them for the period of time that they are not here.


Carvaggio painted without any types of sketch on the canvas, he painted straight onto the canvas from the model.

Common practice is to start using the dark grey background and slowly building up to the dark shades.
Curtains symbolizes theatrical actin that takes place.
Picasso quotes” had a model pull the side of the curtain of the painting.” Contains several historic art references. 

C.1607-08: The decapitation of Saint John the Baptist
Violent painting that shows the action of the painting.
Imagine what it feels like to hear someone as they are getting decapitated. 

THE ATTENTION TO DETAIL, the way you execute the ideas, then the ideas themselves. and details that will win you Oscars. It’s the attention you pay to the detail.

c.1610: David with the Head of Goliath
Humility conquers right. Don’t show off the self confidence and be comfortable with all your creations.
Never seen David holding the goliath and the brutality. You ponder through what David’s thinking about. Looks a bit sad.

Artemisia Gentileschi
Ca.1614-1620: Judith Slaying Holofernes Oil on Canvas
Holofernes passed out from drinks and Judith decaptivated the head. The head was mounted on parts of the city. Judith was a biblical heroin. This shows the moments of decaptivation.
May or may not be true that this image showed revenge.
Brutal gory painting, with the blood.
The sword or the handle makes a shape of crucifix. It’s ironic because Judith was jewish.

Caravaggio missed the realism himself in his version of the Gentileschi’s version. 

C.1625: Judith and her Maidservant with the Head of Holoferns
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Is a time frame but could be used to describe things.
Abosrbs the principle of something.

Dutch republic no longer has a church to commission work. 
Religious paintings came a lot from where the money is coming from.

Anything you want you can get from Amsterdam. 

Pieter Saenredam 1644: The Interior of the Buurkerk at Utrecht

The birth of Genre of art is created from the profit you can make by selling it to people with different interest. Artist tries to satisfy their customers with certain genres during the time that people would like.

Genre scenes, are day to day living of scenes for the dutch. Early genre attempts to send a message on how to live a good life.

Jan Weenix 1682: Still-life with Dead Hare
Shows a lot of texture and celebrates wealth.
Still life starting to become really important.

Willem Kalf 1653: Still life with the Drinking-Horn of the Saint Sebastian Archer’s Guild, with lobster, and Glasses.
Dutch still live is a good way to start learning about still life photographs.
