Areopagus Council met on the hill of Ares, consisted of Archons that were previously in power.
Ekklesia (assembly) consisted of aristocrats, farmers and craftsmen.  The poor were not part of this assembly. Their job was to elect the Archons.

Kleisthenes: political reforms- Father of Democracy
Tribes 10 new tribes, each were named after a mythical Athenian hero
council of 500 – they could only serve twice in their lifetime, and have to be over 30
lottery basically picked named out of a hat.= biggest difference between ancient and modern Greece
ekklesia: Pnyx = meeting place for ekklesia, now 18year olds can be members of the assembly This assembly can amend, reject or give advice for resolutions.
ostracism: Ostraka = a way of preventing tyranny, a negative popularity hole, to check anyone from gaining excessive power. Annual vote if anyone was aiming at becoming a tyrant. (p.122) If your name showed up 6,000 times, you got invited to leave Athens for 10 years, exiled. You could be recalled by the ekklesia. 
Themistokles: political reforms  (p.120) father of the Athenian navy
ostracism first to used ostracism, but still Kleisthenes idea. He won one time
lottery for selection of the archon, now everybody can be an archon. Had to pick between 500 names
Perikles: political reform made it possible for the poor to attend court etc
pay for performing public duties – jury duty in Heliai, attending meetings of the boule and ekklesia.

Tyrtaios of Sparta - wrote marching songs about courage, how good it was to die for Sparta, soldiers sang his songs)
Archilochus of Paros - lost his shield in a battle and wrote a song about it, not very courageous fighter, wrote personal poetry, often with a military theme
Solon of Athens - Great Athenian reformers, cancelled debts, introduced law courts, commercial basis for Athens, wrote about his accomplishments, patriotic literature as well
Anaximander of Miletus - Pre-Socratic philosopher, first western geographer, anticipated Darwin's theory of Evolution, indefinite is the root of all things
 
Classical Historians
Herodotus of Halicarnassos - lived and wrote in Athens, wrote about history of the Persian wars after 50 years, works called : Histories (Persian Wars)
Thucydides - lived in Athens, military man, wrote about the Peloponnesian War, chronological history
Xenophon - Hellenica =(ends talking about the Peloponnesian war, left Athens for Sparta, wrote not just history but also how to books, history of Cyrus the Great, proliphic writer

Where drama began (Athens) biggest influences on our daily lives
Athens: Theatre of Dionysis (page 136)
Movies, plays, operas, performances that are acted by scripts, music
Began in the time of the tyrant Peisistratos

Innovations
Earliest tragedy writer so chorus is important
Introduced props
Based on Myths
But this on actual event: "The Persians" (Salamis)
Producer was Perikles
Responsible for the trilogy: Oresteia
 
Oresteia: trilogy by Aeschlyus
Orestes, son of Agamemnon
Play 1: return of Agamemnon, greeted by his lovely wife 
been fooling around with another man while he was at Troy, Agamemnon bought back a Trojan princess, and Agamemnon sacrificed his daughter to get good wind 10 years prior so his wife isn't happy to see him)
So she kills him, but not on stage, in the back and comes back out and says I did it and why I did it and im glad I did it!
Play 2: Orestes kills mother
because mom killed dad
Play 3: Justice from Areopagus Council
For killing mother, by then the Council was only responsible for murder justice and taking care of the olive tree

Spartans declared a truce in the Peloponnese war to bury him
103 tragedies he wrote but 7 survive

Innovations
Introduced the 3rd actor

He didn't act in his own plays
 
Europides
Salamis
Only won first place 5 times
Tragic death in Macedonia
Went hunting and the hunting dogs ripped him to pieces
To write plays for the King of Macedonia
Focus on female heroines
Murderess, witches, liars, adulteresses, sluts
 
"Medea" by Euripides
Wife of Jason and had two kids with Jason
Wife murdered their children
Use of : ekkyklema and mechane (crane to be lifted off)
Only won 3rd prize
 
Both Sophokles and Euripides wrote during the Peloponnese war so comedy was very popular
 
Aristophanes: Old Comedy
Limited to 4 actors
Main actor is in every single scene and 19 parts, sometimes
Aristophanes is only comedy writer to survive
To make people laugh and get comedy prizes
Visual comedy: on the container
Zeus on the left looking at the lovely ladies up above and Hermes on the right
Political satyrs were his big strength
Perikles' mistress
Socrates
Aristophanes is the best source to get information on the people he makes fun of

Aphrodite born from the genitals of father
Athena born out of Head of Zeus after Zeus swallowed mom Metis Goddess of wisdom
Helen born from an egg (Zeus swan) 
	
Real Births 
father much older than mother maybe twice the age, men got married 30 or older
father either cousin or uncle and is arranged marriage 
mothers gave birth at 14

