The Greeks also used letters as numbers. (e.g. deka=10)

Thessaly Dimini: Late Neolithic Megaron (3 hard structures; porch, entry way, and a back room).  In the back room, we have a fire pit. It is perhaps the home of a chief, or a meeting place, or religious significance. Religion was embedded in the life of Ancient Greece. 
· Late Neolithic = Chalcolithic. In the last 500 years or so, we have the Chalcolithic era (chalkos = copper; lithos = stone)
· Transitional period
· Population shift (no longer are they in the North section, it shifts southward). It is marginal land in the south. You don’t grow olives on firm land, but hillside areas.  It is largely due to the domestication of grapes/olives.
· New People = new technology. 
· Copper + tin = bronze. Copper is very attractive.  The Greeks learned how to work with copper and tin.

Advantages of Bronze (copper+tin)
· Harder than copper, it can be used as a weapon because copper is typically too soft. 
· It makes better tools, weapons, and displays of wealth. The little tin available in Turkey was used up quickly, and there was some in what we call “Spain” today. Olive oil and textiles were exchanged for tin. 

Hesiod’s Ages of Man (p. 75)
· Gold
· Silver age (Neo), things got a little less attractive
· Bronze age 
· Heroic age 
· Iron age

Early Bronze Age: 3000 – 2000 
BCE
· EBA Mainland = Early Helladic (EH)
· EBA Cyclades = Early Cycladic (EC)
· EBA Crete = Early Minoan (EM)

Early Bronze Age Commonalities
· They depended on agriculture (crops for food).
· Increasing importance of metallurgy
· Language (the people all spoke the same language, but that language was not Greek).

Shared EBA Language
· They all spoke “Aegean”
· It is non-Greek.
· It survives partly in Modern Greek –ssos, -ttos, -inthos.
· We would recognize words like narcissos, minthos (bird), Parnassos (name of a mountain, a mountain that was an inspiration for poetry.
· Thalassa = Sea

Early Helladic (mainland): Characteristics;
· Architecture
· Burials (we see a change in society)
· Pottery

Early Helladic Architecture
· Larger, rectangular houses w/ multiple rooms in. They had loose stone and mud brick walls and a stached roof. 
· They were found in towns w/ larger populations
· Fortified with walls and gates. Fortification tells us that they had something to protect that someone else might want. 
· Dominated by a monumental building. (town = 5,000 people)

Lerna: Early Helladic site in the Peloponnese. We have a fortified setting, with a monumental building and houses. It is the residence of a monster, Lernaean Hydro, Herakles. This monster has something to do with water. It was a site that had many springs of water. Cutting off the heads of this sea monster was the way they thought they should kill it. Everytime one head was wacked off, 2 more would grow. Herakles mythically got rid of Hydra.  It has to do with tamming, channeling the springs. 

Lerna: House of Tiles “Early Greece”
· Corridor house, 2 storeys, exterior bench, storerooms and sealing archive. Its use?  The House of Tiles was a sighting of the early writing; it was also used to distribute commodities.  

Early Helladic Cist Graves:
· Varied size & contents, multiple burials and outside settlement. They could use a cist grave for more than one body. 

Early Helladic “Sauce Boat” made without a potter’s wheel. 

REVIEW: Early Helladic (mainland) distinguished by:
· Monumental Buildings
· Multiple burials in cist graves outside town
· Plain pottery/no potter’s wheel

Cyclades: Most advanced EBA culture (Early Cycladic)
· Delos , Melos ,  Paros ,  Naxos.  Naxos had a supply of pure white marble. 
Early Cycladic Melos (Venus de Milo = Aphrodite of Melos)
· Obsidian
· First large town (5000+)
· Fortified
· BUT no monumental buildings 

Burial practices? They are the same as EH mainland. 

Marble Figurines: We see these very modern looking figurines made out of marble. The folded arm type was very common. The first life size sculpture (also thumb size).  They are mostly female. The paint that would have defined the other facial features would have gone away in time. They are also found in cist graves. 
Some of them are male and they are mostly musicians. 

EC Marble Containers: 
· Complex process, contact with Egypt, incised decoration, and pyxis: cosmectic or trinket box.  -> EC Pottery: no potter’s wheel. They also paint their pottery. We also see the Early Cycladic “Frying Pan”. They are made of clay but they were not meant to cook food. The decoration is either pressed in or incised.  We also see ships on some of them.  What are they for? Some people suggested they were used as mirrors. Some people also say it was used as a palette for cosmectics. 

Early Cycladic remarkable for:
· Marble figurines and containers
· Pottery w/ unique shapes and decorations
· First large town (Melos)
BUT was EC Hellas civilized? Why didn’t they have a sytem of writing or monumental buildings?
· Ressources too limited, area too small and limit of exploitation reached. 

EBA Crete = Early Minoan (EM) differed from EH and EC
· Architecture, burial practices and pottery. 

Early Minoan Architecture
· NO large settlement, NO monumental buildings, NO fortifications. But, they had multi-storeyed houses. 

Early Minoan Burial Practices
· No cist graces, multiple burials and different tombs. 
House Tombs: East and central Crete. We also found Tholos Tombs in southern Crete. It is round and circular. 

Metallurgy: They were very skilled with Gold, Silver and Bronze. Filigree is making wire from Gold.  They were also able to granulate (making little balls of Gold and attaching it to the surface of the object). <- Granulation 

Pottery: No potter’s wheel, dark on light and unique shapes.  Incised decoration and imitates stoneware. 

Early Bronze Age Differences:
· Architecture
· Burial customs
· Pottery shapes and decoration
· Stone use

EBA Similarities
· Language
· Agriculture
· Metallurgy
· Pottery made without use of wheel

Arrival of the Indo-Europeans = Middle Bronze Age: 2000 – 1600 BCE

Mythical Explanation?
· Centaurs, Centauronamy = 

They caused changes in: Agriculture: new domestic animal, language (they spoke an early form of Greek), religion (the worship of Sky Gods), architecture: housing, burial customs, Pottery (they brought with them the Potter’s wheel). 

Lecture 4:
E (epsilon) is for Eros, son of Aphrodite

Middle Helladic (mainland) Apsidal-end housing  - apse.
Middle Helladic Cist Grave: individual burials, inside settlement walls.
Wheel-made Middle Helladic Pottery: Minyan Ware (grey, not decorated, simple) and Matt Painted Ware (opposite). It is called Minyan after the first rich man, Minyas. 

Hellas in the Middle Bronze Age 
· M Helladic: regression, in the early bronze age we saw a monumental house at Lurna (worked with metal). 
· M Cycladic island): static
· M Minoan: progress 

One of the great islands of the world in mid-sea, in the wine dark sea is Crete: spacious, rich and populous with 90 cities and a mingling of tongues…and one among their 90 towns in Knossos. Here lived King Minos. 

Zeus & Europa, princess of Phoenicia (modern day Lebanon). She crossed across the sea to the island of Greek on the back of Zeus who seduced her. 

Daidalos & Pasiphae, Zeus got his revenge by making the wife of Minyas (Pasiphae) fall in love with a bull (a myth).  Daidalos was an exceptional craftsman. 

Pasiphae & baby Minotaur (the baby made by the bull)
· Daidalos: He asks him to build something to hide the baby bull/human
· Labyrinth: Every 8/9 years, 7 young boys and 7 young girls were sent to be sacrificed for baby Minotaur

Theseus & Ariadne: One year, the sacrificees were guided by Theseus and Aridne (the daughter of Daidalos), and they found their way to the labyrinth to kill the baby bull. He was able to find his way back with the thread Ariadne gave him, and they alloped. She was then ditched on an island. She later ended with the Wine God.

MBA Crete = Middle Minoan (MM) 2000 – 1500 BCE
Four major sites (most know): Knossos, Phaistos, Mallia, and Kato Zakro. 

Sir Arthur Evans (1851 – 1941 CE): He was a very rich British man who was fascinated by the stones and purchased a site in Knossos. He uncovered the culture he called “Minoan”. Was could call him the father of Minoan archealogy.  He thought that the complicated architecture was the labyrinth to hide the monster Minotaur. Knossos = labyrinth of Daidalos? Labyrinth = Labrys?
· Labrys = double axe (p. 49)
· Non-Greek word 

Hagia Triada sarcophagus or larnax   
Double Axes = religious symbol? (libartion, music, offerings) 

Evans also found symbolism with bulls: The most famous of them would be the Bull-leaping Fresco (painting on the plaster of a wall) – found in Knossos. In one of the rooms he found a stone seat: the “throne” of Minos?

