Daily life
The regular kind of marriage that existed in the roman empire – sine manu marriage (the one that seems sort of normal to us – the woman retains her status, her property rights, if she has a dowry it stays hers)
If she’s under her father’s patria potestas or a guardian, then that stays the same 
Nothing changes for her when she marries
She is able to divorce her husband

The older kind of marriage, that died out in the late republic, in manu marriage
The women legally is described as being in manu mariti (in her husband’s hand)
Because it was always described as being in her husband’s hand, the whole sort of legal framework that described her status ended up being referred to as manus
When the woman marries her husband, the patria potestas of the woman’s father transfers to her husband
Her relationship to her husband is now exactly the same as the relationship that she used to have with her father 
Wife is under her husband’s power
She has the same legal rights as her children 
This thing dies out really fast 
Consequently, the husband owns everything; everything gets transferred over to him 

What happens if you’ve got a marriage between 2 slaves or a slave and a free person?
Technically, it’s illegal because slaves have to legal status
Contubernium – basically, they’re living in a tent together
Its accepted but it doesn’t really exist legally 
Any children of contubernium take their status from their mother 
What happens if a free woman marries a male slave?  She automatically becomes a slave just because she married him so then her children will also be slaves 
Senators were forbidden to marry slaves, free women and daughters of free women 

There are no special legal formalities or ceremonies in a legal roman marriage
For the roman state to recognize as being married is affectation maritalis –living together of a man and a woman with the intention of forming a lasting union 
So they’re intentions are to stay together
How do you know that two people have affectatio maritalis? You have a little ceremony called deduction in domum mariti – it’s a little parade that goes from the fathers house to the grooms house – a public ceremony

To declare an end to the marriage, you have to say that there is not longer an intent – affectatio maritalis breaks
Originally there had to be grounds for divorce – a husband was allowed to divorce his wife if she committed adultery, for infertility
But then you really don’t need any explanations, either a man or a woman could say they wanted a divorce
There was one legal requirement, and that was to have some kind of witness – you have your friend tell your spouse, or you write a letter – this is known as repudium – one person wants to get out of the marriage
Our word divorce come from the latin word divortium – both people decide together that they no longer want to be married 

For the in manu marriage, you’ve got this transfer of patria potesta, the women has to get out of the umbrella of laws – if a man wanted to divorce his wife, you had to go through a process called mancipatio – legal transfer of woman’s ownership is transferred to a third party
Then the third party frees the woman!  There’s a ceremony where the slave is actually freed, the exact same process is done to the woman

Fav month for weddings is June, but for Athenians it was in the winter
Before the wedding, girl puts away toga praitesta, dolls and toys – a little ceremony
Hair is done up in 6 pigtails, tied in woollen bands
Wears a straight, white, woven tunic – long 
The belt she wears is tied up with the knot of Hercules 
Wears a long bright red head scarf and red shoes 
Friends and clients of the family, relatives will come to the wedding – they gather at the father’s house, that’s where the wedding takes place
As a result, it’s the groom that arrives 
Its conducted by a pronuba – kind of like the maid of honour, usually an elder woman from the brides family 
The pronuma then joins the bride and the grooms right hands – equivalent of the kiss today – this is know as the dextrarum iunctio
Then some kind of religious things that tied everything together – usually the sacrifice of a pig
If there is a marriage contract, its signed after the sacrifice of the pig – this wasn’t a formal thing, you didn’t have to sign it
Then you have the wedding feast which was paid for by the groom’s father 
A wedding cake – mustaceum – made of must – grape juice that ready to be made into wine, baked on laurel leaves
Wedding takes place in the afternoon, then you spend all afternoon and early evening feasting
When it starts to get dark, the groom goes off to his house and waits for his bride – this is when the deduction in domum mariti takes places – core group of wedding they walk to her to the grooms house
The groom meets her at the door, carries her over the threshold – as she comes into the new house, its really bad luck if she trips or stumbles – when he carries her, nothing bad can happen 
Wife touches fire and water – this represents family health, purity – symbolic 
She then goes into the bedroom and is tended and undressed by a group of women in her family who have only ever been married once – these women are known for univirae 
Then they come out, the groom comes in, the door is closed and outside the door, there is either someone from the family or someone who is hired and he would pronounce an epithalamium (a special wedding song)

History
In 69, there are 4 emperors 
Espasian is in the east fighting the jewish revolt – in the early empire, the jews are really the only ones who revolt against roman rule
He’s proclaimed emperor by his troops
Titus finished up this jewish war and brought back all the spoils from the temple in Jerusalem
The dynasty is known as the flavian dynasty 
Thespasian – regarded as good emporor
Titus – only emperor for 2 days, recognized as being one of the best emperors that Rome ever had, he always tried to do a good deed everyday 
	One day, he was finishing off for the day, was going to bed and he forgot to do a good deed that day, he said that he had lost a day because he didn’t do a good deed – he died in the end of natural causes 
	Opened the coliseum  
Demition, the other son of Thespasian, Titus’ brother – he was still pretty young, consequently, he was one of those emperors who grew up in the palace – he turned out badly.  He used to catch flies and pull their wings off, he was a sex maniac, he also used to pursecute Christians – he was assassinated 

Big section of emperors who are called the adoptive emperors – these guys were adopted by emperors from before who never had kids 
Nirva – an old senator, they get him proclaimed emperor right away, he has not children so he adopts the next emperor -  Tragen
And so on
Hadrien adopts antininus who adopts Marcus and lucius (two emperors are the same time who are not fighting one another – they work together for the benefit of the empire) 
All of these adoptive emperors, they are all exceptionally good! So all of the mare recognized by contemporaries and writers ad being the best 
Marcus works in the west
Lucius works in the east
When Lucius comes back with the army, they bring the plague back with them – this just kills thousands of people 
Culmination of adoptive empires where everything is prosperous – theres not a lot for the emperors to do until the very end of Marcus
Tragen – because theres no defensive stuff to deal with, he decides to create offensive wars
	Dacia, Arabia
When Tagen dies, Hadrien his successor says thers no way we can hang on to this territory – so for the first time in history, Roman territory is abandoned (the right side of the map)
Hadrien built hadriens wall in Britain
