Lecture 1:


Peleus and Thetis are gods - one goddess not invited that is Discordia (Eris is greek name) - she mightily pissed off, she made a golden apple and was enscribed, takes it and throws it in middle of party, each one of the ppl at the party thought apple for them, Juno (queen of the gods Hera greek name), Minerva (athena), Venus (aphrodite) they all argue over apple. So to be fair, let's talk to a human person to decide. So they get Paris and he said cool, who should have golden apple, each thought they can bribe him, juno says I can make u king of europe, minerva say I can make u general, venus says I will give u the most beautiful women in the world, helen of sparta. Venus gets the apple, intros helen and to troy, Menelaus pissed off and sends to troy and trojan war lasts ten years. One of the trojan heroes, Aeneas manages to escape fleet of troy and he wonders and finds italy and settles near Tiber river and founds city Lavinium (named after wife), he has a son from prev wife and came with him named Iulus/Ascanis. He wants to find his own city, finds Alba Longa, go through 14 kings. Interested in king 13 Numitor and 14 Aemulius. There twins. One evil and one good, numitor good, aemulius bad. He doesn't kill him, but drives him out. Numitor has daughter Rhea Silvia. And Aemulius makes her a vestal virgin. She was beautiful, Mars had her way with her and sorta raped her, has twins Romulus and Remus. Take these little babies and drown them. So what his henchmens do is put the kids in the river with a basket. Found by a shepherd named Faustulus. These two babies were suckled by a wolf. Kids later realize who they and go back to alba longa to get throne.  Numator back on throne, the kids become princes, but they want to find their own city. They want to find the place where the basket was found, but there's two hills. One is Palatine, the other Aventine. Remus favours Aventine, because he saw 6 vultures when he climbed the top, and he saw them before Romulus. Romans take the flight of birds seriously. Romulus likes Palatine and he sees 12 vultures. So they found two cities, each one on their own hill. Before you can found a city, you have to create a sacred boundary. This is done by oxen and you plow and build walls. Remus ticked off, because Romulus is ahead of them and had more help and he's more nicer. What Remus does, is that he violates that sacred boundary. If the sacred boundary is broken, then the magic is lost. Romulus builds some sort of a forcefield around it, and Remus punches a hole in it. This puts Romulus in a predicament. There is only one way of preventing this is to set an example to anyone who crosses the Pomerium. So he killed his brother to set an example, and the magic is reset. Romulus founds Palatine and now called rome. 21st of April 753 B.C.

1) Rome located southeast of the Tiber, 24 km from the sea, 15 miles. Palatine, Aventine, Capitoline, Quirinal, Viminal, Esquiline, Caelian, Latium, Etruscans (North), and Curia (south).

2) Why build a city here, because it is defensible, it has 7 hills. There is also volcanic soil that helps agriculture. 

And its on a river, so there's good water supply. The Tiber also offered excellent means of transportation. 

3) Island natural crossroads – is where people tend to cross. One is the greeks to the south, they emigrated. The north you have etruscans. There big advanced civilizations. They want to communicate with one another. So you have a lot of traffic going through that area. 

4) Many natural resources in the area. Timber = building supplies and fuel. Stones, and metal deposits. Out on the coast is salt that naturally occurs. Salt was really important so you can preserve foods. 

*those are the reasons why good place to settle.

Rome had a population of 750 000 to a million, this is the largest city in the Western World until 1800's when London surpasses that number. One of the most dense population in history

C. Gaius Julius. Astyanax initially the name worked as a Paedogogus. When his master dies, he gets C. Gaius. He marries Cassia Minerva. They have 3 children. Camilus, Severus, and Julia. Once he was freed as a Paedogogus, he becomes a teacher and his wife is a midwife. Latin name for mid wife is obstrix.  Marcus Crassus Camilius is ...

Class based. One is wealth, other is freedom but categorized three ways, are u a slave, were u a slave, or you werent a slave. And third is citizenship. Citizenship is something that can only be granted, they dont come automatically for living.

