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Sex & Gender
· A man or woman is not only created at birth, social or cultural norms shape them in ways of attitudes and beliefs
· Expectations shape the two different genders
· Families, cultures all make these expectations, i.e. how you view each gender?

Categories:
Transgendered: breaking societies gender norms-defying distinctions of genders
Transsexuals: beliefs or feeling they were born with the wrong body- want to live as members of opposite sex

Gender Theories
· Essentialism: ignores role of power and three different factors
· Social Constructionism: how people construct meaning. Examples “What does it mean to be a man or women” 

Gender Identity
· Ones definition of oneself as a women or man 
It is basic to our:
1. Self-concept
2. Shapes our expectations for ourselves
3. Abilities and interests
4. How we interact with others



Gendered Institutions 
· Patriarchy: men have power over women
· Institutions: entire institution is patterned by gender
Examples: hospitals- doctors being of male gender 
Earing Gap Factors
1. Overt Discrimination: sexism/discrimination on sex and gender basis
2. Gender Socialization/Segregation: refers to distribution of men and women in different jobs in the labor force
3. Second Shift: housework and childcare mostly falls under the duty of a woman.
(Referred to as second job for the women- not paid for)
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
