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· Have to be able to explain why it is a bad or good question
· If it is a bad question, modify it to make it a good question
· Have to know the goal of the question (define, explore, explain)

Examples of Good/Bad research question : Can you identified them and give a brief explanation ?

1- Should abortion be legalized?
2- Is there a link between sexuality and aging? (too vague, groups are not defined)
3- Has the incidence of new forms of child abuse appeared in Ottawa in the past 10 years? (have a region, time frame, but is a yes/no question) 
4- Is child abuse, violent or sexual, more common in families that have experienced a divorce than in intact, never divorced families? (no region, no time frame, no age group)
5- Does the emotional instability created by experiencing a divorce increase the chances that divorced parents will physically abuse their children? (no time frame, no region, emotional instability is too vague/needs to be more defined)
6- Has the incidence of child abuse risen? (no time frame, no region, no groups)
7- How does poverty affect children? (no time frame, no region, poverty and children are not defined)
8- What problems do children who grow up in poverty experience that others do not? (no time frame, no region, needs more definition) 
9- Is a lack of sufficient funds for preventive treatment a major cause of more serious medical problem among children raised in families in poverty? (where? When? Preventative treatment needs to be more defnined, serious medical problem is extremely vague)
10- What can be done to prevent child abuse? 
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
