
Political Science  Definition : Political Science is the study of politics. Politics is the process of making binding decision to allocate scarce resources within the society. This process is called Authoritative allocation of values. - > Who gets what, when and how. 
Two universal characteristics of politics.

1. POWER : ability to make someone to something that he/she would not have done otherwise.

Has 3 variants : 

a. Authority : Vested to individuals by virtue of their office. Best way, most secure and most used. 


3 Variants : 

I : Charismatic authority : Extraordinary qualities and missions as a leader. 

II : Legal Authority :  Based on legal principals and it is the rule of law that legitimizes the individual.

III : Tradition Authority : Derived from the respect for the sanctity of tradition. 
b. Coercion : Limited value and effectiveness. Force to make citizens comply. Short run, works, long run = Rev.

c. Influence : Limited value and effectiveness.  Influence someone to do something, but is voluntary and no insurance that the goals of the government will be reached. 

2.  CONFLICT: a problem. 

Happens for 2 reasons : 

a. Competition for scarce resources 

b. Competition for differing goals and values.

1. Order: 

Classical Conservatism : Rather then freedom or equality, ORDER is the most important value for a conservative. 

No order = Tyranny and anarchy . Does not like rapid and radical changes -> Change = Disorder. Must be slow and gradual 

2. Society as a whole, not individuals.  

Classical : Society as a whole, living organism, dependent on each other VS individuals. Nation and unity. Do not like autonomy and rationality like liberals do. Give importance on church, army and family.  Thinks that individuals, even though moral and rational, need to be grounded in traditions and customs, or else he/she will be lost. 

3. Moral order : 

Classical conservatism : Beliefs in righteousness  and moral standards which explains the importance of religion. They are skeptic of Secularization, unlike the liberals. Politicians must do the right thing, moral guidance provided by religion. Do not believe in cloning, gays, reproductive technology and are pro-life.

4. State as benevolent and slightly paternalistic view :

Classical conservatism : Believes that the state has a substantial role to play in society such as :

Protection of society, both  in terms of physical security and socio-economic needs. Like Liberals state must maintain law and order, but conservatives stress it more. Strong army and increased military spending. 

Liberals : 

1. Limited and accountable government: When a party or institution believes that absolute, extensive and arbitrary political power is problematic. BECAUSE it prevents individuals from using their intelligence and creative capabilities to better their own lives. They want little government and only for it to maintain order and law.  Individuals, not the governments, know best when is comes to their financial resources. 

· Key facts : HUMAIN NATURE = rational and self interested. POWER to choose ( autonomous actors) and are RESPONSIBLE for their actions. 
· Submissive position opposed by liberals. 
· Secularization of society ( separation of religion and politics ) 
Classical : 

- Submissive position opposed by liberals. 

· Secularization of society ( separation of religion and politics )
Reform : 

- More favorable towards state interventionism then classical were, unavoidable after fixing equalities and freedom. Redistribution : Things like taxation ( + $ , + Taxes = equalities ) and welfare/unemployment policies. 

2. Freedom : 

Allows individuals to fully use their intellectual capacities and creativity. If they are free, society will prosper, have wealth and obtain the good life. 

Key facts : 

Negative Freedom : Early liberals wanted negative freedom, freedom FROM SOMETHING, little obstacles. 

· Coherent with wanting little state interventionism. 
· Reform :
1. No socio-economic equalities, therefore no ability to use that freedom. Its not far = Equality of opportunity 

2. Positive Freedom  : The capacity and power to do something VS the legal right to do it. 

Ex : Were the very poor really free ? Socio-economic discrepancies. 

3. Equality

Classical : 

Equality of rights :

Early liberalism opposed inequalities through privileges, THEREFORE, opposed to the FEUDAL system. 

Key facts : 

· The rule of law : Nobody is above the law, not even those who make it. Everyone is equal. 
Reform : 

Equality of opportunity : Creating conditions in which would allow individuals to take advantage of their legal entitlements VS just having them. 

