· 1954 Memphis- White man- record producer- Sam Philips- recording both black and white musicians
· Rhythm blues becoming more popular with white audiences
· Myth- white man with the voice of a black man- he could make millions
· Popular music came after WWII 
· Elvis Presley- the king of rock and roll 
· Classical music= art music- quite challenging
What is popular music? 
(Post WWII)
· A fusion of rhythm ‘n’ blues 9black culture), country and Western (rural white culture), and Tin Pan Alley (Urban White culture) 
· Dependant on the development of : 
· The middle class 
· Large urban populations (scale) 
· Copyright Law – need people to make a living with their ideas 
· Technologies of Mass production and broadcasting- sheet music, cd’s, and technology that can get sound into people’s ears (radio, internet)
How did these things fall into place? 

Black culture in North America 
North American Slave trade
· 1619- January 1863
· 1619 is a terrible year- a group of Africans kidnapped from homes, stripped of everything, transported across the Atlantic ocean, were sold into slavery in North America- the beginning of a slave trade- lasted for about 250 years- millions of Africans were kidnapped- majority of slaves came from the west coast


Treatment of slaves: 
· Differences in North and South American based on religion 
· African retentions less obvious in North American music 

· Rhythmic complexity (South America music) - lots of drums and noise 
· North America- it’s there, but not as much
· South/ central America Colonized by the French, Spanish, Portuguese 
· North America colonized by the British (protestant)
· Slaves in primary Catholic religion (south/ central) were able to practice their own black culture- slaves were able to congregate
· North American slave owners were protestants- slaves were forced to convert to Christianity under protestant slave owners- were more restricted with their own black culture (dancing, religion, language)- they were forced to fuse their culture with their white slave owner culture 

African Retentions: 
1. Interest in percussive and distorted timbres (timbres mean quality of sound- what makes a sound unique?)- West Africa- drums/ percussion
a. Distortion is a good thing in West Africa- distortion signifies commitment 
2. Value in the Ecstatic (sound caught up in something) and the Cathartic (dropping down and so spent you could barely move) 
a. In white culture (European)- this is a bad thing because they want to be in control
b. West African- you want to sweat and give it your all
3. Rhythmic complexity- syncopation 
a. Europeans did not too much with rhythm 
b. West Africans has a lot of energy and rhythm 
4. Use of “riffs” 
a. Riff is a small self contained musical fragment that is repeated over and over as the basis of a larger composition
b. Motive- Beethoven’s 5th symphony 
c. Riff pretty well stays the same- repeats over and over again 
d. Motive- is reworked in all sorts of ways- takes the notes up, stretches the notes out etc – small piece of music that is repeated over and over again 
5. Use of “call and response” 
a. West African audience is as important as the performer themselves- they send energy out and the audience claps and cheers and call and response 
b. European perspective is a one way street- they perform, audience listens 

· Early music of African Americans (pre-Civil War) is primarily vocal (acapella) 
· Amensapation- to live/ to free-  in January 1st 1863- right in the middle of the Civil war (1861-1865)
· When did slavery end? The end of the civil war (1865)

Work song: 
· Pass time/ set pace, coordinate work
· No slave music because no recording machine
· Work song keeps people safe and efficient (chopping a tree- coordinate with each other) 
· Work song entertains the group 
· Song leader- typically male and slave 
· Good song leader gets good money- song leader led the song- these songs were made up on the spot 
· “floating pool of verse” 
· Set the pace- it could be life or death- if one person can’t keep up, you have to go slower so they can keep up- have to set a good pace- it is easier to get rid of a slave and buy a new one

music is a art form- it doesn’t happen all at once- music starts at a certain point and ends at a certain point 
	
Numbers mean how many bars- 4 measures with 16 beats 
a- Old Alabama is an old hog country 
a- Old Alabama is an old hog country 
b- Get something different (that is why its b) (contrasting line)

· 3 bars is very unusual in popular music- it usually 4 bars 
· This performance lacks self consciousness- 
· For performers- they have to do something unique 
· What happens in the moment- there is no right way to perform old Alabama- that is why there are no exactly numbers and letters 
· There are individual  singing- “individuality within community”- every does their own line but they have their own take on it- some has higher pitch some with lower

West Africa focuses on process- many ways to play it 
European focuses on product- Beethoven wrote a symphony and there is only one way to play it or else you’re wrong 

· Folk musicians are not professionals- they do not earn their living playing music- they make music to entertain themselves or around them 
· Music is not their job 
· Folk musicians usually learn from an oral tradition- they learn to play by watching other people play- you don’t go to university to study to be a folk musician- the songs themselves often change over the change of history- songs are not locked in 
· No one owns the songs
· Folk music goes through rural communities (small cities) 

Lecture 2 

Folk music: 
· Performed by amateurs
· For self or community entertainment 
· Oral tradition- don’t go to university- learn by listening in the community- word of mouth 
· More concern with tradition than innovation (lacking “self-consciousness”) 

Spirituals/ gospel
· Adoption of European hymns (hymn is a religious song- sing to the glory of God) 
· Interpretation of bible 
· Spiritual song- people can just jump in and sing whenever (spiritual feeling) 

“Lined hymn” (no date) 
· Distortion of vocal timbre 

American Civil War (1861-1865)

Post Slavery: (1865-    ) 
· Institutionalized racism- if you are black, you cannot stay at a place (hotel, restaurant) 
· Acceleration of rural to urban shift- more and more Africans are moving into cities- cities that were found along the Mississippi river (new Orleans developed a very large community, Memphis, Chicago)  
· New forms of music appear during late 1800s:
1. Ragtime. 2. Jazz. 3. Blues 
· Even though civil war ended, slaves are still a slave because it’s in their minds
· Only the 1st generation of kids that were young that was not part of slavery did not think that

 Country (Rural) Blues:
· Wandering musician- someone who travels town to town- single individual who sang and accompanied himself with an acoustic guitar 
· Male vocalist, with acoustic guitar
· Plaintive vocal sound- lament
· African American tradition
· Themes include: travel, economics, and love 

Musical form characteristics: 
· 12 measure phrases
· A-a-b lyric pattern- a- line of lyrics- a- line of lyrics- b- contrasting line 
· Call and response between guitar and voice 
· Associative coherence- to associate- to connect- creating big ideas from a few lyrics  
· Floating pool of verse

Blind Willie McTell (1898-1959) (Black culture) 
“travelin’ blues” Blind Willie McTell (1929) 
(country blues or rural blues- there is no difference) 
· This song was the moment where black culture was recorded and exposed 
· Blind willie- professional 
· A whole lot of reasons he is in folk camp
1. Song ownership- not important to him  
2. Willie is very good at what he does but Willie lacks self consciousness
NOTE: each “4” measure section is only 3 and ½ measure long

· Travel and economics
· Uneven bar counts- why? Solo musician- he is alone, he can do whatever he wants  
· Lack of self-consciousness
· “folk” music 
· Part folk, part professional- makes money but still has a folk mindset 

Robert Johnson (1911-1938) (Black culture) 

· Defined standards for blues guitar
· November 1936/ June 1937 
· Mythic character- made a deal with Satan- “take me young but I want to be the best player” 
· Original member of the 27 club- also jimi Hendrix, jim Morrison, kurt cobain, amy winehouse 
· best country blues player 
· he was poisoned- he was gone for 18 months 
· unlike Blind Willie, Robert was self conscious, innovative and professional

· style change from McTell to Johnson shows how a style is becoming “professional”
· changes in the black community (increasing access to jobs, increasing number of Black communities in urban areas) have made African Americans a consumer demographic
· blues artists now recording because a market exists for blues records

Development of the Euro-American Music industry:
Important events for the “Standardization of music” 
1453- Printing Press- important because for the mass production of ideas- representation of thoughts- books were hand written before and took a long time
1557- Queen Mary- Stationer’s Company- First copyright law- if someone sells what’s not theirs, stationer’s company will come to get money- royalties- payment from queen  
1831- Amendments to the copyright law to cover sheet music 

