Trephining
· Individual who were having illusions or were delusional had a hole drilled in their skull in order to get rid of the spirits. If that person was still alive, the procedure was successful
 Witchcraft
· Correlated with ‘The Crucible’ where Tituba, Sarah Good & Sarah Osborne are accused of witchcraft in Salem, 1692
What to do with the witches?!
· Exodus 22:18- Thou shalt not suffer a witch to live
· Leviticus  20:27- A man also or woman that hath a familiar spirit, or that is a wizard, shall surely be put to death: they shall stone them with stones: their blood shall be upon them.
Assumptions of Demonology
· Secularization:  a systematic and general attempt to explain something
· The world is a battlefield between supernatural forces of good and bad 
· Deviance = sin 
· Cause and cure of deviant behaviour in the realm of the supernatural 
· Deviance has cosmic consequences
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· 
· 1. Harmful to victims
· 2. God
· 3. The entire cosmos

Two paths to Demonic Deviance
· Temptation Model: Individuals are tempted and persuaded by the devil
· Path of position (possession): Individuals lacks choice, not responsible for actions. The solution to this possession is exorcism
How to diagnose the Handiwork of the Devil 
· Trial by ordeal: accused would carry hot iron or walk on  hot coals then they would wrap their wound, if the wounds weren't infected, God had intervened and if they were infected he hadn't 
· Trial by cold water: accused would have their hands and feet tied. if they sank,  they were innocent; if they floated they were not 
5 types of evidence to convict
· Trial by clever test: individual would have to say the Lord’s Prayer. Those that were guilty would say it backwards or make a mistake
· Individual testimony: one person's word against another
· Physical marks of the devil: based on physical appearance and if there’s an abnormality, they’re working with the devil (wart, mole, skin tag, birthmark…)
· Spectral evidence: someone would claim to see a ghost of you and the only way it could be produced was if you made a pack with the devil
· Confession of guilt: trying to prove either the actus reus or the mens rea. Torture people to get them to confess and name accomplices
Confessional devices/Torture devices
· Inquisitional Chair: Made of iron, spikes to pierce the skin and would heat as well
· Iron Spider: Hung from ceiling
· Cat’s Paw: Scratch individual
· Judas’ Cradle: Hoisted above stool and released on it
· Strappado: Individual left to hand, dropped just of ground
· Heretic’s Fork: Sharp device around neck, pierce neck and chin
· The Rack: Body elongate
· The Headcrusher; Tighten head
Witchcraft in context
· Provide explanation 
· Changes and turmoil in society
· Maintain status quo
· Protect position and privileges
· Challenge authorities = charged with heresy
· Divert attention
· Blames witches and the Church becomes indispensible
· Scapegoat 
· Target powerless or threatening groups
Rationale for Punishment
· Rooted in Christianity
· Biblical law – lex tallonis (eye for an eye, tooth for a tooth) 
· Penance through physical pain
· Nothing scared about the body
· Restore order of the world
· Maintain balance
· Eliminate evil spirits through death 
· Symbolism of fire
· Deterrence
· General (a sentence, that is severe enough to stop people from committing crimes) and specific (discourage, though punishment, an individual offender from committing another crime in the future)
· Affirm authority of the Church
· Social control 
· Rid society of undesirables/deviants
Religious Control – More shame than pain
· The Ducking Stool, Brank, Branding
 Socially Constructed Problem: The Moral Panic
· Moral panic: Occurs when a condition, episode, person or group of persons is defined as a threat to societal values and interests
· Moral entrepreneurs: can be an individual, group, or a formal organization who takes the responsibility to persuade the society at what is more important in terms of laws.
· Folk devils: groups that vise to be a threat to society.
Modern Day ‘Witch Hunts
· A ‘witch hunt’ occurs any time a group of people persecutes another group unfairly, usually blaming that group for larger problems
· Modern day drug users/drug laws a ‘witch hunt’:   Opium Act of 1908 (stricter drug laws)
· Emily Murphy’s The Black Candle-This book created a moral panic in society.
Video Notes: The Burning Times
· After the roman times, women’s continued traditions of the old religion and were leaders, counsellors, visionaries and healers (a.k.a. wise women). The Christian Church and state branded them witches and condemned them as worshippers of the Devil.
· Idea of witches date back to the Renaissance and the period in history known as the witch craze.
· Taught to fear the witches but still drawn to their powers (Conical=knowledge, cauldron=origins of life + magical power of women).
· The word witchcraft has been used to dismiss cultural traditions around the world.
· The Society of the Alejo (Brazil):  for generations, the traditions of their African ancestors were kept alive. Women who practiced rituals like the Alejo in Africa/America were called heathens and were persecuted as witches. They are called witch-doctors and charlatans.
· Modern doctors are beginning to re-examine the healing power of the human spirit.
· European healers who were burned relied on Christian faith when performing their cures.
· Witch comes from ‘wic’ which means to bend of shape consciousness/events of life through meditations & chants.
· New Pagans feel like they are returning to a pre Christian tradition which honours women and men.
· The Church of Rome set the Inquisition to enforce its will. People who criticized the church or held different beliefs were executed as criminals.
· 85% of people who were killed for witchcraft were women. It was considered as the women holocaust.
· The witch craze involved the destruction of life with endured for thousands of years.
· Pagans lived on a particular part of the land, had ceremonies, traditions, goddesses that were appropriate to God. They were part of life traditions (crops grow, help animals, relationship of moon, sun, planets).
· With the arrival of Christianity & beliefs, churches were built over the Pagan shrine and goddesses turned into saints.
· It’s not unusual that women like Jone D’arc who took prophetic rules and become visionaries leaders.
· In the 15th century, women were physicians of the people. They understood the principles of anatomy and nutrition. Priest fumed over the wise women. 
· No one did more harm to the Catholic faith than the midwives because they interfered with God’s will by using birth control and abortion. 
· The witch burnings was a way to take control of women’s power (reproduction + body).
· Punishments: Those who demand reform were branded as enemies of God followed by accusation of witchcraft. Those who spoke out wore the mask of shame. Husbands were ordered to beat their wives out of charity for their soul.  Those who sleep in church wore the rosary necklace.  Other faces the ducking stool.
· Guilt and sin were a part of Christian life. Sexuality was the root of evil and women were obstacle to a man’s holiness. 
· St Thomas Aquinas:  Greatest pleasure for the blessed ones in Haven was watching tortures of the eternally dammed.
· Black play (end of the world -14th century): God’s punishment for sin. 
· People turned to the village’s wise women for comfort and help.
· Woman’s population was greater than mans.
· 16th century, woman right of property was eroded.
· Female seniors, widows, spinsters, beggars were vulnerable of witchcraft.
· Witch craze was an answer to institutions which feel threatened.
· Witches were the reason to the occurrence evilness.
· Women were joining groups and perform rituals. Those who meet at night were considered evil.
· Renaissance was a rebirth of the Church and traditions.
· Scientific revolution relied explicitly on using techniques of the Inquisition, the techniques of questionings. Using techniques of the Inquisition to tease or torture the secrets of Mother Nature.
· Witch-hunt was a business, profitable because the witch would be “paying” the others for guarding/killing her. 
· When a woman was accused of being a witch in front of the Inquisition, she would go to jail, get tortured, stripped of her clothes and get a full body shave (getting rid of any evil/power). 
· Braided hair was thought to braid men’s faith.
· Witch approaches Inquisitor by walking backwards. Inquisitor is appointed by the Church/Ruler.
· Many cannot withstand the methods of torture.
· Principle was torture until getting a confession.
· Women were tortured 3 times on average (3rd degree burn).
· Torture for confession: Thumbscrew, mouth pear.
·  16th century: It happened that the Devil was present within communities and women were susceptible of his charm. 
· It took the Church 200 years of terror & death to transform Paganism into Devil worship and folk culture into heresy.
· Woman were by definition sexual and from this, they’re dangerous because they are more vulnerable to work with the Devil.
· 6 generations of children watched as their mother was burned to their death.
· On October 31, groups of woman in North America remember those who died by performing rituals.  By doing this, they are able to find the strength to fight for what they believe.
The Demonic Era
· Authority/power:  Catholic Church
· What was considered a crime: Sins, heresy, treason, 
· Explanations of deviance:  Temptation model & Possession model
· How the guilty were determined: Trial by torture, clever test, spectral evidence, physical marks of the devil, individual testimony
· Justification for punishment: Lex Tallonus, retribution, biblical law.
· Rationale/purpose of punishment: Cleanse the soul, deterrence, maintain power of the church
· Nature of punishment: Public and symbolic humiliation


