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· Vertical lines- vertical line animals- American Bittern
· Background matching in a cattail marsh
· Dappled pattern- forest
· Grown nesting birds- patterns that match the environment
· Eastern screech owl- bark mimicry
· Gray tree frog- camouflage- changes color
· Discreet patches of colour can also be used for concealment 
· Many songbirds have a stripe above the eye and a line through the eye- more difficult to recognize
· Disruptive patterns- break up the general form of the animal- visually
· Kill deer- fields, nest in the ground- breast bands
· Chin straps
· Patterns of disruption- copied by moths
· Not only colour makes animals camouflaged
· Using shape to mimic background
· Question mark butterfly- and angle-winged butterfly
· Mourning cloak- angle-winged butterfly
· Dead leaf mimic- body shape- eastern comma
· Masquerade butterfly
· Rolls body up, makes it look hollow though not hollow- head down
· Diachrysia balluca- iridescence- one way light- from bird’s eye view looks hollow- coloration with body form
· Inchworm- twig mimic- feed at night, hide during the day- predators that feed on them are not active at night- small birds- safer at night for caterpillars
· Walking stick- stick insect- masquerade 
· Tree hopper- prickle mimic (thorn)
· Luna moth- mate and die, do not have mouth parts- cannot feed- live leaf mimic
· Spittlebug- camouflage can be noticeable and not an element of the background- foam- babies
· Woolly Aphids- resembles mold- aphid- sucking bugs- ants protect aphids
· Giant swallowtail- caterpillar looks like bird poop- bird dropping mimic- Bird dropping moth
· Pine cone mimic
· Animals in ponds often use color patterns for a different type of camouflage
· Whirligig Beetles- some surface insects are BICOLOURED (black above and white below)
· Backswimmer- swim upside down- white above and black below
· White tailed deer are also dark above and light below
· Counter shading- part of the body shading another part of the body- self shadow concealment
· Camouflage is not fail proof- sphinx moth
· Moth opens and the bird is started due to the bright colors and fake eye pattern- startle patterns
· Polyphemus- impressive fake eyes
· Bottom pair of wings are brightly colored- under wings- vary by color
