Section A: Fill in the Blanks 

Complete ALL of the following 19 questions


1. Neil Bisoondath believed that multiculturalism could produce a Disney-fication of culture, by making people associate different cultures with quaint dresses, dances and foods.


2. Realist scholars believe that because there is no overarching authority to regulate state behavior, the international arena is Anarchic, and states will behave as they see fit.


3. The Chinese government has spent trillions of dollars buying US Government T-Bonds. This has kept the dollar very high, and the yuan very low in value.

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4. The agreement among many economists that reductions in public expenditure, fiscal discipline, and privatization of utilities lead to growth is known as the Washington Consensus.


5. Phrenology was a pseudo-scientific system that believed certain social tendencies and human behaviors could be discovered by analyzing head shape.


6.  Multilateralism is a diplomatic process involving more than two states.


7. Keynesian economics involve manipulating interest rate, spending government money on infrastructure projects, and expanding or contracting welfare benefits in order to cool down, or boost, the economy.


8. According to Professor Webb, the line between legitimate and illegitimate political violence became blurred after the Vietnam War. 


9. The belief that morality and ethics have no place in international politics is a tenet of realist international relations theory.


10. The Battle of Seattle  was a massive protest against the 1999 World Trade Organization meeting. It is often described as the birth of the AGM.


11. The idea that Europeans are civilized and Native Americans are savage is an example of a racialization dichotomy.

12. According to Ulrich Beck, the author of Risk Society, First Modernity was characterized by the exchange of goods while Second Modernity is based on the exchange of risks.


13. The Zapatista movement in Mexico revolted on January 1, 1994, the same day that NAFTA was signed. This was likely a deliberate move to protest the possibly harms that this agreement might have inflicted on the Mexican people.


14. Liberal Assimilation believe that Aboriginal Canadians should be fully integrated into Canadian society, and no longer given special ‘treatments’ or ‘privileges.’


15. Dependency Theory believes that certain industrialized economies that called the “Core” are able to keep the less developed economies of the “Periphery” under their power by extracting resources from them and selling them expensive manufactured goods.


16. Liberal Institutionalists believe that in order to escape the anarchy of the international system, countries should come together to develop international laws, treaties and organizations that can help govern their behavior.


17. “They are not elected by citizens.”   “They represent Western values.”   “They unwittingly justify worse atrocities.”   These are all complaints that some people give about NGOs.

· UN Declaration on Rights of Indigenous People

Choose ONE of the following two questions.


Answer as thoroughly as you see fit. Try to include a thesis statement, at least two and possibly three points (which you can make into body paragraphs) as well as an introduction laying out your essay and a conclusion summarizing it. 


1. Many activists from the left wing of the political spectrum decry the IMF and World Bank’s policies as elite-led ‘globalization from above’ that victimizes and damages the majority of the world’s population. These individuals have forwarded visions of an anti-globalization, or a globalization from below, that links the citizens of the world together, but in a way that they see as fairer and more just than the ‘race to the bottom’ that seems to dominate modern discourse. Compare and contrast the globalization preached by the IMF and World Bank with the activities and beliefs of one or more of the AGM movements (e.g. ATTAC, the Landless Peasants, Zapatistas etc). Which do you believe to be the better, and more compelling, approach to globalization? Why?

2. Some liberal political scientists believe that we are moving from power relations between states and their people, a “governing” that depends on sovereign authority, to a multilateral approach known as “governance,” which is defined as “governing without sovereign authority, relationships that transcend national frontiers.” This new stage of governance depends on global interactions between IGOs, NGOs, and the economic activities of Multinational Corporations, all of which undercut the traditional power of the state. However, realists argue that this is a mistaken view, and contend that the continued power of the state in international affairs shows that it remains the primary power actor in the global political arena. Briefly outline both the liberal institutionalist and realist arguments regarding globalization and power. Which side do you find more persuasive? Why?
