· You will self-select the reading response group  – see individual reading discussion group #1, #2 or #3 on “MYCOURSES” and sign in.
· Your reading response must be submitted via  –“MYCOURSES” assignment folder before the deadline specified.
· Your reading response should be between 300 and 350 words maximum and using Times New Roman font size 12. Pay attention to grammar and spelling.
· Submissions after specified deadline will not be accepted and student will forfeit 10% of the final grade. 
Assignment:

1. Select one of the required group discussion readings (as indicated on the course required reading list) and take a moment to summarize and write a few notes. Choose to write a response on a reading/ topic that you have strong opinions about, or one you find interesting, or one that you could relate to on a personal level. 
2. Consider: What would make a good class discussion on this reading? What do you think everyone should think about when they read this? Did you make any connections that may be helpful for your classmates to know?
3. Your reading response should not be a summary of the reading, but a way of critically analyzing the reading’s content and importance. It is not meant to be a formal essay, however, it should be written carefully. Be specific.  Refer to other research or articles, give details to back up your assertions and comments. 
4. You will be presenting your discussion of the reading along with other members of the specific reading group on the date specified in course schedule.
