1st class
· Stepping into a new field of knowledge
· This class: 3 different places of knowledge: Canada, globalization, and international relations
· We can enjoy a kind of multidisciplinary complexities
· Question: what is development?
· A kind of a term? A concept? A theory? A perspective? Or all of them?

2nd class
· Definition of development: scope, reach, content, it is a term that is multidimensional. According to who, defined differently by people. We suggest policies and programs that are different. Ex. Canadians vs. Americans, and Germans. 
· International organisations have their own perspectives
· In the beginning, it was in terms of economic growth, today is it about human development
· Basic definition: The ability of a society to produce adequate supply of goods and services, to accumulate capital and distribute fruits of production 
· What do you mean by production?
·  Quantity is not important, but the process of production. What societies must pay to produce? How countries can produce without harming others. Neo-liberals care about quantity: Ex. They tell Africa to produce as much as they can. Economic, social, political production. 
· Accumulation? Of capital? What kind of capital? Economic or social and cultural? 
· Concentration always on economic by the westerners (materialistic) 
· Distribution? Many problems
· Westerners: Goods, services. As long as these are distributed, there is certain kind of justice. 
· Development must be defined in terms of its context. 
· What do you mean by international development? 
· As defined by the northern societies, or the southern societies?
· Northerners/Westerners (1949, 1950, 1960, 1973, 1979, 1989, 1999) :
· how can they help the societies of the south to develop themselves
· has been understood differently throughout the years
· Truman (1949) post Second World War: the societies of the north have a kind of duty or responsibility to share their own scientific achievements with the societies of the south. He called the South backwards societies. Development for him: Advanced societies can share their achievements with the backwards societies. Difference between the north and the south, understood in terms of the advanced and the backward. Moral duty of the affluent societies to help the South. They are suffering from cultural boundaries. 
· From then on, the ideology was: a *duty to help to fix themselves*- naïve perspective
· Truman: presented this as part of policy during the cold war. 
·  Cold War: Helping the societies of the south, considered as one of the strategies as one of the tools for the west to extend its own influence on the south against the communist block
· May not have been sincere in wanting to help other, were not honest in what they discussed, but there was a political extension involved
· 1950 – Westerners argued that development must be understood of GDP (income of the countries) 
·  Country developed if able to reach a certain GDP
· Presented a theory to the societies of the south to modernize themselves, by following the westerners
· 1960 – Walt Rostow 
· Development in terms of the economic growth (5 stages)
· Makes a claim that if they want to develop, there must be changes within, go beyond traditional culture, movement towards science, entrepreneurial inquiries
· Right in a sense – but suffering because relates the meaning of modernity to a kind of narrow western base. Also understands development by the help of the North. 
· Not interested about the international system, but wants to disregard the systems of the past – colonialism powerful states that caused the problems of the south
· Theorists who presents his ideas based on the role that states must play in development – disregards that development cannot be achieved by state based plans, but is associated to community 
· 1973 – Basic needs approach
· Development means that something that addresses your needs
· Materially defined, vital needs – food, shelter, education, clothing
· Became new period in historical definition of development
· 1ST time: group argue that people are in need of education, enhancing their own consciousness, where they are, who they are, and what has caused their underdevelopment. Main factor: education.
· Social factors – more than the materialistic
· Suffering from problems: 1) capitalist approach 2) restricted to economic dimensions 3) kind of state based approach 4)understood in terms of help, but never ask 5) those who advocate this, not willing to pay attention to oppressive nature of the system – disregards the international system
· Health and education – good points
· 1979 – Amartya Sen – freedom, human development
· People must be free. People have been enslaved in this system.
· Development and improving the societies, is depending on their own capability to make their own choice
· Development – internal, cannot be brought from outside
· Societies of the south must understand their problems, but north is able to help
· Capabilities approach: depends on the substantive freedom of the people
· Must think about yourself: are you free, or are you not?
· Development: human development: Perspective is changed, people can change themselves, they are the main goal and focus
· 1986 – development comes with human rights – what makes it strong
· Declaration on the right to development
· Development is a human right and protected by the international community
· Many are not developed because people are ignoring the right
· This right is undeniable – must be supported by the international community
· Development must not be followed by individual states – international community responsible, must be a collective basis, a group form to help other countries
· 1989 – 1991 – neo-liberalism*
· Privatization, no social standing, etc
· Reflect a new world where there is no room for sympathy, morality. Just thoughts towards capitalists. 
· Washington Consensus: international community collapsed, decided to stop all types all ideas of development*
· Presented ideas under humanitarian banner
· 2000 – against neo-liberalism
· People are still poor, absolute poverty, deep gap between rich and poor
· Millennium Development Goals: 2000-2015 eradicate severe poverty*
GLOBALIZATION
· How is it defined? – little book
· What is wrong and what is good?
