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Secretary of State (Blaine) – There was a railroad scandal in his past, in 1876 he was accused of helping to grant railway licenses in return for money and stock. Never completely proven, never completely exonerated. Because this made him vulnerable, Stephen Grover Cleveland was chosen to run against him. He was untainted, clean with a great reputation and the republicans defected to the democrats calling themselves the mug-wugs (renegades). The problem for Grover that he was short and obese. Studies show the more taller and better looking you are, the more likely you are to get votes for president. He had fathered an illegitimate child, or so it was thought. He and a group of other men had a common interest, she got pregnant, no one was sure of the parent. Grover stood up and said he was the father but may very well not have been. Tammany Hall (the democratic machine in NYC) was powerful and corrupt. They did not like him. They were clean and he was not. He beat Blaine by less then 30 thousand votes. Americans were far from united on tariffs. Grover Cleveland wanted generally lower tariffs because he believed high tariffs brought in too much money and then politicians would spend it poorly. This was his way of cutting revenue; reigning in what he thought was too much spending. By the 1880’s it was clear to everyone but the veterans that there was a real scandal in claiming benefits for people who died a long time ago,. Cleveland was trying to clean up this scandal.  By 1880 a lot of people thought that Cleveland had to go. People wanted William Harrison – corporate lawyer. If you got to know him, you wouldn’t like him. The republicans gave Harrison money to get rid of Cleveland.  Cleveland won the popular vote but only by 60 thousand. He lost Indiana and NY, his own state, which gave Harrison enough votes to get in. Harrison picked the head of Army Veterans to lead benefits. People who didn’t deserve benefits started getting them.  In 1890’s business was repaid with the McKinley tariffs. In the 1890 mid term lections the democrats do a lot better. This was mostly because farmers in the south and west got angry and started to organize.  1866 a bushel of wheat was sold for just under 3$ by 1880 it was under 1$. Most farmers went broke. Those who didn’t went together to farm cooperatives. In 1867, “THE GRANGE”  had a million and a half members. The grange tried to lend money to each other, tried to educate farmers how to be better farmers. They believed that farmers were the backbone of the nation. They hated the railways. The railways always charged farmers a lot to move their grain. To try and set maximum rates, the railways took it to court in 1877. Court said they were constitution and states can set rates. 1886 the court reversed itself and said that states were not allowed to regulate interstate shipping. Farmers rebelled in 1887. The problem with the grange was that it didn’t last. The railways had too much money and “bought law makers” and they would vote the way the railway wanted. There was another farming movement called the alliance. This movement came from the South. For a cotton farmer, business was tough and you had to often mortgage your farm every year to cover your planting costs. If you got a good crop you could pay back the loan, if not you were in trouble. Share croppers or tenant farmers were the result of that – farming for someone else’s benefit (you were given 50% of the crop). By 1887, Southern farmers came together to form the alliance. By 1890 they had 3 million members. There was also a colored alliance with over a million members by 1890’s. Theses alliance had big numbers but not a lot of cash. They were based on tobacco and cotton. The alliance tried to reach out to Western farmers, but in the 1880’s western farmers weren’t that interested. Their FORTUNES HAD TURNED AROUND DUE TO WHEAT PRICES. With that came speculation on land, especially in Kansas. Most farmers got rich by selling their farms. 1860 Kansas farm – 6$ an acre for land. 1887 – went up to $270 an acre. Between 1887-1897 the wheat crop failed 8 out of 10 times and the western population was no longer prosperous.  By the mid 1890’s the alliance isn’t just talking about farm issues anymore, hating the railways, hating the banks, wanting money for irrigation and they want public ownership for the railways, they want publically owned bank, they want graduated income tax. Farmers wanted a ban on farmers owning land. Farmers wanted a free and unlimited silver currency. In many areas this worked. 8 State legislators selected pro alliance. In 1892, at least 3 senators and 50 congressmen were elected who called themselves alliance oriented. The Southern alliance was more conservative and more likely to vote democrats, less likely to be racial and didn’t like ideas that smacked socialism such as buying railways. In 1892, part of the alliances broke up and called themselves the People Party of the United States. They wanted senators to be directly elected by people not the legislature. They talked about class and how farming classes were being screwed over by people in the city.  In 1892 – clashes between workers and factories for benefits. Presidential election saw Harrison come up against Grover Cleveland. It was a close election – James Weaver stepped in to run himself as the farmers representative, he got a million votes. Hurt the republicans.  Grover Cleveland wins by a lot however his time was terrible in 1893 there was a major world depression. Railway overspending and a collapse of a British bank that had been lending to railways. By 1897 a 3rd of all railways were bankrupt. Unemployment in the industrial sector was 25%. NYC reported starvation cases. Farm prices dropped 25% for products.  Grover Cleveland and Wal street were in bed with each other. 1894 elections – republicans got margins back but not what they hoped for. They have majority but not big enough to force through stuff. The US economy lived until 1896.  Cleveland intends to run again but does not have a fabulous record. He is obsessed with keeping the gold standard, propping up the American dollar. His political foes want to keep the silver standard. Silver advocates argued the cost of borrowing would go up. Silver is more plentiful then gold, there would be more money in the economy and prices would drop (theory). Cleveland decides not to run and William Jennings Bryan runs and loves silver currency. He was a conservative bible thumping Christian. Forced upon Bryan was Tom Watson as a vice president, bryan did not like this man. Republicans pick William McKinley a congressman from Ohio.  He embraces high tariffs and the gold standards. WJ Bryan went on a 29 state speaking tour. He didn’t impress everyone.  McKinley spent most of the presidential campaign sitting on his porch. People came to him.  He gave speeches in his home time. He has 7 million dollars to spend which was given to him by JP Morgan and Rockafeller who did not want to see the democrats win. McKinley won quite easily. Bryan did well with southerners and farers but badly with city dwellers, Christians and Catholics. He was a protestant Christian. He didn’t drink. America was industrialized and people believed that’s where prosperity went, not with farming. Believed the democrats had lost touch with what Americans  really were. Reward business, punish the farmers and commit the country to the gold standard. Bryan kept running for president and loosing. The South went back to being solidly democratic. 

In 1893 an American historian – Fredrick Jackson Turner gave a talk on the frontier. Thesis: the frontier had shaped how many Americans viewed the political and economical development for decades.  Turner was worried that without more land to settle, that something would die fundamentally with America’s society in character and this would be bad for the future. What goals would there be if we run out of land. 