Women
mother under the control of the father 
mother could not own property unless Spartan
expected of her to stay at home, provide heirs and supervise the  household/ slaves and weaving to make the clothing
fetching water allowed women to get out of house
fountains= social interaction with other women 
festivals allowed women to get out of the house

Women and Festivals
Eleusinian Mysteries  (Demeter) all citizens of Athenians participate including slaves 
Panathenaia (Athena)
Thesmophoria (Demeter)
exclusively for women in the fall 
3 day festival women camp out in the Acropolis
on second day was fasting
on third day retrieve object that have been buried earlier in the years fertility symbols, for example piglets fertility symbol since pigs give births to most number of babies another thing dug up is clay or teracotta figures of male penis
Aristophanes wrote comedy play of this festival women on sex strike to stop the war
Brauronia (Artemis) 
for girls rather than women 
coming of age celebration for girls just before marriage like barmitzva 

Infancy in Greek Antiquity 
father's role: had to acknowledge the child as his (decided if baby lived or died)
if the family is poor, a girl or deformed babies, then legally exposed babies left outside the city sometimes rescued and raised as slaves or by couples but mostly left to die
boy babies were a form of pension, look after parents in old age and expected to arrange and pay for funerals 
amphidromia = father walks baby around the house accepted baby as his and expected to grow up and survive and take care of father in old age, father will carry baby around house and baby is named

Feeding Baby 
rich moms had wet nurses to feed the babies
pg. 32
feeding bottles found

Anthesteria 
3 year olds given a miniature oinochoe (wine jugs) no longer drinking milk instead water mixed with diluted wine
symbolized weaning (process of gradually introducing infant to adult diet) and survival 
celebration they survived infancy





Early Elite Burial Customs
grave goods represented wealth and status 
tells us Greeks believed in afterlife (Underworld Hades)

Parents primary educators

Education for Girls
household management 
Mother taught the girls how to weave and make baskets and cook 

Women's Work : 
Women's job was to make textiles
peplos: garment worn by women (Peplos Kore) 
chiton (short or long)
himation (blanket wrapped around) 
elaborate patterns woven into the fabrics
wool mostly or linen and silk appears from China 

School for Girls?
rarely taught to read or write 
schools for girls existed but very few of them 
waste of time to teach girls how to read and write since household management important 



Solon's Legistlation: 
fathers must teach sons a trade
no law for boys to attend school 
child should not be put to work or go to school before age of 5 
7 normal age boys went off to schools
schools privately run, cheap and strict
They had heavy discipline, and teachers weren’t paid much
Teachers not held in high regard

Education Reading, Writing and Music:
Music 
lyre: accompany poetry 
kithera : accompany poetry 
diaulos: one type of flute with two tubes 
aulos : one single cylinder second type of flute 
rhythm and harmony for life 
Reading and Writing 
little wooden book with depression on sides that had beeswax medium that can be erased for practicing writing
writing or reading from scrolls made from Papyrus from Egypt
Also had parchment (velum) made from animal skin pg.138-139 
Homer in curriculum 
measure poetry from Homer
Taught boys to act as heroes 
taught simple arithmetic

Gymnasium (gymnos)
wrestling competitions happened in the open space known as the palaistra
Hermes and Herakles Gods of Gymnasium 
The poleis ran this sport complex 
Gymnasiums outside of the asty
(this idea of gymnasium was uniquely greek)
colonnade (place to rest, equipment stored, sometimes classrooms, oiling self, baths) 
physical training centres part of education 
social centres for men
pickup spots for homosexual activity
outside walls of asty 
Direct Democracy requires:
good public speaking technique to persuade:
ekklesia
Heliaia
if you were not a good public speaker can lose property, citizenship or life
rehetoric= good speaking technique 
sophist ("wise man")= teacher travelled from polis to polis rhetoric most important subject 
where there is democracy rhetoric important 
did not teach to be ethical citizens
win arguments without regard for truth
Protagoras (teacher of rhetoric)= once spent a whole day arguing about javelin throwing accident someone was killed, whether the thrower or the javelin itself was guilty! 

Was Sokrates a Sophist? 
Sophists took money to earn living for teaching 
1st true Greek philosopher 
was not a Sophist
turned away from natural science and focused attention on ethics rather than the physical world
Socratic method
Oracle of Apollo claimed no one wiser than Socrates and proved that oracle was right
He thought thinking for one self is key 
Served on council of 500 for one year
charged with corruption of youth of Athens and impiety disregard for Gods declared guilty, cannot defend himself because does not have rhetoric skills, accuser asked for death penalty and condemned him to drink poison 
Aristophanes play writer on "the clouds" depicting Socrates 

Sokrates takes the cup of hemlock 
hemlock paralysis of nervous system
hemlock= poison 
Account of death by Xenephon and Plato

pupil of Socrates
wealthy 
never married
Socratic dialogues (wrote down work)