Common features of Knossos and Mallia (other similar places):
· Complex plan
· Large central courtyard (he thought it was where bull-leaping took place, but it was shown that it is most likely not the case. It is too small for bull leaping. Inverted columns, monumental staircases, light well).
· Storage (mostly agricultural products) – storage cists and pithoi
· Theatral areas (there’s seats and a major square area)  
· Multi-storied 
· NO defences

Sophistacated Water Management: During the rainy seasons, water is being collected from the palaces roos. The bathtub is not connected to those drains, so if it were a bathtub (found by Evans) it would have to be added by bucket. They had flushable toilets that were connected to drainage, and you would have to drain it by buckets of water. 
Middle Minoan monumental complexes were centres of:
· Economy: redistributive, in other words, the produce from the surrounding countryside were brought into the palace (oil, wine, grain, etc) and it was redistributed to the workers. Other items such as metals, stone were also brought into the palace and redistributed to the experts.
· Administration 
· Religion – There’s an interesting link between business and religion. 
· Government 
· Industry

Administration = Writing
Daidalos or Prometheus? 

Phaistos Disk (replica in the Classics Museum) 
· 1st printed document
· Clay
· 45 different symbols
· Stamped both sides
· Undeciphered – What language? 

Linear A – it’s written or scratched into wet clay. It’s called linear because it is written in lines. 
· 90 symbols, non-Greek language (undeciphered), administrative use.

Minoan Religion:
· storage areas connect with areas for religion = 
· religion connected with agriculture

Who was the deity who was being worshipped? (p. 34, 48) – The woman with snakes represents rebirth? Fertility? – The coin represents a Goddess that’s descending and people are worshipping her. The flowers may tell us when this ritual takes place. Female chief seems likely.

“Peak Sanctuary” Rhyton: It is a ritual container that is used in religious ceremonies to pour libations from the bottom. – Minoan Peak Sanctuary: Horns of Consecration. 

Who ruled Knossos? 

Palaces: Industrial Centres Kamares Ware
· Wheel made
· Polychrome
· Marine or floral motifs

Stonewares: steatite rock crystal 

Minons in Egypt: They obviously traded with the Egyptians. Ivory from elephant came from Egypt to Crete. Ostrich eggs came from the Middle East. Copper came from Cypris. 

· Crete: land of Keftiu (from an egyptian’s perspective) 
· Tribute for a pharaoh
· Copper ingot (25 kg)
· Gold rhyton

Thucydides:
Minos is the easliest of all those known to us by tradition who acquired a navy. He made himself master of a very great part of what is not called the Hellenic Sea and became lord of the Cyclades Islands and first colonizer of most of them, driving out the Carians and establishing his own sons in them as governors. Piracy, too, he naturally tried to clear from the sea. 

Paved Road from Knossos to the sea – first paved road. 

Akrotit (Thera) housing – multi-storied, decorated by frescoes from the same room. 

Middle Bronze Age Minoans:

Lecture 5:

Z (zeta) is for Zeus (pronounced as in wisdom)
We have to know the names and they look like (letters of the Greek alphabet)
Zeus is bearded leader of the Greek Gods, and the bird for Zeus is an eagle and he’s throwing thunderbolts because he is a Sky Gods. The Indo-Europeans are the ones who taught the Sky Gods. 

Did the eruption of the Thera cause the end of the Minoans?
He used to be thought that that was the case, but the collapse of the Minoans happened much later. The volcano erupted at around 1625 BC. It happened at around 1500, at around the Bronze Age. The palaces were burned and abondoned, except for the complex. After the destruction, evidences of Greek speaking mainlainders appear on the island of Crete. The obvious conclusion is that they invaded it. 

The coming of the Greeks (indo-europeans) was a turning point of the history of Helladis (we saw many cultural changes). It was also a period of agression (destruction). 

LBA mainland Hellas (1600 – 1200 BC)
· Late Helladic (LH) = 
· Heroic (Hesiod) = 
· Mycenaean 
· Period of high culture in the mainland

Mycenae, home of: Agamemnon: leader of Hellenes in the Trojan War.  It is about 15 km from the sea (pellenitas), it also has a supply of water. It is located on top of a hill

Mycenae: entrance gate (1810 CE) – Part of the circuit walls are still left including the gate, which is surmounted by lions. These are also said to be the work of the Cyplopes. Pausanias 2.16.4 p.39
 
Who were the Cyclopes? It comes from the word circle, so they either have circular eyes or face.  We had 3 kinds
· The ones who built the walls
· A trio of cyclopes who lived under a volcano, and they made the thunderbolts for Zeus
· A bunch of giant Shepards who lived on an island in the west of the meditarrian. 
Mycenae: Lion Gate entrance, it is called this but are they lions? Were they griffins? Cyclopean Walls attracted the german Heinrich Schliemann: Troy and Mycenae (1876). He was a businessman who made a lot of money during the Gold Rush. He extavated a cemetery that we call Grave Circle A. (p.41) He found 6 graves and they were surmounted by a tombstone. We saw battle/hunting scenes on these tombs. 

Stele for a Shaft Grave – They were shaft Graves. There’s a burial under the shaft, and you fill it with earth (reusable).

In the bottom of the Shaft Grave Heinrich found, he found 14 bodies. It also had death gold masks. The “Mask of Agamemnon” (p.40). He thought he found the death mask of Agamemnon; it also had a huge buzz in Europe. Also of people doubt the mask isn’t authentic. He was accused of planting jewerly and Gold in Troy.
They weren’t Agamemnon’s masks because they were too early (about 500 years). 

Mycenae: Grave Circle A: 
· Bronze daggers with gold and silver inlay (p.40)
· The children were wrapped in gold foil when they were buried. We also found Gold Diadems, Amber, Ivory, and Lapis lazuli in Grave 3. It had to come from Egypt of modern Turkey.  Orange stone (amber) came from Baltic, and ivory also came from Egypt or perhaps Syria. 

What do the shaft graves tell us about the Mycenaeans?
· They were wealthy
· They traded
· Different burial method
· Middle Eastern influences
· A hierachy. We have different levels in society. 
· They like to hunt: daggers

Crete: Middle Minoan Tholos Tomb – A new kind of grave appears on the mainland (somewhat similar to the ones found on Crete). Where the X marks the body. 

Mycenae: Late Helladic Tholos/Beehive Tomb
It looks like a beehive, and 9 of these are found in Mycenae. There’s over 150 found in Hellas. They are unlike the Minoan tombs because they are larger, not free standing, and the top of the tomb is covered with a part of earth. The entrance is called a dromos (meaning a passway). They were for the wealthy/elite. They were looted (they contained various treasures). 
“Treasury” of Atreus = tholos tomb: they looked like Minoan pillars. 
· Agememnon was murdered by his wife because they sacrificed their daughter, and he came back with another woman. <- Tomb of Clytemnestra

Sites of Mycenaean Palaces:
· Thellasy: lolkos, it is the traditional home of Jason in his quest for the Golden Fleece. It is the Heroic age.
· Boiotia: Orchomenos, Gla, Thebes. Just south of Sicily
· Athens: Site of Mycenaean monument.
· Pelopenesse: 

Some common features:
· Hilltop sites
· Overlook fertile plain
· Connected by roads
· Fortifed (except Pylos)

Boiotia: Orchomenos – Treasure of Minyas. 
· He hired two brothers to build this treasury for Minyas, and they made sure to build a secret access to the treasure. He noticed that his treasure started disappearing at a gradual pace. He decided to set up a trap, so when one of the brothers sneaked in, he got stuck in the trap. His brother found him in the trap, so since he couldn’t free his brother, he decided to kill him. 

Boeotia: Gla & Lake Kopais: earliest drainage project in Europe.
· Gla is built in the middle of a valley surrounded by hills. It was a marsh, so the Myceneaens found a way to control the water. They turned a marsh into a large agricultural plain. It drained the lake called Kopais. 

Thebes: Another Mycenaean Palace – home of Oedipus & the Sphinx

Peloponnese: Tiryns 
· Corbelling: Bending stuff without using an arch. 