Ancient rome is more like japan, foreigners cant become a citizen. Only granted by certain ppl in rome. Slaves could not be citizens. Ex-slaves could become citizens depending on how they were freed and what happened. Even if u got two slaves, and they got kids after they were freed, able to be citizens, well boys. All the adult free born males get to become citizens. But if ur a citizen, you have to pay taxes. Patricians and the Plebians were two classes. Patricians were aristocrats and Plebians were anybody.

Whatever families are Patricians – they are always patricians, if your from a Plebian family, your plebian. So whole thing is hereditary. Eventually, plebian families gain power wealth and influence. On the other hand, patricians can lose money by investing. So you can have rich influential plebians and poor paticians. So thing becomes less valuable in describing people.

Rich businessman  go into the cavalry to do their military service, this class called the Equites (Equestrians). Eventually they dont serve in the army, but their recognition still exists when they dont have horses etc. These guys tend to stay away from politics. Because if money didnt come from land, cant go in there. So they form a super class by making money through investments, banking etc.                                                          

4000 Sesterces of land – to become a member of the Equestrian Order. Senators that have wealth only from land, cant become businessmen. To become a senator, you have to be elected to your first political office, which is Quaestor. 

830 and 770 B.c – we're getting imprtant buildings in capital line, burying graves, and graves now on esquiline hills, so move down the hill to swampy areas where they drain it. Rome is on a river, so floods occur, so during modern rome, they built banks. Rome is starting to become big and important city and divide it roughly by 3 areas. We start off by regal period when Rome was ruled by Kings. We have the republic, and we have the roman empire. The date on these 3 things, regle period when Rome had kings. First stone wall built around base of Palatine. People were confused and thought no they built it on the top of hill. Italian Archaelogist found wall at base of Palatine and found evidence of the plumerium. Because its sacred you can't built on it, and he found a gap that nothing was built on. Rome is getting pretty big, controls territory 7 km out in all directions. 550 B.C Rome is now definitely a city. Buildings that are now build in stones. Stone buildings are now a market place. Palace, you'll have kings. There's a drainage system. Romans pretty much invented sewers. They have central meeting hall to come and discuss things called a CURIA. In this period we have city states, each individual city has its own culture. There are 7 cities in rome, there are 7 kings (actually 8, one we dont call him that). First is Romulus, foreign laws do not apply to my city, if you come to Rome, you are safe. Sanctuary city for criminals. Most criminals are guys. This was well until bars were full of guys. So best thing to do was to steal women, so they say there is a huge religious festival, so they invite Sabine people, bring your wives and daughters. Everyone comes, at a given signal. Romans that were hiding, took the daughters. Titus Tatius, the king of the Sabines. Sabines go off with no women. All these women that were snatched fall in love with their captors and have families. So 2 years later, big war, romans and sabines. When all the women come running out without our children. They say do not kill the father, grandfathers. Sabines say fine, if your happy, then Romulus says live with us in Rome. Than titus become one of the kings, during romulus's rome. What they did, was they alternated sabina and latine king. Second king, Numa Pompilius (sabine) replaced romulus. Tulius Hostilius is the third king (latin), Ancus Marcius (4th king), Tarquinius Priscus is an etruscan, quite different. Servius Tillius sixth king – built first wall around Rome. Last king Tarquinius Superbus, head of the state, and runs political and religion. He was the top of everything.

Sextus Tarquinius is the son of Tarq Superbus. Sextus rapes many women, both father and son get run out of town. New set up, commanders every two years elected. Pontifex maximus looks at religious side. Power splits up. Lucretia raped by sextus. 509 B.C – we don't really know difference between the two is very minimal. They create an unparallel system. Democratic system of powerful etc... 

Citizenship – value these days

Sesterces 1000 a yr for a roman labour. Prohibited from law to make money through equestrian ways. Rich aristocrats wouldnt let anything like a law get in the way, so they hire agents that set up dummy companies, so they can make money and launder money.