Rule of law still applies. 

4. Free-market economy : 

Classical : Liberals believe in capitalism, it complements best their ideology, and is believed necessary, since individuals are already allowed freedom of unlimited creativity and intellectual capacities, they should do the same in the economic sphere. 

Key facts : Competition for good ideas generates a lot of good ideas AND competition in a free market generates better wealth. 

· Market is the best instrument of economic regulations. 
· Reform :
Contending approaches : people and how they view politics.

Formal legal analysis (old institutionalism): Retroactively called old institution.  Look at institutions and describe how they were. Not about generalization. 

Systems analysis: To understand politics in terms of systems. In the system, the governments make decision and the policies, which changes peoples thoughts, who demand new policies, which makes the government take new decisions (Cycle). Critics ask if politics really are a circle and that there isn’t a lot of explanation in the approach. The policies achieved are won/more advantageous to the side who as more power (Rural VS Urban on guns). 

Structural functionalism: Comparative with the human body. Every structure had a function. 

Political culture: 1960s. Scholarship develop because of democracy. Who believe in culture and believe it is a crucial variable in forming political outcomes. Leads to over simplification (political stereotypes). Forms of religion and culture. How do define culture in political culture ? Does not leave place for the possibility of change. 

Political economy:  Thinking that what changes and determines politics by the relationship between the state and the market. (Karl Marx) Economical issues like unemployment and 

Rational Choice:  To understand politics you need to pay attention to individual decision making. How do those individual make decisions ? They weigh cost and advantages to themselves. To understand the individuals calculations. Dominate approach in the states. Critics say that this approach is more harmonious. As well as asking if people think rationally all the time ? Something that everyone has in comment. Universalist approach. What is rationality ? 

New institutionalism: 1980s. Make the argument that political institutions has a weight on society and their politics. Different countries have different institutions. Explaining, not describing. Impact of institution on the society. Societal forces are shaped by the institution. 

Feminism :  Society is gender. Unlike the other approach, this approach explores the differences between genders. Gender shapes politics with this approach. Mirrored by an ideology. Is about changing politics, unlike the other approaches.

METHODOLOGY :

Comparative analysis (comparative politics) Mostly case studies

· May be country specific.

1. Single case study 

Two ways :

A) Change in time (diachronic analysis). Observing change in between time periods. 

B) Situating the study in a broader theoretical framework to conduct an implicit comparison. 

2. Multiple case study, two or more countries. 

Advantages : General statements easier to make. The more cases, the better, because it supports more the statements. 

- Similarities and differences between 2 or more countries at a specific point in time (synchronic analysis). EX: Canada VS China on human rights.

· Comparing change between 2 or more countries (diachronic and synchronic).

3. Categories of multiple case study. 

A) Area studies: comparing countries with similar histories, culture, economic development, religion, legal systems.... 

· Similar systems comparisons: consists of choosing countries that are similar in many ways allows the researcher to control many variables and facilitates the linkage between difference in outcomes and its cause. (difference)

B) Studies across regions (or areas): comparing countries from different regions. 

Most different systems comparisons: consists of choosing countries that are very different but where one common outcome can be found, and then looking for one of the few shared features to explain that common outcome.

Chapter 9 : The state 

1. Definition : Territory, population, sovereignty. 

“Monopoly of the legitimate use of violence“

Defining the State : 
· Max Weber ( ideal-type definition) : The state is a compulsory political association with continuous organization whose administrative staff successfully upholds a claim to the monopoly  of legitimate use of force in the enforcement of it’s order within a given territory area. ( empirical definition) 

Four indicators (derived from Max Weber to be able to label something a state) : 

1. A continuous administrative staff

2. A military establishment that successfully monopolizes the legitimate use of violence. 

3. A financial and tax collection apparatus that provides the withdrawal to support the administration and military. 

4. Territoriality : Does the state have clearly demarcated borders or are its borders luid and contested  ?

· Although they is a lot of organization that fails to meet the criteria, such a Yemen and Somalia. 