Minstrel Show and Parlour Music

Minstrel Show:
· variety show that depicted African- Americans in a negative light 
· performers were white- but they appeared black face- they put on very thick black makeup
· minstrel show band always had a banjo, acoustic guitar, fiddle and some percussion instrument (triangle player, tambourine player (called tambo) and a player who had two wooden sticks- known as “the bones”) associated with slaves
· music written by white people, performed by white artists for a white audience 
· WHITE CULTURE
Most important composer was Steven Foster:
EXAMPLE: “Massa’s in de cold, cold ground” (Steven Foster, 1852) 
Characteristics:
· guitar accompaniment 
· Vocal control 

Lecture 4 

Parlour Music:

Industrial revolution- (1500-1800-1850-1900- it depends who you talk to- it marks a shift where most people live out in the country (farming) to a shift living more in the city and more and more people making money working in factories- most countries in Europe have kings and queens running the show- by the end of the industrial revolution, most countries have elected democracies- shift from monarchies to democracies- third shift is how we pay for things- the main mode of exchange is trading (chickens for pigs etc)  cannot get rich because trading one thing for another, so people use things such as money now (pass on wealth when you die instead of just chickens, pigs etc)  this is the rise of the middle class (social mobility) 
Rise of middle class- conspicuous consumption – buying stuff to show wealth 
Luxury Items- piano- a symbol of wealth- it’s a sign men in the family have enough money- 
Daughters pursue “leisure” activities 

Older daughter sings and the younger daughter plays piano- if only one daughter, then daughter plays piano and sing- or sometimes the mom will sing 

Example: Believe me, if all those endearing young charms
Thomas moore (early 1800s)

Capital Letters means melody (instrumental)- not words 

European culture- singing in clean, round tones, not moving around, voice centred- pushing body down, suppressed- body movement is kept to a minimum 

Characteristics
· Piano accompaniment
· Vocal control
· Themes: loyalty, honesty, control, restraint 

Demand for newly composed songs leads to the increased organization of the music industry

Tin Pan Alley: 
· Charles K Harris, After the ball 1892 
· He is a song writer
· Wrote a song called after the ball
· Everyone wanted the sheet music- very popular
· Sheet music sells over 5 million copies
· Rural to urban population from 1790-1900
· Why then? Not why “after the ball”, the question is why 1892- there is enough of a critical mass where selling sheet music was possible
· After the ball- the first hit song! Changes everything- ECONOMY OF SCALE- nobody thinks of something until it’s done (if someone makes a song similar to “after the ball”, they can be rich)
· Success of “After the ball” gives birth to Tin Pan Alley (TPA) 
· Tin Pan Alley is in New York- several city blocks 
Both a musical style and a place:
· Place in NYC (West 28th street between 5th and 6th avenue) 
· Becomes the centre of professional music making
· During ‘20s and ‘30s 21,000 publishers 36000 composers 
· During this period, something else is going on, happening in California (Gold rush)- to find gold, they use a tin pan and rinse it out- trying to strike it rich with just one gold (same with music industry) – that’s why its called tin pan Alley- people trying to make it 
· Division of Labour: composer, lyricists, publisher, publicity, performers 
· Consistency of product- take my people and give tasks to people to which they are good at (example- one person does paint job, engine etc.  division of labour- no one person does it all 

Style: lyrics 
· Basis rhyme scheme
· Syllabic
· Idealized romance- beginning and ending 
Style: music
· Easy to play
· Easy to sing- phrasing and range- short phrase because they didn’t have the lung capacity- range was short too so that an amateur singer can cover  
· AABA musical form 
· Unlike blues- it does not specify chords or how long each section is 
· This is the dominant form for pop music production 
· White performers for white urban middle class audiences- in order to play this music, you need a piano- this is not culture for poor white people 

Changes in Technology  

1877- Edison invents the phonograph 
· He was not interested in art, he was driven by money and power- he was ruthless with his patents 
· It was a business machine- allow people to record- It was not a device used for art 
· Limitations- quality, medium itself, wax cylinders did not last very long 
1892-1912- transition from cylinder to disks
· People selling other people’s music 
1925- Industry standard speed set to 78 r.p.m. 
1876- the player piano
· Sales grow until 1920s
· Half of all pianos made are players (1920) 
· Gramophone played audio recordings- recording of an opera- you can get it- a lot cheaper
· Piano on the other hand is expensive and very big – it is not an audio recording- the player piano had better sound than the gramophone 

Popularity of “mechanical reproduction” leads to…
ASCAP- American society of composers, artists and publishers
1914- Victor Herbert 
American Society of Composers, Artists, and Publishers 
Performing rights- they get paid regardless of who use it such as restaurants, commercials, stores etc 

What was recorded?
· Sheet music/ TPA
· Black music/ rural southern white music (country and western music) not recorded because
· Cultural chauvinism
· Rural areas 

Commercial radio: 1920
· Jan 1922- 28 stations/ December 1922- 570 Stations
· Controlled by only a few “networks’ (CBS, NBC, Mutual)
· Very few independent radio stations exist 

Success of radio:
· Expensive one time purchase, unlimited content
· Why buy records? 
· Radio is the television at that time- getting comedy shows, theatre, children’s programming etc 

Record industry concerned- needs to find new markets
· Mamie smith: “crazy blues” (1920) – TPA song 
· Ralph Peer- Okeh Records- bought studio and musicians but had no singer because the white singer was sick, Mamie got the opportunity  
· A&R guy- artists and repertoire 
· Recorded only white people- not black 
· Crazy blues was the first successful hit record by a black artist 
· Sold a lot of records to black people- so Ralph had an idea- Ralph peer was open minded
· Market research in popular music
· Ralph creates two new genres- rural southern whites are called hillbilly and black is called race
· Introduction of “hillbilly” Carve that Possum: 1927 – hillbilly introduced in 1923
· Introduction of “race” How long Blues: 1927- introduced in 1923 
· Guitar riffs, piano chords, intro to solos 
· Radio is not interested in rural white culture and black culture
· If you didn’t buy these records, you didn’t hear them (it was not played on radio) 
· Ralph is the first person to record blacks




NEW STUFF- SECTION 2 

· 1930-1939: ASCAP repeatedly raises its licensing fee for radio
· 1940: ASCAP doubles its fee; radio said no, it was too high- major radio networks could not play through ASCAP- could not hear music from TIN PAN ALLEY at all- for several months, ASCAP had to find something else to play on the radio- they played “race” records and “hillbilly” records instead and playing records was “canned records (don’t play records on radio)” so they got musicians themselves to play live- TPA no longer legal to play on air
· Nashville- WS barn dance- that is why Nashville is the place for radio 
· Major networks paying a fee to ASCAP 
· Fee got  higher and higher 
· BMI- broadcast music incorporated- did the exact same thing as ASCAP (licensed a fee)- BMI was licensing all blues artist 
· ASCAP boycott liked what they heard- North Urban whites