Age of Monarchy
The late middle ages
· King Harold ruled England 
· Princes held absolute power within own borders
· Law was localized
· 1066 – Battle of Hastings (William the conqueror battled King Harold and won, became ruler of England) 
· William of Normandy became new ruler
The Rise of the Monarch
· Society based on feudalism (holding of land in exchange for service or labour)
· William awarded main officers land and developed barren’s courts
· Church was still a centralized and uniting power
· Monarch needed blessing of the Church 
The Emergence of the Absolute Monarchy
· Monarch has the power to rule their land freely, with no laws or legally-organized direct opposition in force
· Proposed as a solution to violence of the 16th/17th century
· Local autonomy taken away in exchange for peace and safety
What is the divine right of Kings
· 
· Authorized by God to rule
· King is only accountable to God
· Sinful for subjects to resist them
· Attack upon the throne = Heresy or treason

The Emergence of the King’s Court
· 
· Streamlined the procedures and made fairer
· Barrens local courts diminished in popularity
· Circuit judges laws based on local customs replaced
· “Based on situations of similar fact” (Latin for Stare Decises)
· Established Common Law  by the Judge’s wisdom

The King’s Courts
· The jury system was introduced 
· Grand assize: chosen by king, go into community to look for criminals and was there duty to bring them in and present to judge and jury
· Petit assize: small jury of 12 men would judge the criminal on trial
· England 
· Trial by wager/compurgation: need to find 12 individuals to take oath and speak of innocence and character
· Three different types:
· Exchequer: finance disputes between king's subjects
· Court of Common Pleas: anything not involving the king
· King’s bench: composed of kings advisor come to appeal and also royal cases
The King’s Justice: Royal Cases
· Crimes against the King’s peace
· What is the Bloody Code? number of offenses punishable increases drastically (especially in England between 1688-1815->1688: 50 crimes were punishable by death; 1815: 150-200 crimes were punishable by death)
· Expanding list of capital crimes 
· Why so Bloody??
· 
· Rules are made by people who had power and authority
· The rich people made the law so they wanted to protect their interests
· Harsh law would serve as a deterrence
· Massive criminalization of previously non-criminal acts 
· 
· Why?? 
· 
· Trying to keep everyone in check
· Protecting their assets
· No one question the acts of God or the King
· The more crimes there is, the more money there is 

The King’s Justice: A demonstration of Power
· 
· Spectacle and impress
· Admit guilt and beg for god’s mercy
· Power of King’s mercy
· Take or grant life, lesson pain

The use of torture
· Suspected of crime
· Only half proof required 
· Inquisition  
· Q’s asked under oath and pain 
· Torture – 2 stages 
· 
· Preparatory: try to get to confess 
· Preliminary: try to get to confess names of collaborators
· 
· England 
· 
· Avoid torture by consenting to trial by jury
· Refuse trial by jury  “pressing”
· 
· Why??
· Die without being convicted – Crown cannot confiscate property
Punishments:
· Capital Punishment: The lawful infliction of death as a punishment
· Stock & Pillory: Individual would have their head locked in a device while walking in circle during daytime and the public was allowed to throw things. Sometime, their ears were nailed to the board
· Flogging: Individuals were getting wiped. In the reign of Henry VIII was passed (1530) the famous Whipping Act, directing vagrants to be carried to some market town or other place “and there tied to the end of a cart naked and beaten with whips throughout such market town till the body shall be bloody”
· Branding: Individual were branded by the letter of the crime they committed
· Banishment or Exile: Remove from property and cannot return back home (a.k.a. outcast)
· Transportation: Send criminals to the colonies by boat to work. The Colonies didn’t want them anymore in 1776
· Hulk:  Floating Prisons. Convicts were put on ship and were sent on different land to work. Work on land during the day. Sleep on boat at night
The Age of the Monarchy & Implications for justice
· Changes in the administration of justice
· Only the king has the authority to change or modify rules
· Explanation of deviance
· All crimes were against the King and God
· Definitions of deviance
· Non criminal behaviours are criminalized 
· Response to deviance
· Different forms of corporal punishment with the additions of other punishment 
Concluding Remarks
· Solidify power of the Monarch
· Show authority and mercy of the Monarch
· Protect emerging economic/social/political system
Video Notes: Characteristics of the King’s Justice/King’s Court that are illustrated in ‘Braveheart’
· King can grant mercy (take life, save life, or lesson pain): “Kiss the royal emblem of my clock and feel no more” 
· Wallace is told “fall to your knees and declare yourself a king’s royal subject” and told to beg for the King’s mercy and he shall have it
· Form of entertainment (pre-show with midgets, jesters): crime as spectacle/theatrical production involving people of all ages 
· Audience participation – cheering, shouting, throwing things at the accused

Life during the 18th century: Economic/social context
· Shift from Feudalism to modern nation state 
· Shift from economy based on agriculture to the Industrial Revolution (1750-1850)