· Networks us, helps us to know about each other, helped creation, social movements, can create strong resistance against capitals.
· A sort of MacDonaldization of culture 
· What are the economic dimensions of globalisations that are critically important for development
· Think about the emergence of T/MNC’s. They are going up and the command from the top – huge forces of capitalization who determine the societies of the south
· Political dimensions
· How it has affected the conception of states, the sovereignty of states
· Cultural or sociocultural dimensions
· Is it making us same or different? Resulting in macdonaldization? Homogeneity? 
Globalization:
· Neoliberalism – know it, measures suggested in the little book, main assumptions +Washington Consensus
· Economic thinkers and policy makers
· Westphalian definition of International System and how globalization has directly impacted Westphalian System, collapse of traditional state
· Social and cultural Dimensions of Dimensions
· Scholars of Globalization 3: Hyperglobalists, sceptics, transformationalists
· Hyperglobalists: often neo-liberalism in capitalists, no priority of state, economy and trade must be open, for stateless world 
· Homogenization: 
· Skeptics: 
· (Held, Robertson)Transformationalists: can’t see black and white, must examine transformationalists, glocalisation (hybridity)
· Good understanding of realism, liberalism, and cosmopolitanism
· Realism: 3 S’s, State, Security, Self Help
· No kind of central protection (no global gov’t)
· World marked by lack of security
· Liberalism: calculation of consequences, all states focus on nationality 
· States must cooperate w/ each other to benefit advance
· Nationalism, Cooperation/Collaboration, Morality to help
· Cosmopolitans: Humans as ultimate of analysis
· Never stops and geographical borders, do not consider state morality important
· State does not equal barrier to provide help
· What one do you think is the best?
· The one that follows all 3 combined
· Cdn position on intl dev
· Good governance = what is it?
· Idea that (liberal perspectives) importance of HR, rule of law, democracy (3 pillars), transparency, accountability and role of CS
· Importance of civil society – can help goals of dev
· GG has always played critical role in Canadian dev. policy
· Int Policy statement gov’t is responsible for promoting GG in other societies, by doing so we can prosper ourselves, help liberalism in other societies

· Freedom is more than international documents
· It is practical and can be enjoyed in everyday life
· Are people truly free to choose their own model of life?
· UN deeply inspired by this idea – introduced UNDP
· Goal – improve human being capability
International development and human rights
· Before 1986: No link between human rights discourse and international development
· Since then, international community confirms that approaches are those that are grounded in human rights
· Basic convention on international human rights law: at least 5
· International bill 
· Universal declaration of human rights (no legal obligation) - 1986
· International covenant on civil and political rigths - 1966
· ICESCR - 1966
· 1986 – DRD 
· Vienna declaration an program of action
· These are the 5 document that creates the legal base of the human focus approach
· None of the countries of the world is not permitted to offer any aid to the south that are ruled by the apes
· Strong legal duty to commit itself to promoting human rights
Liberalism - CONCERNS GOVERNMENT
· Do not simply define 
· But how these theoretical frameworks can help us to understand Canadian aid programs 
· 1979 onwards 
· International development justified in terms of cooperation
Realism – CONCERNS GOVERNMENT (we cannot condemn them, they must protect us)
· Essay question
· One of the schools that concerns the security policies in consideration
· Realists say that they do not care – what is important to  us is own benefit
· Cannot be active in the area of international development
· No room for moral reflection
· Realists believe that in helping others who are need is instrumental in our own security – we are wrong
· Help the others if we can get benefit from them
· What they do in international development – no humanism, what motivates them is the benefits involved
Cosmopolitanism – civil society
· Only take humanity as the ultimate concept
· In all stages of international development programs, all three have been involved
Globalization
· What is, how it impacts international development programs
· It must be seen beyond the black and what 
· Must be understood at certain types of social transformations
· Ronald Robertson – present the conception of glocalization 
· Better to understand it that a new opportunity is involved for the world for people to express themselves at the global setting 
· Global forces and local forces working together
· Argue in favour of international development- many opportunities given to the global south to express themselves to include their own situation
· How globalization can help the societies of the south
· Not from Hyperglobalists of liberals, or skeptics –but a new design must be considered 
· Whole nature of interanational system has changed – societies of the south can release themselves from the ruling power of the north
· How the process has affected the power of states – are governments still strong players?
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Some say that government are the only players – nothing beyond the states can be analyzed
· Realists  and liberals
· Transformationalists: argue that in emerging networking globalizing world we can easily extend our own situation within the world. States losing their own power. They are not the only players. 
· The south can free themselves from the intergovernmental organizations of the world – the role of social movements becomes evident.