What to do with that land and how would we get there? Railways, The Union Pacific. Wagon trains were not efficient. Government policy deliberately funded these railways to the tune of 10’s of millions of dollars. Direct and land grants. They would give away this land but it needed to be settled, people needed to be brought to this land. 170 million acres were given to the railways, worth then about half a billion dollars. Railway companies advertized heavily along the east coast and in Europe for people to come and farm.  2.2 million immigrants came to the American west. Most of them farmed and owed their livings to the railways. Land was relatively cheap. Homestead act; every farm family was entitled to a 10$ registration fee to a 160 acres of land. Had to promise to live and cultivate it for 5 years. By 1900 4 hundred thousand families had claimed land under the Homestead Act. The land wasn’t very good, the railways kept the good land to sell at inflated prices. People found 160 acres was too small to make money since a lot of the land was not useful. Many people left the island. Congress had to pass the Desert Land Act. You would be entitles to 460 acres of land and federal subsidy for irrigation.  Plows were used to break up the soil. Barbed wire was a way of fencing off your land cheaply to keep neighbors animals from eating your crop. Lead to range wars. Ranchers and farmers hired thugs to deal with each other. Bad weather, grasshoppers, squatters were all problems of farmers. The most dramatic problem was the Native issue. 400,000 people were on the great planes and were not very happy to see white farmers show up. The white farmers start shooting the buffalo of the Indians. BY 1990’s 99.9% of the buffalo were exterminated. They shot the buffalo because they had diseases that could be passed on to the cattle. As white settlers start moving west, he reservation system was to be set up. Have them sign treaties for guarantees of land and support. Native groups did not have much option but to say yes, and they feared extermination if they refused. 100,000 Native people were stubbornly resistive. They resisted by force and this was an exceedingly brutal series of small wars that went on for 30-40 years. Both sides committed atrocities. 1864 one army officer ordered his officers to swoop down on an Indian community and kill all of the natives, and they did. 

Eli Parker – head of Indian affairs said that by the end of the 1860’s you have two options. You go on the reservation or the army will hunt you down and put you there. The result, a series of Indian revolts. Which resulted in harsh Army response. They felt they had to turn Indians into good Christians. Natives started signing more treaties. The Sioux, still declined.  Led by sitting Bull. Had a long record of confrontation since the civil war. The Sioux rose up against farmers and massacred them. 1868 brief but nasty war with north Dakota and Indiana, the powder river war. Both sides decided maybe they needed a treaty.  Not all Sioux accepted this deal. They were clan based and loosely organized. Some of the Sioux did not fight in the wars and didn’t think the treaties bound them. By 1873 these clans were attacking farmers and minors. Sioux would show up against the railway and the army for confrontations. 

1874 – a white prospector found gold in the hills of black Dakota, supposedly on Sioux land. The black hills were sacred to most Sioux and wanted to resist to the end to stop the sale of the land. The law was that the minors were to not cross into the land. Minors were then massacred which caused the army to intervene and by the fall of 1875, most of the Sioux along the reservations leave.  The army is ordered to do whatever it takes to bring them back. A war begins between the Sioux and the US army.  The natives were more mobile then the US army but they could not last over the long term.  Black army troopers – buffalo soldiers. Indian groups did not cooperate well with each other.  

Custer’s last stand – the great white blonde man dying at the hands of barbarians. Sitting bull parked himself in Newfoundland. 

1887- Dawes Act was an attempt by congress to solve the “Indian problems”. The Dawes people looked at Indian lifestyle and said these are not advantages; these are what are stopping these people from progressing. They want to grant them individual citizenship. All the reserve should be broken up and each individual family should get a farm. Land would be held in trust for 20-30 years until they were able to farm properly. They would be assimilated as Indians in color only, in every other way they would be white Americans with the same rights and responsibilities.  It took years for this to actually start to happen. The process was corrupt and by the 1930s when they did a study of this land most did not belong to natives. Land was stolen and reserves shaped to near nothing. Some natives succeeded in ranching and farming. The result was most natives ended up on welfare. For the Sioux cattle disease killed their heard and they were not doing well. Wavoka said if all Sioux went back to the ghost dance movement, there power would come back and they would drive the white man from their planes. Ghost dance movement came to sitting bull’s reservation.  He was ordered into custody. His supporters subjected.  There was a gun battle that followed and sitting bull was killed by one of his own. After this, the Sioux had fallen off the map. In the 1960’s with the rise of the American Indian movement, which as heavily Sioux, the Americans started to hear about the Sioux again. 
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Some progressives liked corporations because they created wealth and employed people. Progressives are part of Americans who have clashes of culture and belief. Progressives were not a unified group. How do we define progressives – better working conditions, some believed in assimilation- cultures, people, immigrants that came to America should assume the American culture. Politics – progressives wanted a more participatory democracy. This meant direct senator election. Woman’s suffrage, it was unfair to cut out half of the populations vote. Women would somehow clean up politics. More women made for a better political vote. Referenda – instead of having politicians decide, we put it on a ballot to vote. Worried about corruption.  Secret balloting was considered to be crime progressive notion; you shouldn’t have to fear for whom you voted for. Some of the first to discuss social programs – unemployment issues, welfare programs.  Food laws are important because there were hundreds of people in the states who died of salmonella poisoning.  Progressives were likely to be protestant white people, middle or upper class, college educated.  Some people who were racist were progressives – they wanted to limit immigration because immigrants made wages drop. Immigrants were not Protestants and they were inferior.  Diversity of opinion is one of progressive’s downfalls. 
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Transformation from the Unites States into an industrial space 
The end of the civil war and slavery. 5 major reasons account for why America is successful in its industrialization:
- Massive coal deposits. 
- Rapid technological innovation and the factory system
- Enormous numbers of labor works thanks to birthright and immigration.
- A constant pressure on companies to sell things more cheaply due to competition 
- A relentless drop in prices
By 1900 193 miles of Railway track.
Railways pioneered key industrial corporate practices we take for granted now They were among the first companies to separate ownership from management
Created national distribution and market structures
 By 1900 american railway companies owed over 5 million in taxes
Were the first to set up accounting
Gould – Head of Union pacific railways. Transformed the industry – standardized tracks, car sizes and locomotives, standardized billing. All of these things had advantages – you would know what things would cost you. Was advantageous for consumers. You could receive products you couldn’t before thanks to railways. 
Building railways was an expensive, small franchises failing
Corruption was a problem- need to raise money quickly, you run down your stock
Town who didn’t get railways were dead
Some railways played favorites giving deals to some but not all
1887 – Pooling Rebates, Discriminatory short distance rates 
Robber Barrons – lying, cheating, stealing 
By 1906 - 2/3rd of American railways trackage was own by just 7 companies 
Economically these companies were among the most fragile

Andrew Carnegie – Scottish immigrant (15yrs) by the age of 24 (1868) regional railway manager. Worked hard, was smart and on occasion lucky. 56,000$ a year. 1870’s enters the steal business, his great innovation was adopting the bessimer process to make steal from iron. Believed he needed to know what it cost, looked into accounting of the business. First steel maker in the world to understand what it cost him to produce steal. He believed in vertical integration, wanted to know every level of the process. By 1900, profits were 40 million $ a year. Company became an example to blend innovative management, new technology and brutally low wages for employees and make it a winning company. In 1901 he sold out to JP Morgan for 500 million $. US Steal became the biggest corporation in the world thanks to that purchase. Fist business on the planted to have a capitalization of a billion dollars.  
Meat Packing, sugar, tobacco, oil – other booming industries