Mycenaean Architectural Characteristics:
· Corbelling
· Megalithic stonework
· Relieving triangle – relieves the weight from the stone above it
Why are the lions there? They project power and strenght. 

Megarons:
· Late Neolithic Dimni, Thessaly
· Late Helladic Tiryns, Peloponnese
· Pylos: megaron (p.39)

Late Helladic Frescoes  
· Mycenaean: More violent
· Pylos: Featured more women, they look like Minoan women

Why did the Mycenaean Palaces exist?
· Writing, it was Mycenaean writing

Michael Ventris: He was sent from Britain to Manitoba to train, and he deciphered Linear B. It was strictly used for bureaucratic use. They were made to be temporary (the clay), but they had a paper like substance. -> Uluburun Wreck: Writing Tablet – it is made of wood, with ivory. Linear B was not only used on the clay tablet. 

Linear B shows that Mycenaean Palaces were centres of
· Redistributive economy 
· Administration – Who gets what, and keeping track of the raw materials
· Religion – worship is concentrated in the palaces, religious figurines (phi and psi)
· Government – Megaron: Political centre
· Industry PLUS – Palaces: Industrial Centres Vapheio Cup. This cup was found in one of the lost tombs
· Residential and military centres – Pylos, the megaron connected the state with religion and the home. It became a very important military base during the late Bronze Age.  (Boar tusk helemt, figure 8 shield) – Why did they use chariots? They’re status symbols. Linear B tells us that they were painted red and had ivory. The Mycenaean were the first civilized Greeks.  

Decline of the LBA Mainland
· 1250-1200: Thebes sacked; Isthmus wall
· 1200-1100: destruction of Mycenae & Tiryns. It is coming from the North
· 1150: 320 sites dimished to 40. They’re various sites. 

Are these men responsible for the end of the Mycenaeans? 
· Subjective question.

Hn (eta) is for Helen; it is also a number, 100, (like delta).
· H=hekaton (100)
 Helen is the cause (mythical cause) of the Trojan War. 

Achilles, hero of Homer’s “Lliad”
· Son of king Peleus and
· Thetis, a Nereid. She was the mom. Nereid is a sea Goddess. Thesis was immortal, and she wanted her baby son to live forever. To make him immortal, she dipped in the river of Styx. It is in the Greek underworld. It is a dark and gloomy place. She didn’t get his heel wet, so his plan to make him immortal never worked. King Peleus thought she was an unfit mother, so he sent her to be brazed by a Centaur named Chiron.
· He was responsible for the education of other heroes (e.g. Percius).

When Achilles grew up, he joined the Myceneans to attack Troy. Why did the Greeks attack Troy? The reason they attacked Troy, because a woman controlled it. It started with Zeus and his wandering eye. Zeus fell in love with the queen of Sparta, Leda. He apeared to her in the shape of a swan. The result of this liaison was an egg. This created Helen’s birth, and she became the most beautiful woman in the world.  
Helen m. Menelaus (she chose him), and her sister Klytemnestra married Agamemnon. They were sisters and the two men were brothers. 

Wedding of Peleus and Thetis, and this was the last Gods and humans mingled together on earth.  
· Eris, goddess of conflict was not invited to the wedding. 
· She threw a golden apple among the guest at the wedding. “to the fairest” was written on the apple.
Judgement of Paris, Prince of Troy. Who was the fairest between three goddesses?
· Goddess of sexual attraction, Aphrodite – He’d have the most beautiful woman in the world.
· Hera, queen of Gods and wife of Zeus – Rule the World
· Athena, goddess of wisdom – she promised him to be War General
They tried to bribe Paris. He chose Aphrodite, and he was already married. And Helen was also married. Aphrodite made Helen fall in love with him, and they took off for Troy. 

Trojan War
Agamemnon & the Greeks vs. Priam, King of Troy, and _______.

To get a favorable wind, he must sacrifice his daughter. Agamemnon sacrifices his daughter for better winds, but the Goddess Diana turned her into a deer. The Trojan War lasts for 10 years, and the God and the Goddesses take sides. Athena and Hera side with the Greeks, because Trojan hadn’t chosen them as the most beautiful woman. 

Achilles kills Hector, son of Priam. The Gods try to protect their heroes, so Paris shoots Achilles, but Apollo deflects it and it lands in Achilles heel. He still dies. 

In the 10th year of the War, Odysseus tricks the Trojans (p.53). The Trojans are massacred and enslaved. 

Epic Cycle of Trojan War
· 8 poems
· 2 survive (#2 and #7)
· Cypria: #1: judgement of Paris
Homer: Author (?) of the “lliad” and the “Odyssey”. It is the seventh poem, and about the return of Odysseus to Troy. 

The lliad (#2):
· Troy = llion/llium is another word for Troy. 
· It only tells the events of the 10th year of the Trojan War. 
· Does NOT tell of Achilles’ death, the wooden horse, and the fall of Troy. 

Homer’s ‘Odyssey’: return of Odysseus to Ithaka, he gets blown of track near Sparta and it takes him 10 years to get back home to Ithaka. Very recently, it’s been suggest is in fact part of an island (the most western Greek island)

Penelope and Telemachos: 
After the Trojan War was over, Penelope is in charge of Ithika and has all kind of suiters want to marry her since her husband is gone. She is convinced that her husband is still alive. She said she’d make her mind up when she’s done her weeding. As she has to make a decision, Odysseus comes back. Why did it take him so long to get back home? Travels of Odysseus reflect Bronze Age trade routes. 

One of his first adventures is he trying to sail between Sicily and Italy. We see a monster, Scylla, living near a whirlpool called Charybdis. She howls like a dog and has six long necks, and they have heads with 3 rows of teeth. And she has 12 feet. There’s no whirlpool today. He lost 6 of his men. 
One of his other adventures consists of the monster Polyphemos
· One-eyed Cyclops
· Son of Poseidon
· Cave-dwelling shepherd
· Cannibal
The men are trapped in the cave, after all his sheep come in the cave, the monster puts stones at the entrance so that they can’t get out. He is terrified when he grabs one of his men, smashes him, and eats him, and so on. To get out, he gets Polyphemos drunk. Blinding of Polyphemos, the Cyclops. Once the monster is passed out, they drive the sharp stake into his eye. 

“…all his eyelids and nearby brow were singed by the flame as they eyeball burned and its roots crackled in the fire.” Homer, Odyssey 9-389-90. 

As this happens, he yells out to his cyclops. When they ask him whom he needs help from, he says nobody since he told the Cyclops his named was Nobody. The other cyclopses think he’s fine, so they don’t help. Odysseus escapes Polyphemus. This emphasizes the triumph of civilized Greeks over barbarians (someone who doesn’t speak Greek)

Homer’s Influence
· Values & ethics
· Influence on modern literature
· Education
· Competitions 
He talks about Megaron and how their houses have more than one story; he also talks about Mycenaean armour, bronze armor, etc. 

Frank Calbert: He was an Englishman who lived in Turkey. He believed that the Trojan War was a real event. He identified Hisarlik as Troy (llion, p.53). He didn’t have very much money, and tried to persuade a British museum to sponsor a dig. Heinrich Schliemann excavated Troy’s citadel (1870), and he believed Calbert. He found that there had been a Bronze Age city on the site, and it had been destroyed and rebuilt many times. They knew this because 65 feet had leveled it up over a 3,500-year period. It certainly looks like Homer’s Troy. 1180 BC – the fall of Troy has been suggested. No evidence that the Greeks destroyed Troy, all we have is a bunch of poems. Helen did not cause the Trojan War, so what really caused the Trojan War?
· Textile trade dispute? Linear B tells us that enslaved women ran it. 
· Troy’s location suggests other economic reasons, was it about fishing rights? Was it about collecting toll? Gold blockade? 

Troy was a wealthy city. All the gold that was found was given to Germany, and during World War 2, Priam’s treasure disappeared. The Russians stole it. 
Around 1,200 BC there was widespread destruction along the Medittarian Sea. The Mycenaean civilization collapsed after 1,100 BC – the question is do the guys on the Warrior Vase have anything to do with their destruction? Shortly after the container was made, the Mycenaean age ended and the palaces/monumental buildings were no more. Their language was also gone. The economy collapsed. This ended the first Greek civilized period.

He was an Athenean hero and he was worshipped in Athens. 