Equestrian Order – not allowed in politics. Federal government, only equestrians can hold those offices etc. Very interesting and strange way, by according to class. Huge disparity between rich and poor, moral failing. In rome, the rich tend to look at civic assistance as sort of a duty. None of the roman politicians are paid. None of these guys are paid. Interesting system develops in rome, someone who has more power or influence will take on number of people with less power and less influence and wealth. Lower person is known as Clientes. Patroni or Patronus look after them. Patrons provide all type of services to their clients, personal advice, money or food. Whenever one of their clients have trouble. Daughter and can't get her married off. Client would act as agent for the patron. Clients can paint your posters for the senators, your campaign workers. Having a lot of clients around, the more important you are. Clients are a kind of a possy. You are surrounded by your possy. Bigger and more influential you are. Patron will wake up, clients will walk up and say their respects. There are clients for everything. Slaves come from and captured in foreign wars. Exposed babies rarely ever died. Children of slaves running around. They were considered property, can be bought sold and inherited. Employees rather than machinery. Slaves were actually given an allowance, was called a peculium, slaves allowance. Up to slave how much he wanted to give. Which the slave can decide to save or spend, or have the master to look after it for him. There are cases where slaves can buy their freedoms. Anybody considered by Romans that were greek, tend to be set to do manual labour working on farms and these gigantic and vast estates called Latifundia. Civil Service filled with slaves. All of roman society and economy depend on slaves and they make everything run.

13th September of  509 BC – temple of Iuppiter Optimus Maximus (IOM) dedicated on capital hill  – Tarquinus expelled. . Jupiter, Juno is his wife and Minerva is greek Athena. 61 – 55m largest temple in mediterrean. Power and Strength symbol. Roman is in constant war with neighbours as it expands. Tarquinius and son not killed, they ran off to friends Lars Porsenna, etruscan kings. Three major etruscan cities Veii, Tarquinii, and Clusium that are helping tarquinius. If romans pushed over bridge, they'd basically be in downtown rome from all the pushing, Horatius and three of his friends will hold off at the bridge. These four guys are able to hold off etruscan army, Horatio sends three of his friends to go over the bridge. But horatious jumps to the water and the god of tiber carry him to the other side. This sections off Etruscans. Mucius Scaevola is a roman tries to kill Lars Porsenna but he wears pajamas and so does his scribe so mucius accidentally kills the scribe. Then king is like come into my throne and tell me everything. But then the Mucius puts his hand off on purpose in the fire. Etruscans like wtf? Tarquinus scared of the romans and gives him gifts and sends him back to roms. 496 B.C – The battle of Regillus, Rome and latin league form own alliance, 493 B.C. That's Aequi and Volsci. 

Slaves that live in cities and they generally have easier lives. Slaves would get tattoos for escaping with owners name but they usually had dog tags and big wider belts. Professional Slave hunters who sought out and returned run away slaves for a fee. Slaves werent happy with their lots, there were widespread revolts. 70 000 slaves last for 7 years. Famous revolt is Spartacus. He's a gladiator and in his barricks. Only 6 thousand of them left.

Even when christian, they didn't think nothing wrong of slaves, maybe nicer. Freed man, someone that was a slave but is saved. Peculium, allowance that master gave slaves. Slave can buy his/her own freedom. When master dies, all his best favourite slave freed in will. Act of gratitude or generosity. Or if slave saves son or master, can help freedom. All the slaves then on the lookout that are upset or disgruntled. Manumission is releasal of slave. Pilleus is a pointy cap like a dunce hat, but its felt and something freed men wore and get collar taken off. How is slave free? 2 ways. 1 official ceremony done by a magistrate. He's not given benefits after, but his sons born after freed can become citizens. Rome not really fussy. Japan, no one can become japanese citizens. Your father may have been a slave, you can grow up to become a citizen. 2. Get freed and become a citizens, u get benefits. Not a lot of colour prejudice or religion. Roman religion accepted anybody. And more often had to do with culture. Otium and Negotium. Negotium is negative of otium. Otium is measure and free time. Whether leisure and leather is not. They got oodles of money so they don't really have to work. So sitting around and writing poetry, these kinds of things. Roman believes those that didn't work owed them a debt which is time and money spent in public service either politics or army. No one can make a career out of a politician. Normally hold them once and that's about it. 7 and a half years of politics. Political system down to run city. Became empire by accident as time went on. Rome is controlling and administered as extension of city. Consul and proconsul elected once a year, two of them equal power and start jan 1'st. Gave their names to the year. Romans didn't have numbers but had names.