· Not all states are composed of culturally, linguistically, ethnically or religiously homogenous population. 

The Nation-State : Political organization where the state and the nation tend to overlap (Ireland and Korea)

· Adverting : haphazard colonial map-drawing

· Inadvertent : Immigration of once colonized peoples to the metropolitan western centers. 

· Joel Migdal, situates the state within a different social context : presents a model of state-society relations in the third world countries that depicts the state as one among many other social organization, looked in an active struggle.

· Weblike : A mélange of fairly autonomous social organizations each vying for social control. Each side attempts to retain or gain loyalty of the population by offering their own strategies of survival. 

State capabilities include : 
1. The capacities to penetrate society 

2. Regulate social relationships

3. Extract resources

4. Appropriate or use resources in determined ways

· Strong state can successfully execute these tasks, while weak states possess lesser capabilities to do so

· The greater the state’s social control, the higher and easier the state’s capabilities. 

States and Regimes : 

· 2 terms not identical

Regime : Thats nexus of alliances within and without the formal bureaucracy and public sectors that the leader forms in order to gain power and keep it. 

* At the core of a regime is a leader, flanked by a coterie of rotating official s who are strategically placed throughout the executive, army and intelligence establishments. 

2. The rise of the state in the west

· > Charles Tilly : 3 main features that played a formative role in the emergence of the modern states ( 17th century, western europe)
Those 3 main features are :

· Centralization of the political power, bureaucracy : Extensive, decentralized but relatively uniform political parties: Uniform understanding of what the state should look like, whether religious or secular. 
* Religious: Archbishop, popes and abbots VS Secular : Princes, dukes and counts. 
· War and  Taxation : ( the peasant way of life) Peasants were greatly taxed, which enabled the lords to extract money from the countryside and redirect it in urban regions for things like war and army supplies. 
· Cultural homogeneity : States started their early appearance in local vernaculars where the people spoke the same language and were all similar. 
“In the 20th century : The rise and crisis of the welfare state“

Note : Peasants rose in rebellion against the state makers to extend control over them. Fueled by high taxation, which was only used for armies. 

War making and State making : 
P.184 suggest a causal relationship between war making and state making. 
Note: War making is in the middle of the state making, because it lies in the middle of the process of making strong states with strong institutes. 

Sovereignty : Ability to make decisions without interference from external actors. 

· Indivisible : there can only be a single secular sovereign residing in one person, which no other authority, whether moral (religious) or secular, can override. 

· Struggle to include individual happiness was emerged later on. 

The welfare State : 

· Took shape, mainly between the two world was
· Traced back, partially to John Stuart Mill 
· Mill’s E of O was the basis for the later Welfare State Liberals.
Welfare State: is amounted to an expansion of state duties beyond simply protecting private property to include a more active or interventionist role in promoting distributive justice ( p.185) 

· Extension of social benefits and rights: employment insurance, health insurance, collective bargaining rights and maternity leave. 
· Welfare state individuals argued that individuals can neither be free nor equal without the opportunity to be. 
· Stil remains a popular socio-economic model for Scandinavian countries.
3. The use of the state in the developing world. 

State formation in the rest of the world : 

· Colonialism : The state as an imported form of political organization

· State formation outside Europe generally connected to colonialism
· States created by colonialism were many times larger then the political systems. 
· Groups of developing states who wanted to survive had to gain control of the state : control over state resources, state economy planning and the states coercive machinery. 
· For political elites to gain power and retain it. 
· Many ethnics conflicts because of fighting over state resources, state institution access and employment. 
· State failures

Modern State : A Matter of Definition 

· collective bafflement is about as far as the agreement reaches. (nobody can agree on the definition of what a state is.
· Some say to forget about the state and focus on governments and political systems. 
Governmentality : Art of governing, the state is one side of the practice of governing. 