Television: 
· First demonstration in 1927- television was the greatest education in history (leudwig- was the one that invented TV)
· First station on the air in 1935- World war 2 happened and everything stopped for 7 years
· By 1945- 6 stations (after WWII) – television became the dominant mass media- commercial was huge- able to see the product and not just hear it on the radio- all the major radio networks abandoned radio and went to television 
· By 1955- 411 Stations
· Major networks move to television- What happens to radio? 
· Radio stations became independent
· One of the stations was in Memphis Tennessee (WDIA  radio station) 
· Radio license was bought by white guys (pharmacist- thought it was fun to buy one)
· They began to broadcast and they followed more or less what the radio station was playing- a lot of variety- a little bit of race and hillbilly- a lot of TPA
· How does a radio station make money? What does radio sell to make money? 
· Radio sells people’s ears, attention 
· They discovered that most listeners were black
· They need to play music black people want to hear 
· First “black appeal” radio station- WDIA Memphis, 1948 
· By 1954- 200 BA radio stations are on the air 
· The success of black appeal radio station was so great, the year after 1948, magazine called “billboard”- they were so a hillbilly and race charts 
· They wanted to change the name of hillbilly and race- race was rhythm and blues
· Country and western for hillbilly
· There are a lot of white urban teenager tuning into WDIA 
· one of the white person was Elvis Presley 
· there is a reason white people are tuning into WDIA because of extended adolescence- this means that before the war, teenagers did not exist- you were a child until you went through a ritual and then you became an adult (through you into woods to survive) 
· something happened after WWII in the USA- WWII left Europe in ruins- it left much of the pacific rim in ruins- the industrial infrastructures of europe and other places smashed (factories, railroads etc bombed) 
· factories that were used in the war in the USA made consumer products (cars, railroads, etc), created unrival economic boom. 
· Teenagers got part time jobs for spending money 
· The father of the family made so much money, the mother did not have to work 
· The money they that had could be spent on leisure products 
· People began marketing to teenagers 
· What did they market? Marketed transistor radio- remarkable- radio that you can carry around with you- teenagers can listen to music without family listening too- they can take it to the bedroom and listen to it at night- tune into WDIA, western station etc- they could take the transistor radio when they took the family car- now cars built in radio- 

GOSPEL

Ray Charles (Robinson)- 1930-2004 
· Born, Albany Georgia
· Blind at age 7 
· Learns music in a school for the blind 
· 1952 Atlantic records- signed with them in the early 20’s- Atlantic was a large record label- it was the only record that took black artist seriously 
· Success with white audiences- heightened level of intensity 
· After civil war or style of performing it would be described as gospel- before civil war spiritual 
· A style of music performed by black music where they take the energy and intensity of the Pentecostal church- they put it in a secular environment
· From sacred intent to secular intent  
· Ray charles could pick up an instrument and play it- he can play it back the first time 
· SONG “ I GOT A WOMAN” 
· This song had a great level of intensity- energy, performance style etc 
· White audience not too interested, only a few- Ray charles was very popular with black and a little bit of white 

Chicago Electric blues 
Muddy Waters- 1913-1983
· Born in Mississippi 
· Played guitar and harmonica 
· Learned how to be a country blues musician- biggest influence was Robert Johnson
· Emulated Robert Johnson
· Moves to Chicago, early 1940s 
· Starts trying to make a living as a musician in the city
· Switches to electric guitar- 1945- to make the sound louder- the amplifier is not the box that makes the guitar louder- the amplifier is much a part of the music as the string, net, and box- amplifier is the whole system that makes the sound louder- you can change the settings on the amplifier- you can distort the sound of the guitar and distortion is viewed differently from black culture than white culture 
· 1946- records for Aristocrat Records (would later become Chess Records) 

Hoochie Coochie Man (1954, Willie Dixon) 
· Verse chorus (modified 12 bar blues) 
· Stop time 
· Verse- same music different words- get a melody of some kind- there is a feature in the song (stop time- stop instrument- stop time is the verses) 
· Chorus- same music, same words, may include the song title, may have a higher level of intensity
· Electric blues, succession of country blues 
· Popularity chart was divided by race and class

Popularity with white teenagers leads to moral panic – moral panic is when something appears to be happening in your society and if you are the ones doing the moral panic, it is something changing you don’t like- the changes are so big, you can’t possibly fix them- so you blame something superficial- ex. Violence due to video games

Jane creba…. Shot on younge street- north of eaton centre- shot on boxing day- 
· More white and more white people tuning into black music, moral panic 


Lecture 2- new 

Cover versions: 1954-1956
· “white” versions of “black” records 
Cover versions: “SH-Boom” 
Cover phenomenon- cover a song is a band or artist that you respected- a hit that is good for decades- links you to famous artist, easier to get on radio 
· A moment a song CROSSES OVER (hit on one chart, and goes to another chart)- a black artist make a song- a week or two later, another similar song cover by a white artist is now on a big record label 
· Anyone can go home and make a song and sell it
·  There are 3 rules 
· 1. Credit the original song writers
· 2. If you make any money selling it, you have to send a percentage/ estate (if dead)/ or publisher
· 3. Cannot change the song in any significant way- can’t rewrite or add 
· “The CHORDS” was the original song make for “Sh-Boom” 
· Within 10 days, a second version of SH-BOOM was released by “The crew cuts”
· The crew cuts recorded for the mercury label- they were Canadian and from Toronto (Crew cuts)

Racist? Or a continuation of TPA traditions?
· It is a transitional period 
· Main product is not the artist, it is the song 
· Artist is just someone who sings the song  
· A lot of pop fans won’t talk about the artist, they would talk about the song  
White artists performing in black style: Rock ‘n’ Roll 
Term attributed to Alan Freed  


Bill Haley and the Comets 
· Born in 1925
· Originally “Bill Haley and the Saddlemen” 
· Western Swing 
· Changes to “Bill Haley and the Comets in 1952” 
· Early hits with “Crazy Man, Crazy” and “Shake, Rattle and roll” 

Rock around the clock (1954) 
· Becomes popular in 1955 
· “Blackboard Jungle” 
· 12 bar blues 
· Drums were prominent 
· Primarily for dancing
· Electric guitar- not new instrument
· Does not follow the AABA pattern, it is a 12 bar blues 
· Bass player is playing the double bass- bigger version of the electric guitar with 4 strings 

Elvis Presley (1935-1977) 
· Tupelo, Mississippi 
· Elvis was one of twins 
· Twin brother died in childbirth 
· He was born on the lower end of the economic scale 
· Parents were loving
· He was not dirt poor 
· At 13, he moved to Memphis, around 1948- WDIA goes on air 
· 1953- 18 years old- finished school 
· Sam Philips- owner of Sun Records- the myth of rock and roll- white man that sounds like a black man, I can make million dollars – Sam claimed he never said it  
· Elvis was very shy 
· In Spring 1954- he called Elvis to do some recording
· Spring 1954- Records with Scotty Moore (Guitar) and Bill black (Bass) 
· And No drummer because Elvis was white and he was recording country and western 

Blue Moon of Kentucky- Bill Monroe 
· grouped into 3 beat measure, not 4 beats 
· country Waltz 
· Elvis started playing blue moon of Kentucky- he is changing the song
· He is making the song more pop not country and Western
· He changed the beat to subgroups of 4 beats, not subgroups of 3 beat measures anymore. 
· Elvis knows all the words because we hear him sing it accurately of the lyrics of what bill Monroe sang 
· The style he sang was black culture  
· Words are not that much important, it’s the style 
· He added tons of syllables  
· Extra syllables so that he can play with the song and made it more exciting 
· In black culture, you can sweep, holler 
· Sound sense 
· No drums, but improvised guitar solo, no drums Bill black was using the upright bass- upright bass players instead of plucking, they would hook the string (Slapping the bass) 
· Sam sent record to radio, Red hot and blue aired by Dewey Philips
· Dewey interviewed Elvis- first question was “ where did you go to high school” 
· He asked that question to see if he was white or black 

1954-1955: Elvis on Sun records
Recorded 12 songs- all covers 
Rockabilly- “The Hillbilly Cat” 
Regional Star, Some national success on Country charts  
He did not write a single note or lyric- he did not compose- he only recorded covers he respected  
When he grew up, he had professionals write songs for him

RCA
Sam Sells Elvis to RCA for $35000 at end of 1955 
1956- Colonel Tom Parker – New manager- producer, promoter extraordinaire – he took Elvis from regional star to being one of the most famous singers on Earth- how did he do it? Did it through technology (Television) 
11 Appearances on National television  

Heartbreak Hotel    April- May ’56 #1 pop/Country/ #5 R&B 
August to December ’56- Hound Dog, Don’t be cruel, Love me Tender  All #1 Pop
Hound Dog is the first song to chart #1 on pop/country/ R&B 