· Shaming no longer effective 
· Ideas of Protestant Reformation 
Scientific Explanations
· We are capable of discovering why & how things happen
· We can use science & reason to discover those rules that govern behaviour (of both the universe & man)
The Enlightenment (1650-1800): Intellectual Context
· Reason is idealized 
· Doctrine of free will 
· Humans are hedonistic 
· Natural rights exist and  must be protected by the rule of law
· Man is naturally rational and good
Social Contract
· Def:  An imaginary agreement wherein people freely give up some of their individual autonomy and rights in order to ensure their own safety and well being of the entire group
What was the ‘justice system’ like during the Middle Ages?
· 
· Arbitrary
· Form of entertainment
· Abuse of power
· Barbaric
· Based on pain
· Could be arrest w/o warrant, tortured for no reason, Jail without trial
· No sense of Due Process
· No codified law

Critique of Criminal Justice during the 18th century
· Capital punishment
· Negative effect (on the general public)
· Reluctant to convict
· Deterrent effect (No general deterrent effect)
· Transportation
· What to do with all the prisoners??  Send offenders to Colonies
· Jails 
· People who went to Jail had to pay for everything regardless of their guilt
· Industry $$
· Breeding grounds 
· Physically (diseases)
· Offence (everyone was in regardless the nature and seriousness)
Cesare Beccaria (1738-1794)
· Italian Aristocrat
· Was part of a group called Academy of Fist
· One of his brothers who worked in a prison  allowed Beccaria to view the prison life
· 1764: anonymously published his book which criticized the Justice System Essay of Crime & Punishment 1764 (was on the prohibited book list) 
· Critique of criminal justice system, need to reform system and protect the rights of individuals
Jeremy Bentham (1748-1832)
· Principle of Utilitarianism 
· Demanding that laws and government should serve "the greatest good of the greatest number"
· Hedonistic calculus
· 
· Intensity (how strong is the pleasure)
· Duration (how long does it last)
· Certainty (how  certain is this pleasure is obtained)
· Immediacy (how quick is it achieved)
· 
· Goal of punishment: Deterrence 
· 3 components:
· 
· Swift
· Certain
· Proportionate

Social control and order
· Laws
· While people are essentially free, living together with some laws produces a more happy life
· Substantive Law (similar to the Criminal Code)
· Tells us what sort of behaviour ought to be considered criminal
· Procedural Law (similar to the Due Process)
· Establishes limits to the degree that government can use its power
· Crimes
· Breaking of social contract and promise to society. Breaking the law.
· Classification:
· 
· Crimes against the state
· Crimes against citizen or their    property
· Crimes against public tranquility
· 
· Explanation of  criminality:
· Hedonists
· Rationality -  can be held accountable
Laws
· According to the social  contract, the offender has agreed that state is authorized to punish
· Laws must be written, widely available and understandable
· Laws  must apply to all equally
· No ex-post facto legislation 
Punishment
· 
· Judges determine guilt only
· Focus only on the actus reus 
· Punishment determined by legislator
· Punishment is to ensure that society continues
· Punishment must be rationally calculated

The Death penalty 
· Bentham and Beccaria are against the death penalty for the following reasons
· 
· Doesn’t act as a good  general deterrence
· Doesn’t leave a permanent impression
· Barbaric (doesn’t make sense to pay for violence) 
· Contrary to social contract
· Need disciplined workers

Administration of Justice
· Establish procedural guarantees
· 
· Avoid torture & secret accusations
· Right to speedy trial & to present evidence
· Right to jury trial 
· 
· Improve prison conditions
· Classification of offenders 
· Humane treatment

Video Notes: The History of Punishment
· Crime is directed against the victim
· Punishment is used to show as breaking the social contract
· Corporal punishment or force labor was used and was considered appropriate
· Property crime was higher than all
· Rules were transmitted orally before getting it codified
· Hammurabi Code was the first codified law than set out crimes and punishment
· Law of Moise applied to all Jews and was not arbitrary
· In ancient Athens or Rome, the criminal acts were known everywhere
· Death penalty was often imposed
· Hemlock is a liquid poison
· Penalty can be easy (i.e. fine) or harsh
· Some can be sent to exile
· Until the 15th century, the victim’s family would have revenge on the murder’s family
· Most wrongdoers escape the law because there was a lack of police taskforce 
· Sign of executions were the hot bed of crime
· Someone in the society was appointed to execute the punishment set upon the offender (Strongest person alive)
· Executioners were always living in hiding because of the reputations they got
· If branded GAL= galley slave. This was the worst punishment and were automatically sent on transportation
· 18th century: people were asking for change in the system
· Prisons were first developed in England known as transportation. Australia objected to this model. Convicts were living in poor hygiene
· Modern days: each inmate had their own cell (Pennsylvania & Auburn Model)
· Universal Declaration of Human rights 1948, section 5: no one will be inflicted cruel human pain
· No penalty=no rule to prohibit crime
· Increase of crime is the main issue in the Judicial system 
· Money for prison is equal to necessary money for education
· Afro American gets harsher sentences than whites.
· Sexes, social status, ethnic, education, marital status are considered
· Harder to punish someone with death penalty. Only way to harshly punish someone is higher length in prison
· Countries who still have the death penalty are reserved for murder crimes
· Countries with Islamic laws get beheaded if they break Islamic laws such as adultery
· France & USA would like to reincorporate corporal punishment
· Criminals are more scared of death than length imprisonment
· Death penalty is not an obvious deterrence 
· Criminals were optimist
· Death penalty is argued to control serious and dangerous criminals
· Criminals pay for their own life likewise to what they did to their victim
· Must reflect the values of society and not the values of criminals
· It’s all about philosophical questions
Classical Criminology
· Definition of crime =  Anything that breached the social contract
· Focus of analysis = Actus Reus
· Nature of offender = Rational, possessing reason, free will
· Cause of crime = Max pleasure, Min pain
· Response to crime must be = Swift, Proportionate, Certain
· Purpose of punishment = Deterrence


Marxism
Law and the consensus perspective
· The law is the codification of dominant social values and its application functions to benefit the majority
· Bentham and Beccaria falls under the consensus perspective
Law and the conflict perspective
· The law in both its codification and its application is not neutral but reflects the interests of and benefits the powerful segments of society
· Marx falls under the conflict perspective
Level of Analysis
· Critical theory
· Questions existing social arrangements 
· Realizes society isn't fair. Some group have more power (Why? Who?) 
· Macro approach
· Focus on the large scale structures of society
Karl Marx (1818-1883): Personal Context
· Jewish heritage but converted to Christianity. Had a poor background
· Marginal social location
· Educated at University at young age
· Had Liberals’ views
· Wanted to become a professor. 
· Likes to write a lot about ant religion, communism. Had to live his life in exile
· Not concerned with the “dangerous classes”
· Saw the world as a universe full of questions
· Published The Communist Manifesto, 1848 with Friedrich Engels
· Difference between Bentham, Beccaria and Marx: wealth background
Social and Intellectual Context
· Industrial revolution
· Mechanization, unemployment, poverty
· Reserve army of labour
· Fear of the “dangerous classes”
· Young Hegalians 
· Science and Statistics
3 groups in society
· Bourgeoisie: owners of the productions and purchase the labor; had the power.
· Proletariat: working class; do not own any means of production or the ability to purchase the labor power of others (‘have not’).
· Lumpenproletariat: unemployed, demoralised, unproductive. 
Capitalism
· Economic system of wage-labour and commodity production for sale, exchange and profit
· Focus on profits
· Bourgeoisie wins this field because they hire the proletariat in order to get money
The mode of production
· The manner in which the production of goods and services is organized
· Divided into: 
· Material forces of production 
· Society’s capacities to produce the goods
· Social relations of production
· Interpersonal relationship among the people
“The history of all existing society is the history of class struggle.”
· The mode of productions: Every civilization is determined on the way people produce material goods. In that society, an individual’s relationship to making goods determines their prestige in society and their individual wealth.
· Primitive Communism, Slavery, Feudalism, Capitalism, Socialism
4 types of Alienation
· Alienated from
· 
· The process
· The products
· Fellow workers