John D Rockafeller – Started selling chikens, had a keen sense for math and was ruthless. By 1870 HE DECIDED THAT THE PATROLLIUM INDUSTRY was going to be an industry of the future, and he wanted to control that industry. Believed in the importance of winning over consumers with good, cheap product. Bought the newest technologies. Believed in vertical integration. Bought out his competition. Joined with other firms to make money. By 1879 The Standard Oil Trust, he had 90% of Americas refining oil capacity. 1882 – Trust set up formally. Became a model for sugar and tobacco industries. 
15 years of existence – Sherman act was only used 18 times
Sherman Act – not particularly useful, didn’t define trust well 
1911 Supreme Court ruled that standard oil was a trust 
standard of living in the north was twice as high as the south 
Alabama/Tennessee – Black farmers fleed to other cities for better jobs
# of industrial workers went from 9000 in 1869 to 3.2 million in 1900
Unskilled workers in the workforce, many sub contracted
Rise of the foreman system to make sure laborers do their job
Unskilled workers $1.70/day Blacksmith $3.00/day Unskilled in the South 84 c/day
No sick time, no workers comp, no unemployment, welfare or disability
1889 – 2,000 railway workers died on the job 20,000 were injured 
Child labors as young as 9 were common in coal mines – caused emphysema
Cotton mills – workers ended up with brown lung disease
1870 Women 18% worked outside the home, 60% of those women were domestic servants 
Factories emerged and women went to the factories where they were paid better
1870-1900 – number of women working tripled
By 1900 women were 17% of the workforce, Now they are over 50
Didn’t have to pay women as much as men 
Women were expected to quit jobs when engaged or married
Typewriter and Telephone clerical industry – women took these jobs
Between 1860-1900 working wages went up 30% for workers
Unskilled workers were paid less
1890s – 45% of factory and industry workers were above par
Ethnic Division
Skilled workers felt very little in common with unskilled workers 
Terrance – Equal pay for women, end to child labor, graduated income tax. Wanted collaborative union management relations.  Thought strikes were a bad thing. In 1885, J gould railways was forced to cave in and accept the demands of workers. 
 
1881-1905 – 37,000 strikes involving 7 million workers 
Violence was often a problem
Wild Cat Railway strike, army was called, 100 people died and property damge was in the millions
Polman Railway Car Company – army was called in and the Sherman act was called in to break up the union, illegal trust
Judges started cracking down on union activities
Polman Strike injuries union name for 40 years
By 1900 US was one of the top 3 or 4 economies in the world
1900 - Steal production in US was bigger then the rest of the nation combined
Progress had been anything but smooth – a lot of wealth, a lot of poverty

Baseball – white sport
Black Leagues – Negro Leagues, were not allowed to play for whites
First black player to play in a league – Jackie Robinson
Black Teams – made a lot less money, crappy stadiums

Other sports – horse racing and boxing
John L Sullivan – 1877 started boxing, 3 years later had first pro fight 