Theseus, son of Aegeus, p. 55. 
Theseus was also the son of Aegeus, and he was the prince of Athens. His dad was the king of Athens. He killed a monster pig; he also captured a wild bull and stuff like that. He also captured an Amazon Queen.
Theseus & Antiope
· Amazon
· Amazonomachy (battle with the Amazon)
Amazons were barbarians because they were non-Greeks. p.152

Ancient Greek Hero Worship
· Heroic Age = LBA, LH or Mycenaean. -> Hesiod
We hear about hero worship, but you don’t actually worship them. Many of these heroes are mentioned in the Linear B tablet. 

What is a hero?
· Deeds of strenght & courage
· Sometimes son of god & mortal
· Worshiped after death as chthonic deity with libations. Chtonic means living under the ground/belonging to the underworld, and you pour libations (wine, olive oil, honey, milk, etc) as an offering to worship them. People can get tortured in the underworld. It is dark, damp, and gloomy. Hero worship consists of making offerings to the underworld by two methods: pouring libation, or leaving offerings like pottery. 
· Hero, Herakles, became a god. They sometimes become a god.  

3 basic themes in myth
· War
· Quest
· Labour – as in strenght

Pre-Trojan War Myths: Thebes
Oedipus & the Sphinx (p.88)
· Thebes was the home of Oedipus and he is answering a riddle that is posed by this creature (part woman, part bird, part lion). If he can solve it, the people will be saved by a plague and he will become the king of Thebes. He answered the riddle, and the Sphinx killed herself. After he died, he willed his kingdom to his two sons. The war is about the two sons deciding who’s going to be the one ruler. 
· Seven Against Thebes
· Return of the Seven – Son of the original son of Oedipus comes and gets revenge on the brother who won.

Search or Quest Myth: Jason & the Argonauts
· The name of Jason’s ship is Argo, meaning a divine association. Like some heroes, he has a divine association. He was the grandson of the god of wind. Also the nephew of a king ruling Ioskos. 
· Chiron, the centaur. He was raised by it. He tried to seize the throne when he grew up; his uncle instead tricked him to search for the Golden Fleece. 

The “Argo” (swift)
· Lolkos to Colchis – All sorts of heroes joined him on his quest to the black sea. 

Herakles (p.55)
· Hero who became a God
· Worshiped everywhere
· Especially in the Peloponnese. 
He is leaning on his club, and drapping on his club is the skin of his first victim. The Nemaen Lion. He was the son of Zeus and a mortal woman. His wife (zeus) was jealous of his mother; she drove Herakles crazy that he killed his own children. He had to perform 12 labours (courageous deeds)

Herakles: Labour #1: Nemaen Lion
· Son of Zeus
· Driven crazy by Hera
· Killed his children
· 12 labours for king of Tiryns (see p.152-3)

Two of his other labours have to do with Mycenean water management systems. 
· Herakles and the Stymphalian Birds – Peloponnese, it drained the lake. 
· He killed the Lernaean Hydra

Cerberus:
· Eurystheus, king of Tiryns
· Cerberus, watchdog of the Underworld, Hydria (name of the character), p. 153

Hesiod: Theogony  (a book, major source of the Gods)
Theo = God
Gony = story, wealth of information. 
All Greek Gods are anthropomorphic 
They exist on two foods, nectar and ambrosia
They are also immortal 

Mt. Olympus: home of Olympian Gods. Mt. Olympus is the tallest mountain of Hellas and the Olympian Gods lived up there. It’s shows that the number 11 is the ideal number for human cooperation. There are usually 12 Olympians. Three brother Gods, ruled the Sky, the Earth, and the Underworld.

Zeus: king of the Olympians
· Sky god,
· Attribute: thunderbolt
· Sacred tree: oak
· Sacred bird: eagle
· Olympia: major sanctuary of Zeus, there was an enormous statue of him made out of Gold and Ivory. (p.13) He was known as Jupiter by the Romans. It was one of the Seven Wonders of the Ancient World. 

Hera: sister-wife of Zeus. She is also the Goddess of Marriage. Olympia, she is also worshiped in Argos and has a temple in Samos. (p.146) She is a Linear B entity, and is also as old as the Late Bronze Age. She is also a Goddess of childbirth. 

Hera and Zeus had two sons: Ares (God of War) and Hephaistos (God of Blacksmiths, people that work with metals) (p.150) He is famous for making the armour for Achilles. Hephaistos was lame, so his mom kicked him out of heaven (Olympius). He got his revenge by sending his mother a golden throne but she got stuck to it. Ares isn’t worshiped often because he likes bloody wars, but his brother has one of the most preserved templed in Athens: temple of Hephaistos. 

Zeus and Hera had a sister, Hestia: she was the Goddess of the Hearth. She is worshiped in households and town hall (Prytaneion), there’s also an eternal flame for her. She was the Goodess of that flame. 

Poseidon: sea, horses, earthquakes
· Brother of Zeus, Hera, Hestia
· Libear B – God, as old as the Late Bronze Age
· Attribute: trident
· Sacred animals: Dolphin or hippocampus (p. 146)
· His major sanctuary would be on the Cape Sounion (not too far from Athens). 

Hades: Underworld
· He is not an Olympian God, and is the brother of Zeus, Poseidon, Hera, Hestia
· Chtonic God, and the word Hades means “invisible”
· He is also known as Pluto and had an eye for a lady called Persephone. She had eaten a part of a Pomergranate and that she only had to stay with him for part of the year. This explains, “summer”, so when she comes back to Earth this explains winter. 

Demeter: Goddess of Vegetation and Agriculture (p.147)
· Mother of Persephone
· Attributes: Wheat, torch (she needed it because once her daughter was abducted, she went to look for her)

One of Zeus’ affairs led to the birth of twins, and one of the twins is the God of Apollo (light, music, prophecy). (P.149)
· He also had a scared tree: lareul (daphne) 
· Attributes: bow, lyre, tripod (p.145) 
· Daphne is persued by Apollo, but she doesn’t want his attention. As she calls for help from the Gods, they turn her into a tree, the laurel tree. 
· Major Sanctuaries: Dephi, Delos, Didyma (p.13)
Artemis, twin sister of Apollo.
· She is the Goddess of hunting and fishing and is often seen with a bow and arrow. She is also a virgin Goddess, and she becomes the Moon Goddess in time. 
· She oversees the transition to adulthood.
· Artemis of Ephesos (p. 101)

Hermes: Messenger of the gods
· God of thieves, commerce, athletes
· Conducts souls to the Underworld
· Caduceus
· He has winged boots
· No temples to his name, but he has herms (small statue with face and genitals)
· He was madly in love with Aphrodite (Botticelli Venus), she was born from the castration of her father by his son. She rose up from the see from the foam of her father’s genetalia. 

Aphrodite, Eros, the son of Aphrodite. (p.151) , she is seen wacking him with her sandal to tell him to get lost. 
· Wife of Hepaistos
· Lover of Ares
· Mother of eros
· Pan: man/goat, non-olympian

Athena: warrior goddess, combat (p.130, 17) she is also a goddess of wisdom, artistry, and sometimes shown with a snake. 
· Athena’s birth, daughter of Zeus & Metis, goddess of wisdom. 
· Her attributes: owl, olive tree is her sacred tree. Arts & crafts
· She was also a virgin goddess
· Her famous temple is in Parthenon: Athena Parthenos (virgin)

Dionysos: God of wine, theatre, good times
· Ivy crown
· Kantharos
· Panther skin
· Maenads & Satyrs: companions of Dionysos (Maenads are female and Satyrs are male)
· Birth of Dionysos: He got born from Zeus’ side. He was the result of another affair. Hera went to visit the woman he had an affair with, and she convinced her to get Zeus to stand in front of her. A thunderbolt blasts her, and she dies. Since the baby isn’t ready to be born, he sews the baby to his side. He gave him away to be raised in secrets.
· P. 149, Hermes with baby Dionysos (identified from description by Pausanias) 
· Return of Hephaistos to Olympus.

· Dionysos
· Hades: Chrtonic
· Hestia often not included

· Stone Ages: Palaeolithic, Mesolithic, Neolithic
· Chalcolithic
· Bronze Age: Early, Middle, Late/Helladic (mainland), Cycladic (cyclades islands), Crete
· Dark /Iron Age (1100-750 BCE)

End of the Mycenaean Palaces =
· End of soecial hierarchy (priests, generals, king, etc)

· End of civilization: NO writing, NO (new) monumental buildings (poverty, isolation, depopulation)
· = Dark Age (because we are in the dark about it, we know very little about it.)