Lucretia Terms of agreement: 1 eternal peace  2 military cooperation against 3rd party forces – rome provided half the army and latin leagues provide half. 3 shared booty from military endeavours, the loot. 

Roman treaty The right of inter marriage – Conubium (legal to contract a marriage from different city) Second right, free trade Commercium (right to engage in any commercial activity in any part of community with full legal protection) someone from rome can go to a different city. If someone steals your cucumber, and someone steals – your covered so u dont have to pay fees or dues. Not considered a foreigner. Last right is Migratio (right to become a citizen of another city or living there) 4 can be citizen of dif city by living there

Rome becomes more sophisticated, plebians more agitation and force patricians to create a board to draft the laws so everyone can know them. Decemviri are the ones that do them 10 of then. They run state and create laws. Appius Claudius wants to have sexy virginia as a sex slave, he goes to client. I want u to claim her as a runaway slave. Appius Claudius is the judge. Father defends claims etc. Father upset and says only thinsg i can do to save you from him and he stabs her and kills her. He reveals Appius claudius plans to everyone and he drives him and arrests him and commits suicide before trial. Decemviri  dissolved as a result of it. 12 tables were made law

396 – Rome conquers VEII. Meets at Allia 386 July 18. Roman army defeated at Allia. 3 days later Senones sack defenseless romes. Gallics were able to burn romans to the ground. They capture rome and beseech it. Gallics and Senones make a balance so they have 1000 pounds gold. Gallic king wants more and unfairly tips the balance to get more later says Vae Victis says woah to the vanquished. Now rome defeated, now free and has independence. 

Consuls 2 of them – 509 – 513 BC. Romans gave their names to the year. They didn't have numbers. Consul responsb They are generals so 1 military 2 summon people together and introduce legislation to the senate. Romans voted on the legislation, you need people to get together. We need law to prevent this and do this or that etc. Senate can be anywhere to 300 people. Senates have a supervisory role. Consul often accompanied by Lictors. 12 Lictors all together. Possy of the consul. Fasces Bundle of metal rods. Conveys power of persuasion, was like a baseball bat. Interrogation involves torture. Take axe and chop people's heads off. Censors do the census. They count all the citizens etc and contracts. Proconsul and Propraetors – you can be a governor of province when u've been a praetor or consul. Propreators sent off by lot, Pontifex Maximus only the emperor can be this. This takes years of year, more than a hundred years to develop. Religious leader. Duovirs – 2 judges. 

Roman housing – insulae are apartment building. Can't be higher than 5 stories. Made out of timber and brick. Doesnt take much to break this, earthquakes are often. Romans didnt have electricity. If you cook and grease on floor, buildings burn.

Emperor tried to keep 5 stpories. Insula Felicles – was a tall building. 

Wall became 10 km long 2 metres thick and 10 metres high. By 378 B.C they completed. Romans forgot when rome was built. Built and sacked by galls, romans and we today refer it to Servian wall, bc thought it was built by Servius. 

Romans all free now and conquers them all again, takes them 28 years. They reconquer all lost territory by 358 B.C. More and more etruscan territory if they go north. So they try to stop roman expansion. 4 times the population that Rome has, and frontier etc. Transportation isn't easy, so they bring rome to the people. 