Approaches to the modern state (What is the state really like?): 

· A state cannot be described in terms of it’s goals and/or it’s functions, but rather to be understood in terms of it’s means. 
· For weber, the modern state was a particular form of the state which was itself, a particular form of a more general category of political associations. 
9 most important features of a state : 

1. Monopoly : Control of the means of violence. 

· It is a defining characteristic of the state. 
Note : “ A human community that (successfully) claims the monopoly of the legitimate use of physical force within a given territory. 

Note : Even the most violent states of modern times did not (Stalin, Hitler) impose their rule by physical force alone. 

Note : Weber -> The state has the sole source of the right to use violence. 

2. Territoriality : Modern states are geographic or geo-political entities. 

· States occupy an increasingly clearly defined physical space over which they characteristically claim sole legitimate authority. 
· States do not exist in isolation, because by nature, they are part of a system of competing states.
· The territoriality of states, their claim to monopolist powers adjudication within their boundaries and the existences of an international order premised upon competing nation-states is definitive of one of the most important general approaches to the state international relations. 
Nation : a collectivity existing within a clearly demarcated territory, which is subject to a unitary administration. 

Nationalism : Identification within an imagined community. 

3. Sovereignty : The idea that there is a final and absolute authority in the political community

· sovereignty is the idea that, within limits of it’s jurisdiction, no other actor may gain say the will of the sovereign state.
Separation of powers: under which the functions of government 

4. Constitutionality (of political power) :

· The constitution establishes the law about making laws, every countries or most anyways, have them. 
· Some people think the constitutionality is a way to draw away attention from the real business of politics. 
5. The Rule of Law( and the exercise of impersonal power) :

· Kant : The state is a union of an aggregate of men, under rightful law. 
· Constitutional rule of order would mean not the rule of men, but the rule of law. 
6. The public bureaucracy : 

· For Weber, it was of the essence that administration of modern states would be bureaucracy. 
· Saw bureaucracy as the generic form of administration in all large-scale organizations of modern states.

Chapter 12 : Political parties and electoral systems

Party : Formal organization whose primary purpose is to place and maintain in office people who will control the government.

Defining political parties : 

· Anthony Downes describes a political party as a team of individuals who are united for the purpose of capturing political power. 

· Even though political parties often claim to represent and speak for the interest of particular social, economic, national, linguistic and other groups, ultimately they remain a collection of individuals who decided to unite their efforts and form an organizations in order to advance their chances of obtaining political power. 

The origin of political parties : 

· The emergence of modern politics is the result of the extension of the franchise to increasingly larger segments of the population. 
· However, political parties existed much earlier, and, in fact, it is difficult to think about the history of politics without also thinking that they truly isn’t a beginning to political parties, because they’re always were fights and disputes, and struggles among the factions and organizations that supported different individuals, programs or leaders throughout the world. 
Types of political parties : 

· Maurice Duverger showed that in modern political parties, they are two types in which parties can be divided in : 

1. Mass party : was organized by political outsides, mainly working class as well as members of politically disenfranchised or lately disenfranchised segments of the population, in order to demand concessions that would make their participant in formal parliamentary politics possible. Need to be mobilize large numbers of followers in order to be influential and successful, in contrast to the cadre party, which has the purpose to ensure that sufficient following is mobilized to help the particular notable retain his positions of authority. 

2. Cadre party : emerged when modern democratization, by aristocratic parliamentarians to establish a political machine or organization. Characterized by both originating inside the established legislature and by having a loose organization, since the sole purpose of such a party is to provide a prominent individual, or a local notable, to get into a position of power.

Components of a modern political party : 

Leader or elites: can either be elected or non elected.

Function of political parties in democracy :

Parties and Ideologies : 

Political parties differ in the term of the ideology according to which they seek to use political once they have captured it. 

Catch-all Parties : Parties who have built large electoral coalitions by transcending the ideational confines that any single ideology would impose on them. Bring together individuals of widely different value predisposition. 