Texaco Hound Theatre 

Elvis not charting R&B after 1957- he is losing his black audience as he is becoming a main stream pop entertainer 
· Hound dog (original) recorded in 1953 by Willie Mae Thornton 
· Female singer- black vocalist- several covers made 
· Elvis was on tour in Las Vegas and he heard hound dog and he made his own version which was very big hit 
Elvis enters the army- March 1958 to March 1960- spent it in Germany- mandatory service was enforced- if you were rich, you did not have to go to the army 
WWII ends in 1945
War in Europe ends in May 1945
March 1961- Last public performance for seven years
· Americans and soviet was fighting- that was where Elvis was 
· He was still releasing records 
· He is doing milder music
· Retires from stage 
· For most of the 1960’s, he does a series of dreadful motion pictures (After the war) 
· 1968- he goes to television studio- the 68’ “comeback special” 
· There was a short skit where he wore a black leather suit
· This is the one time in the entire time he was having fun- which he lost it for years 
· He comes out with his old band (scotty and others) DJ Fontana  drummer for the band 


1970-77- he moves to Las Vegas- he became increasingly isolated, he became increasingly addicted to prescription drugs
Elvis dies August 16th, 1977, age 42
By 1958, Elvis was not innovating in anyway- but before that he was phenomenal

Chuck Berry- black man sounded like a white man 
Guitar Hero- Guitar is as important as vocal- no covers
· He plays electric guitar, not acoustic- one of the definitive instrument of western music and period 
· After Chuck Berry, carved out a style that is recognized by people who plays the guitar 
· He brings a new innovative way  
· First hit in 1955
· No covers because of two reasons- 1 is because of his electric guitar- electric guitar is rhythm and blues

Early History 
· Chuck was born in the low middle class 
· He had a sense of self-Conscious and deliberated 
· He decided to be rich- not rock and roll star  or rhythm and blues star yet 
· He thought of becoming a musician because he was skinny and he won’t be good in sports 
· So he started playing guitar 
· He thought of making money- 2 things- before he played an instrument, he needs to stand out and be different- step 1 is to stand out within his community (talent contests)- he is competing against rhythm and blues band- Chuck decided to play country and Western song to stand out- 2nd step- he will not be rich if he is stuck in rhythm and blues- if he wants to be rich, he needs to have hits for low white middle class- Chuck is making lists of black artist that showed up in white record collections- he figured out WORDS was important- white middle class really liked words
· By Early 50’s, he tried to get records

Chess records
· 1955- Chuck goes to Chicago and does recording at Chess Records- the Chess brothers get him to record rhythm and blues songs- mirror image of what happened to Elvis
· Elvis was suppose to record country but he recorded rhythm and blues
· Chuck was opposite, he was going to record rhythm and blues because he’s black, he is recording country 
· Chuck started playing IDA- RED during a break
· Maybellene- July 1955- first big hit- he was 26 years old 
· The song is about a guy chasing after a girl 
Themes he did in his songs:
· Cars 
· Very important because they symbolize freedom 
· Girls- symbolized as object- pursued, displayed and acquired by males 
· No school- lots of songs about getting out of school 
· Rock “n” Roll- celebrating the music itself
Berry deliberately writing for young white audience 
· He figured out that white audience liked was words and stories 
· Few “cover versions” of Berry’s Songs- Why? – because guitar, another reason is deliberately targeting white audience- his songs don’t need covers 

Johnny B. Goode (1958) #2 R7B/ #8 Pop 
· 12 bar blues with a “Test  heavy” narrative 
· He lived in Louisiana- close to New Orleans 
· Reading and writing not good 
· One bright spot- he excelled in music- playing the guitar 
White elements: 
· Text heavy- narrative
· Clear enunciation 
· Groove is “straight” 8ths 
· Gap triplet- in general rhythm and blues- in general black culture 
· Straight 8ths- in general white culture 
· Country guitar sound 
· Chuck does straight 8ths combined with gap triplets 
Black elements 
· Blues chord structure 
· Added 6th (boogie woogie)  
· Call and response between voice and guitar
· Guitar solo is structures on timbre and rhythm 
· Chuck Berry had word sense and Elvis sound sense 
· He became famous with white and black audiences 
· Chuck’s goal was still to be rich 
· Chuck Berry’s favourite Chuck Berry’s song is release in the 1960’s- my dingaling- his favourite because it made him the most money  
· Berry’s impact was better than Elvis- Elvis sold more records/ movies and was the bigger star- Chuck did a couple of things Elvis didn’t do- Chuck wrote his own songs which Elvis didn’t- Chuck was the guy in charge of the band, Elvis didn’t play his own instruments or write his own songs 
· Elvis only sings- Division of labour- own writer, musician etc. 
· Next generation similar to Chuck Berry (he was model) 
Golden age of Rock n roll- years cover 1954/1955 and will extend 1958/1959 

The Great extinction
· Elvis- March 58’- goes to Army- Goes to Europe- when he returned, he was never the Elvis of the 1950’s 
· Chuck Berry- December 59’- Chuck Berry was motivated by money and very businessman- he invested that money in nightclubs- variations of the story  Chuck had a friend and his friend asked him if he could get work for a teenage girl in one of his nightclubs, as a favour, he said yes and she is a coat check girl- girl drives to the nightclub and was pulled over by the police- 1- the girl is white and crossed over the state line- Chuck was accused of violating the “Mann Act”- this was the law to protect only WHITE WOMEN in the event they were kidnapped or transported over state line for the processes of prostitution- he went to jail and served over two years in prison  
· Jerry Lee Lewis- May 58’- Marriage to 13 year old cousin becomes public 
· He married an older woman and the divorce was not final
· He came from a community where it was common to marry cousins and was common to marry very young 
· He was never the star or innovator
· Little Richard
· He had deep Christian faith 
· What he was doing was the work of Satan- he didn’t think playing Rock n Roll was God’s plan 
· He was bisexual which also went against his faith 
· Little Richard- October 57’- Quits Rock n Roll and enters Bible College and becomes a Church minister
· Buddy Holly
· The guy that made glasses cool 
· He was notable for the first rock n roller to appear with a new instrument- the solid body electric guitar 
· He was on a small plane with two other rock n roll stars- the big bopper (JP Richardson)  and Ritchie valens and they all died in a plane crash, Februrary ’59
· The crash was called the “The day the music died” 
The “In-Between” Years- (1959-1963)- 
· The end of the “Golden age” of rock n roll, to the arrival of The beatles (February, 1964)  
Characterized by 
· The return of Tin Pan Alley based musical production 
· Changes in technology

Reaction against the perceived integration of youth 

Birth of Rock and Roll coincides with emergence of Civil Rights movement  
· May 1954. Brown Vs. The Board of Education 
· Took away segregration- block black people from entering white college- army came 
· National Government sends in the army 
· 100 of white parents screaming
· About the same time Elvis went into Sun Records 
· December 1955. Rosa Parks- Montgomery Bus Boycott- Rosa was black- the legend goes that Rosa was tired and decided to sit at the front of the bus (problem because bus was segregated)- if you were black, you sat at the back- This was not true, she walked to the back of the bus- some guy came on the bus and told Rosa to get up and move to another spot- Rosa said No and the guy started yelling- bus driver took the sign and put it two rows back- Rosa takes a stand and doesn’t get up to move more to the back- the police gets called and she is arrested- the black community decided not to take the bus for a year- the embarrassment and the loss of revenue, in 1956, the bus company overruled the law- 
· Rosa went to a church- a young guy- his name was Martin Luther King Jr. 
· Freedom Riders/ Lunch Counter Sit-ins 
· It was illegal to sit side by side when it crossed the state line, so they still sat side by side no matter how many state lines there were- cops came and beat them up and burned the bus etc. 
·  Lunch counter sit ins were usually white people- Black Africans will sit in the lunch counter to be served- they will be hit with a string of abuse and what they did was sit there for the whole day- if it was students, they would sit there the entire day
· This embarrassed the people who tried to enforce the law and they were slowly pulled down 
· Martin Luther King: Non violent protest  it worked, signs from bus was coming down, theatres sign was coming down, schools were  integrated- the major record label made it to their advantage 