· 
· According to Marx, the term ‘species being’ refers to when the human being reaches his full capacity potential
Infrastructure and superstructure
· INFRASTRUCTURE (based on the economy. Controlled by the bourgeoisie) shapes SOCIAL SUPERSTRUCTURE (everything else that is affected by the economy. A reflection of the infrastructure) 
· BASE controlled by RULING CLASS so SUPERSTRUCTURE controlled by RULING CLASS too
· Ideology: system of ideas that support material reality
Ideology and the main institutions in society
· 
· Education
· Family
· Media
· Government

In the words of Marx
· “It is not the consciousness of men that determines their being, but on the contrary, their social being that determines their consciousness."                             
2 types of consciousness
· Class consciousness
· Sense of common identification among members of a given class
· Capitalist falls under this category
· False consciousness
· Inability to clearly see where’s one’s own best interests life
“Religion is the opiate of the masses”
· Don’t question religion
· Follow authority
· Form of oppression. 
· Religion doesn’t fix the problems
· According to Marx, religion was made from imagination.
· Religion distracted man from its essence, shamefully exploits man, loose the man’s destiny
· Religion is false conscious.
Marxism, Crime and Criminal Justice
· Capitalist exploitation = abuse and theft 
· Constant struggle between employer and workers
· Capitalist ideology Competition Stress  Consumption = Crime 
· Fuels greed. Founded on the beliefs without material goods. (You can’t be happy)
· Definitions of crime
· Criminalize threat to capital
· Criminalize behaviour of the poor
· Do not criminalize moral wrongdoing of the rich
· Things that threaten the owner.  Strikes, union, etc are all considered criminal to protect the rich bourgeoisie 
· Crime is an ideological construct and serves functions
· Diverts attention
· Assigns blame to street crime not behaviour of capitalists 
· Divides working class
· Criminal justice system is ideological
· Rhetoric of equality (actually not equal because of individual’s income)
· Criminal justice system is coercive apparatus
· Control of “surplus” populations
· Threats to ruling class
· Crime is economically useful (creating jobs)
Solution to crime
· 
· Revolution
· Emergence of communism
· Thus: forces of capitalism cease to exist
· “The last capitalist we hang shall be the one who sold us the rope”

Marx Perspective
· Level of Analysis = Macro
· View of Society/Social Order = Conflicts
· Individual behavior results of = False Conscious
· Root of crime = Class inequalities, social distribution of wealth
· Right = Human Rights/Workers Rights
· Roles of judge = N/A
· Solution to crime = Revolution, shift from capitalism to socialism 


The Emergence of Positivism
Auguste Comte (1798-1857)
· Three stages of society’s evolution:
· Theological
· Good vs. Bad are attributed to the divine. Demonic Era & Age of the Monarchy
· Metaphysical

· Fancy word for scientific method.

Characteristics of Positivism
· Reliance on the scientific method where we need facts and proof
· Focus on actors and moves away from the act
· Determinism predisposes the individual from committing crime through internal and external forces
· Hard: no choice
· Soft: free will
· Differentiation by separating the good and bad, the normal and abnormal
· Punishment should fit the individual on what cause the individual to act this certain way
· Offenders can be ‘cured’
· Reliance on experts on the status of the offender
Social Context during that time
· Big shift in population, industrialization, high rate of unemployment 
Why did positivism come to dominate
· 
· Rejection of Classical philosophies (very philosophical and not very empirical)
· Classical projects are not working (rehabilitating people was not working)
· Promise of solution (promise of finding the cause and curing the individual)
· Did not challenge status quo (didn't question the nature of society or power structures; it suggested that crime was caused by something wrong with 'the individual')
· Could utilize existing institutions
· Kept with interested of growing professional class

Positivism and today’s Criminal Justice 
· Does positive theory influence how we view crime and criminal justice in Canada?
· Yes- Parole, aggravating/mitigating factors, NCR
Positivism Perspective
· Level of Analysis = Micro
· View of Society/Social Order = Consensus
· Method = Scientific Model
· Focus = Actor 
· Crime causation = Results of being pathological, biological
· Individual right = Focus on society’s rights
· Roles of judge = Focus on individual
· Response to crime = Treatment, elimination, segregation 


Biological Positivism
Phrenology 
· Developed by Franz Joseph Gall, 1796 
· Belief of specific area in the brain control the way the human behave. 
· Run fingertips on the skull to see if there's a bump. These bumps means that the individual is enlisted in those types of behaviour 
Identified 26-35 special faculties of the brain

3 regions of the brain
· Intellectual faculties
· Moral sentiments 
· Lower function 
· This region was associated with criminal behavior. This function can be in check by the other 2. 
Cesare Lombroso(1835-1909)
· 
· Founder of positive thought
· Provided medical services in army and prison
· Compared physical characteristics of individuals (study criminals in prison and compare them to a controlled group through Phrenology)
· Heavily influenced by Darwin’s theory of evolution– natural selection
· Interested in medicine and psychology
· He emphasized the importance of studying human behaviour through the use of the scientific method. 
· Theorized that soldiers with tattoos were more likely to engage in criminal behaviour.