Football played mostly at ivy league universities

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Immigration, Natives, Foreign 
Immigrants
1790 -5 million Americans, 4 million white, 1 million slaves 80% white
1820-1975: 47 million people migrated to the United States 
36 million of those immigrants come from Europe
Just over 2 million came from Asia
Over 8 million come from within the western hemisphere
19th century – 1861: 5 million people came, half of them from England, 40% from Ireland, the rest from Canada 
Anglo-Saxons – irish1865-1890: 10 million people immigrated
1890-1914: 50 million people immigrate 
- People immigrated because the American economy needed unskilled neighbor 
- Cheaper cost thanks to steam ships
Prior to 1860 most immigrants came to farm 
Homestead act – gave away land if you were willing to farm it for a certain time
1880’s most of that land was gone 
Most people immigrates to places like Chicago and cleaveland looking for factory work
Ethnicity could sometimes determine where you worked – germans were skilled workers in factories. Poland: ended up in Chicago working hard labour in the meat packing industry. Irish and Italian: dominate low level hard labor jobs like construction in Boston and NY. French Canadians: new Hampshire to work in the textile business. NY: growing jewish industry dominated garmet industry. West Coast: Japanese in fishing industry and railroads as well as gardens. European: easier to get to the U.S. if you were male of military age most European countres did not let you go easily. Immigrants had 2 option: steerage ships (bottom of titanic) or if you were lucky, and had a skill that was in demand, agents would recruit you and pay your way. Europeans ended up in Detroit, new Orleans, Philadelphia and Ellis Island in the harbour of NYC. Asians came through San Francisco. 
 Name, marriage, how many kids, place of origin, literacy level – were asked of immigrants.
 Examined by doctors looking for typhoid, syphilis. If you had it you could be rejected. 
People moved to certain location, in the 1870s 100 thousand Scandinavians end up on the great planes. 
Maryland – created exclusively for English Catholics. 
Irish – Black men of York “no dogs or Irish allowed on the premises”
Chinease/Japanese – physically different, cant hide the fact they are immigrants and there was racism based on skin colour 
Colored men tended to work for way less then white men, Employers brought them over to drive down wages 
 Caused anti immigrant riots 
 Nasty riot in San Fran that is prompted congress to do something
 1882: Chinease Exclusion Act – keep out permanent Chinese migrants 
 Instituted head taxes 
 Law of the Land 1883 
 Bias and racism cut across class – all regretted immigrants 
1907 problem when San Fran school system segregates the school: white vs. Asians 
 Teddy Roosevelt – had to appoint something called the Dillingham commission to look at immigration generally as Japanese wanted to start a war with Canada. The problem was they were taking to many of the “wrong” people.
 Restriction Leagues in New England making it harder to immigrate – person gets off the boat and were made to take a test to see if they could read and write – If they couldn’t they had to get back on the boat. 
WW1 – Once the US enters the war, you get a super patriotism
German Americans were lynched – fired from their job for having a German last night. When WW1 ends there were many refugees 
1924 – The National Origins Act – go back to census of 1890 and you had to identify your origin ethnically, from now on “migrants can only constitute 2% of their natural origin numbers form the census in 1890”. 
Japanese and Chinese weren’t even listed. 
President Calvin Coolidge signed law “American must be kept American”
1914 – 1.2 million people came to America
1939 – 280,000
One big exemption – act didn’t apply to the Northern hemisphere 
1900-1950 over million Canadians comes to the U.S. 
The Clan – Activities against African Americans. The clan becomes more diverse in its nature and has a membership boom 
Clan hated everyone who wasn’t like them “America had to be restored to some imagines purified racial state before all of the unpleasant people showed up”
Woodrow Wilson – activist, “League of Nations”, Versaile peace treaty
Progressive who strongly believed that America was a redeemer nation 
Philander Knox, institutes treaty without Senate approval 
Woodrow Wilson – 1913 creates scheme to exercise a canal building
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Western Mythology
· TV in 50s and 60 dominated by cowboy shows 
· Spaghetti Westerns – Western movies made in Italy (Clint Eastwood)
· Fredrick Jackson Turner had a lot to do with Western Mythology
· Frontier thesis DOMINATED how many American historians looked at America. Major Flaws – turner does not mention who was already on the frontier, the natives. 
· Thesis talk helped to create the mythology of the “mythic frontier”
· Through the 19th century there was popular novels and serious fictions that played up these notions – David Crocket
· Many of these novels portrayed there protagonist as someone else’s side of society. Men who were challenging society at one level and creating it a another
· Davey Crockets were representing “Adam”, going out into the wilderness 
· Was described as an antidote to society – genuinely simple, truthful and brave. He was not cunning and manipulative like people in regular society.
· Mark Twain – Huckleberry Fin – rejects the constraints of society. Refuses to be civilized. 
· Buffalo Bill Cody – Buffalo Hunter. In late 1960s an American writer wrote a book about him, a loosely based biography. Portrayed BBCody as a symbol of morality as society-shifted west.  Dragging society with him. Moral, clean, upright society. BBCody made this into the Wild West show and toured Europe with stylized shows about the west. Moch battles between army scouts and Indians. 
· Teddy Rosevelt – left NY for North Dakota to start a cattle ranch and ezcape the grief of his dead wife. Found social freedom he was searching for. His ranch went bankrupt and went back east. over THOSE 7 YEARS HE WROTE A 4 VOLUME HISTORY CALLED THE WINNING OF THE WEST. Not fiction. Most important aspect – he was the West as a strk moral testing ground where a mans real character could not be hidden.
· Fredrick Remmingtin – And Rosevelt: social Darwinism. Charles Darwin and Biological evolution to human relations. Individual and societal. Social Darwinism believed hieracrchy of race and individuals.  Born leaders and born followers. Only the fittest people in societies would survive
· 1902 – Owen Wistor, The Virginian. The Virginian has no name and is portrayed as one of natures natural aristrocrats. Honest, strong, passionate, aids the weak, fights the evil. Poorly educated, steady and moral. Moral code “god plays a square game with us”. 
· The Cattle Drives – Idea of one man Joseph McCoy. Late 1860’s there was vast cracks of land and McCoy realized you could make a lot of money raising cattle. Set up a massive stockyard system. Gathering cattle. Paid people to drive their cattle to him. He got a kickback from railways for 5$ per cattle he put on their railways. McCoy had a keens ense of publicity and sponsored the first Wild West show of Buffalo Bill. Sold 35,000 steers and doubled his business the year after that. Steer cost him $9 to buy, $4 to transport and he could sell them for $28. People started copying McCoy with Cattle ranches. 
· Billy The Kid – killed 11 men before a Sherriff shot him at the ripe age of 21. 
· Most Cowboys were late teens to early 20’s and lasted 2 years before something bad happened or they decided there were easier ways to make a living. 20% of cowboys were Mexican and black. Blacks had freedoms as cowboys. As long as you did your job no one cared what your skin color was. 
· Violence was not as the movies portray. Avolee decided it was not good for business to have violence in the street, so they built a jail. You could not carry weapons, saloons were restricted, so was prostitution.
· Mayors of Avolee 1961 wild bill Hickok had a reputation as a cold-hearted killer. He helped to clean up Avolee. 1876 he ends up in Deathwood South Dakota while he was shot and murdered playing poker. 
· Most Famous gun battle of the west was – gun battles
· Most Western Conflicts were between ranchers and farmers in range wars. Farmers putting barb wire up to keep cattle off property. Both sides hired thugs and people were killed. Farmers started to outnumber ranchers and put laws into place to outlaw ranchers. Ranchers fell victim to business’. 1880s there were a lot of blizzards, blizzards killed a lot of cattle. By 1890 the cattle drive era was done and the industry settled down to small ranches and farms. Farmers then took over.
· Mythology of the old west is a nostalgic notion of what the old country should be like. Ignored imprisonment of native people on the planes. No one talked about the termination of the buffalo. Nor that ranchers were corporations. Many people saw the west as a cockpit of democracy and freedom in which Americans prosper unless you were African American Hispanic or native. 
· Western society gave woman the right to vote early on. Western recognized that women were equal. 






African American Experiences after Reconstruction
· 1863 Abe Lincoln issues the emancipation propagation – freeing the slaves. Slaves under confederate control were free. 
· 95% of slaves were illeterate. They could move to take work assuming someone would hire them. Most of them had never left their plantations in the deep south. Many slaves headed further south because plantation owners in Alabama and Missisippi were desperate for labours. Some moved to cities like Atlanta. Many former slaves wanted to achieve normalcy. Many used government services to use sole relatives – wifes, husbands, children and reconstitue families. Many opted to legally marry for the first time nt heir lives. Upsurge in black institutions – schools and churches. Many had a political function and supported the republicans. Schools were badly underfunded The clan targeted black schools and burned them down, scaring off the teachers. 
· Civil rights act passed by congress ordered the desegregation of transportations, juries, hotels. Went to Supreme Court in 1883 and it was ruled that while institutions could not legally discriminate on race, individuals could. Problem was what’s an institution and what’s an individual. 
· The homestead act gave land to whites immigrants and blacks. 44 million acres were handed out to black farmers in the south but a few yers later most of it was gone as it was bad land. By 1876, black farmers in the State of Georgia accounted for 1% of all farmers. 
· Blacks had to ask permission from government to quit your job and move elsewhere. Mobility was to be stopped if possible. Led to the phenomena of share cropping. 
· Local black politicians loose their job. Black men who had the right to vote were physically denied to vote by “the clan”. They put toll taxes where you had to pay for the right to vote and poor blacks couldn’t afford the right to vote. 
· 15th amendment said any man had the right to vote
· Got around that law by grandfather clauses – you could vote if your ancestors voted in 1860’s 
· Blacks and whites were not allowed to socialize, marry, go to a barber shop of the other race. If you violated this you were taken to prison. 
· Black men were hanged for simplicity of showing interest in a white woman at any level, talking to a white woman. Men were dragged out of jail by white mob and lynched. Jews were not considered to be white and were also lynched. 80% lynched were balck men. Lynching went up when the economy went down. 
· Plessy vs. Ferguson – Facilities were available to both races, black just got eh shit end. Separate but equal – justified segregation. White schools could be better funded as long as some funding went to blacks. White teachers were better paid then blacks. Lasts as a law until 1954 when the supreme ourt finally threw it out. 
· Booker T Washington
· Most unions did not welcome black unions
· American Federation of labors said they opposed racial discrimination, in unions said you should not accept black workers 
· Jim Crowe – had to do with a song and a dance. Anti-black laws were called Jim Crowe laws. Made a mochary of the American constitution. It made a mochary of the two party system – the democrats in the south and the republicans in the north. 
· Jim Crowe last created a cast system – Octaroon – 1 8th black, which meant you were legally categorized as a black. 