Hesiod’s 5 Ages of Man
· Gold

· Heroic = LBA or Mycenaean Age (stories about heroes)
· Iron (1100 – 750)

Early Dark Age (EDA) Changes 1100 – 900 BCE
1. Technology
· Iron forging NOT bronze casting. Harder metal so better weapons. 
2. Sites
· The population goes down by 75%
· Political organization
· Appearance 
· You get a chief of village, the equivalent of a Mycanaean mayor. 
Chief House: Nichoria: apsidal end (more so a hut, with a stone foundation and mud brick walls because they are poor)
EDA Change in Areas of Settlement 
Aeolia: Thessaly & Boiotia, The coastal inhabitans are pushed mainland by the Aeolian Greeks. They’re named after the Gods of the Winds. 
Ionia: Attica & Euboia (central of the coast of Turkey)
The Dorians are the Greeks who lived in southern Pelepponese. 

Herodotus of Halicaranassus (see page 64) we will find out how the migrant Greeks and the native inhabitants solved their problem. 

Smyrna (900-600 BCE) p. 62
· Aeolian settlement
· Tatalos, father of Pelops
· Captured by Ionian town
· Homer’s home?
Tantalos fed his son to the Gods in a stew. One of the goddesses realized that she ate the shoulder, so she replaced it with ivory. All of the colonies (greek settlements) have a mythical founder. Smyrna is one of the many places claiming to be the home of Homer. 

Ancient Greek Dialects
· Aeolic (northern)
· Ionic (greek)
· Doric (brown)
· Aracadian (pink)
· North Western Greek. 

EDA Change in Economy:
It is best scene by looking at the pottery. The visuals on the pottery look a lot different and unrealistic as time passes.  Syb Mycenaean = Early Iron Age
Early Iron Age Pottery: no pictoral art
Sub-Mcenaean
Protogeometric: mutiple brushes and compass. There’s no representation of animals and so forth.

Other EDA changes:
· Communication: oral only
· Religion: open air (palaces aren’t being used anymore)
· Warfare: cavalry

Beginning of civilization once again on Lefkandi on Euboia: 1st monumental Dark Age structure.
Lefkandi Heroon: largest structure in Hellas between 1200 and 700 BCE (p.61)
Burial pits? 2 of them inside the building – inhumation and cremation. One pit had a female infused (inhumation) and she is accompanied by the cremeted remains of a male. We also found weapons (a spear and a sword). She had jewerly and she had an iron knife with an ivory handle. The whole thing was covered with tumilis. Was it a house? A temple? A funerary monument? Or all three? We know that they had access to places with gold since gold wasn’t found in this area. They were starting to become a little less poor. 

Lefkandi Cemetery: Pyxis with griffin (p.60) It had griffins on it. This is the first pictoral art we see in the Iron Age. The picture of a beast that doesn’t exist until this time. This concluded that they traded beyond Hallas.
Another thing was found in the cemetery, a centaur (p.60). He is decorated with simple geometric design. 

Late Dark Age = Geometric 900 – 750 BCE
Amphora: A pot that has two handles, they come in various shapes. It was filled with the cremeted remains (female) – p.62

100 years later from this burial, around 750, we have another amphora. It is called Dipylon Amphora because it was found near a double gate in Athens. (p.60). It did not contain the ashes, but marked as a grave. 
· Tall as a human
· Coverd with geometric patterns
· Silhouette figures
· Prothesis Scene (meaning a mourning scene). We see the decease laying on a platform. Two women are tearing their hair, and two other people were sitting a tearing their hair. Everyone was doing it!

Geometric Krater with Funeral Scene (p.58) – The decease is put on a wagon dragged by horses taking him off to the cemetery. 

Origins of the Alphabet
These Phoenicians who came with Cadmus at their settlement of this country, among many other kind of learning brought into Hellas the alphabet, which had hitherto been unknown to the Greeks… Herodotus 5.58

Prometheus was supposed to be that one person who brought the alphabet to the Hellas. 

Ghoti
· Gh as in “rough”
· O as in “women”
· Ti as in motion
· If English had a sign for every sound, there would be 48 symbols. In Greek, there’s 22 of them. 

Orthograde & Retrograde: The Greeks wrote the opposite of Phoenicians. Orthograde meaning from the right, and retrograde from left to right. 

Boustrophedon “as the ox ploughs”

Nestor’s Cup (Italy): 1 of the earliest examples of Greek writing. One of the earliest examples of the alphabet. Is it orthograde? Retrograde?

Dipylon Jug p.65 – example of early writing

The Greeks started only writing in capital letters. They’re all run together, no seperation, no punctuation. Began writing at the end of Dark Age? They wanted to write poetry, and the stories about the heroes. Many of the early examples are poems. It was also used for numbers, and writing music. First technology to preserve sound, and with the invention of this alphabet, we move from prehistoric to historic Greece. No more archealogy!

· Two burials in the building. One of them corpses, and the other with a man and woman.

· Alphabet (Cadmus, mythical king of Thebes)
· Athletic competitions
· Symposion (partying, drinking party)
The Symposion: another Phoenician idea? P.106
· Male dinner party with competitions
· Playing Kottabos with a kylix (throwing the rest of your wine at a target) <- skyphos (big cup of wine)

At the end of the LATE DARK AGE (LDA)
· Panhellenic games began
· Return of writing leads to the reason of keeping track with business transactions (record) or it was necessary to write down poetry, songs, etc. To record new kinds of poetry?

Archaic Age (750-480 BCE)
Hesiod – Early Archaic Age epic poet (p. 75)
· Theogony (generation of the Gods)
· Works and Days (book, a farming manual)
· Inspired by Muses (see p. 75)
Muses: daughters of Mnemosyne (9 of them), and they were influencial to many writings
· Kalliope: epic
· Klio: history (herodotus)
· Erato: love poetry
· Melpomene: tradegy
· Polyhymnia: sacred song
· Terpsichore: dance
· Thalia: comedy
· Urania: astronomy

Archilochos of Paros – Early Archaic lyric poet
Some barbarian is waving my shield,
Since I was obliged to leave that perctly good 
     piece of equipment behind under a bush.
But I got away, so what does it matter?
Let the shield go; I can buy another one equally as good. (see p.74)

It differed in three ways (migration in the early dark age and colonization in the late dark age):
Time – Migration happened during the EDA. Colonization happened in the LDA.
Direction – The EDA migrations were to the east. The LDA colonized to the West, South and North.
Reason – The EDA didn’t have a choice. The LDA was a delibarate act.

Archaic Age
Age of Colonization:
2nd period of Greek expansion

Metropolis: mother city
Oikistes: leaders of colonists
They colonized to improve their standard of living. Trading was a big part of it, trading metals.  They also moved to find a more furtile land to grow. They colonized because they could make money. They were able to enslave the population that was there first, and able to sell them to make a profit. 

Archias willingly did not return to Corinth but, sailing to Sicily, founded Syracuse. 
Platarch (p. 67)

You had to consult the Oracle of Apollo to start a new colony. You then had to appoint a leader. Once you had your leader, the Metropolis would supply things like the sacred fire and it would provide citizens to go establish the new colony. Only men of fighting age would colonize.
Each colony was a replica of its Metropolis. In its religious practice, cultural and infrastrucutre practices. They used the same dialect, the same version of the alphabet but the colonies were independent.

Columns: shaft + capital

Egyptian (granite) p. 70: Everything is leveled, the arms, legs, etc. The Greeks took that idea and since they didn’t have granite, they used limestones and marble. Kouros/kouroi (boy, youth) 
Kouroi: symmetrical, parallel planes, Arachaic smile, painted. 
Kore/Korai (female counterpart) 

Peplos Kore: Wearing a dress. They were used as gravermarkers. A representation of a God. 