Italy, under roman empire is roman. If you look at what Italy used to be, this is how it is set up. Rome becomes religious centre for italy, because rich and everyone wants piece of pie and be a part of rome. From its foundation, it has been a cosmopolitan city. They let ppl be citizens, you can be roman citizen. Greeks distrusted foreigners, romans different. 

Everything is growing and getting bigger, rome is getting a bigger influence. Latin league noticed they were second banana, not getting much out of it anymore. They revolt in 341 in Rome, big war so they can become independent like before. Beaten in Naples in 340 B.C. Rome had full citizenship. Civitas means citizenships and Optimo Iure means optimum rights. Full citizenship in roman state. When become new citizens, u are granted land. There are gorupings like tribes. Full political  legislative and judicial rights. They are allowed to vote on legislation and people in office. Run for questor, censor etc. Censor. Also the ones for removing people from the senate. You have to be outstanding and moral to be in the senate and to maintain that status or your out. Get rid of immoral senators. Taxes decide who's gonna get the taxes. Whoever said you can produce the most taxation. Not a good system. Tax farmers. Taxation. If your full position, you can vote and run office. People who live in cities go there and make them citizens and adopt roman religions and religious functions. Read latin books and such. If your roman citizen, you have duties. Mandatory military service. You have to pay taxes also. Made them full citizens. Next down the latter, half citizenship 'Sine Suffragio' – citizenship without the vote. Still have to serve military and pay taxes but no voting rights and u cant run for office. Before, you had a whole bunch of dots and a system connecting those dots. Migratio anymore, feel apart of Rome. If you are serving in the army and no portion of gold. Big bag of swag etc. Full citizenship to aim for, 3rd level divided into 2.

Insulae – no artifical light in roman period except for oil lamps i.e fire. People living in them. People cook there and whatever else. Fire is a big problem. What they try to do. They have windows, big open central courtyards. Windows that look into the courtyards. Top of eiffel tower, paris appartment buidins, a lot are very old. A lot of paris appartment buildings built the same way. So people inside have light as well. 

Roman housing. Insulae – apartment. Water rains on a building, dont have indoor plumbing and get it from a cistern. No indoor plumbing, no toilets either. U have to use a chamber pot. Smell of dead bodies was worse than chamber pots. Centre u have a series of partitioned areas with curtains, family lives in these partitions. Window glass is very expensive, these apartments didnt have that but had shutters. Once u closed the shutters, more warm but no light. Top floors are worst. Live just above it. Higher the building, the cheaper the rent. Smelled bad, noisy. Disease infested. Some ppl had animals with them too, cow chickens etc. Most people live in top floors of crappy buildings.

One family in one house, grandchildren, even rich people, really small by out standards. Big houses on country side. In the boollet, pg 61, pictures of apartments. Pg 62 – bunch of plans of apartment buildings. Houses, 64 and 65. 2 sets of wooden doors to get into a house. Doors right at the front. Falcase, latin word for throat. Hallway is a shop on either side. Hallway going to be long as shops are deep. Fauces – passage way to hous. Fancier houses divide space into 2. Atrium main open area of house. Big pool in middle of floor, and hole in roof. Collects the water, laundry etc. Impluvium is the pool and compluvium hole in roof. Cubiculum (-A) – bedroom, with the  A at end, singular. In the back of atrium, opposite front door. Office, the man's room. The guy's den. Probably has screen full of wood to keep separate from rest of house. Triclunium is the dining room. Hortus is a garden, it's a working garden, vegetables etc. Not a working garden, but a pleasure garden. Viridarium – pleasure garden. Peristylium – covered walkway btwn columns. Latrina – toilet. 

Unilateral treaty. Civitates Foederatae – federated cities, allied. Not citizens, protection of rome. Various limited rights of cumercium. Those are civitas foederatae. Structure rome is going to set up and use from now on. As rome expands, conquered people are given various kinds of rights. Half citizenship. You work your way up to the CEO of the company. Share the prosperity and rise in the company. Rome can dangle full citizenship in front of everybody, but doesnt give it to anybody. Beginning of the samnite wars and the end of the samnite war. How do you deal with problem of distance. Chariot, best way to connect all of these cities are roads. All roads lead to Rome. Rome starts building. Via Appia is the first major highway. 312 roman roads go south. Via Malaria goes 306. These roads grow and you get more of them and link Italy. Religious differences. Gradually everyone becomes more Roman. Same guy that built the aqua appia, also made the aqua duct. 