· Klaus von Beyme identified maybe different types do ideological families such as socialist, social-democratic, conservative, Christian-democratic, nationalist, religious, ethnic, liberal, agrarian and radical-populist. 
· Political parties who belong to those families are named cleavage-based parties because they mobilize voters along particular, clearly identifiable lines of political cleavage, such as religion, ethnicity, language, etc. 
 NOTE: Catch-all parties cannot be, by definition, cleavage based. 

 NOTE : by identifying the electoral strengths of parties that belong to these families, we can understand a lot about the nature of political discourse and conflict in a country. 

Party Systems : the different ways political parties are related to each other. 

Party system can be defined as the set of patterned interactions among political parties. Corporations and business groups also contribute to the shaping of the political party system, by donations, which in turn will affect the laws in the favor of the donors. 

· A party will seek the formation of such alliances for power seeking reasons. 
Types of Party systems : 

· Single party system : 
· One party dominant system :
· Two-party dominant system : 
· Multi-party system:
The most important properties that define a party system are divided in two variables : 

1. The number of parties in the system 

2. The degree of ideological polarization among them. 

· They are important not only because they capture the most important aspect of a party competition, but also because the dynamics that emerge from different configurations of these variables have an impact on the broader political system as well. 
1. Only the parties which are considered relevant are counted for this variable. 

Note : The relevance of the parties are calculated by a party having either coalition or blackmail potential. 

Blackmail potential : If the party has the demonstrated ability to bring down and terminate governments. 

Coalition potential : If the party has either participated in government or is always available as a coalition partner. 

2. Ideological polarization : identifies two classes of party systems 

A) those in which the ideological stretch among the relevant parties of the system is low, 

B) Those where this stretch is high. 

Party system institutionalization : For parties who have a newly developing democracy, where competing parties aren’t part of a patterned, and therefore cannot be called a system. The institutionalizations of the parties, as opposed to the party system approach, looks at the degree of institutionalizations  in parties. It is defined by four characteristics : 

1. The stability of the pattern of inter-party competition

2. The stability of parties; roots in society

3. The consensus that political parties are legitimate vehicles through which elections are conducted and government power is acquired.

4. The existence of parties with stable internal rules and procedures.

Electoral systems and party systems : 

Duverger’s law of direct causal relationship between the number of parties and the electoral system : 

1. Plurality or first past the post electoral systems lead to the creation of a two-party system

2. Proportional representation electoral systems lead to multi party systems.

· The three waves of democratization
Key terms: 

Liberal Democracy: The type of democracy that emphasizes the protection and unhindered practice of the political and civil rights and liberties of individuals citizens.

Majoritarian Democracy: Type of democracy that concentrates political power in the hands of an electoral majority.

Polyarchy: An ideal political system, which according to ROBERT DAHL, is characterized by the full participation of the population in the electoral process, and full contestability of government. Democracy approximates this ideal type very closely. 

Representative Democracy: A type of democracy in which the political will of the people is exercise through the decisions and choices of the agents whom they select to represent them. Representative democracy provides for indirect rule by the people. A parliamentary democracy is a form of indirect and representative democracy.

Wave of Democracy: Sudden increase in the number of democratic regimes.

The History of Democratization:

· 3 waves (S. Huntington)
· 2 first waves we’re reverse waves (Demo. -> Non-Demo)
· 3rd wave started with the Portuguese revolution.
· Mid 1990s (50% Full Democracy, 25% Semi-Democracy, 25% Authoritarian)
Types of Democracies: Majoritarian and consensus democracy

· Arend Lijpart ( Does not believe in ¨Of the people, For the people, By the people¨.
· Defines two basic models of democracy 

1.Majoritarian Model: Based on the assumption that the majority of the people should be responsible for governing .  