· Majors attempts to reassert control over popular music 
· Put music making back into the hands of the professionals (ASCAP) 
· 1954- $200 Million; 1959- $600 Million  how much music industry was worth 
· Pop top 10: 1955- 15% are R’n’R/ 1959- 42% are R’n’R (End of Golden Age- 1959) 
· Independent Share: 1955 21%/ 1959 66% 
Majors don’t understand R&R production because it doesn’t follow “division of labour” 
Attacked on the grounds of “Good music” 
Payola Hearings (bribery) 
Alan Freed- Disc Jockey- he is the guy that credit for naming “Rock n Roll”
· Bribed $2000, and he lost his job 
· Government was hounding him 
· He was pursued so intently and his life was ruined, that he died in 1963 
· Music industry hounds him to death because he supported Rock n roll/ black artist
· Other people were being bribed 
Dick Clark (American Bandstand) 
· By 1957, weekly audience is 20 million 
· Socially acceptable behavior 
· He was held up by the committee as a model of what the popular music industry could be 
· There was a problem, the problem of breaking laws was way ahead of Alan freed, He had a television show. He had a tremendous amount of influence of hit records. 
· Dick clark had a lots of investments in the music industry 
· Invested in independent record companies, publishing houses, talent agencies, pretty much all industry along the music industry 
· Antitrust violation- cannot use your own show to promote other businesses you are associated with 
· Two profoundly important things on American Band Stand
· Mostly white, clean cut teenagers 
· Slow songs, where they are spaced apart  
· American Band stand was presenting socially acceptable behavior 
· You can still like rock n roll and still be socially presentable 
· Its not just rock n roll that is ok, it is a new generation of artists working entirely in the TPA style, music that is being produced by major record companies 
· FOCUS ON DANCING- shifting to the focus to dancing and back to the song  
· Dance craze- the lyrics of the song told you how to dance to it, and they were manufactured by the producer 
· Most successful is called THE TWIST
· Old people dancing to rock n roll 
· Teen idols 

Cleared by the committee despite clear conflict of interest: Why?- used television to link division-of-labour pop music with acceptable social behavior 

Technological changes:

Magnetophone: 
Jack Mullin: Sergeant in US army
Discovers a Magnetophone in Nazi-Germany at end of WWII 

Magnetophone= Reel to reel tape recorder 
1947-demonstrates tape recorder to Bing Crosby  
· First person to pre record a show 
· Now this is how everything is done 
· Bing starts editing as well
· Pre recorded laughter 
 
Later same year, Bing gives one to Les Paul 

Les Paul (1915-2009)
· Jazz, Pop, Country 
· 1941 The “Log” 
· He did not invent the electric guitar, he invented the idea the solid body electric guitar 
· 1952 Gibson Les Paul- one of the most important guitar 
Les Paul experimenting with recording equipment 

Wishes to create recordings by layering performances  
Develops the “multitrack” tape recorder 
· There are 16 separate strings of recording sections 

1953: “Sitting on top of the world” (With Mary Ford)  Wife 
· Two people did everything 
· Where did this performance take place? 

Multitrack recording redefines the process of recording. 
Reproduction to production 
· The recording process reproduces what happens

New creative force- The producer

Jerry Leiber and mike Stoller:
“We don’t write songs, we write records” (Covach, 127) 
· They are the original that made the song Hound Dog 
· They are very successful song writing team 
· Unlike most song writing teams, right from the gecko, they were not interested in writing the song, they were interested in how the song sounded at the end. 

Phil Spector:
· Very gifted for short period of time, young woman was shot and killed in his home
· He is in prison for murder 
· First producer to be a ‘star”, more famous than some of the artist he produced 
· Girl groups: The crystals and the Ronettes
· “Wall of sound” a technique
· Wagner (little symphonies for kids or teenage symphonies) 
· He made records differently, the technique was “THE WALL OF SOUND” 
· No mystery, he used multitrack recording machines and he would jam as many musicians in his room as he could and they would play the song and he would record the track, then he cleared the room and got other musicians and etc 

Brill Building
· A place in NYC 
· Instead of writing ABA songs, they are writing rock n roll songs 
Don Kirshaner/ Al Nevins Aldon Music 
Pop music- TPA approach  




Surf Music
Middle Class
West Coast Prosperity
Dick Dale and the Del-tones; The ventures; Jan and Dean 
Importance of electric guitar 
· If you surf, it means that you own lots of wood and put it on the roof of the car, if you have  car, you are middle class 
· Surf boards are expensive 
· Surfing is done during the daylight hours when most people are at work 
· If you are surfing, you are middle class and you are called extended adolescents 

The Beach Boys:
The pendletones
May 1963- Surfin’USA (Chuck Berry) 
Brian Wilson- Creative Force  the brains of the operation- the main songwriter
1962-1963- the band has a series of rock n roll/pop type hits 
· Songs about relationships, surfing, under the influence of chuck berry’s happy songs 
· First rock n roll artist who was able to produce his own records 
· Writing own songs, singing and producing, brian was doing everything 
· Brian loved chuck berry and phil spector and he loved the potential of what the recording studio could do 
“Good Vibrations” (October 1966)0- moving beyond basic pop song structure 
· Voice fading away 

Decline in popularity through late 1960s- Why?
1. Brian Wilson’s Mental illness
2. Changes in approach to popular music (1960s) 
By 1967- the beach boys have been left behind 
Its important to know that they are one of the most important band in the 1960s. 

Feb 4 1964- the night the beatles changed the world 
Golden age of Rock n roll- value climbed like a rocket 
In between years- Value was flat 
The beatles came in- Value climbed like a rocket- music industry valued over a billion

The British Invasion:

· U.S. in early 60s 
-  Optimism with Kennedy (Camelot)/ ML King, Civil Rights, 	
-  J.F.K  “The new frontier”
- Most American presidents were Protestants, JFK was catholic 
- He can relate to younger teens
- Right wing- smaller government involvement in day to day personal matters 
- Low of a level of taxation as possible
- Left wing- government should regulate what goes on in the society- not to control people but to serve the best interest to serve a greater good 
- believe the market should be regulated
- universal healthcare, free education, universal daycare
- there are good things and bad things, good thing with a left wing it means even if you fall on hard times, you don’t need to sell your kids, it means you’re not gonna be bankrupt 
- brain drain top level of their field will resent paying high tax- talent will move to different areas to avoid taxation  

· JFK put in 17 words- ask not what your country can do for you, ask what you can do for your country- service first 

August 1963- Washington, “I have a dream” 
· Martin Luther King made a speech
· November 1963- JFK took a trip to Dallas Texas, rode in the back of open top Cadillac, the car turned into a plaza, passed a building, shot dead in the back of the car
· Kennedy assassinated Nov 22, 1963- Dallas, Texas 
· It was a blow to the nation and a blow to the world