Social Darwinism
· Social Darwinism is ethnocentric, and supports Genocide, Eugenic, Racism, Scapegoating, Inequality, Labelling, Colonization
· The belief that different people are at different evolutionary stages in society.
· Some people are less evolved than others – some people can be closer to apes than others. 
· Believes that western societies were much more evolved. Everyone else was considered less important. 
In the words of Lombroso
· “At the sight of that skull, I seemed to see all at once, standing out clearly illuminated as in a vast plain under a flaming sky, the problem of the nature of the criminal.” 
The Born Criminal
· Shares characteristics with “inferior races”, the insane and MOST importantly with prehistoric man
· Atavists live by their instincts
· Atavism manifests itself in certain physical characteristics
· 5 or more stigmata = born criminal (stigmata characteristics: extension of the chin, jaw, big or small or extended ears, fleshy or swollen lip, arm excessively long, hair abnormality, able to write with both hands, additional finger, nipples)
· Lack of moral sense
· Insensitivity to pain, tattoos and special argot
Atavism and Crime


The Female Offender (1985)
· Women are biological throwbacks 
· Criminal women possess an excess of masculine traits and preoccupation with sexuality
· Showed little stigmata.  Why? Due to youthfulness and being evolved
· Female criminality was rare
· Missing category of crime that would account for more female criminality: Prostitution
Expanded Criminal Typology
· Born criminal: individual defined by stigmata
· Criminal by passion: not an atavist but the criminal behaviour was triggered
· Insane criminal: lack of mental, no control
· Occasional criminal
· Pseudo criminal: individual who commit an offence but shouldn’t be seen as a criminal
· Criminaloids: individual is swayed to do good or do bad
· Habitual: individual external environment disposes them of crime
Critiques of Lombroso
· No clear control group - Lombroso says that people in prison are the criminals and people in society are good people
· Correlations seen as casual
· Subjective measuring 
· Racist

Video Notes: ‘Born Bad’
· US government spends about $50M a year investigating biological "causes" of criminality
· Psychopathic individuals lack of remorse, of responsibility and have extreme verbal fluency and ability 
· Performing the MRI to show if the biology and behavior correlate 
· Robert Hare has identified qualities of psychopaths but he also wants to know if it has biological roots; he uses fMRIs to explore the minds of psychopaths
· Psychopath uses the information in the superficial matter  
· Hypothesis: psychopaths have less activity in the part of the brain where the emotions are 
· Biological explanations cannot give firm predictions 
· Biology of psychopath don't change but makes them more dangerous
· Biology gives a bio range  instead
· Others can use researchers findings for the wrong reason 
· People were being sterilized for genetic inferior for no reason in the early 1900s
· Chromosomes 11 of the brain stimulates the thrill seekers to engage in bold activities 
· Critique: once research is done, it'll be used as genocide 
· People born bad  is caused  within the genes and the external environment 
· Hearing test to see how well is the brain functioning: people with bias will not be able to differentiate good and bad. 
· Brain and body changes the behavior 
· It’s not clear if individuals are born bad 
· Exposure to violation leads to aggression
· There should be a trace in the child's past for them to engage in criminal behavior 
· Genetic disorders cause violence
· Biological causes of crime and/or deviance: Brain structure, genetics, psychopaths, hormone, thrill seekers, poor language skills, ability to hear
· Dangers/limits of employing biological explanations to explain crime and/or deviance:  Stigmatism, biological defects,  labelling, burden taken off parents, lawyer can manipulate this factor in their favor, focus on individual without looking at society, overmedicated/sterilized


Problems of the mind-intellectual incompetence
Charles Goring
· “The English Convict” (1913)
· Goal: assess Lombroso’s theory
· Research: compared convicts to non-criminals
· Physically inferior and mentally inferior (criminal were shorter (1-2”), light  in weight (3-7lbs) than non criminals, mentality of a moron)
· Strong correlations b/w criminality of parents and children (inherited from the genes (2 reasons: criminality came before marriage; correlation between parent and child were stronger if parent was in prison before)
· Method: careful statistical analysis
· Not simply learned behaviour. . . Why?? Cannot accept it at face value 
· Conclusions: Lombroso’s method seriously flawed
· Therefore, criminals are physically and mentally defective due to genetics. Recommendation: sterilization 
· Critique:
· 
· Failure to measure substantial environmental influences (heredity & environment)
· Only studied males

Richard Dugdale
· Conducted general family studies 
· Hypothesis: Behaviours that are genetically determined should correlate more strongly among family members
· Method: 1877- Reviewed 7 generations of The Juke
· Went to a NY county jail and found that 6 people in jail were  blood related
· Concluded: Criminality is inherited
The problem: Feeble-Mindedness
· Theory: 
· All criminals are feeble-minded, but not all feeble-minded are criminals. This can explain why they are committing crime and where does it this behavior come from
· Solution: 
· 
· Survival of the fittest (Natural Selection)
· Society must stop interfering with natural selection

Alfred Binet’s Intelligence Tests
· Intelligence could be calculated by measuring heads 
· 
· Bigger heads = Smart
· Smaller heads = Morons
· 
· Guilty of researcher’s bias (researcher manipulates the results to find the outcome) 
· Double-blind study 
Intelligence Quotient
· 1904- Developed tool to ascribe mental age to individuals
· Mental age: Age associated with last tasks performed
· IQ: Mental age divided by chronological age and multiply by 100 (IQ = 6/10 = .6(100) = 60)
Binet’s Intentions
· 
· Test are rough empirical guide to identify children who need special help
· Focus must be on providing assistance and not identifying cause

Dangers of IQ Testing
· 
· Self fulfilling prophecy 
· Eugenic
· Exploitation of the smart people
· Shows the criminological nexus

Henry Goddard (1866-1957)
· Administered IQ tests to residents
· No one scored above mental age 12
· Mental age 13-15 = Useful People (able to work at semi-productive jobs)
	Mental age below 8 = Was not seen as a threat-feebleminded 
	Mental age 8-12 = Morons, high grade defective, dangerous, can have issues with the law
· All criminals were feeble-minded (89% of criminals were feeble-minded)
Study of the Kallikaks
· Studied the lineage of Martin Kallikak (started with Debra Kallikak)
· Illegitimate relations  with feebleminded barmaid =
· 
· Birth of Old Horror (Martin Kallikak Jr) 
· Family of degenerates
· 
· Legitimate relations with a Quaker
· Descendants were productive citizens
Cause of Criminality and Classification
· Findings: Criminals are feeble-minded and immoral 
· Cause: Recessive gene (Mendel)

· Thus Rooted from Social Darwism 
Goodard on Immigration
· 
· Immigration Act of 1924
· Research:  IQ tests administered to new immigrants
· Findings: Many immigrants are morons
· Therefore: Must regulate them
· However: Can be used for menial work (low class jobs)

Additional Studies and Revision
· Method:  Administered IQ tests to army recruits of WW1
· Findings: 1/3 of army draftees identified as feeble-minded
· Revised views of feeble-mindedness:
· 
· Feeble-mindedness is NOT incurable
· Do not need to segregate most feeble-minded in institutions

· Led to the Mental Hygiene Movement
· Eugencis 
· 
· The manipulation of the processes of evolutionary selection, in order to improve a particular genetic stock or population
· Sterilization Act in BC and Alberta
· 1928-1972 – sterilization of almost 3000 citizens