Imperialism
· By 1840’s – Manifestation- The notion that not only should America expand but it was gods will that America should expand
· Americans believed national greatness was a right
· Alfred Thayer Mahan – wanted a big navy and wanted bases around the world to support the big navy.
· Many American religious figures talked about this notion – Josiah strong 1885 “God is trading the Anglo-Saxon race to civilize the worlds lesser races” not only is there a natural right but there is a god given right
· Corporate Circles with industrialization came surpluses of industrializations – industries and agriculture
· 19th century one hoped that colonies would be a place where you could sell your services and keep your home country rich
· Colonies were a safety vow to make sure your common means remain strong, as well as your people and nasty foreigners could not make headway 
· Us payes 7 million for Alaska Territories
· Dominican Republic was attempted to be bought but the senate denied – they did not like the notion of taking on a territory that was brown skin, Spanish speaking and catholic 
· Grant thought it may expand trade for the U.S., wanted a place to “dump” former slaves
· Hawaii – Britain, Japan, even Canada attempted to take the island. The island economy revolved around sugar cane, most owners were American.  Us signed a treaty with Hawaii that if US wanted to they could build a navy base – Pearl Harbour
· 1893 Hawaii is a problem –terrifs hit sugar industry really hard , economy in bad shape
· Hawiaans became resentful of US control and there new Queen – Liuokalani 
· God rid of queen and proclaimed the republic of Hawaii
· Cleanveland sent commission to island to study – commission came back and reported Hawaiians did not want annexation, but Hawaiians don’t get there government back either. 1994 Cleveland recognizes Hawaii to be the legitimate government of those islands
·  1897 government signs annexation treaty – problem again is the senate. They wanted a 2 3rds majority to get through the senate and many senators were unsure about a distant country that none of them had seen who where full of brown skin people, Spanish speaking. Senators were not keen on this. 
· War with Spain 1898 – Pearl Harbor Base sends of colony to fight Spanish navy. Senators see advantage in owning Hawaii agreed to annexation and Hawaii becomes American territory. 
· Cuba – insurgency had broken out in 1868 against the Spanish, lasted 10 years until it was cruely crushed. Cuban leaders ran into exhile and agitated with Americans for a free Cuba. Most Americans didn’t pay attention. Revolt in Cuba reignited. The problem for the US government was US business did not want to intervene in Cuba. They had invested 100 mill in the sugar industry there. 
· Grover Cleaveland told Spanish government that they should give Cuba some autonomy. As Cubans died in camps, Americans start to pay attention to what they perceive as a gross injustice.
· New government in Spain in 1897 – wants to end war in Cuba.  Does not get opportunity because Battle ship main that was anchored in the harbour was exploded and killed over 260 sailors. The Navy sent the shit there to show the flags during the crisis. Believed that the Spanish blew it up. Serious investigation proved that in fact it was an accident. 
· April 1898 war is declared by US on Spain
· Wanted to make Cuba independent from Spain
·  Phillipeans fell into the hands of US
· Cuba – Americans blockade Santiago island to drop troops off, 2 days later the small Spanish fleet was destroyed 
· Less then 400 US soldiers die in combat in Cuba. Spanish had better riffles. 5000 Americans die from malaria, food poisoning. US army equipment was bad. Organization was terrible, and logistics was awful. Peace deal in the middle of July, ratified in December  Cuba is to be an independent state. Spain is now removed from the western hemisphere. 
· US army would only leave when Cuba did a few things – could not make treatys with any other country unless America approved, couldn’t borrow money beyonds its needs to US took financial control. Retained Guantanamo army base. For American business this was a fabulous deal. American investment in Cuba quadruples by the 1920’s.
· Philippians reemerge as a problem – 1898 only 5 million Philippinos. MacKinley admitted he couldn’t find the phillipeans on the map. Many anti imperialist Americans worried that if they keep phillipeans with brown skinned, Spanish speaking Catholics, were going to govern them. 
· Wanted to break into the Chinese market.  US navy saw a chance to build a big base overseas. US decides they are not going to let go of the Phillipeans. 
· Aguinaldo is insulted and starts attacking US troops. 1898-1902 – combat between Philippians and US. Nasty War. Both sides committed atrocities. Taking “trophies” (ears, testicles). 
· Ironic war – US launch a hearts and mind campaign build schools, other US come in and burn them all down – This war is a stain on US Army 
· 1899- Antiimperialist came within 1 vote of handing the Phillipeans back to the Phillipeans. 
· By 1902 the war is winding own – 4,000 US troops dies, 20,000 Phillipean troops have died – war ends and Phillipinos surrender. Some Phillipenos did not stop fighting against the government. Phillipinos were promised “eventual” independence – bute Japanese invaded and in 1946 Phillipenos got there independence.
· US openly started governing people they give no rights to
· Teddy Rosevelt “accidental president” when MacKinley was shot. MacKinle died 8 days later and Rosevelt becomes president of US.
· Rosevelt –hyperactive adult life was to deal with his rough childhood, people believed. Went to rich school in England then Harvard. Seemed destined for the upper class until the 1880’s when his wife dies in childbirth leaving him with a daughter Alice. Becomes an award-winning author. Lowed the prairies – brought out the best or worst in men. Perosnaly he arrested others who tried to steal his cabin on the praries. When his ranch failed he went back to NY and went into politics. 1889-1995 headed to US civil service commission. Headed NYC police commission. Becomes McKinley’s assistant secretary. 
· Becomes Governor of New York 1889 
· When asked to be VP he wasn’t sure he wanted the job. 
· Rosevelt did not like slap back politics – comes form upper classes where other political operators did not. He wanted to use executive power and run the country as if congress did not exist
· Did not like monopolies. Government goes after companies like standard oil.
· “I like to speak softly and carry a big stick” – Teddy Roosevelt 
· Great White Fleet – huge battleships painted white that are send ona world wide cruise toward Japan by Roosevelt. Navys then were the most obvious symbol of power. Disputes where the boundary between Alaska and Yukon lay.
· Panama Canal – to avoid long travels and lots of money in shipping. Used as a strategic weapon. Main competitors were the British and the Americans however they had previously signed a treaty. 1901 Roosevelt convinces British to sign a treaty for the US to have sole rights and ownership to build the canal.
· French were trying but effort didn’t get very far – yellow fever killed thousands of canal workers
· US goes to Columbians and in 1903 there is a tentative deal for the US to pay 10 million upfront to Columbia, after that for every year they would rent the canal from the Columbians for 250,000 a year. 99 miles long, 6 miles wide, controlled by the US. 
· 1904 Japan attacked Russia over control over Korea. Japan barely wins the war but the Russian army is huge and so are the casualities of the war. Roosevelt intervened because he liked the Japanese. He forced them to accept peace mediation. Japanese gained advantaged Russians did not want to give them. 
· 1908 Roosevelt decides not to run for re election 
· Picks secretry of war – Willain Taft. Comes to regret that choice. Taft stops the anti-trust lawsuits. In 1910 the republicans are at war with each other. Republicans want someone to lead them and that is Teddy Roosevelt 
· 1912 Taft runs again
· Teddy Roosevelt was shot then finished the speech