Delos: sanctuary of Appolo

Bronze Age Wealth: copper ingots. In the Neolithic period, animals expressed wealth and value. 
Dark Age Obeliskoi: iron spits (p. 72) 6 obols = 1 drachma (handful)
Lydia (Asia Minor) capital: Sardis 
· Electrum is a natural gold/silver
· First coinage
· Croesus (went to the Oracle of Apollo to ask if he could cross the river and defeat the monster).  (p. 72) 
· COINS (p. 91) – Typical of Athens, Athena and the sign of Athens on the gold coins. 
· Corinth – Athena and Pegasus (son of Poseidon)

Mu (mu) is for Meleager
Hunt of the Calydonian Boar, Francois Vase (krater) P. 182
Meleager and various hunters hunted the boar. They were also heroes who sailed with Jason. 

N v (nu) is for Nike 
Nike is the Goddess of Victory. An oinochoe is a jug that’s meant to hold wine. 

What is a Polis (plural: poleis)? 
It is usually referred to a city or state. It the non Greek world, they were no independent cities. Kingdoms were ruled by monarchs. There are three views from what Polis is.
1. Pausanias: p. 78 (travel writer): 
A polis consits of:
Government buildings, gymnasium, theathre, agora, public water supply. It is a physical thing. 
2. Alkaios: songwriter from Lesbos. A polis is NOT houses, walls, timber, roads and dockyards BUT its demos (population). 
3. Aristotle: Athenian philosopher. A polis is a partnership of several villages big enough to be self sufficient (p. 77). 

A polis is all of these things. Polis = 2 parts.
1. Asty = urban centre
· Fortified acropolis +
· Fortified lower town. It has things like an agora, religious spaces
2. Chora  
· Chora = countryside
· Synoicism (amalgamation) 
When the Greeks began to colonize, they began to plan their cities. The cities had regular streets.  Most citizens of a Polis lived in the countryside as a rule. 
· Asty = Athens + Chora = Attica = Polis of the Athenians. 

Asty of the Athenians (Athens) 
· There’s a Parthenon Acropolis, a theatre, an agora, a Hephaisteion and at the shore we have the Dipulon Gate. 

Priene (Ionia): Orthogonal Plan: Hippodamus of Miletus (p. 80)
· Prytaneion
· Gymnasiums
· Theatre
· Agora
· Public water supply

Each polis had its distinctive:
· Laws, constitution, government
· Coinage
· Weights & measures
· Version of the alphabet
· Art & architecture
· Customs
· Army
· Calendar

Polis Calendar:
· Year named after annual official
· Year began in July
· Names of months differed from polis to polis

Oikos = household
· Stone foundation, walls: mud brick, roof: title or thatch, cistern, altar.
· Andron = where men would have their drinking parties. 
· Gynaikon = women’s room. They would do the weeving for the family. 

Boiotia: It is the home of Dionysus. He uses a typical drinking cup that was made in Boiotia. It is called a kantharos: see p. 89 – It is also the home of Hesiud. The Boiotians were called pigs, but they were supposed to have the most beautiful women in Hellas. They had a low life rep. They were famous for their music and musicians.

Thebes (one of their most famous cities): founded by Cadmus. It is not the capital, but a region. He was the brother of Europa (Cadmus). 
When Europa disappeared, her father sent her brothers to look for her. When he couldn’t find her, he went to get advice at the Oracle of Delphi. He said to follow a cow and find the city where it lays down. A monster snake was living underneath where the cow laid down. The snake ate all of his companions, so he’s alone. Athena tells him to plant the teeth of the snake and up from those teeth sprang warriors. Fought each other until only 5 remained. They found Thebes! Cadmaia = acropolis of Thebes. 

Oedipus & the Sphinx (p. 88) : He solved the riddle. 

Two famous war myths: 
· The war of the Seven and the return of the Seven

Apollo Ptoos
· Sanctuary near Thebes
· 100+ kouroi found

Boiotian shield on Theban coin (p. 88): It reminds of the military prowess of Thebes. Thebes was the leading Polis in Greece by virtue of its exceptional army. Grouping its troops with the flute (notiable from its flute players). 
· Sacred Band (a regiment): It consists of 150 homosexual couples. 
· Destroyed Spartans at Leuktra (371 BCE)

Lion of Chaironeia
· Grave of Sacred Band?
· Philip II & Alexander
· Alexander later destroyed Thebes (3 years later) EXCEPT for one house
PINDAR OF THEBES
· House spared by Alexander
· Epinician odes (victory songs)
· Source of mythology

Corinth (Korinthose)
· Destroyed by Romans (146 BCE)

Sisyphus: Mythical founder of Corinth (first rock ‘n’ roller) – He was punished for tattling on Zeus’ affairs. He had to push a boulder. 

Early Archaic Age Government
· Oligarchy
· Oligos = few
· Land owning aristocrats

Cirubtguab Perfume Containers – Aryballoi, Orientalizing Style. An Alabastron is a bigger container. Buff Yellow background. 

Archaic Age – Age of Tyranny.
· Tyrant (Lydian word)
· Illegal ruler who seizes power from ruling aristocratic oligarchy 
It lasted from about 700 BCE to 510 BCE. For about 200 years of mainland of Hellas. 

Periander: Tyrant of Corinth (625-585 BCE)
· Kypselid tyranny
· Kypselos
· Made Corinth the commercial and cultural centre of Hellas
· Colonies
· How did they become so rich? They founded colonies. 
· Kypselids founded Lechaion: new artificial harbour canal planned across the isthmus. 

Corinthian Coin with Pegasus (p. 91) 

A lot of cultural advancements were made by the Tyrants. \

· Cadmus – Thebes. He is one of the fathers of the alphabet
· Sacred Band – Military group (homoesexuals). Thebes. They are responsible for the defeat of Sparta. 
· Diolkos – Corinth. 
· Oedipus. He was the king of Thebes. 

(xi) is for Xenophon (pronounced ‘ksee’)
· Soldier

Did the Greeks have Hallowe’en? 
(p.65) -> oinochoe/chous
· Their Halloween lasted 3 days. Anthesteria was a three-day festival. They wore masks, and drank. Each of the days of this festival has to do with containers. 
1. ‘Pithos’ Day: The wine was opened and mixed with water. It was tested throughout the day.
2. ‘Wine Jug’ Day: They had drinking contests.
3. ‘Cooking Pot’ Day: The dead came to life again. The survivors of Day 2 must of felt like the dead after all that wine. They cooked vegetables in the pots as an offering to the dead.

The kingdom of Phrygia is one of the big kingdoms that isn’t Greek.

· King Alyattes destroyed

King Alyattes attack the Greek cities, particularily the ones in Ionia. It gave the kingdom of Lydia possession of these rather wealthy greek cities. 

Smyrna: asty (p.62)
· Settled by Aeolians
· Orthogonal Plan
· Captured by Ionians
Croesus of Lydia (p. 72): He completed the conquest of those Greek cities. He taxed all of the Greeks on the coast. Instead of having Greeks rule these cities, he hired tyrants. Lydians wanted to expand their kingdom even further. They wanted to go to the East (the persians). He went to the oracle of Delphi for advice. In return, he made the Oracle a lot of presents. He was defeated by the Persians, so they burned him alive. Apollo saved him with rain. From 550 – 479 BCE, they became part of the Persian Empire.

Polykrates of Samos
‘… was the first Greek we know of to establish a thalassocracy, unless we count Minos of Knossos.’  (Herodotus 2. 122)  Thalassos = sea, cracy = rule 
He was admirred for three things
· Public works (usually sponsored by tyrants): 
· Tunnel of Eupalinus (was used for 1,000 years). It was used to channel water
· Harbour Breakwater: oldest manmade port in the world. 
· The temple of Hera: Dipteral Heraion. It had two rows of columns on the side. (p.94) We also found dedications to Hera. A kouros (p.95), three times the side of an average man. Ivory figure from a lyre (p. 97). It was part of a musical instrument. 
Samos: birthplace of Hera, site of wedding of Hera and Zeus. 

3. Miletus on the Meander R.: It was the leading polis of Ionia. It had close ties with Athens.

· Destroyed by the Persians

· They had gladiator contest in the theathre.

Miletus: Home of the Pre-Socratic Philosophers of Miletus: They questioned the origins of the universe. 
Thales
· Thales: father of science. He predicted a solar eclipse made his reputation. It also stopped the fighting between the Persians and the Lydians. It was the birth of Western science & philosophy. He was also a mathematician. 
· He figured out how to measure the height of the pyramids. He rejected mythological explanations. 
· He taught water was the origin thing. It was the ultimate source of things.