Difference of toga and a Stola, toga guy wears, women wears stola. Womens clothing is longer. Fashion changes slowly. Most cloth spun at home, most clothing made at home by hand. Tunica intima – is a undershirt. Subligar is underwear. Normally tunic made of linen – hot so u want something light and breathes. Bleach it so it's white. After bleached, weave in purple stripes. If you are a senator. Tunic will have two y purple stripes. If you are member of senate u get 2 wide purple stripes (latus clavus). If you are an eqauestrian you get purple stripes but narrow ones, the augustus clavus is what u get. Calcae are shoes. Only ones allowed when u wear a toga. Indoor outdoor shoe is Sandalia.

Taruntum -> south of rome. Pyrrhus is the king of Epirus. Relative of Alexander the Great. Invite him to beat up the romans. Pyrrhus says hey thats great. 25 thousand infantry, 3 thousand cavalry. And 20 elephants that romans never saw before. Horses are terrified of elephants. Romans never saw one but heard of them. 280, taruntum invited epirus to take over romans. First battle romans defeated 280. Next year, rome fights at Ausculum. Both sides wiped off each others armies. Most of armies are gone. This battle. Pyrrhus wins at Heraclea 280 and Ausculum 279. Allies prevent advance. Two victories, not able to accomplish anything. Can't drive army out of southern italy. Invitation from syracuse, Capital of sicily. Instead of fighting romans. Syracuse is offered more money to come Sicily and fight cartheginians. He gives back and goes to tarentum again and says do u want me to fight for u again. 275 B.C returns to southern italy and defeated by italy at Beneventum. Roman victory of big city state. Puts them on map. Ptolemy the second of Egypt actually sends to rome to make a peace treaty. This never happened before.  Romans pissed off for calling pyrrus and attack tarentum. Tarentum is captured by romans in . Tarentum biggest greek city.  Meanwhile they were fighting north also conquered rest of etruria at the north. 125 years – the gallic sack. With 125 years, rome went from capital line hill to the possession of all of italy. They would kill every living thing. Generosity, vicious brutality. Luck that etruscans didn't band together. Those who managed to survive. A steak in their success. Army gets share of spoils of war. New allies get added, and get their status  boomed up. Roman toilets and everything. You have a situation and you 750 thousand a million citizens. You can have a million roman citizens and only 150 thousand actually live in rome. Women 2 unics, peplos and chiton. Peplos has sides that are sown up except top third isn't, it flops. Married women allowed to wear a stola. A type of peplos that is worn overtop a chiton. 2 pieces on top of each other. Peplos part of it is white. Sign of being married woman. Sign of status and rank. Toga official and formal civilain dress of roman citizen. You can't go to religious event unless toga on. Uniform both of status and of position. Toga made of spun wool. Roman 18 feet long and wide. 

Toga Pulla is dark toga. Toga Praetexta wide purple stripe woven along straight side.

Romans turned a sea battle into a land battle. They would drop wooden planks on opposing ships. They had no idea, and didn't have a ship in the beginning. They lost another battle at sea in 249 B.C. If chickens don't eat grain say gods are not ur side. And if chickens do, gods are on ur side. Romans lose 93 out of 123 ships. Storm completely destroys rest of ships, that's why u dont go against world of gods. They put him on trial and is prosecuted. These two islands, sardinians proud of this. Dissolution of latin league. Swiss alpine gall and po valley is an Illyricum. Once carthegenians move. North going south. Realize there's gonna be trouble when u meet. Going to be a clash between 2 states. Made a treaty. River ebro would be boundary. Palla – women cloak Pallium – for men.