2. Consensual Model: Based on the assumption that the government belongs to and must be practiced by as many people as possible.
Theories of Democratization and Democracy Consolidation:

Democracy and it’s variants:
1. Consensus Democracy: Emphasizes the dispersal of political power.
2. Delegate Democracy: Those elected to office unconstrained abilities to govern, without regard to their electoral promises or popular needs or demand.
3. Deliberative Democracy: Collectively rational outcomes emerges as the consensus, independent and self-enforcing exchange of ideas among rational individuals. 
4. Direct Democracy: Political decisions are made by the direct participation of the people. (Rep. Democracy uses it sometimes-> Plebiscite)
5. Franchise: The right to vote
6. Procedural View of Democracy: The establishment of particular institutions is sufficient for a regime to be classified as democracy. (They are usually multi-party, universal franchise, constitutional guarantee of social and political rights)
7. Social Democracy: Emphasizes the importance of collective as opposed to individual rights and development 
Modernization Approach: 

Seymour Martin Lipset:
· Calculated the degrees of modernization with: Per capita income, Literacy percentage, The number of phones per 1000 people, etc. 
Barrington Moore:
· Route to modernity via 3 historical routes of political development:
1. A bourgeois revolution -> Leading to democracy.

2. A revolution from above -> Leading to authoritarian dictatorship

3. A peasant revolution -> Leading to socialism and communism
Variables that determine what route they take:

A) Economic position of the landed aristocracy, it’s attributes and responses to the commercialization of agriculture.
B) The political strength of the bourgeoisie
C) The fate of the peasants.
Structural Schools Approach (Rueschmeyer): 

· A more recent approach.
· Like Modernization: Identifies changes in the dynamics of class struggle and class power ( democracy is the result of coalitions, alliances and pro-democracy class formations.
· Unlike Modernization: Believes the class most hostile to the democracy had been the landed aristocracy or the landlord class  -> dependence on cheap labour.
· Urban working class as a pivotal actor in the struggle of democracy, as well as the urban bourgeoisie and salaried middle class. 
· Also emphasizes state power and the impact of transnational development.
1. State power: not too much, not too little
2. Transnational development: Geopolitical dependence or economics is bad.
Rational Choice Approach : 

· Explores how the strategic choices by leaders of the opposition and the incumbent authoritarian regime to produce a transition to democracy. 
· Seeks to understand how an agreement on democracy becomes the authoritarian leaders and reformers.

Key terms: 

Civil society: A set of groups, institutions and interactions located between the state, the market and the private sphere. 

Cosmopolitan Democracy : A transnational governance regime comprising international institutions, democratic states, and civil societies committed to protecting human rights and democratic public law both within national borders and at the regional and international levels.

Globalization: A set of processes that are transforming and reorganizing social relations and intensifying economic, social and political interconnections among people across territorial boundaries.

State sovereignty: The absolute and final authority of a country to regulate internal matters without being subject to any power outside of itself. 

Definition of globalization: 

· Increases in international economic integration spurred on by the rapid international flows of trade, investments and information,
· Forces that are transforming political issues and cultural landscapes, both at the national and international level.
Economic Dimensions of Globalization:

· Important features: 
1. Supranational decision-making bodies dealing with economic issues such as monetary policy and trade.
2. Multi-nationational or transnational corporations 
· Major actors in global trade and especially in global productions.
· Ex : Canadian companies do their production in Mexico, cheaper labour, avoid policies like minimum wage.
The Debate : Economically, does globalization benefit every countries? 

For Globalizations: 
· Helps the countries benefit from global production. 
Against Globalization: 
· Favors the wealthier countries 
· Is bad for the third world courtliness, because they could be investing in good long term investments in their own countries, instead of investing in global production.
· Third world countries are usually given the labour intensive part of global production
· Is said that global production leads to greater wealth disparities between the developing 
Globalization and state sovereignty 

· Three perspective on the issue.
1. Hyper globalist: Believe that economic globalization is bringing about revolutionary changes to prevailing political institutions and process.
· Globalization has eroded the power of defense, finance and welfare.
· Want globalization, believe it be good .
2. Skeptics: Reject economy and dismiss the view that globalization constitutes a new revolutionary phenomena.
· Globalization is an attempt by the powerful capitalist states to secure dominance
· They believe it is not good for the state.
3. Transformationalist: They have a more neutral stance, they recognize both positive and negative transformations that globalization brings.
· Focuses on the way globalization is transforming social values, practices and institutions in societies around the world. 
Globalization and the welfare state: 