February, 1964- The Beatles arrive in New York 
· Very talented and funny, and they were not American 
· With the Beatles, everyone was able to forget their troubles 
· Post War Britain- after war, most of major cities were turned to rubble 
· You don’t have all the highway or railways, they go to “DO IT YOURSELF culture” (DIY)
· Return to DIY Culture
· There are a lot of gangs in Great Britain 
· A lot of young people turning into culture, particularly music, people forming bands, the most common is Skiffle  
· Skiffle (or Trad Jazz) 
· Skiffle bands were based primarily on acoustic guitars 
· You played a variety of stuff, in particular, you play music coming from the USA 
· At first you are playing hillbilly, race, rhythm and blues, as we get to the mid 50’s, a new sound such as rock n roll will be played  
· The economy of Britain is not in good shape 
· London and Liverpool- Liverpool in 1957- we found a Skiffle band led by John Lennon 
The Quarrymen: 
July 1957 John Lennon/ Paul McCartney 
· They played at a church picnic
· February 1958: George Harrison- lead guitarist 
· January 1960: Stu Sutcliffe- permanent bass player 
· August 1960- The Beatles 
· August 1960- Pete Best- The drummer
· August 1960- Hamburg, Germany- “Rocker” Image
· Two of the biggest gangs- Mods and Rockers 
· The Beatles took the image from the rockers- motorcycle gang look a like 
· They would play for 8 hours a days for weeks and weeks 
· Liverpool- The Cavern Club
· Paul McCartney becomes the bass player for the beatles 
· Unfortunately, Stu quits and Paul becomes bass player and Stu dies of head Hemorrhage 
· In 1961- they attracted Brian Epstein- Manager 
· Brian said if they want to be big, they need to stop swearing, drinking, and spitting (change their entire image)
· Took them out of the leather and put them in suits- high fashion 
· 1962 they recorded a demo tape and sent the tape to a bunch of record labels 
· DECCA- letter from them and declined them 
· Parlophone- Division of EMI  they signed the beatles 
· Parlophone is a comedy record label- 
· Producer- George Martin- The 5th Beatle  
· Martin request Pete Best was to be replaced 
· New Drummer: Ringo Starr 
· September, 1962 “Love me Do”  their first single  
· Although not a huge hit, it was successful enough so that they can do more recordings 
· January, 1963 “Please Please Me” 
· AABA Form 
· Music Hall similar to TPA, followed AABA form 
· Numerous rehearsed details
· Change in rhythmic density in vocal 
· A section- vocal density 
· B section- it doubles up (faster) 
· Highest note at the end of the B section
· TPA- style attention to arrangement 
· The hook- hook is very important in pop songs 
· A hook makes your song stand out 
· Some little gesture/ melody/ instrument that wraps peoples ears once they hear it  
· November 4, 1963- Royal Variety Performance; London Palladium 
· Royal Variety performance is sponsored by the royal family and is a charity event
· 26 million viewers 
· End of ’63, beatles are major British stars 
· February, 1964- “The beatles are coming” 

· Toast of the town- the ed Sullivan show- 1964- the beatles got a gig 
· Cast a second British Invasion
· “I want to hold your hand”- Beatles made this song #1- the promotional campaign was  insane 
· More merchandising ever even more than Elvis Presley 
· You can get beatles records, bedsheets, games etc. 
· Februrary 9, 1964- the beatles were formed in the Ed Sullivan show- 70 million Viewers 
· It was a remarkable tour
· Two weeks- 2 million albums, $2.5 million merchandising
· Hysteria known as “Beatlemania” 
· Beatles were big, they were going places no one had gone
· Self contained band- wrote and sang their own songs 
· Beatles brought back the electric guitar, which many people thought the instrument was going out 

April 1964
· 12 songs in the Billboard top 100 pop: including positions 1 to 5 
· 3 weeks in April- 60% of all record sales 
· July, 1964- “A hard Day’s night”  first movie 
· End of 4th U.S. Tour in 1965- $65 Million Dollars 
· Shea Stadium in New York City- Beatles played in a sports arena- over 100,000 people- largest concert in History (August 1965) 
Importance- Template for what is to follow
Mersey Beat: Gerry and the pacemakers, The Searchers, The swinging Blue jeans
· Mersey beat was the sound of the beatle- early description 
· The sound of Liverpool- Northern England 

August 1965- “Yesterday” (From the album, “Help”)
· AABA Form 
· Second featured film they released 
· More complex harmonic and lyric structures 
· They are paying more attention to their lyrics,  they bumped into their hero named Bob Dhillon 
· String Quartet 
· George Martin is an extraordinary person of classical music 
· They are beginning to expand their ideas 
· Using String Quartet means they want to be taking more seriously- move from pop entertainers to artist 
· Every beatles recorded had all four beatles playing, except for “yesterday” 
· Song and written by Paul McCartney 
· As the beatles move from more and more seriously as artists, the heart of the band is beginning to split  
· Beatles are evolving- moving away from pop song writing 
· August 1965- “Help” 
· Dec 1965- “Rubber Soul”  album cover- did not have their “The beatles” name on it
· August 1966- “Revolver” 
· “Tomorrow never knows”  one of the revolver songs 
· There is an influence of India 
· George Harrison learned the sitar 
· Bass note is the same throughout the song (Sound of a drome) 
·  Mostly played by John Lennon  
· Lyrics by the song by the Tibet book of the dead 

Also losing interest in public performance
1966: 
June- Japan 
· People weren’t there to hear them, they just want to see them 
· Every time they play, they no one can hear what they are saying because everybody is screaming loud

July- The Philippines 
· Really hot 
· Beatles did not play 
· It was a big deal 
· Military came and held at gun point  
· They had to pay for airport tax 

March 1966- John Lennon did an interview for the London paper- London evening Standard- John held emerge as an intellectual part of the band- talked about religion in the age of popular culture- Organized religion was bad- more about power and controlling people’s behavior and thoughts- a lot of young people were tired of this- this interview was published- the article was quoted “Beatles bigger than Jesus” 
· Everywhere they went, there were protests
· KKK was threatening them at concerts
· Lots of death threats 

August 29th- Candlestick park in San Francisco 
· Final public performance 

June 1967- “Sgt. Pepper’s Lonely Hearts Club Band” 
· This is the album to include all the lyrics of the cover 
· The reason is because they want the audience to listen to the words 
· This marks the transition recognized by most popular music historians, is the transition from rock and roll to rock 
· The big difference is rock and roll was based on singles/ individual songs- fundamental was all about dancing 
· The shift to rock takes away from the single and focus on the albums- stopped dancing, sit down and start listening- this is music where you take the album out, put it in the beginning and sit and listen to the entire song  

The British Blues Revival: 

London- Interest in Blues
Chess Tour
· Soul music 

Chris Barber, Cyril Davies, Spencer Davis, Alexis Korner- Blues incorporated, John Mayall’s Blues Breakers 
· Fleetwood Mac, Creem, Eric Clapton, Led Zeppelin, The Rolling Stones
The rolling stones came together in 1963
· House band at the Marquee Club  
· Bass player- Bill wineman 
· Lead Singer- Mic Jagger 
· Drummer- Charlie Walts
· Lead Guitar player- Keith Richards 
· Leader of the band- Brian Jones  
· Manager- Andrew Loog Oldham 
· He worked with Brian Epstein  
· Oldham wanted the rolling stones wanted the matching suits like the beatles 
· Instead of wearing matching clothes, wear clothes that are not matching 
· 1964- Change of image  
· Rolling stones got a record contract- Decca records 
· The same guy the turned the beatles down 
· Rolling stones getting lots of attention and they became friends with the beatles 
· Late 1963- Some folks from Decca Records were talking to George Harrison and George Harrison said to check out the rolling stones 
· Spring 1964- Rolling stones released first album 
· “England’s Newest Hitmakers” 
· Mostly Blues covers
· “King Bee” – April 1964
· Blues Form 
· Cover of song by Slim Harpo (1957) 
· Power struggle between Brian Jones and Keith Richards and Mic Jagger
· Jagger and Richards starts to write original songs 
· Summer 1965- first American Number one hit on the USA pop chart 
· “I can’t get a no Satisfaction”- Jagger/ Richards 
· See textbook for listening guide 
· 1967- “Let’s Spend the night Together” 
· Verse/ Chorus 
· The power shifted from Brian Jones to Richards and Jagger 
· The beatles/ The rolling stones 
· The recordings are very loose  
· The question is  not is the recording right, the question is, is the recording right at this time 
· Object= White
· Process= Black 

Spring 1969- Rolling stones planning to go to North America for a tour- Rolling stones had some run ins for drug charges- Brian Jones refused a travel Visa because of charges in the states- Brian jones did not go to tour- even though they can’t go, other members still went- Brian Jones quit the band- he had a lot of problems- substance abuse etc- Brian found dead in his swimming pool- the rolling stones move on  