Video Notes: The Sterilization of Leilani Muir
· Scary experience to go through- the authority dominated the people and caused bodily harm to all individuals
·  Leilani Muir is suing the government for surgically sterilizing her without the proper consent. She had been sexually sterilized under the Alberta government's Sterilization Act in 1959. 
· Theory of Eugenic: Making the best human race according to Binet & under social Darwarism 
· Eugenic was acceptable and was treated as a way to separate the defective people
· There was no good reason to sterilize people 
· 1956, Leilani was diagnosed as a moron (IQ 64) but a few years after, the IQ was 101. It was a one time thing.
· New immigrants were feebleminded because of various reason (e.g.: language  barrier)
· Images seen today were retouched to make it look sinister
· Sexual Sterilization Act of Alberta were passed in 1968 in Alberta
· The United Farmers of Alberta, an agricultural lobbying group called on the government to draft legislation for life segregation or sterilization of the feebleminded. The weight of the survey’s results, combined with growing fear that new immigrants were inferior, had generated fears over the protection of land and jobs.
· Mental retard had physical, biological and social defects
· Future generation were threaten by a higher tide of immigration
· Eugenic sterilization were reserved for morons
· This would cut down the cost imprisonment
· Prevent deviance from upper rise
· Remedy was science, where science and morality were the same thing
· Government and the majority of citizens were in favor of the sterilization law in order to create the perfect community
· People were tricked to go to the Michener Centres 
· Only did 1 IQ test on the spot, no physical check-up, girls were brought to the ASH ward
· In the institutions, the feeble-minded lived in a cell with a rubber mattress and a small door window (felt like criminal)
· Didn’t deserve to be there in the first place
· Had gigantic strives- the number of mentally ill increase
· After the Alberta Eugenic Act, Germany took on the same role but had a different goal
· In order to leave, they had to be sterilized. If not, they don’t leave the institutions
· They need the consent of the individual before performing the surgery (peer pressure)
· Patient would seat in front of a judge panel to see  if the individual is defective
· Eugenic Board decides whether or not the patient should have the treatment
· They were only told that they were going to have an operation. In reality, their appendix were being removed hence they were sterilized.
· These individuals don’t even know that they’ve been sterilized until they go for fertility testing 
· Sexual sterilization act went beyond their limits by removing the ovaries, vasectomy for mens 
· In the 1950's about thirty young men went through testicular biopsy. However, these men had Down syndrome which meant they were sterile by birth (it's been known since the 1940's that Down syndrome males are infertile at birth). Also strange is that testicular biopsies were not an operation to sterilize people anyways. -They used their parts for experiments
· Eugenic Sterilization Act violate the human rights
· Non immoral people were also victimized 
· In October, 1989, Leilani Muir begins legal action against the Government of Alberta. Her claim is wrongful sterilization and wrongful confinement. 
· On January 25, 1996, Leilani Muir is the first sterilization victim to win a judgment against the Government of Alberta. She is awarded damages totalling $740,000 for wrongful confinement and for wrongful sterilization. This is small compensation. 
· Leilani was scared to hurt the people who did this operation on her but the truth is, they were the one who hurt her
· In the end, this court process made her stronger
· Populations were sterilized under the Alberta Sterilization Act:  Feeble-minded, Natives, Immigrants, Unwanted, Down syndrome, Illegitimate children, Promiscuous woman,  criminals, poor people, insane people, marginalized/inferior groups in society, alcoholics, epileptics, unwed mothers 
· Arguments used to justify eugenics: Cutting down on cost of incarceration, improving breeding cost of the next generation, these people were not able to raise children properly, transmit their biological defects, thought that they were making good things for society, control breeding to animals moved towards humans


The Birth of Psychiatry
The case of Andrea Yates
· Around 10:00am on June 20, 2001, Rusty Yates received a startling phone call from his wife: ‘You have to come home’
· She killed all 5 of her children. On a double bed in a back master bedroom, four children were laid out beneath a sheet, clothed and soaking wet. All of them were dead, with their eyes wide open. In the bathtub, a young boy was submerged amid feces and vomit floating on the surface. He looked to be the oldest and he was also dead.
· She told police she was a bad mother and expected to be punished. Then she allowed the police to take her into custody while medical personnel checked the children for any sign of life.
· This crime story would unravel in dark and strange ways, with the reasons why a loving mother of five had drowned all of her children tangled in issues of depression, religious fanaticism, and psychosis. The nation would watch with polarized opinions , as the State of Texas was forced into a determination about justice that was rooted in glaringly outdated ideas about mental illness.
· The Yates children ranged in age from six months to seven years
· Rusty told the police that his wife was ill and had been suffering from depression. She’d been on medication
· Once Rusty was gone, Andrea went into the bathroom to turn on the water and fill the tub. The water came within three inches from the top. 
· She put them in facedown and held them as they struggled. 
· She believed she was not a good mother because the children were “not developing correctly.” She’d been having thoughts about hurting them over the past two years. She needed to be punished for not being a good mother.
· Jury trial (11 women and 1 man)
· Verdict: sentence to life in prison with possibility of parole after 40 yrs
· Incorrect info were presented from the Crown and a re-trial was set after 3 yrs
· Was acquitted and not guilty for reason of mental disorder

The Medical Model of Mental Illness
· 
· Mental illness is a form of disease
· Mental illness is different from other behaviour
· Mental treatment is like any medical intervention
· Mental illness is potentially dangerous
· Involuntary confinement is justified

Benjamin Rush (1745-1813)
· 
· Wrote first American book on mental disease
· 1752 - Pennsylvania Hospital opened
· Instituted changes to the conditions at mental asylums
· Promoted separation, exercise, recreation and humane treatment

Treatments 
· Tranquilizing Chair: The chair was supposed to control the flow of blood toward the brain and, by lessening muscular action or reducing motor activity, reduced the force and frequency of the pulse. In actuality, they did neither harm nor good. Consisted of a board attached to the back of the chair that was made to rise and fall according to the height of the patient. To the end of the board was attached a wooden box lined with stuffed linen in which the patient's head was held immobile so it could not move backward or forward, nor incline to either side. Flat leather chest and belly-bands which confined and limited the body's movement in the chair and strong leather bands which imprisoned the arms and hands of the patient to the arms of the chair. Pieces of wood, which protrude slightly from the chair encased the patient's feet, prevented their moving in any direction. Finally, a stool-pan (half-filled with water) was attached that could be drawn out from behind the chair and emptied and replaced, without removing or disturbing the patient. The chair was fastened to the floor so as to remain solid. 
· Swinging Chair:  Patients are strapped into gyration devices suspended from the ceiling by chains, and that attendants should swing and spin them for hours in order to reduce the force of the blood flowing into the brain
· Ducking: Spinning patient until they are unconscious in order for the brain to reach normality
· Bloodletting:  Involved taking copious amounts of blood from the patient, leaving him depleted, exhausted, and obviously anemic. It was indicated for patients with an agitated psychosis in which such treatments caused a drop in blood pressure with resultant sedation
· Lobotomy: Surgical severance of nerve fibers connecting the frontal lobes to the thalamus performed especially formerly for the relief of some mental disorders. After drilling two or more holes into the skull, surgeons inserted into the patient's brain any of a number of various instruments and often, without being able to see what they were cutting, destroyed parts of the brain
· Electric Shock Therapy: Medical treatment for severe mental illness in which a small, carefully controlled amount of electricity is introduced into the brain. This electrical stimulation, used in conjunction with anesthesia and muscle relaxant medications, produces a mild generalized seizure or convulsion. Purpose of electroconvulsive therapy is to provide relief from the signs and symptoms of mental illnesses such as severe depression, mania, and schizophrenia
Philippe Pinel (1745-1826)
· Director of hospital for the insane in France
· Believed mental illness could be cured by restoring their dignity and tranquility
· Leading figure in the Moral Treatment Movement (treat them like human beings who are sick through reason, kindness)
· Removing chains from an over agitated/excited person. Result: they were calm.
· Removing chains from dangerous people Result: they were normal.
In the words of Pinel
· “To detain maniacs in constant seclusion and to load them with chains, to leave them defenceless, to the brutality of underlings……..in a word, to rule them with a rod of iron…..is a system of superintendence, more distinguished for its convenience than for it’s humanity or success.” 
Pinel’s recommendation
· 
· Confinement is necessary
· Professional intervention
· Humane treatment
· Proposed the causation of mental illness