WW1 – Begins 1914 (June) with the assassination of Austrian arch duke by a Serbian nationalist
· August 1914 – War was declared
· Germany Austria Hungary vs Britain France Russia 
· USA – Absent
· President Wodrowe Wilson declares ***?***
· Asked his people to be neutral in thought and in action
· Many Americans Picked Sides
· Many recent immigrants went back to Europe to fight because they got drafted
· Most Americans were pro Britain and France – fellow democracies
· Britain mother country
· France helped US gain independence 
· Woodrowe Wilson supported British and French, he disliked German militarism, thought it was a threat to peace 
· Ties get stronger as US lends money and builds weapons for Britain and France
· Woodrowe does not want US to fight – this wars outcome could hurt US if Germans win
· Security Policy – believed in freer trade, free navigation
· German – self contained, threatened neighbors
· The war that was supposed to end by Christmas 1914, ended November 1918 – Some say the war never really ended  
· Casualties are tremendous – Britain looses 1 mill, France almost 2 mill, Germany 2 or 3 million. 
· Woodrowe feels the more it drags on the nastier it will get 
· 1914 – British Navy tries to stop Germans trade – stops ship
· Wilson complained to British that they couldn’t do this to German ships
· The British understood that the Americans wouldn’t like the bloackade, but they want to win the war so they were willing to alienate Americans public opinion 
· Submarines were not supposed to attack passenger liners under the rules of war – so passenger liners were supposed to be safe – these passenger liners were being used to bring weapons over 
· The Lusitania – British passenger liner that was sunk by a German ship
· Germans claim it was carrying weapons – in fact it was
· Under the rules for submarine warefare – submarine was supposed to give warning before firing at the liner. British started disguising ships and throwing off Germans. They stopped asking and started sinking. 
· Lusitania – biggest loss of American life during this war
· Teddy Roosevelt was pushing Wilson to go to war over the Lusitania, Wilson said no “you can be too proud to fight” – Roosevelt calls him coward
· Germans apologized for sinking the Lusitania an provided some assistance to family who lost members
· Secretary of State, William Jennings Bryan does not agree and quits
· Jane Adams – Carrie Chapman – form a womans peace party because they were afraid the US would go to war and they anted to stop it
· Henry Ford is a passivist in this war, he charted a peace ship to go to Sweden full of hundreds of American passivists to take part in a conference to stop this war
· Congress wanted to ban Americans from going on Ships like Lusitania – make it illegal. When it go tot the presidents desk, he killed it. It was a violation of life, liberty and pursuit of happiness. 
· Americans continued to die – American opinion becomes more pro British and pre French
· 1915 Britain and France are affectively bankrupt – can not raise money they need to fight there war. Get loans form NYC commercial banks. 
· Americans were worried Germans wouldn’t pay for stuff so they wouldn’t sell to them
· 1917 – Germans leadership starts to have a change of mind – increasingly dominated by the army – wants to win and quickly – start massive offences on western front and a resumption of unrestricted submarine warfare – sink everything – this will likely bring States into the war with them
· German U boats in 1917 start sinking ships – again – and Americans start dying – again
· February 1917 W.Wilson breaks relations with Germany
· Zimmerman Telegram – Britain intercepts telegram and hands over to Wilson 
· Wilson goes to congress under the constitution the president must ask congress to declare war, congress agrees and declares war on Germany 
· Reason – German U boat attacks, Allies, Cultural ties (war of civilization)
· April 1917 – US unprepared to fight 
· No modern air craft or tanks – Americans have very little of anything 
· How do you get men into uniform – selective service act, a draft, because you cant count on people to volunteer. All men 18-45 were required to register, and are still required to register to this day 
· 24 million men register, most will never be drafted and they did not want to draft married men or men with key occupations that are useful to the war 
· 3 million man are drafted – 1.3 join voluntarily (4.3 million men)
· Have to clothe, feed, train, and arm these men
· WIB to coordinate so factories could create things that were needed 
· Bernard Baruck is hired to organize
· Laws get passed to control food consumption 
· 5, 000 government boards are created in the US to run the war 
· Railways, shipping and labor – necessary 
· Anti-Trust legislation under the Sherman act is suspended – bigger companies might be more efficient 
· 2 million soldiers in the American exiditionary force go to France
· General John Pershing – Tried to hunt down Poshivia and failed 
· Pershing was worried bad morale of French and Britain would effect his troops (US)
· Wanted his troops to be distinct and separate 
· More of an affiliation with the French army then the British 
· French army had licensed brothels for there men
· Offered it to the US men 
· July 1918 – 1 million American troops in French 
· 260,000 African Americans volunteered to fight in the war/ are drafted 
· 50,000 of them ended up in France 
· Most of the troops that end up in France dig ditches, load trains – many officers in the US army were white southerners and the last thing they wanted were black men with guns 
· American training bases are in the southern US 
· Riots over race 
· Houston Texas – black troops were abused; blacks riot and kill 13 white soldiers. In return blacks were hanged or given life in prison 
· Many black leaders wanted there men to go; to prove they are real men 
· African Americans stayed in France after the war because they were treated better – in the 1920’s there was a huge expansion in French African Americans 
· War Bond – Sold in factories, investment that you will get back
· US passes “temporary income tax” – Taxes on cigarettes, alcohol, estate transfers
· Committee of public information – posters, songs, movies, to get people into the “spirit” of fighting the war – people volunteered to present this stuff
· Many progressives joined the war effort – make a great country for your boys to come home to 
· 1917 – Americans, German Americans were not so keen on this – found life to be difficult. Occasional lynching of German Americans. Libraries burned their German books
· Roosevelt said Lafolete was an unhanged trainer 
· W.Wilson said his heart was with the passivist but his mind wanted peace and knew how to get it without the fight 
· If you were a socialist – they argued the war and campaigned against it 
· Harriet Stanton – argued women should support the war because eit might get them the vote (they do in 1920) 
· Other women formed comities to help national defence
· Carrie Chapman – now that were in it we have to win it
· Decent was not tolerated
· Espionage Act
· Wilson sets up a group of advisors to tell him what he should be looking for if they win this war
· March 1918 – Lennon, the leader of the Russian bulchavits leads them out of the war
· German offensive destroys British Army – military outcome in doubt
· Wilson Peace Rules .. – 8 – territorial, 9- colonial issues should be solved with the ideas of colonized people in mind – the last 5, most important – unrestricted navigation on the oceans, freer trade, reduced armorist, openly discussed treaties, general association of nations “League of Nations”
· November 1918 war ends – 11th of November Germany asks for an armonist but does not surrender, but asks for a truce. 
· In the weeks leading up to November 11th French and British did not want to stop fighting
· Woodrowe Wilson goes to Varsailles France – he is greated as a god – It goes to his head. He sits down with the allies leaders 
· Peace Negotiations are not a negotiation – discussion among the winners and a dictation of peace treaties to the Germans 
· Germany is givin the war guilt clause – have to pay for all of it, even veterans pensions, no timeframe, Germany will just keep paying
· Soviet Union is not even mentioned and there is a civil ar happening in the Soviet Union 
· Versailles is a disappointing for Wilson, he did not get his way – what he does get is the League of Nations 
· Comes home with a flawed peace deal = many republican senators do not like the charter for the LON – didn’t like the self defence “if one attacks, all attacks” – many senators do not want to sign 
· Henry Cabbot Lodge – particularly unhappy and blocks it 
· Wilson came back angry from Versailled and needed a victory at home so he is going to bypass the senate and goes on a massive train trip around t the united states making speeches directly to the American people – “support me, pass this, right your senators”. – 37 Speeches in 22 days – was exhausting and on September 1919, 2nd of October he has a stroke that nearly kills him. He was confined to a wheel chair. Arguments that he may not have been able to speak and that he was incompetent. 
· Senate votes down joining the league of nations
· 1920, it was shot down again 
· Americans believed they were tricked into war 
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Law and Crime – Radicalism and the legal response to it
                      - prohibition illegal response and the people who break it by illegally selling alcohol to Americans