Anaximander of Miletus: ‘the indefinite’ or ‘the infinite’
· He taught earth floated in mist (caused by coal and wet). A ring of fire also surrounded it.
· He can be considered the first father of western geography. Also the first sundial (probably not true).
· He was the first person to write in prose (only one sentence of his work survived). 

Anaximenes

They could be called the Milesian School of natural philosophers. Mid 6th century BCE (Archaic Age)

There was no trade outside of Hellas during the Dark Age, and it the Eubeans who were the first to begin to trade with the outside world. They were the first to participate in the age of colonizationo in the western part of the med (expanding the greek world).

Euboia 
· 1st to recover from the DA recession
· trade with pheonicians
· Founders of the first western colonies.
· Magna Graecia (1st metropoleis: 2 poleis on Euboia  Pithekoussai (Monkey Island)
· They wanted to exploit trades in metals.

Colonization: deliberate act of polis
· Motivation (practiculary in trade in metal)
· Suitable site chosen
· Consulted with oracle of Apollo @ Delphi
· Sent oikistes in charge of colonists

Etruscna sin Etruria (Tuscany) became Hellenized – The Eubeans established that first colony and began to trade for metals, iron, etc. 

There were no female colonists. They didn’t find any fibulas (pins used to keep clothes on). It means there are no Greek women if we can’t find any. About 20 years after Pithekoussai was discovered, they founded Cumae. Cumae founded Neapolis (Naples)

Metropoleis of Western Colonies
· Euboia: Pithekoussai, Naxos (Sicily)
· Corinth: Syracuse (Sicily)
· Phokaioa

Sicily had very fertile land, and the Goddess of grain was greatly worshipped in Sicily. 

Naxos founded two colonies: Leontini

Euboian Zankle & Rhegion: Straits of Messina
Zankle was founded because it had a harbour for ships. Zanke is a local name. Zankle = ‘sickle’. 

Syracuse: colony of Corinth – It was once the most largest and most prosperous colony in the Greek world. 

Syracuse: Fountain of Arethusa, also the Arethusa coin (p. 105). Her story is that she attracted the attention of a God. To get away from him, she was rescued by Arthemus. She was able to swim from the Peloponnese to Syracuse and turned into a fountain that gave fresh water. 

Corinth: home of the Doric Order
Syracuse: 
· Doric temple of Apollo
· Doric Temple of Athena (p. 104)

Medusa: popular Sicilian Monster

Syracuse has a:
· Huge theatre (p. 105)
· Great Altar (450 bulls could be sacrified at once)
· Archimedes of Syracuse. He lived in the 3rd century BCE (about the time that the Romans would like to take over Sicily). The tyrants of Syracuse asked him if the crown was made out of real gold. He wanted him to figure out if it was real or not. The crown is displacing more water than its equal weight in gold and vice versa in silver. It should deplace the same amount of water than the gold. It was not pure gold!

Selinus: most western Sicilian colony. Selinon comes from wild celery. It was a very prosperous colony based on their farming. It was the closest to the Phoenicians, and they destroyed this city. 

Selinus: metope (Athena, Perseus, Medusa)  p. 103

2 Sicilian Charioteers
· Motya: marble (p. 103)
· Delphi: bronze (p. 158)

Akragas (Agrigento) – It’s famous for its temples. They began the construction of a temple, the Temples of Zeus (Akrgas/Agrigento). Telamones = colomns. It was never completed. 

Akragas: Temples of Concordia p. 102

Poseidonia/Paestum – metropolis: Sybaris (p. 106 & p. 146). It had three massive temples (Hera I, Hera II, Athena)

Innovation #1: interior colonnade – Temple of Hera I (9 x 18)
Innovation #2: combine orders – Temple of Athena (6 x 13)
Innovation #2: double interior colonnade – Temple of Hera II: ‘mother’ of the Parthenon

Tomb of the Diver: monumental Greek Painting p. 106

Poseidonia: heroon or oikistes? Something doesn’t add up. It doesn’t contain any bodies!!

· Phokaia: metropolis of Massalia (Marseille)
· Massalia: metropolis of Kikaia (Nice)
· Monoikos (Monaco); Antipolis (Cap d’Antibes)

Vix Krater (found south of Paris) – It was made to mix wine and water. 

Pytheas of Massahlia – He made three voyages to find tin, amber and walrus ivory. Massalia is where wine was introduced from the Greeks to France. 

Thera: metropolis of Cyrene – Kings of Cyrene: descendant of oikistes (p. 109)
· Cyrene: grain, horses, silphium (smelly plant with many medical uses)

All Western colonies
· Liked to show off their wealthy with monuments

3 Attic Tragedians: Aeschylus, Sophokles, Euripides
Aeschylus: Fought at Marathon (490) & Salamis (480). His death is particularily interesting. He went to Sicily to write plays for the tyrant Sicily. While he was there, he was an older man and lost his hair. One day, he’s walking by the beach and an eagle is carrying a tortus and sees the shiny head of Aeschylus and drops it on its head. He was also innovative, he added a second actor so that they can interact with each other and the chorus. He also introduced props. 
“The Persians” was based on the Salamis, and the rest were based on myths. He was also responsible for the trilogy Oresteia.
· Orestes, son of Agamemnon
· Play 1: return of Agamemnon
· Play 2: Orestes kills mother
· Play 3: Justice from Areopagus Council

Sophokles
· Friend of Herodotus
· 2 Oedipus plaus
· Oedipus Tyrannos
· Innovations 
He was very involved in politics, and died at 90. His son tried to get him to be declared as “incompetent”. They judged his son was making things up the case was dismissed. He wrote 123 tragedies, but only 7 survived. He also introduced the third actor, and backdrops (scenery).

Euripides
· Salamis
· Tragic death in Macedonia (he won first place 5 times)
· Focus on female heroines

“Medea” by Euripides: She was the wife of Jason and murdered her children. 
· Use of: Ekkylema & mechane

Infancy in Greek Antiquity

Feeding Baby: Many mothers didn’t breast feed their children, but fed by a slave. Baby bottles were found in Ancient Greek. At the age of 3, during the Anthesteria, kids were given presents (a little wine jug) and wear a little crown of ivy.

The beginning of the Classical Era began with a major war (Ionic vs Persians)
Fifth Century War (p.114-5)
· Persian Wars (499-479 BCE)
· Peloponnesian Wars (431-404 BCE) 
In the Fifth Century, Athens extended its power named the Delian League which represents Athens and her allies. It was a voluntary association and to diminish the Persian presence. It was composed of 200 poleis. 

Athenian Tribute Lists
· Dues recorded on marble
· Acrophobic system

Athenian Empire: Athens & her subject poleis; Democracy
Pelopennesian League (tan): Sparta and her allies; As far as we know, they did make the allies pay, but were simply opposed to the Athenian alliance. Oligarchy 

Peloponnesian War Sources:
· Thucydides: General in the War and started writing about the War
· Xenophon: Finished (the last seven year) of what Thucydides started
· Aristophanes: Comedy writers, and filled in the social aspects of the war

Peloponnesian War (431-421)
Sparta’s strategy was to bring Athen to bring them to a land battle since they knew they were going to win. 

Strategy of Perikles: Withdraw Attica’s population by using Long Walls. His strategy was to avoid fighting the Spartans, and rely on his navy to supply the populous with food (particulary grain). He wanted to harrass them by sea. But in 429, because they were so crowded between those walls, a plague broke out (probably typhoid). A quarter (25%) of that population died. Perikles also died. In 426, there was an earthquake in Sparta. 

425/4: Sphakteria (Messenia)
· Spartans surrender hoplites
· Blow to Spartan prestige
· Boost for Athens
· Peace of Nikias: Nothing had been resolved (no net gains on either side). Ten years of fighting accomplished nothing!

Athens was convinced to invade Sicily. Alcibiades was the one who tried to persuade them. He was a wealthy Aristocrate and liked to gamble. He was also an elected general. His argument to invade Sicily was that if they managed to invade Sicily, it would stop the supply from Sicily to Sparta (grain). If the Athenians invaded Sicily, they would also get the Sicilian wealth. Athens began to make preparations to invade Sicily. 

Before the fleet was to invade, something happened. 

Mutilation of the Herms: 
· Religious vandalism
· Eleusinian Mysteries mocked
· Alcibiades charged with impiety (disrespect for the Gods); They sent a ship to take him back to Athens to face these charges. On route to Sicily, he found out what was going to happen so he jumped ship. He went to Sparta to try and tell them how to beat Athens. He didn’t stay there for long because of an earthquake, so he ran out of the palace with the Spartan Queen completely naked. He went to Persia.