· Impact of globalization on the welfare state and citizenship tights is also an important part of the debate. 
Modern Welfare State: 

· Reduce poverty 
· Redistribute wealth among citizens 
· Provide a social safety net against various risks ( unemployment, ill health)
· Many say globalization stops the nation-state’s ability to achieve these goals.
· Such as cutting public expenditures on welfare programs to encourage economical development. 
· Social politics : + Need of Market VS - Need of People 
· Affects low skilled workers in developed countries because there are less jobs.
Globalization and Culture: 

· Centers on whether global dynamics will lead to a universal culture or to a greater cultural fragmentation of the world.
· Contributing to a united world culture 
· Will erode cultural barriers (peaceful world)
· Economic interdependence will lead to the adoption of democratic values around the world. 
· Cultural Homogenization/Globalization-> American consumer culture on the entire world.
· Globalization = Americanization
Globalization and Civil Society

Civil society: third sector and significant player in the global governance. Safeguards democratic ideals and principles at the global level. 

· Parallel but separate at the global level
· Comprised by a broad range of organizations and associations found outside that state and the market.
· At it’s center : Non-Gov. Organizations(NGO) such as women’s right, environmental issues and human rights. 
· Used to be national, now are global
· For many the global civil society is replacing the nation-state as the defender of democratic values and principles. 
· Cosmopolitan Democracy: Members of different societies come together as world citizens in a global political community.
· Argue that a state’s capacity to influence the global forces that affects it ? 
Chapter 16 : Nations and Nationalism: 

Key Terms:

Civic Nationalism: Nationalism where the inclusion in the nation is a matter of choice.

Cultural Approach to Nationalism: Nationalism is explained y the overwhelming power of culture (especially language) and the identity it naturally fosters.

Economic Approach to Nationalism: Nationalism is a consequence of the uneven development of capitalism

Ethnic Nationalism: Nationalism where the inclusion in the nation is determined on the basis of objective such as race and ancestry.

Modernism: The view that nations are constructed entities whose origins are European and rooted in the rise of the modern state.

Nation: Human community united by a special sense of solidarity deriving from shared features, most importantly language, religion, ancestry, history, myths and symbols and that seek in the name of this solidarity, to gain or to maintain a distinct political situation, usually autonomy or independence.

Nationalism: A movement that makes political claims on behalf of a nation and on the basis of a national identity.

Political Approach to Nationalism: Nationalism is the product of a manipulative elites and/or processes of the state construction 

Primordialism: The view that nations are natural entities whose existence pre-dates modernity and which respond to the fundamental need of humans to belong to a cultural community. 

Definitions and conceptual distinction. 

· Nations used with other concepts like states and ethnic groups. 
· Nationalism used with tribalism and ethnicity
Distinctions: 

· A nation is not a state Ex: United Nations, but the membership is determined by statehood.
· State = Legal concept, characterized by identity. 
· It is possible to have nations spread out in different states OR to have more then one nation in a state. 
· Nations are usually found in industrialized democracies.
A nation is not an ethnic group:

	- Sense of solidarity that underpines  a collective identity, but it’s aim is not the creation of a new political entity, more defense of that state’s sovereignty/Nation’s identity.

	· Inclusion in the nation is a matter of meeting specific criteria that are either totally or mostly objective: Race, ancestry, religion, cultural practices and language. 
· Viewed negatively by political scientist because of the insiders/outsiders dilemma and the difficulty in either acquiring or rejecting these criteria.
· Illiberal, violence and authoritarian regime.
	· Emphasizes choice as opposed to criteria. (live in borders, accept the laws)
· Takes elements of citizenships
· The good nationalism
· More conductive to civil peace and democracy.