Other important bands: 
The Yard birds (Blues Influence)
1965- More to Pop hits- Eric Clapton (was like Brian Jones who liked blues)- did not like it- he left the band- replaced by Jeff Beck  difficulty of stage fright and drinking
· Yardbirds hired another guitarist
· Studio musician (Jimmy Page) 
· Broke up, Jimmy Page wanted to continue
· Successful because they became led Zepplin 

The WHO (The Mods/ Art Influence) 
· Right from the gecko, they were writing their own material 
· Pete townsend 
· Mods short for modernist 
· Its all about dancing 
· To keep them up to dancing, they did drugs 
· Drug reference is becoming more popular 

· Popular music is a consumer product 
· What does art mean? What does beauty mean? There was an art event called “happening”
· Now a days we describe happening as something in the community/ in the street- the audience took part in 
· Pete Townsend was interested in happening 
· NOISE
· Smashing instruments at the end of the show 
· All the sound that they made, those were the things that they smashed- it made it more meaningful 
· Notion of question of what should be respected and what should be important- we live in a society that puts a profound respect in an instrument/ old instrument- it should be treasured 
· Do you respect the instrument? Or what is the music created? 
· Performance that just happened can never happen again 
· Why do we do that? It is because we are sealing the deal 

Soul to funk 

· Development connected to the civil rights movement and the development of African-American identity 
· Rhythm and blues have fallen out of favor- rolling stones 
· Rhythm and blues in the United States are in trouble
· Muddy Waters very important in the 40’s but was booed off the stage in the 50’s 
· New sound of music- called soul music 
· Soul music is the response of this change for African Americans 
· Late 1950s- growing anticipation of civil rights
· Rejection of blues as the sound of the past, rural south, slavery
· New sound of the urban- soul music  
· Fusion of 
· Vocal style from gospel
· Rhythm and back beat of R&B
· Arrangements and lyric styles from TPA 
· Not all soul music have all the above three things 
· Primarily intended for dancing 
· The things that carry over from rhythm and blues is very heavy emphasis on bass 
· More joy and more energy 
· More sophisticated, more proper 
· Use of more orchestral instruments- more brass instruments 
	
Important locations for soul music 
1. Motown- Detroit- motor city 
a. During the 1960’s- Detroit was capital of automobile in the planet- more cars made in Detroit 
b. Side door was called snake pit- snake pit was all records of 1960s was made 
c. Nickname- Hittsville 
2. Stax- Memphis- 
a. Built in a movie theatre
b. Nickname- Soulsville USA
3. Fame (muscle shoals)- Alabama 
a. Sweet home Alabama 

MOTOWN:
· Founded by Berry Gordy
· First important label owned by an African American 
· Starts in 1959- Based on Gordy’s experience in automotive plants 
· Assembly line- everything under one roof
· Song writers: Holland/ Dozier/ Holland, Smokey Robinson 
· Maxine Powell: Finishing school 
· Cholly Atkins: Choreographer 
· The Funk Brothers: House Band 
· A collection of talented musicians that spent their days in the snake pit just recording song after song
· He wanted to sell to white audience and black audience 
· White middle class audience  target 
· His artists should be acceptable to a white artist- the way they appear and the way they present themselves
· Result is absolute consistency of product 
· “you’d better shop around” (smokey and the miracles 1967) 
· Motown artists never sweat- they are always cool 
· Always smiling and looking at the camera 
· Projecting outwards to audience 

· Polished, restrained presentation- sophistication 
The Supremes
“Stop in the name of Love” (1965)
· Diana Ross- Gordy thought she would be appealing to white audiences 
· Very sophisticated 
· Very expensive gowns
· Hairstyles were usually wigs 
· Jacqueline Kennedy- Wife of John F Kennedy- these girls were trying to look like Jacqueline 
· More restrained sound in the performance 
· Dancing is very important  
· Vibraphone is used- very rich, very clean sound- sounds like a doorbell  
· Interesting choice to put it in the song 
· Vibraphone helps the song carry the air of sophistication 
· Jazz is usually where you have vibraphone 
· MOTOWN songs almost included a tambourine
· Tambourine is a small hand drum 
· Tambourine signifies money 
· Tambourine is there because of high frequencies 
· Emphasizing high frequencies signifies a level of professionalism 

Berry Gordy and integration 
· Motown’s records were sold mostly to whites 
· To be a big star, need to sell to white people 


STAX
· Formed in 1959- Satellite records (Stax, 1961)
· Jim Steward and Estelle Axton
· Close association with Atlantic records 
· Like MOTOWN, STAX was very successful 
· Not as influential 
· Similarity with MOTOWN is they used house band
· House band: Booker T and the M.G.s 
·  This is a band that cannot be legally played 
· Cannot have same white and black people playing together (mixed race band)

Approach to recording 
MOTOWN
· Quality control 
· They were listening for errors- where a performance got missed- if the song wasn’t perfect, it shouldn’t be released 
· More concerned with high frequencies

STAX was more interested in the energy of the song
· No one had more energy than Otis Redding 

Otis Redding: 
“Try a little tenderness” (1966) 
AABA- TPA song written in the 1920s 
Hit for Bing Crosby in 1933 

Cathartic performance- unrestrained energy 

Soulsville is a musical genre- hittsville is a market a target audience they were trying to catch 
(Musical object over musical process) 
Object- is white
Process- black 

· Otis becoming the verge of becoming a big star
· He was killed in a plane crash

Sam and Dave: 
“Soul man” 1967
Still the optimistic sound 
“soul” as a term for black culture  

Aretha Franklin:
“Respect” 1967
Beginning of a more militant sound
Queen of Soul 
· Her father was a Church man 
· She learned to sing in church 
“Respect” 1967
The song becomes completely different, not about a lover’s tiff; the power of her voice makes it an anthem
· Anthem for civil rights movement 
· Early emerging women’s movement  
· Written by otis 

James Brown 
Soul brother #1 
First hit- 1956, “Pease, please, please”  first big hit, first soul song
1963- “Live at the Apollo” 
First million selling album by an African American artist 
1965- “Papa’s got a brand new bag” crossover hit 
“I feel good” (1965) 
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	4 bar break 
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· Massive star for both white and black audience

’65 – ’67: Inner City riots 
· Riot in the city of Detroit in 1967
· Lasted for 3 days
· Police can’t cope with it because it was so bad
· 100 people were dead 
· Sends army to stop them
· Thousands were injured and under arrest 
· 19 square miles of downtown Detroit have been burned down to the ground 
· Calling other fire departments 
· April 4th 1968- Martin Luther King, assassinated- shot dead in hotel in Memphis, Tennessee 

· Black culture changing
· Reafricanization of African American culture 
· James Brown musical answer to the Reafricanization is Funk 

NEW LECTURE 

· The Black Panthers
· -willing to do anything for equality, including violence
· "Back to Africa" Marcus Garvey - Black Star Line, 1919 shipping company
· The Re-Africanization of culture
· -some african americans actively changing the way they live to create a more african identity
· -looking to create a clear identity, "soul"
· -soul: clothing, food, hair style (afro), changing name (from "slave name", Cassius Clay -> Mohammid Ali)

· James Brown - Funk
· -takes 2 mins for melody change
· -no organized melody
· -background singer repeats same line over and over
· 
· Deprivilage of melody and harmony
· Privilage of Rhythm
· Interlock groove - based on African Drum Groups
· -master drummer, sets tempo
· -James is the master drummer and sets tempo
· -every member of circle has their rhythm usually simple
· -like pieces of a jigsaw puzzle and form a much more complicated rhythm structure
· -once established, master drummer begins to improvise over top
· -treating all instruments as percussion, guitar, bass, voice
· -James coordinates and doesn't dictate