8 causes of Mental Illness

· Heredity
· Social environment

Pinel’s Classification based on symptoms
· Melancholia: individual who’s mind is fix. They tend to be mute. They overanalyse (20-40 yrs old) We call it depression today
· Dementia: individuals who talk a lot. Their speech were incoherent. They were caught in their own world. We call it schizophrenia today
· Idiocy: individual has no intellectual faculty
· Mania: Individual who have a mood swing  (puberty-45 yrs old) Today,  we call it bipolar disease
· Mania without delusions: individuals appeared to be normal. Had no impairment of their intellectual function. Don't think about others before doing anything. Today, we call it psychopaths 
Benedict Morel (1809-1873)
· Focus on etiology rather than symptomology 
· Law of two-fold fertilization: Combined physical and moral injuries were particularly dangerous. Problems occurs through heredity  
· Ex: degeneration through alcoholism
· Law of progressivity: Degeneration is passed on but gets worst
· Ex: nervous (1st generation), neurotic (2nd generation), psychotic (3rd generation), imbecile (4th generation) 
· Degeneration (threat to mankind) caused by:

· Intoxication
· Social milieu
· Pathological temperament
· Moral sickness
· Inborn or acquired damage
· Heredity
· 
· Believed that degeneration should be in asylums
The anti-psychiatry Movement
· Idea that people who deviate from the norm would be seen as a lunatic
· The argument is that illness is a physical concept and therefore cannot be applied to psychological disorder without any physical pathology. As soon as it is accepted that mental illness can refer to psychological abnormality then the "anti-psychiatry" argument fails
· Knowledge is context bound
Medicaliziation of deviance
· Process whereby non-normative or morally condemned appearance, belief and conduct come under medical jurisdiction. Ex: Sexism, Alcoholism, Anxiety
· Problematic: Overmedicating people, creating diseases in order to give drugs, vary quick to attach a label, rationalize behavior (perception problem)
· Diagnostic and statistical manual of mental disorders
‘On being sane in insane places’
· If sanity and insanity exist, how shall we know them??Experts make diagnosis
· Can we tell the ‘normal’ apart from the ‘abnormal’?  Doctors should be able to do that
· Confirmation bias
· David Rosenhan Study
· The Rosenhan experiment was a famous experiment into the validity of psychiatric diagnosis conducted by psychologist David Rosenhan in 1973. It was published in the journal Science under the title "On being sane in insane places."The study is considered an important and influential criticism of psychiatric diagnosis.
· Rosenhan's study was done in two parts. The first part involved the use of healthy associates or "pseudopatients" (three women and five men) who briefly simulated auditory hallucinations in an attempt to gain admission to 12 different psychiatric hospitals in five different states in various locations in the United States. All were admitted and diagnosed with psychiatric disorders. After admission, the pseudopatients acted normally and told staff that they felt fine and had not experienced any more hallucinations. Hospital staff failed to detect a single pseudopatient, and instead believed that all of the pseudopatients exhibited symptoms of ongoing mental illness. Several were confined for months. All were forced to admit to having a mental illness and agree to take antipsychotic drugs as a condition of their release. The second part involved an offended hospital challenging Rosenhan to send pseudopatients to its facility, whom its staff would then detect. Rosenhan agreed and in the following weeks out of 193 new patients the staff identified 41 as potential pseudopatients, with 19 of these receiving suspicion from at least 1 psychiatrist and 1 other staff member. In fact Rosenhan had sent no-one to the hospital.
· The study concluded, "It is clear that we cannot distinguish the sane from the insane in psychiatric hospitals" and also illustrated the dangers of dehumanization and labeling in psychiatric institutions. It suggested that the use of community mental health facilities which concentrated on specific problems and behaviors rather than psychiatric labels might be a solution and recommended education to make psychiatric workers more aware of the social psychology of their facilities.


Psychological Explanations Good
Sigmund Freud
· Father of psychoanalysis
· The case of Anna O. 
· Anna O. was a patient of physician Josef Breuer. While caring for her dying father, Pappenheim experienced a range of symptoms that included partial paralysis, blurred vision, headaches and hallucinations (Hysteria).  While Freud never actually met Anna, her story fascinated him and served as the basis for Studies on Hysteria (1895), a book co-written by Breuer and Freud. Breuer’s description of her treatment led Freud to conclude that hysteria was rooted in childhood sexual abuse. Freud would continue his work in the development of talk therapy as a treatment for mental illness. Today, we call her case a conversion disorder
· Focus on functional disorders (vs. organic)
·

Key Assumptions of Psychoanalytical theory
· Psychic determinism: No flux in our live + No control 
· Nothing happens by chance or accident
Freudian Slip
· A Freudian slip is a verbal or memory mistake that is believed to be linked to the unconscious mind. Common examples include an individual calling his or her spouse by an ex's name, saying the wrong word or even misinterpreting a written or spoken word. 
Techniques for revealing the unconscious
· 
· Free association
· Dream analysis
· Transference
· Projective techniques
Humans have an unconscious
· Helps to restrain expression of all drives
· Surplus energy results in anxiety
· What are defence mechanisms?
· Because of anxiety provoking demands created by the id, superego and reality, the ego has developed a number of defense mechanisms to cope with anxiety. 
· 9 types of defence mechanisms
· Denial: believes what is true is false (ex: tends to think that their child is failing in school even though the kid is doing good)
· Displacement: redirects emotion to a substitute target (ex: yelling at a friend after failing a test)
· Intellectualization: avoid thinking about the stressful, emotional aspect of the situation and instead focus only on the intellectual component (ex: create a complex spreadsheet to know how to be out of debt)
· Projection: taking our own unacceptable qualities or feelings and ascribing them to other people (ex: you have a strong dislike for someone, you might instead believe that he or she does not like you)
· Rationalization: explaining an unacceptable behavior or feeling in a rational or logical manner, avoiding the true reasons for the behavior (ex: a date gone wrong)
· Reaction formation: overact in the opposite way (ex: homosexual man critiquing other homosexual men)
· Regression: goes back in acting like a child (ex: wetting the bed after so many yrs)
· Repression: keep information out of conscious awareness. However, these memories don't just disappear; they continue to influence our behavior (ex: memories of abuse suffered as a child may later have difficulty forming relationships)
· Sublimation: act out unacceptable impulses by converting these behaviors into a more acceptable form (ex: individual who has strong sexual feelings may become an artist)
Psychoanalytic theories view crime
· Criminal behaviour originates in the personalities of the offenders
· Personality:
· The complex set of emotional and behavioural attributes that tend to remain relatively stable as the individual moves from situation to situations
· The cause of criminal behaviour are found in the unconscious element of the personality and there are specific personality types associated with criminality