· 22nd of Aug, 1927 after appeals were denied two Italian born men, Nicola Sako and Marrco Banzetti were executed by the state of Massachusetts for have killing 2 men in a robbery – this case became famous – execution by politics – became known as the Red Scare – fears a revolution would come to America – This notion was exaggerated by men who were genuinely concerned or used it to get power – Long lasting impact on the U.S.
· Civil War – 1860s when half of the country took up arms against the other half and had to be forcefully crushed and reintegrated back into the union – Radicalism was no stranger to American politics 
· American radicalism to the patriots is different – migration, immigration, industrialization and the great fundamental shifts in how people worked, were paid and what religious beliefs they had.  “History was about to shift” said Marx
· Marxism – People used books written by him and tried to create the vision Marx saw for the future. This attracted much attention to Europe who were going through the same industrialization strains – the displacement of many established working classes. 
· Eugene Debbs – the son of german immigrants, born in Indiana. Was not initially a radical, was a believer in social harmony, but he became interested in unionism and in the 1880s there was a backlash in many parts of the US between unions and many strikes were often quite violent. Poleway railway strike – Debbs went to prison. When he got out, eh helped William Jennings Bryan, but when Bryan lost Debbs begins to shed politics and calls himself a socialist. Founder of American Socialist Party. Ran for president 5 times – he wanted a socialist state. Strong speaker. Form Socialist Party – problems emerged – members were sons of immigrants and were factualized.  Majorily disagreed about tactics. Increasingly doubted the ability to reform America within the existing system. 
·  Bill Haywood – the Wobblies – launches a series of legal and illegal strikes trying to create one big union to bring down capitalism. Socialist parties high points in the election 1912 – 120,000 paid members. Debbs got 900,000 votes. 1912- party had 13 daily newspapers. 
· WW1 is a disaster for socialist party – when war came in Europe the leaders of socialist partied denounced the war and said it was a war of capitalism not feudalism and asked their members to not fight – many members joined voluntarily. Debbs, Berger were opposed to the war – we went to war to save Wall Street from Britain and France. Americans adopted major patriotism. People who opposed the war were considered traitors.  Free to speak but in June 1918 – Debbs was charged for violating the Espionage Act – went to prison.  Berger got 20 years in prison. Was voted out by congress when tried to take a seat. Eagune Debbs appealed his conviction – was upheld by the court – got out in 1921 when he was old and not in good health. Was never allowed civil rights again. 
· Red Scare – you get strikes in the US after the war ended. Looking for political reform. Anarchist who were more willing to use force. In 1919 you started to have bomb attacks targeting government offices or corporations. Caused panic beyond impact. Attorney general of US – Alexander Palmer – Anarchist must be crushed – Wanted to be President and needed a way to boost his career – thanks to anarchist he can demonstrate his leadership and goes after extreme elements – Jan1920 Department of justice arrested thousands of problematic people – almost all men and immigrants – were tossed into jails – denied civil rights – held for weeks without charges – found no bombs and only 3 hand guns out of 6000 people – courts forced Alexander Mitchell Palmer to release them General strikes in Seattle – steal workers went on strike – police force in Boston went on strike – Palmer decides stronger action is needed – took Hoover and made him a special investigation until his death. Palmer thinks maybe they didn’t get the right people when they arrested the 6000. Palmer uses Hoover and GID to launch anti-terrorist and anti-activist operations. More people are arrested but nothing much came out of it. Terrorist demonstration – nothing really happened.  Palmer resigns and the Red Scare was over. Lasted approx. 2 years. Concerns continue. Saco and Vansetti – May 1920 – 2 men robbed and killed the paymaster of a shoe factory and his body guard as they were going to the bank to deposit money. Sako and Vansetti were arrested and put on trial for murder. Liberals campaigned for these two arguing that this was not about murder, it was about free speech and democracy, Evidence against these men was pretty shaky, and eyewitness testimony was vague. Judge said they demonstrated a consciousness of guilt. Convicted of murder and sentenced to death – electrocuted. Joseph Stallon – came to power after Lennon died. Great believer that international revolution was dangerous. 
· Socialism is un-American – some Americans believed it was a foreign import with no relevance. 
· James Stallon – reputation as a thug. Lead communist killing people by the millions. Propaganda to make Stallon “warm and cuddly”. 
· Smith Act – illegal to be communist or Natzi 
· 82% of Germans killed in WW2 were killed by Russians
· Prohibition – rained from Jan 1920 – 1933 (13 years) – terms: Volstead act – illegal to make and sell any drink with an alcohol content with greater then 0.5%. Advocates believed it would help society. 1830s the average per capita per consumption per year was over 7 gallons per year.  Some Americans drank so much that critics called America the Alcoholic Republic. There was a rebellion against the federal government in Pensylvania over taxation on alcohol – the congress and the president Washington needed money – wanted to tax homemade alcohol. Farmers viewed alcohol as a birthright. Farmers made money making and selling alcohol.  Whiskey Rebellion – people were tarred and feathered, houses were burnt down, farmers showed up to rally’s armed and were malicious. Washington called up thousand of malicious and marched into Pennsylvania leading the army. 1794 – 7,000 armed ant taxed insurgents. Army went to Pennsylvania and crushed the rebellion. 
· Maine – State Prohibition – banned the manufacture and sale of alcohol
· States ended up banning Prohibition 
· Prohibition and temperance reemerge – 1870s women start leading the fight – they and their children are the most injured from males and alcoholism – 1874 women meet to form the WCTU – By the end of the 1870s there were 27,000 members – Francis Willard was the leader – wanted social reform – shaming politicians and harassing them with signs – getting in the newspaper – have rally’s and protests. 
· 1895 Anti-Saloon league – formed by protestant churches – male and female members – males could vote and deliberately targets politicians and raids them on their prohibition stand. 
· 1916 – 21 states had banned bars 
· Want to ban alcohol and write it into the constitution – majority of states had ratified this – by 1918 constitutional amendment banning the manufacture and sale of alcohol unprecedented – the Volstead Act: legal whip behind the amendment, puts penalties on manufacturing, selling or transporting alcohol. 
· Prohibition bureau – underfunded 
· 1945 – 2 gallons/year 
· 2/3rds agree and 18th amendment is removed
· April 1933 federal prohibition ends
· Alcohol was not seen as normal even after prohibition 