Sicilian Expedition (415-413)
This caused Athens 50,000 men, 173 fleets and A LOT of money. 
Syracuse: stone quarries, Euripides  they were enslaved, held for ransom or could get there freedom by reciting passages from Euripides. 

Alcibiades was begged by Athens to come back because he was such a good commander, and one of his other generals died. He wasn’t re-elected.

404: Aegispotamoi (Hellespont)
· Lysander
· Starves Athens into surrender
· Alcibiades house was set on fire, and ran outside naked. He was assassinated.

Spartan Hegemony (404-371)
· “Reign of 30 Tyrants” in Athens: They were 30 men selected by the Spartans to rule Athens. It was a reign of terror; only lasted a year. They were removed after a year and prosecuted. 
· 399: death of Sokrates
· 371: Battle of Leuktra: Thebes wins
· 370: Messenia freed by Thebes. 

Theban Hegemony (371-338)
· Leuktra (371)
· Freed Messenia (370/69)
· Sacred Band defeated (338)

Arachaic Kouros, the Classical Kouros changed by; style and material used. 

Hollow Cast Bronze Statues: cast in pieces & assembled (P. 178)
Easy to:
· Correct mistakes
· Handle
· Balance
· Cheaper than marble

Classical Sculpture (p. 176): 
· New material: bronze
· Action or relaxed poses
· Standard proportions
· Realistic anatomy
· Calm expressions
Myron: Diskobolos, Roman marble copy of Greek Bronze

Polykleitos: Doryphoros (Roman copy of Original bronze) – p. 176
· Perfected sculpting of human figure
· Standardized pose for statuary
· “Canon” of classical proportions

Pheidias: Olympian Zeus – p. 176
· bronze Athena Promachos
· Chruselephantine statues:
· Athens Parthenos at Athens
· Zeus at Olympia
· 1 of 7 wonders
· The Ivory was used for hands, neck and feet and it was peeled off the tusk. It was soaked in water and vinegar

Praxiteles: Aphrodite of Knidos – p. 176
· Based off his mistress; he made two of them. 

Lysippos: Agias – p. 177
· Bronze
· Alexander
· Slender proportions
· Original in marble from Delphi

Riace Warriors – p. 178

Halicarnassuc, capital of satrapy of Caria – p.191-2
· Mausoleum at Halcarnassus; marble tomb of Mausolus satrap of Caria. This was another wonder of the Ancient World. 

Odeion (Ephesus)
· Concert hall: for musical performances; also included Homer contests. 
· Roofed
· Sunken orchestra
· Later became the bouleuterion for the council (boule; council chamber)

Theatre & Bouleuterion

Athens: agora: Old & New Bouleuteria

Priene: Bouleuterion (council chamber) – An alter in the middle, more centralized and more reserved. 

Poseidonia: More democratic, circular

Psi is for Psi figurine; psyche = soul
· Pythagoras: Great Greek Philosopher – He is famous for the theorum known in geometry that drove everyone crazy! Him and his followers believed that souls changed into another animal/plant. Trasomigration of souls (reincarnation). They were forbidden to eat some things, and they were vegans. They didn’t eat beans!

Spartan Hegemony
· 404 (Aegospotamoi)
· 471 (Leuktra) – Beginning of Theban Hegemony

Macedonia exported timber to both Sparta and Athens during the war, particularily Athens. Their capital is Pella. The rest of the Ancient World thought they were barbarians, one of the reasons being because they didn’t dilute their wine. Aristotle was from Macedonia, and his father was a physician to the King of Macedonia. 

Macadonia (Pella): Pebble mosaics p.188 – It shows one of the Macedonian past times. They are made of river stones, and aren’t cut. They loved to hunt and fight. 

Phillip II of Macedonia (p.192) – The name Phillip means horse lover. He was able to expand his territory by military reforms; he used some of the knowledge he got from when he was kept hostage in Thebes. 
· Heavy arm infantry (professional army)
· Standard uniforms
· Deeper phalanx (crowded formation)
· Sarissas (long spears)
· Cavalry supported the Infantry
· Improved Siege Warfare (helepolis city taker: a long tower enabling men to get into the city through the city walls) – An oxybeles: it acted like a very powerful bow. 

Phillip II became head of the Delphic amphikteony

Battle of Chaironeia (338 BCE) – p.90
· Phillip & alexander
· End Theban hegemony
· Lion Monument over Sacred Band =
· Macedonia leader of Hellas

Olympia: Philippeion
· Chryselephantine statues of Philip, Alexander and Olympias. It looked a lot like Phillip was viewing himself and his famly as “divine”. After this victory, Phillip managed to convince the Greeks they wanted to invade Persia. He unifies the Greek with the idea of undertaking this campaign. Why? To get revenge in all the damage they made in the Persian Wars. In reality, the Persian campaign was a powertrip with a big pay off (the Persian empire was VERY wealthy.)

Vergina: Tomb of Phillip II – He was assassinated. It was not for political reasons, but personal reasons. The assassin was a badly treated ex lover of Phillip, and was killed by the guards right after he killed Phillips. At the time, Alexander and his mother was taught to have had something to do with it. Why would they do that? Alexander once complained to his dad that if he continued to conquer everything, there wouldn’t be anything left to do for Alexander. LOOK AT ILLUSTRATION AT PAGE 193.

Alexander’s Inheritance (p.194) – The lower parts of the Empire (Greece) did not want to listen to a 20 year old. He made them listen by killing all the men of Thebes and sold the women/children into slavery. 

Alexander’s Divine Ancestry – His mother claimed that his family was direct descendants of Anchilles. The mother claimed that his real father was Zeus, and not Phillip. She claimed that it was Zeus, and that before she married Phillip, Zeus had visited her. 

Battle 1: Granicus River (334)
· Boukephalos (horse)
· Cavalry battle vs Persian satraps
· King Darius III absent
· Alexander the Great won the battle. 

Ephesus: temple of Artemis
At Prine, Alexander
· Temple of Athena Polias
· He made a dedication at this temple. 

At Halicarnassus, Alexander (one of the seven wonders)
· Restored throne to Queen Ada who
· Adopted Alexander as her son – That way when she died he would get the loyalty of her kingdom

The Gordion Knot of Midas: whoever untes the knot will rule Asia

Battle 2: Issues (333 BCE) – p. 195 
· Alexander captured the royal family and won the battle. 

After Issus, Alexander
· Does not pursue Darius
· Heads for Egypt
· Siege of Tyre

Enroute to Egypt – 333: Siege of Tyre
In Egypt, Alexander
· Becomes Pharaoh
· Founds Alexandria
· Consults oracle of Zeus Ammon
· Leaves Ptolemy behind as governor to pursue Darius III

Battle 3: Gaugamela (331 BCE)
· He is outnumbred
· Cavalry battle
· Darius flees
· Alexander wins
· He doesn’t pursue Darius III
· He heads south to Babylon

Babylon: Ishtar Gate
· He conquers the city and takes advantage of the wealth of the city. 

Susa: the Tyrannicides

Persepolis: burned in revenge? 
· Every year, every province of the Persian kingdom sent tributes (wealth) to the King. It took 10, 000 mules and 3,000 camels to take away all of the wealth. 

After Persopolis, he heads north to another Persian Capital to see if he can capture or kill him. Someone else killed Darius and declared himself as king of Persia. Alexander embarks on a four year campaign to find and kill Darius’ murderer. 
· Pursuit of Darius again
· 4 year campaign in Afghanistan
· More Alexandrias founded
· Marriage to Roxane
· It was a political move to keep the tribes loyal, his men married other daughters of local chiefs

A painting of the Wedding exhibited at Olympic Games in 324 BCE.

326: Battle at the Hydaspes River
· Porus & his elephants
· Death of Boukephalos
· Founded town named for horse
· Roxane’s baby son dies
· Alexander was forced to return to the heart of his empire because his men didn’t want to keep going. 

324: Mass Wedding at Susa – 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Death of Alexander: June 10th, 323 BCE: He wasn’t assassinated; he didn’t die from his multiple battle wounds. He died from causes that no one has determined. Alcoholism? Poison? Malayria? 
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