Three main criticism for this typology: 

· Neither are purely one or the other 
· Sub-State -> mostly civic
· State -> mostly ethnic
Modernism and Primordialism:

Modernism :

1. Because of the changes in the European societies, it brought a change into the political processes and slowly pushed societies into nations. Breakdown of feudal society, state centralization and introduction to liberal ideas.
2. Origins of Europeans -> Nations from French Rev.
· Subject had rights and responsibilities 
· Fighting under liberty, equality and solidarity.
3. Culture isn’t that important in the constitutions of nations. Sometimes they are nations built from scratch, without any tangible cultural basis. 
Note : Nations are fabricated, therefore are fluid and malleable

Primordialism :

-> Skeptical that nations are constructed

1. Cultural community is a fundamental need of the human condition, nations are therefore permanent features of human history. 
· Believe that roots are older then the modernism think
· Stronger primordialist points to ancient societies, like Egypt and Greece.
2. Disagree that they are a European invention. 

· They argue that nations represent the most fundamental form of collective socio-political organization and that, as a consequence,
·  Their existence is independent of any specific historical period and regional context.
3. Culture is the most important constitutive element of the nation and the foremost behind nationalism 
Other Theories: 

Cultural: Cultural theory derives from primordialism, they say culture is a powerful force and belonging to a cultural identity is a need for a person. 

Economic: Product of uneven development of the capitalist money.

Political: Holds that it is a political phenomena: Nationalism is about power and it features elites most prominently OR Is a by-product of elite competition. 

Nationalism and globalization: 

· Does globalization stimulate or marginalize nationalism. 
· Difficult to answer because State and Sub-State Nationalism are affect differently by globalization, STATE = Weaker / SUB-STATE = Stronger.
Chapter 17 Religion and Politics

Fundamentalism: A militant and exclusivist interpretation of religion, one that stresses a return to the so-called fundamentals of the faith.

Religious Reformist: The longing to return to a purer form of social and religious organization.

The origins of Fundamentalism: 

· Created by people who were scared that the new social and intellectual dislocation were weakening Christian belief 
· Newly criticism of Christian belief and bible (Darwinian theory)

Key terms : à

Citizenship :  A legal status bestowed to individuals who belong to a political community. It entails both rights (civil, political and social rights) and responsibilities, such as paying taxes and active participation in public life. It defines the relationship between state and citizens and determines the conditions of inclusion and exclusion in a specific political community. 

Political Community: A society of people who share common rights and privileges and live under the same laws and regulations. It is traditionally demarcated by territorial boundaries and characterized by mandatory membership and a governing structure. 

State tradition: Characterizes the link between the state and civil society and the autonomy of the state from political interests. It encompasses the role of the state in economics matters and social life. 

Underclass: A term used to describe individuals and groups that belong to the lowest or least privileged stratum of society. 

· Citizenship = key notion in democratic thought and practice.
· Aristotle definition: Shares in the administration of justice and in public offices. 
Rights-based Citizenship

T.H. Marshall: a status conferred to individuals who enjoy certain important rights and entitlement as members of a community.

· three types of rights : Civil, political and social. 
· Citizenship rights: 3 historical stages 
1. Britain 18th century
2. Late 19th century
3. Late 20th century
· Development and expansion of citizenship rights occurred in order too reduce class inequalities and conflict resulting from capitalism. 
Limitations of the rights based Model 

· Criticism says it only describes British experience and not the development of other countries.
· Active citizenship: In countries with rev. struggle, an active political agent
· Passive Citizenship: Merely a subject of absolute authority.
· State tradition: 
Criticism of Active/Passive Citizenship(Turner): 

· Does not really apply to non western societies with different notions of Citizenship rights. (does not recognize more then one form of citizenship within a country)
· Inclusionary and exclusionary for citizenship status is some countries. 
· Germany falls outside of Marshall’s Right-Based Model because some people that move to Germany do not have rights until they achieve citizenship.