· Community
· -hear James talking to band, and band talking back
· 
· Cyclical - pleasure in repetition
· -based on rifts, which repeat over and over again
· Open-ended forms - cyclical vs. linear
· -when he switched to funk, he lost his appeal to white audience
· -james writing song deliberately rooted in unresolved black equality
· -mid 1980s, James Brown song appeals to white audience again - "Living in America"

· The Folk Revival:
· Folk music - union movement
· -caught up with idea of authenticity
· -Folk musicians try to sound like "folk" musicians
· -boils down to money, further from mainstream pop music, more obsessed with what constitutes as authenticity
· -Folk musicians quickly aligned themselves with labour unions
· Industrial Workers of the World (IWW)
· Woody Guthrie
· -"This Machine kills fascists"
· The Weavers: Pete Seeger
· 
· "This Land is Your Land" - Woody Guthrie
· -performed with The Weavers
· -instruments and vocal timbre
· -lyric content
· 
· Impact of McCarthyism
· -Senetor Joseph McCarthy
· -tasked with prosecuting communists
· -big target was Labour Unions
· -Folk music almost got wiped out, cause most artists associated with Left Wing political parties
· 
· Early 60s - Baby Boom reaches college.
· -started listening to Folk music cause it was "serious" music, dealt with issues, and told stories
· -quickly see new generation of Folk musicians, same age as college students
· Civil Rights
· 
· -Robert Zimmerman, lived in Pibbing Minnesota
· -early 1960s moves to NYC, changes name to Bob Dylan
· 
· Bob Dylan:
· 
· 1961-1965 Traditional folk singer/songwriter
· "A Hard Rain's a Gonna Fall" (1963)
· -about Cold War
· -all imagery about after the nuclear war
· -nuclear missles/black rain
· -cuban missile crisis - October 1962
· -lyric style
· 
· -Bob Dylan meets the Beatles, tell them lyrics don't say anything, the Beatles took this advice
· -Bob Dylan also realizes from the Beatles the importance of electric instruments, may help him reach bigger audiences

Truckin’ The grateful Dead (1970)
· Influenced by Folk Rock 
· The grateful dead lived in San Francisco 
· They had a house 
· Many of the concerts they play were free- giving back to the community 
· Epithelised counterculture 
·  The grateful dead were very well known as collective improvisation- “jamming” 
· Every grateful dead show was different- was unique- half of it was made up on spot 
· The dead would have thousands of people following them every show- people travel for weeks- they would be called “dead heads” 
· They don’t show a great deal of self consciousness- they are kept loose, open sounded 
· Everything is new- don’t know what’s going to happen next 
· “ acid rock”

· More aggressive sound develops
· Less obvious folk image
· Acid rock
· White Rabbit- Jefferson Airplane (1967) 
· They were very popular 
· They weren’t producing hit records 
· Their songs were long, hard to play in the radio because radio wants more breaks for commercials 
· They weren’t interested in getting hit records 
· Big hit records represented materials 
· There are a lot of drug references 
· The song draws on imagery from an important book- children’s book- called Alice in wonderland
· Released in the summer of 1967- summer of 1967 was the peak of counterculture of the west coast of the united states- extraordinary time because every was free- naked, special brownies, drugs- the summer of love

After 1967
· Youth culture becomes more politically active
· Focus on civil rights and the draft/ Vietnam 
· Counterculture begins to change- for 2 reasons- 1st reason was its own success- people were beginning to flock to SAN FRAN to see hippies- the use of drugs- drug addiction and people turning up dead 
· Vietnam had become a full out war- young men were receiving letters to go to Vietnam and were drafted 
· This war was a big deal
· Other war, there was a clear sense of good and evil and the reason they fought, second thing was united states always won every war they won
· Early 1950s where united states fought in Korea and they didn’t win, they tied, technically the war is still going on

Jimi Hendrix:
· Technical virtuoso 
· Control of feedback 
· Wah wah pedal – wah wah pedeal is a filter- jimi used it during solos- used it to create new sounds 
· “wammy” bar

· End of summer 1967- the put on a free concert 
· Voodoo Child (Slight return) (1967) 
· Woodstock: August, 1969
· Somewhere between 350,000- half a million people showed up 
· It was not all free of tragedy- one dead- he fell asleep- young tractor hit him 
· Woodstock was at a farm- it was so huge that there were people that stayed for 3 days that didn’t even see the stage 
· It was good because there was lots of space
· for 3days
· it was not about profit or consuming stuff 
· one of the bands they tried to play at Woodstock was the rolling stones 
· they couldn’t because they were on tour 
Altamont: December, 1969 
· the rolling stones decided to have their own Woodstock for one day at Altamont since it was such a hit
· Altamont was in a stadium 
· It was enclosed space- they just kept on bringing people in- people were packed in- people freaked out and panicky 
· The worst part was that the rolling stones wanted to be cooler than Woodstock 
· The manager of the grateful dead was credited for giving them the idea 
· “why don’t you hire security from the hell’s angels motorcycle club” 
· They did and paid them $500 worth of beer 
· To the credit, the hells angels showed up very seriously with chains and knifes 
· The rolling stones took the final act
· A young woman in the audience- Meredith hunter 
· While the rolling stones was playing, he had a handgun- we don’t know if it was loaded 
· As he approached the stage, the member of the rolling stones stabbed him twice- 

April 1970- Paul McCartney leaves the Beatles 
· First week of May 1970- there was a protest- first day was pretty peaceful- national guard gets called in next day- trying to break up protest
· Small group of protest break up from main group- they run up over a hill and are next near a parking lot followed by national guards- till this day, no one knew what happened- at the top of the hill, the national guard opened fired on the guard- fired 72 rounds- when shooting was over, 10 was wounded- 1 would not walk again and 4 were dead
· Students were shot dead by the people who were suppose to protect them 
· No one found out gave the order and no one was prosecuted over the deaths 

September, 1970: Jimi Hendrix dies
October 1970: Janice Joplin dies of a drug overdose
July 1971, Jim Morrison (The doors) dies 
· All of them died and are 27 years old 

Hip Hop
· Folk culture
· South Bronx, New York city- 1970s
· Rap/ break dancing/ graffiti art 
· There were neighborhoods police don’t go anymore 
· Graffiti is important in a “do it yourself” culture 

Precursors: 
1. Signifying/ the dozens
· Oral word game
· Ritualized insulting
· African origin 
2. Personality DJs (1950s/60s)
· Speed/ rhyming/ virtuosic 
· Most disc jockeys are white 
· Personality DJs are African and they had to teach white people this fast pace 
3. Jamaican Toasting
· Yard dances/ sound system men
· SSM become 1st Jamaican recording producers 
· One of the poorest nations 
· Most people cannot afford turntables, only afford radios 
· If you listen to radios in Jamaica, you only listen to BBC- they only played proper music
· If you want to listen to blues or rock and roll, you can’t listen to BBC
· People heard it at yard parties 
· There were individuals in Jamaica, they had money to buy a large stereo system and they make trips from united states to get records and they would hold parties- for a little bit of change, they could get in to drink beer and listen to music- 
· Producing for yard dances
· Same song on both sides, one without vocals 
· No singing on one side, so they pick up a microphone and talk over the music
· SSM would vocally improvise over the “b” side and this would be called toasting 
4. Jazz/ Militant Black poetry 
· Part of “Reafricanization” of culture during the 1960s 
· Spoken word music is important 
· Practiced in the black community 
· 

Prehistory:
1973, Kool Herc
· Two turntables 
· Extends exciting moments of a song- “breaks”
· “cutting and mixing”
· Toasting 
· He went to yard parties and dances 
· When he went to NYC, he threw yard parties on the streets of his neighborhood 
· One turntable played a song, the other turntable was ready for another song 
· Herc didn’t do that, he would put two copies of the same song in the turntable 
· There was a moment in a lot of songs, where the song got loud and everybody loved 

1976, Grand master Flash
· Develops Kool Herc’s Techniques
· “quick mix”
· Variety of sources 
· “sampling” 
· He cannot toast