August Aichhorn (1878-1949)
· 
· Best known Neo-Freudian
· Crime is result of underdeveloped Superego
· Results of parents being absent or unloving (Phallic stage)
· Treatment: Positive environment and roles models, unconditional love

Critique of psychoanalytic theories
· 
· Non-scientific
· Untestable concept
· Validity (are we actually testing what we say we are testing)
· Reliability (results are different)
· Generalizability 
· De facto explanation
· Heavy emphasis  on childhood and sex
· Focuses on treatment rather than prevention
· Very subjective
· No accuracy (we have an explanation for everything)



Sociological Explanations
Sociological Imagination (C. Wright Mills)
· Ability to analyze how individuals are influenced by larger social structures
· Seeing the general in the particular (ability to see the relationship between the large scale and personal factors of individual). Ex: obesity
· Seeing the strange in the familiar. Ex: act like an outsider, thinking outside the box 
Emile Durkheim (1858-1917)
· 
· Durkheim’s doctoral dissertation that discusses mechanical and organic solidarity : The Division of Labor in Society, 1893
· Level of analysis: Macro
· View/perspective of society: Consensus

“To love society is to love something beyond us and something in ourselves.”
· His life reflects changes in society (economic, political, industrial)
· Wanted to find a scientific basis for social order and explain how society works
· To understand how people think and behave, must look at their social location (norms)
In the words of Durkheim
· “Man is himself only in and through society.  If man were not a part of society, he would be an animal like the rest.” 
· 
· Human beings are naturally insatiable
· Society must regulate social needs
· Human are naturally civilized by society (taught  to share at young age)
· Nature regulates our physical need (eat until stomach is full)
· Most of our needs are social than physical
· More one has, the more one wants more (unlimited need for power, wealth, prestige)
· No mechanism to keep us in check

The structural-Functional Approach
· 
· Society is a complex system whose parts are linked to one another 
· Each part meets a need in order to maintain a normal state of solidarity/stability
· Change in one institution influences change in other
· ‘Main organs’ in society: Government, Education, Family, Media, Medicine, Religion, Economy
· 
Functionalism at the airport
· What are the necessary components needed to function: Clerks, Security, Pilots, Flight attendant, Airplane, Watch tower,
· What could upset the functioning of the airport system: Airplane goes off radar, terrorism, strike, weather, pilot goes crazy, emergency landings
· How will the system be restored: Fixing the issues, additional flights/staff
The collective conscience
· People trust one another and believe they are working toward a common goal
· A shared moral obligation to live up to the demands of the community
· Identify the 4 dimensions it can be differentiated on:
· 
· Volume: number of people involved
· Intensity: how deeply individuals feel about it
· Rigidity: how clearly is it defined
· Content: how is it formed

In the word of Durkheim
· We must not say that an action shocks the collective conscience because it is criminal, but rather that it is criminal because it shocks the collective conscience.  We do not condemn it because it is a crime, but it is a crime because we condemn it.”
· 
· Relative nature of criminal behavior
· Much more cultural than universal
· Same action but different reactions (social disapproval)

According to functionalist 
· No behaviour perseveres unless it is functional 
· But what about crime??  Isn’t it pathological?  
· Can crime be functional?  Normal?  Universal?
· 
· Crime is functional and is necessary for society 
· Crime is everywhere across time and place which is normal
· Crime is there but it can change in the world

Functions of Crime
· Unemployment: without crime, there wouldn’t be any job
· Encourages social Change: crime is seen as social ills.  (ex: abortion)
· Clarify of moral boundaries/norms: reaffirms society’s norms and values (ex: drugs)
· Creation of social unity (ex: L.A riots –Ryan Kings, the case of Tyron Martin)
· Accent the rewards of conformity: no justice without crime (ex: Designated driver)
· Reduce tension: society is able to projects its problem on deviant individuals (ex: blame drug users)
Causes of Crime
· Social disintegration: Individuals not attaching themselves to a group or society of which they are members
· Social deregulation: Individuals not being restrained, constrained or controlled by a group or society
· Rapid social and economic change
· Shift from mechanical to organic solidarity
Mechanical Solidarity
· 
· Traditional and simple society
· Underdeveloped in terms of technology
· Face to face interaction
· Similar beliefs, values and they think as a group
· Have the same goal/work/role
· Religion is dominant in social institutions (little individual freedom)
· Based on repressive sanction
· Shaming and corporal punishment is used

Organic Solidarity
· Based on differences
· 
· Large geographical area
· Intro to technological advancement
· Complex division of labor (breakdown to specific task)
· People perform different specific, distinct task
· We have to people to fulfill other task. We depend on them
· We cannot survive from one another
· Based on interdependence
· Based on difference
· Punishment is less harsh in the traditional manner
· Based on the restitution

Rapid Social Change
· Robert Merton
· Anomie (gk. Anomia-”without law”)
· Social and/or moral norms are confused, unclear or simply not present
· Individuals are left without moral guidance in the pursuit of their goals
Durkheim and suicide
· Higher Suicide Rates: Men, Protestants, the wealthy, seniors and the unmarried
· Lower Suicide Rates: Women, Catholic and Jews, the poor, middle-aged people and the married 
· Explanation for these results: Much more of a cohesive group, stress of the protestant work, suicide is a sin in Catholic faith, Seniors and unmarried don’t have anyone to support
· 4 types of suicide 
· Altruistic: associated with high degree of integration (ex: cult suicide)
· Egoist:  associated with low degree of integration (ex: Marital status) 
· Fatalistic: associated with high regulation (ex: prisoners)
· Anomic: associated with low regulation (ex: celebrities)
Critique of Durkheim
· Tautological (aka circular reason)
· Consensus in society (common morality and values)
· Romantic view of the past (overestimate solidarity and overuse of power)
· Social determinism (ignores individuality in environment)
· Crime is not always functional (crime + deviance can impair functioning in society)