November 1st, 2012 – Minority 
· Women are demographically the majority 
· Many African Americans joined the army for a job and to prove citizenship 
· Black men demonstrated a consistently high service record 
· Army was profoundly racist – black enlisted men; white officers
· Booker T Washington – Preached education. 1901- Published memoir called “Up from slavery” – he was born from a slave mother, white father.
· Roosevelt invited Booker over for dinner – political dinner – Roosevelt wanted more support from black people in the south – Roosevelt wanted to appoint more black men and women as low level federal opponents – wanted 
· Roosevelt (Republican) (Social Darwinist) Denounced lynching publically 
· WEB DuBois –The first black man in America to get a PHD – Harvard (Sociology)
· 1925 – Dubois and 25 others; Niagra Falls Conference – advocated for rights 
· Booker T thought it was too much too soon  - wanted equality, full integration into America – by 1914 had 6000 members 
· Troubles during the war with racism 
· Blacks become urbanized 
· The Harlem Renaissance – what they called the migration of blacks becoming urbanized 
· Marcus Garvey – Jamaican immigrant – believed that blacks had to build there own economy – UNIA – designed to build a sense – talked about blacks returning to mother Africa – wore a crazy uniform that was designed to be seen – parades attracted 25,000 people – bad business man - created a lasting legacy on the notion of black pride 
· Nella – Wrote a book about black integration 
· Locke – book called “The New Negro”
· Movement among women for equality – “You have created an aristocracy of sex” – Women’s real role was in the home 
· Americas first mass female organization WCTU
· Women start getting recognized in Education and joined colleges – women could only take certain programs – quota on med school and law 
· By 1900 women were 1/3 of American Colleges 
· Were channeled into – teaching, nursing, home economics etc.
· Charlotte G – women needed to educate themselves, they needed to prove their value economically to society – women would only be equal when they were financially independent 
· Kate Chopin – wrote a book about men – killed herself
· Carrie Chapman – tried to get votes for women 
· Alice Paul – Forms Womans Party – congressional union – picketed the white house and accused president Wilson of hipocracy- opposed the war – wanted equal rights 
· Women get jobs when men go to war but women get fired when men return 
· Women voluntarily returned to the home 
· Emma Goldman – tried to start a revolution of a kind – lived with men she wasn’t married to
· Margarel Sanger – birth control and made it a crusade – birth control was hard to get and often illegal – argued this was a basic female human right – a right to control, prevent, support birth. Had to flee NY her clinic was deemed to be illegal 
· Number of women enrolled in college went up in the 1920s

Isolationism – 1920s – 1930s
- Somehow wrong and somehow caused the 2nd world war
- Was an attempt by the US to deliberately keep it outside of Europe’s wars
- Never meant to mean US would never interact with the world 
- US was not particularly isolated from Latin America or the pacific
- Roots lie in the information of American colonies – many people who come to the US later on were often fleeing war and wanted to leave that behind in Europe  
- An assumption was that the new world was better by nature then the old 
- George Washington in his farewell as president talked about America staying clear of what he called permanent alliancism 
- Meant that America was geographically fortunate – they could make a choice to stay out of Europe’s problem and should therefore not link itself to those problems in any way. 
- After the US turns down the League of Nations, steps back form Europe 
- Isolationist after WW1 – They were more likely to be protestant, to be from farms and small town America, Republican then Democrat, did well with protestants, were more likely to be Irish, German, Itallians  Isolationists were diverse 
- strong ideological aspect for many- like Lafollette and Borah – these senators believed that there had been a link between business and Americans entry into the war 
- This manifested itself by – the US declined to enter the league and recognize the new soviet union diplomatically 
- Harding and Collage – US starts withdrawing some of its forces from Nicaragua and Haiti 
- Harding – got ? to sign peace treaty - Signed a Navy treaty that destroyed human weapons 
- This treaty caused trouble in Japan 
-Clavin Coolage continued isolationist streak after Harding died 
- Coolage – diplomacy was dollar diplomacy – it is about trade – “The business of America is business” – ambassadors he appoints were businessmen 
International investment becomes important to the US – expect the government to help them do that – success means jobs 
- Charles Dawes – is sent by coolage to Europe to come up with a solution to Germanys virtual bankruptcy – print more money
Hoover wins election – continues business – was a quaker, pacifist – Comes up with Good Neighbor policy - Roosevelt takes it and expands it – Hoover starts taking troops out of Nicaragua and Haiti – Hoover denounces the canal deal 
1930 – London Treaty – extends Washington navy deal by 5 more years 
1931 – Fake incident – Japanese plant bombs on there own way and say it was the Chinese – Japanese get the best resources in the world 
March 1933- Franklin Roosevelt becomes US President – 2 weeks earlier Hitler came to power legally in Germany 
Franklin – Cousin of Teddy – Married Teddies niece Eleanor – first priority was getting rid of depression and getting people back to work -  1933 recognizes the Soviet Union for the first time for two reasons: trade (booming economy), Soviet Union could be a counterweight to Germany or Japan and Roosevelt did not trust Germans and Japanese – believed WW1 had been a mistake (Caution-ist Internationalist)
Gerald Nye– Senator of North Dakota 
Walter Milace – The Road to war (book) “America has been tricked into war” 
Nye - takes this book and runs a series of hearing to prove that point 
France, Britain, etc manipulated the US into going into war – Nye believed 
Neutrality Act – Any Country legally at war must be embargoed by the United States 
Roosevelt suggest Neutrality act to Congress – would have preferred a discretionary embargoed – he could pick the countries he could sanction – He could have demanded a revision but he did not 
- 70%+ Americans believed the war was a big mistake 
- American Colleges – you got peace strikes – demanding America stay out of foreign war ‘
- Italy invades Etheopia and declared war – must evoke Neutrality act 
- Neutrality acts didn’t state what if a Civil War occurred 
- Congress passed a 3rd Act making it illegal to sell belligerents in a civil war – privately FDR was shipping planes 
- Neutrality Act #4 – Makes it illegal for Americans to travel on other countries ships when at war 
- Hitler picks a fight with Czechoslovakia over the sudetendeutsche – tells the Czechs they have to hand over the German speaking lands – Czech denies – this gets complicated because Czecks has security deals with Soviet Union – French and British don’t want a war over Czechoslovakia
- Chamberlain – signed agreement with Adolph to never to go to war with each other again
- Isolationism is seen by many as a horrifying mistake 
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
